On reaching the proper age he was
ordained and remained in St. Patricks
church Manchester, some fitve
six years, He was then sent
Bishop Vaughan to America to col
lect for an orphanage assylum and
because Manchester air did not agree
with his healch he received leave of
absence and remained in America,

Jersey under Bishep Wigger, Upon

the latters death, Father Maguire was

admitted to Chatham diogese, where
Bishop Regers assigned him to New

castle, where he labored with great
success and acceptance for nine years,
when he was appointed parish priest
of St, Margarets.

Rev, Father Maguire took suddenly
ill from acute obstruction of the intes
tines on Saturday last; he could not
officiate in church on Sunday and was
brought to Hotel Dieu, Chatham yes
terday at 3 p. m., but was unable to
stand an operation, and died at 5,30,

He leaves a mother and several
sisters at home in Treland and two
brothers, prominent ia shipping and
insurance circles, in New York and
New Jersey, .
