Fraser Companies
Secure Holdings

Upham Lumber Co.

Fredericton, Feb. 20—Four million
feet of spruce logs, sold by the Up-
ham Lumber Company Ltd., to the
Fraser Companies, Ltd., in the deal
where all holdings of the former
company have passed to the Fraser
interests are said to have brought
about $30 per thousand feet. George
W. Upham ex-M. L. A. Woodstock,
this morning saida that the transfer
of the entire h .ldings of the com-
pany, of which he is the president
haq been consummated, the Fraser
companies having now takien poss-
ession of the Transcontinental Ralil-
way line, on the Tobique ver in
Victoria county.

Mr. Uphx\m admitted that the
amount involved in the transfer, in-
cluding the -present season's cut of
logs was more than double the figur
es which had been mentioned when
the deal was under way. “We got
more than 100,000 for the four mil-
lion feet of logs we cut this winter.”
declared Mr. Upham, which means
the price paid was over $25 per
thousand. When pressed for further
information all he would say was
that spruce logs were now worth
more like $30 than $25 per thousand

It is said the price paid by the
Fraser Companies for the mills,
lease and logs was over $200,000.

MUSICAL TALKS

By C. C. Laugher, Mus Bac.

v No. VI.—Singing

To “Sing” is to utter musical or

melodious sounds. The singer uses
the vecal organs or chords which are
two thick strong muscles in the
larynx. Vocal cxecuroa is the prac-
tice and art of singing in one or a
series of notes which should result
in purity of tone and quality of the
voice. All cannot produce that
desired purity of tone, for some¢ pro-
duce a tone that suggests a throaty,
tonguey, palatal, or veiled tone.
Argility by practicing
series of notes on vowels, passing
from one note to another, changing
the quality of tene. Great care
must be taken in diction, choice of
words, etc.
You must n t upon any occasion
take breath between the syllables of
a word, or break up the phrases.
How often we hear of such a person
sgreeching out a solo at a reception.
A
for music may say to you,
she's a finished musician,
don't you think?” It you
are candid you may reply, “I hope
so. but I was afraid she was going
to sing again.” It is indeed hard to
have to sit.uud listen to a would-be
singer, who prides herself upon
never taking a singing lesson yet
her singing may remind one of the
following: “I hear you ca-a-aling
me,” warbled the daughter from the
parlor. “Yes,” sang the mother from
the kitchen, “l want you to come
he-e-re and help me with the
di-ss-shes” Profound silence fol-
lowed. The voice of girls of High
School period are extremely delicate
and require the utmost care and at-
tention. Girl sopranos should be
able to wecalize up to G. The volce
that can vocalize well from middle
C up to E—fourth space, should sing
mezzo-soprano. Girls who can sing'
down to G, below middle C, and not
above C —third space, should sing
alto. ‘The necessary qualifications
that a pupil needs to make a singer
are as follows: 1st, a good voice;
2nd, musical aptitude; 3rd, general
inteligence; 4th, good health; 6th
character.

The instrument and the performer
are combined in one person. FThe
process of forming or training the
voice includes both the d~velopment
of technic and the adjustment ot
machinery, as it may be called. The
tuning of the voice is that which in-
cludes the production, breathing abil
ity to produce and recognize true
pitch of tones, and enunciation of
words, etc. '

Ot all subjects neglected by choir
and chorus conductors, Diction is an
eagsy first. The singer may have a
voice like a saw or rasp, but the
well patterned words make up for
much vocal deficlences. Bvery oon-
ductor should have as his motto
‘Wordg,’ Word” The girl yith

A born singer was Adelina Pattl.
Born in the year 1843 in Madrid. The
family moved to New York when she
was very young. Although Adelina
had several teackers, she knew how
o sing intuitively, and sang the
shake perfectly, when but three
years of age. One blographer says
of her: Adelina Patti sang all the
important roles of the great operas;
that in England at the Convent Gar-
dens, she completely conquered her
audience; in Paris she sang the role
" Amina and brought all Paris to her
the people of St. Petershurg
went wild over her, and in Spain and
Italy the enthusiasm was high.

Througho»t the world ste reigned
“Queen of Singers.” We will now
poep behing the scenes, and see why
and how this immense success. In

fldhood she lived earefully, kept
constant watch over her voice, never
forcing if, and never sang without
befng in perfect condition. Adelina
Pattl has a wonderful memory, hav-
ing memorized forty different operas,
and sings them in four different lan-
uages. Her methcd is perfect, her
style elegant, her tone rich and clear
and her compass unusual.

Now a few words about the great-

est song writer that ever lived—
Franz Schubert. He was born 1787
and died in 1828 thus living only 31
years. Beethoven said of him: Truly
he has a spark of the divine fire.”
Schubert was an Austrian, his father
being a self-educated school master
and his mother a cook. When Schu-
bert was 10 years of age he compos
ed a few little songs and instrumen-
tal pleces. Franz had a beautiful
soprano voice and had great skill in
reading music.

Concrete Floors
Return Cost

By increasing the value of manure
Pbroduced, concrete floors for feeding
stables will return their cost in about

one year. This is shown by tests at

the Ohio Experiment Station. The
extra crop returns from manure kept

on concrete floors 1s due to the
soluble plantfood saved.

The cost of concreting floors gen-
erally amounts to abort $5 an ani-
mal in the ordinary feeding stable,
and the saving in manure is equal to
this amount of every 1,000 pounds in
iilve weight of steers or cattle fed
for the year, as compared with ani-
mals fed on earth floors.

Concrete floors also make it easier
to provide sanitary places for ani-
mals.

