The time for collecting the road 
tax is now upon us, and from 
many parts of the country loud 
complaints are heard against this 
tax.

St. John and other parts of the 
neighboring provinces has quite 
naturally aroused considerable 
interest and anxiety in this city. 
This is not to be wondered at in 
view of what this community suf­
fered from the dread scourge six­
teen years ago. Precautionary 
measures have been adopted, aqd 
it is hoped we may escape tnfc 
the epidemic. The old marine 
hospital, near the harbor’s mouth 
has been placed at the disposal of 
the city authorities, and it has 
been put in condition for the re­
ception of smallpox patients, 
should there be any. Vaccination 
has also been pretty well attended 
to, and other necessary precau­
tions have been adopted. The 
schooner Monitor on, board of 
which a smallpox case developed 
at Georgetown, has been sent back 
to Pictou, and so far as known no 
other case has developed in this 
Province. The steamer Princess 
is boarded by the port physician 
each evening on her arrival here, 
and all nnvaccinated persons are 
vaccinated before landing. At 
Summerside also precautions are 
taken. A physician goes over and 
back on the steamer Northumber­
land and examines all passengers 
and vaccinates all who are not 
already treated in this regard, 
By these means it is hoped danger 
iflay be averted,

1896 the imports into Canada 
from the United States have been 
increased by $53,000,000, while 
the exports to the United States 
have increased by only $24,000,- 
000. Such stubborn facts as these 
have a tendency to shake contrary 
theories when held by ordinary 
people.”

If any more facts were needed 
to explode the old Cobdenite 
policy they could easily be fur­
nished. For example, for decades 
past the United States have been 
selling to Great Britain twice as 
much as they have buying from 
her, and there is still no sign of 
any abatement in the sales.

Considerable activity has of 
late been manifested by the auth­
orities in the matter of providing 
a new Railway passenger station 
for Charlottetown. It is gener­
ally admitted that a more commo­
dious and more conveniently situ­
ated station is needed in this city, 
All this is admitted by the citi­
zens in general, and the question 
has been more or less discussed 
for the last few years ; but no de­
finite action has been taken by 
those in authority up to the pre­
sent time. In view of these facts 
and considering that the summer 
had been allowed to pass without 
any steps being taken to procure 
this desired improvement it was 
not expected that anything would 
be done in the matter at the be­
ginning of the winter.

In South Africa.
A despatch from Lord Kitchener, 

dated from Pretoria Nov. 15th, styi 
that a strong patrol of yeomanry 
while reconnoitering on November 
13. at Brakspruit, near Z.-erust (in 
Transvaal colony about 140 miles 
west of Pretoria) was surrounded by 
three hundred Boers and lost six men 
killed and 16 wounded. Some of 
the troopers were esptured and were 
subsequently relessed. The rear 
guard of Cvbnel Byng's column was 
attacked near Heilbroa, Orange River 
Colony, November i4, by 400 Boers, 
said to be under the commend of 
General DeWet. After two hours 
fighting the Boers retired, leaving 
eight dead on the field. Of Colonel 
Byng's column. Lieutenant Hughes 
and one man was killed, while three 
officers and nine men were wounded.

The war office has issued a 400 
page blue book of the official reports 
from medicial and other officers on 
the conditions of the concentration 
camps in South Africa,' The geo 
eral drift of the report attributes the 
high mortality in these camps to the 
dirty habits of the Boers, their ignor 
snee and prejudices, their recourse to 
quickery and their suspicious avoi­
dance of the British hospitals and 
doctors. -i
