Gendarmes, says the London
“ Oatholic Times,” presented them-
selves the other day at the house of
Father Fulgentius Betbeder, a former
monk of the Benedictine Abbey of
Belloc, Basses Pyrenees} armed with
2 warraot issued by the Magistrature
of Bayounne, in virture of which they
led him off to the lock-up of Labas—
tide-Clairence, to await his transfer to
the common jail of Bayonne. What
was the offense committed by this
numble religious? Oa the 28th of
November last he was brought before
the police court. The Public Prose-
color preferred many charges against
him, The Tribunal tried him on one
only—that be formed part of a dis=
solved coogregation, though it was
evident to all that Father Fulgentius
lived -quite alone, without any con-
nection with other religious.

The
Public Prosecutor, after it had been
clearly and conclusively proved that
the victim could not pay this sum,
would hear no explanation, and
demanded punishment by the seizure
of his person.

He admitted this
was owing, for the most part, to
the fact that certain Government
supporters “put on the screws” at
election times and made the Gov-
ernment shell out the money for
public works and jobs here and
there, He held out no assurance
that revenue and expenditure
would meet.

The policy of constantly
running into debt and saddling
the Provinee with new mortgages
leads to nothing but absolute
ruin. The situation with which

Mr Prowse said a full state-
ment of the finances of the Pro
vince at the present time should
be laid on the table of the House

In 1891 the Gov-
ernment had obtained the report of a
special commission regarding the am
ouat of the debt of the Province, before
hwhey asked leave to sell debentures to
the amount of the then liabilities and a
little more. Why not follow the same
courge now; why ask for leave to sell
debentures for a less amount than the
present floating debt actually is. Afte:
the sale of debentures in 1891 the Gov-
ernment started with a clean sheel and
had something to the good. They ther
promised to make ends meet Bat in
siead of doing 8o they fiud it necessary
to ask leave to issne debentures for half
a million dollars, and that is not al
that is requirsd to fully cover the pres
ent floating debt.

Mr A J McDonald compared briefly
the results of the administration of the
two parties. He pointed outthat when
the Conservatives came into power the
public accounts showed at the close of
the previous year a debt of $52,000, and
said that if the amount had been placea
at interest and compound interest, ac-
cording to the arguments of Captair
Read and Dr Warburton, it would have
amounted to & very large sum. by thie
‘ime. A little common sense would be
a very good thing to employ in consid
ering the gnestion at issue. We should
know just what the public debt is at the
present time before asking for author
ity to sell debentures to the amount of
$500,000. The loose methods of the
Goverpment in the conduct of pablic
business were subjected to criticiam;
many of the causes of the present debt
were shown up and the fraud and folly
of the Government’s so-called capital
account were exposed.

Mr Fraser wished to know whether
or not the Government were going to
take steps to prevent the yearly recurr-
ing deficits which make up the debt.
No business firm could exist and have
a deficit year afteryear. Promises had
been made to make ends meet. Are
these promises ever going to be carried
ou!; or are the Government going to de-
pend, a8 in past years, on the Premier
coming back from Ottawa with a bag
fall of money? In 1891 the Govern-
ment’s special commissioners placed
the liabilities of the Province at $171,
000. Now it is admitted to be $730,000,
and the whole atory has not yet been
told. Some Government supporters
pretend to believe a debt is & good
thing for a country; but this cannot be
true with regard to such expenditures
as appear on page twenty-five of the
Auditor’s report. No penury is ex-
hibited in the expenses of our delega-
tions to Ottawa. The penury is in the
country—not in the Government. The
capital account of the Government was
ouly a trick of book keeping intended
to m¥slead the people.

Duriog the evening sitting Mr Mathie
son poured hotshot into the Govern-
meont rsnks. Referring to the expen-
ditures recorded on page twenty-five of
the Auaditor’s report, he called attention
to an item of $542.50 “*‘Sandry expenses
of the late Hon D Farquharson.” If
that was a juost payment it ought, bhe
8aid, to have been made years ago; if
not a just payment it ought not to have
been msde atall, If old claims are to
be admitted and paid without referencs
to the Leagislatore, where is the end to
be; how are the expenditures to be con-
trolled, and bhow is the amount of the
pablic debt to be correctly measured?
The same holds good as regards the
payment of $2,000 on account of the
Premier’s coronation trip. Why was
that payment deferred until Iast year,
and all knowledge of it hidden away
until after the election? If pavments
are to be held over in this way, we can
pever find out what the amonnt of the
public debt is at the end of any year.
Numerous delegations have gons to Ot-
tawa and London and come back, for
which we have no return except large
bills to pay. The cost of these delega-:
ions seemed mostextraordinary in view
of the fact that the delegates travel free
over the Intercolonial Railway., Mr.