Imperial Chapel Choir he was en-
titled to free musical education.
Schubert was continually composing
and music came from higs brain as
fast as he could write it. Schubert's
18th year was the most prolific, for
during that year he wrote no less
than 195 compositions, including 2
symphonies and 6 oneras. Yec¢ his
struggles were many and severe. He
had always suffered privations and
often cqld and hunger. He often had
not the money to buy even the music
paper on which to write his thoughts
He was in the habit of borrowing
small sums of money and leaving a
manuscript as security with his cred-
itor and in this way many of his
greatest works were undoubtedly
lost. He seemed to llve for his art
alone, for he spoke, thought, and
lived in music. Though Schubert
lived but 31 years he wrote more
than eleven hundred compositions—
mostly songs. His music is of the
most wonderful beauty, tenderness,
sweetness and purity, ' blended with
strength, nobility and grandeur.
Dvorak the great Bohemian composer
of modern times declared that he

Plantioed Mixtures
That Sheuld Not
Be Made!

Fertilisers should mever be mixed
with manure, because such a mix-
ture tends t~ let loose some of the
nitrogen in the form of ammonia of
both the manure and the fertilizers.
Acid phosphate can be applied to
manure at the rate of 80 1bs. to the
ton of manure with great profit to
the farmer. Best results can be ob-
tained by applying manure and fer-
tilizers separately. Never mix fer-
tilizers with lime or ashes, or lime
itself. A mixture with lime or ashes,
tends to change the soluble phos-
phoric acid of the fertilizer back to
the slowly available or unavailable
form.

School Fairs

During the year 1919 the Ontario
Department of Agriculture, through
its agricultural representatives. dis-
tributed seeds and eggs to 78,946
pupils in 3,278 rural schools of the
provinnce. R. 8. Duncan, B.S.A.
writing to the Agricultural Gazette
for January states that the following
quantities were distributed:—1,890

bushels of potatoes, 433 bushels of
grain, 12,575 packages of root seeds,
30,700 packages of vegetable seeds,
21,900 packages of flower seeds and
11,045 dozens of eggs of a bred-to-
lay strain of Barred Plymouth Rocks
These figures give some idea of the
magnitude of the school fair move-
ment in Ontarfo.

The first school fair was organised
ia 1000 with three schools taking
part. Tem years later 857 rural
school fairs were held in the pro-
vinee and the pupils had 60,848 home
plots and made 111,338 entries. It
is estimated that about 350 peop
saw the first school fair in which §8
pupils took part, while last fall

93,000 ehildren and 107,590 adults
attended the school fairs in Ontario.
This is truly a worderful growth.

There are so many different sofls !
to plaugh and so many kinds of
ploughs to plough them with, that
no definite rule can be laid down as
the best method for all soils. t
We plough to bury vegetation and
manure, so that they may decay and |
feed the future plants. We plough to |
pulverize the soil and fit it %o re-i
ceive the seed. No other implement
will do so much in one operation to-
ward the making of an ideal seed,
bed, as a good plough in skilled
hands. ‘We plough to increase the
water holding capacity of the soil.
We plough to destroy weeds, insects
and rodents.
WHY SHOULD WE PLOUGH IN
THBE AUTUMN? Because this com
paratively slow operation may be
performed mor economically when
horse and man power are not at
such a premium as they are during
the rush of spring seeding. Early
autumn ploughing enables the heat
from the September sun to hasten
the decomposition of one season’s
refuse plant growth so that it may
feed the gucceeding one. Late aut-
umn ridging with a plough greatly
benefits many soils by exposing the
greatest possible surface to the ac-
tion of freezing and thawing, nat-
ure’s most wonderful pulverizer,
which has made most of the seed
beds throughout the ages, and is to-
day our greatest agent in producing
the tilth so necessary for large
crops. In the autumn a dry soil may
be ploughed without causing the
same injury that would follow plough
ing a soll in that condition in the
spring. It i{s also possible to plough
land g0 wet in the late autumn that
there is a gloss or sheen from the
mould-board, knowing that the frost
of winter will turn what would make
clods at other seasons, into mellow
seed beds in the spring.
SOILS THAT SHOULD BE LEFT
AND NOT PLOUGHED UNTIL
SPRING. Light soils that blow, and
solls on steep hill sides that wash,
should not be exposed to the gales
and heavy rains of winter and early
spring. Some heavy clay soils that
puddle during the heavy spring rains
are better left and ployghed when
they have recached the right degree
of liability to crumble under the
mould-board.
LAND THAT BARLEY NEEDS
THE PLOUGH TO PREPARE IT.
Land that has produced a hoed crop
such as potatoes, turnips, mangels or
vegetables, usually produces a betier
crop if the seed bed is formed for the
following grain crop without using
the plough. Ribbing in late autumn
has been the only use of the plough
that has increased such crops at
Charlottetown.
A few results from cultural ex-
periments at Charlottetown, {hat
bear directly on this problem, are of
interest. The figures secured are
from average ylelds covering four
seasons from ficlds of oats on a
comparatively level, sandy loam soil
Sod ploughed in August gave 47 bus-
shels and 14 pounds; sod ploughed
in November (no other autumn
work), 42 bushels and 32 pounds;
sod ploughed in spring, 34 bushels
and 9 pounds. Loss from spring
ploughing compared with August
plcughing, 13 bushels and 5§ pounds;
compared with November ploughing,
8 bushels and 23 pounds. There
were 45 plots in this particular-five-
year rotation, and the spring plough
ing of sod averaged 6 bushels below
the poorest autumn method of break-
fng sod. Therefore plough your sed
in the autumn, and as much of your
stubble as you can. Leave your land
after a hoed crop without ploughing,
except to rib it
