Tho proceedings of the Peace Congress 
at Frankfurt have been among the News­
paper t pics of the ,week. On the whole 
• he gathering *eem« to have gone off ex­
ceedingly well, although a» far a* the eoun 
•lest p ulton of the English public are con­
cerned, platform affairs of this sort nev*'r 
produce any really de.ep impre-ston. The 
average audience at the meeting wa* about 
2000, of whom it has been estimated 550 
were English, and its most a-tonislung 
feature was the presence of General Hay 
n-*ti, who, it appears wa* passing through 
Frankfort on his way to London. Th* ap-

iccasion j* ndverte i to by the London jVo«x 
conformist in the following manner -

u 'lr. Cohden and General lisynau— 
-trange conjunction of names !—were the 
heroes of the first day's proceeding*.

B it the time will come When the great 
chain of brotherhood will gird the whole 
earth. Yesterday, as I was walking in the 
streets of Frsnkfort, I admired the splendid 
establishments which a-'orn the city. I 
learnt that those beautiful gardens were 
once covered with military work*. Now 
these fortifications have been removed, to 
give comfort and convenience to the pcacea 
bio. and the inhabitants now enjoy the bles 
sings of nature, where once were seen the 
evil works of man. Just as one mountain 
is suddenly raised above the plainp, but re- 
cpives gradual additions, so will the people 
rau»e this union to increase in height ; at 
first it will be a small elevation, then a hill 
and then a m luntaio. A few years ago, 
and men would not bave believed that the

No more 
shall the people groan under the burden of 
war ; most devoutly do I believe in 
tho coming of th*> time when all 
men will consent to live in peace, [great 
apnlau«c:]

peace would be for governments to refer to 
arbitration all those differences between 
them which cannot bo otherwise amicably 
set' led.

2. That the standing nrmaments with 
which the governments of Europe menace 
one another impose intolerable burdens «nd 
inflict grievous moral and social evils upon 
their respective communities ; this Con­
gress cannot, therefore, too earnestly call 
the attention of governments to the neces­
sity uf entering upon a system of interna­
tional disarm i ment, without prejudice to 
such mesures as may he considered neccs 
sary for the maintenance of the security of 
the citizens and the internal tranquility of 
each state.

4. This Congress rei»eratcs it* strung 
disapprobation of all foreign loans, negotia 
ted for the purpose of furnishing to one 
people the means of etarrgfctering another,

5. That this Congress, acknowledging 
tho principle of non-intervention, recogni­
ses it to be the sole right of every state to 
regulate its own affairs.

6. That this Congress recommends all 
the -friend* of peace to prepare public opin> 
ion, in their respective countries, for the 
convocation of a congress of the representa­
tives of the various states, with a view to 
the formation of a code of international 
law.

7. That this Congre?* would express its 
disapprobation of duels between ind'viduale, 
no less than fightings between nations, and 
that any member of the Congre®* who 
shall be engaged in any duel shall be con­
sidered aa looAng his right of membership 
by that fact.

RULES OF TriE LEGISLATIVE ASSEM­

Adopted on 3rd August, 1850, and substituted 
for the Rules (numbered 60 to 72) heretofore

60. That hereafter no Petition for any Private 
or local Bill will be received by the House, aft**r 
the first fifteen days of each Session, unless the 
Petitioners shall have first applied, after notice 
thereof, for leave to present such Petition, and 
obtained permission of the Hou.se to do so.

61. That hereafter this !Iou«e wilTriot receive 
any Private or local Bill*, except within the first 
four weeks of each Session.

62. That this House will not receive any Re­
port of a Standing or Special Committee, upon 
any Private or local Bill, except within the first 
six weeks of each Session.

63. That the Cleik of this House shall, im- | 
m»d ately after the issuing of the Proclamaiii

65. That before any Petition praying for leave 
to bring in a Private Bill for the erection of a 
Toll Bridge is presented to this House, the per­
son or p-usons proposing to petition for such Bill 
«hall, Ujion giving the notice prescribed by the 
fid'll Rue, abo, at the same time, and in the 
-ame manner, give a notice in writing, slating

The disturbances an-J excitement conse­
quent on the burning of the Parliament 
buildings in Montreal by the Tories, and 
the ineults offered to the Governor General, 
led to the formation of Reform Associations 
in this and other Districts in Upper Cana* 
da; thoefcp was one in the right direction, 
and if followed up would have produced 
much good to the country and the cause of 
Reform. Similar associations have worked 
well in the old country, indeed they ère 
almost inseparable from Representative 
Government. The opponents of the Re­
formers in Canada, although by no means 
the most numerous, hare always been able 
through their effective organization to 
paralyse the labours of the Reformers, and 
to offer a far atrongor opposition than they 
could have done, were they not well united. 
It ie of course a fact that cannot be denied, 
that the Tory party, although in the mino­
rity, havo frequently obtained and kept the 
reins of power and government of the coun­
try in their hands for a long period of time, 
chiefly by means of this organization.— 
The Orango Society w as the nucleus which 
produced this arrangement of the Tory 
party, in a great degree, and it is really 
wonderful that the intelligent Canadian 
Reformers, with this great fact staring, 
them in the face, should so long have 
neglected to profit by the tactics of their 
opponents. They did not eo profit, hour- 
evsr, and it was not until within the last 
eighteen months that Reformers commenc­
ed to organize themselves in earnest.— 
Having commenced to do eo, one would 
suppose that the good work would have 
been continued until perfected. This has 
not been the case; for after the excitement 
we have alluded to had somewhat abated, 
the laboura of our friends were proportiona- 
bly relaxed, until we really believe nothing 
haa been done towards completing our or 
ganizstion for some month» past. This 
should not be; for should a new Election 
lake place shortly, or any great political 
«vent require tho party to put forth its 
strength, it could not bo effected in such a 
way ae to prove successful. VVe call on 
all our friends therefore to lose no time in 
eompleting what lias already been eo auspi- 
noualy commenced. NVe havo the exam­
ple of the pael before us; wo know that our 
Society hae contributed to the aucceea of 
the party whorever it hae put forth it» 
efforts. To the Reformers of Hastings 
particularly, these Reform Association» are 
• lin<»al absolutely necee»ary. We have a 
well organized party opposed to us on al: 
occasions, anti their effort a can only bo met 
and defeated by similar means. We have 
the material in this County to mako these 
Association* out of, and it will be the faul' 
of the leaders if those moans be neglected. 
We do not regard those Reform. Associa­
tions aa formed solely for the purpose o' 
battling the Tories; they will serve to ex 
press the strength and the opinion of the 
party on all occasion» when required; and 
can give to the Government of the d-iy that 
advice and assistance which may be deemed
nncet-wafv.

The question of cheep Government ia one qn 
which there can be little difference of opinion 
mong honeet men. The few individual» who 
live by expensive method» of iranaac'.iog the pub­
lic bueineee, that ie, by. receiving salariée lor 
doing nothing, or by filling office» which 
could profitably be dispensed with, may differ 
Irom the common opinion io reference to econo 
my io the public expenditure. But, theee indi­
viduals are so few in number compared with ike 
great multitude who pay taxe», that their opin- 
ioh should only be regarded as the natural result 
of individual selfishness. It may. therefore. be 
aeaumed that ilia necessity and justice of adopt­
ing the cheapest method of cooducting the pub­
lic busioeee, ia one question on which the major 
ity of all pariiee are agreed—indeed, it may b« 
viewed aa a point of unanimity of opinion, and 
hence every member of the House of Assembly 
may safely conclude that in endeavoring to di­
minish the public expenditure, he ie cerryiageut 
the honest wishes el hia coneiiteente. On many 
other questions he may have come difficulty in 
determining on the course ibat will plraae the 
greatest number of thrtse whom he represent», 
bui, on the question of Retrenchment, he can 
have no euch difficulty. His course ie clear— 
Economy is the doctrine of the multitude, snd if 
he wishes to become popular, by being a profita­
ble servant, he muat adopt Ecomomy aa bie text, 
and sliik to it.

The very extensive diecuseion to which the 
doctrine ol Retrenchment hae been enbjected du­
ring the leet few inoathe, io Canada, aopgeite a 
doubt that the eubj-ct ie bet partially understood 
by the people, and either not understood ai all, or 
cunningly mystified and shirked by their Repre­
sentatives. Or, to eey the least of it, the view 
which Lae hitherto been taken of tke awbjeei, hae 
boen extremely narrow and,ef comparatively lit­
tle importance. The diecueson in eo tar aa we 
recollect, hae been almoat exclusively confined to 
the redueiion of the Governor General*# salary, 
and the salaries attached to acme few of the high­
est public offices. Now, in tbie country where 
there are necessarily few high salaries, it mutt be 
obvious that any reduction which could be effec­
ted in then few, would in reality be • “ mere 
bagatelle.” Supposing, for. instance, that all 
salaries of one thousand pounds and upward», 
even including the salary of the Governor Gene­
ral, should be reduced one half, it ia probable 
that the who!# earing thus affected, would not e- 
mout to twenty thousand pounds. And thie ia 
certainly a email matter in the public eapendi- 
ture. The amallnese of thia amount, however, 
is no argument against the practicability and the 
justice of Retrenchment on a large scale.

The objectionable expenses of our Canadian 
Government do not chiefly confiât in high sala­
ries. but in the extravagance of the system—the 
employing twice the quantity of machinery that 
is nectary for the eceompl ehment of the object. 
And if the people, ineteed of arguing and quib­
bling about the amount of the eatery,would begin 
to enquire into the utility of the office—if they 
wold endeavor to ascertain whether the office was 
really necessary, it ia possible that a system of 
Retrenchment might be discovered that would 
be really felt aa a benefit to the country. Believ­
ing that popular education ie the first subject 
which ehould enage the attention of a Govern­
ment—the educational department may be taken

an illustration of the practicability of Re­
trenchment in Canada. Whether Egerton Ry- 
rraon ehould receive five huodred pounds or four 
hundred and twenty poinds ae Chief Superinten­
dent of Education, is certainly e very cluldieh 
question with which to occupy the time and tal­
ent» of a Legislative Assembly. Such a wily 
question might be tolerated as a subject of debate 
between two old cloee-fiated Scotch farmers, bat 
it become» eatremely ridiculous when discoaaed 
by the “concentrate-! wiedom” of the Province, 
and at the public expense I Indeed it requires an 
extra amount of charity to check the suspi­
cion that such a discussion is merely designed to 
avert the diecuseion of the real question, viz.:— 
Is the office of Chief Superintendent of Common 
Schools needed T This ie the question which 
the people ehould ask. And although the die- 
cneeion on the amount of the ealary evidently 
takes for granted the necessity for such an office, 
and a1 hough the Honorable the Inspector Gene­
ral, in one of hie speeches on the subject last Ses­
sion, seemed to assume that no reasonable man 
would dispute the necessity and utility of the of­
fice; every reasonable man will differ with thie 
assumption of the Inspector General—will dis­
pute the utility of the office, and will by « very 
simple process of reasoning convince himself that 
the office is of no essentiel benefit to the cause 
of common School Education. Let every rea­
sonable man make the enquiry in reference to the 
locality in which he resides. Let him ask, have 
the Common Schools or the Common School 
Teachers of his own neighborhood been rendered 
more efficient by the duties performed by the 
Chief Superintendent? Have the labor» of 
Egerton Ryerson and hie assistante removed the 
ignorsnee from the minde of a very large propor­
tion of the Common School Teacher» of l.Tppor 
Canada? Or, rendered them better qualified for 
the important dutiee which they are expected to 
discharge ? Or, made education cheaper or more 
generally appreciated ? Certainly not. A large 
portion of the Teicher» ere just the same pedan­
tic, ill-natured, ignorant and hareh tyrants, that 
they used to be, and a large portion of parente 

-are jut as indifferent to everything belonging to 
the cause of education, except the expense of it, 
ae they were before the introduction of Mr. Ry- 
erson’s system. It ie true that the system haa 
been but a short time ic existence and cannot 
reasonably be expected to have proven its effici­
ency to produce good. VVe have no faith in the 
system, but as thia may be considered a mere 
mntter of opinion, snd as it does not properly be 
long to the question which we wish to diseuse, 
we ehall suppose "for the present that the Com­
mon School Lew of last Session is a good Act,— 
that it is good in principle and io its provisions 
generally. Then supposing that all hoards of 
Instruction, all Municipalities. Clerk». Treasur­
ers, Trustees and Local Superintendents faithful­
ly discharged the dutte* imposed on them by the 
Act. (excepting of coures, their official corres­
pondence wuh Mr. Ryerson,) should theee duties 
not be just as valuable and ae effectual if no 
Chief Superintendent existed? Is the educa­
tional fund increased or hallowed hy passing thro* 
the hands of the Chief Superintendent on it* 
way from the cheat of the Receiver General to 
the several County Treasurer* throughout the 
Province? Few will hs disposed to answer this 
latter question in the affirmative, amiss ihe mon­
etary pari of the business |s the moat important 
portion of Mr. Rverson's duties, it may very

fely be conclude!, that ihe office of Chief 8u-

machinery ia utterly useless, except (or the ri­
diculous purpose of perfoimieg certain dutiee, or 
at least, ceremonie» or formalities that have al­
ready been performed by ether parte of the ma­
chine, and only serve to create confusion and 
mist, where the plainest simplicity ia both neces­
sary and practicable. By thus looking at end 
being guided by common-sense, and the actual 
circumstances and requirement» of oer country, 
instead of indulging in extravagant theories, and 
imitating the moat expensive systems of educa­
tion tlmt have been adopted hy the oldest, wealth­
iest, and moat populous countries ol the world, 
there ie • probability that we might effect a very 
considerable eating in the Educational depart­
ment without impairing its efficiency, even in the 
•lightest degree. The truth ia, that Dr. Ryer- 
eon’s exertione to introduce hie favorite eyelets of 
Education into Upper Canada, on the same cost­
ly scale on which it ie established in some of the 
wealthiest States of the neighboring Union.eeem 
just about as extravagant ne it would be to fur­
nish Glob»» and Mathematical Instrumente for 
the use of children who were only beginning to 
learn the elphebet.

Three-fourths at least, of even the inhabited 
parts of Upper Canada—(we mean, of course, 
ihree-fourtha of the whole eetilemenie that are 
under the operation of the New School Act,)ere. 
comparatively speaking, not more than half a 
remote from the common wilderoese—they are 
tbioly inhabited, end the majority of the settlers 
are togging end toiling to secure food, and even 
the ecantieei supply of clothing and education for 
their fiamiliee. And we eaadidly acknowledge 
•hat we caeaot perceive either the juetice or the 
advantage of saddling people in ench circumetan- 
cee, with a School system the moat advanced and 
expensive that has been adopted io the wealthi­
est countries ia the world. Model Schools— 
Normal Scheole—Chief Superintendents end 
Edoeeiionel Departments may all be very well 
adapted to the condition of the people in the 
S ate of New York, but it is doubtful if th*y are 
at all euited to the present condition ef Canada. 
And when we hear of the Legislature authori­
sing the expenditure of even two hundred pound» 
•-year in purchasing drawing» and pleoi of 
School Houses, in a country where the majority 
of School Sections have some difficulty io get­
ting op even a decent leg ehaoty for «School 
House, we can only compare thie extravagance 
with the recent imprudent boast of Dr. Ryerson, 
to the effect, that last year, education coat every 
man io Upper Canada exactly twice aa much ae 
wee paid by the inhabitant of the more wealthy 
State of New York ! The education ia Canada 
ie certainly not eaperier to that ol New Ymk, 
nor are the teachers better paid, but, the secret 
ie, that three-quarters of a million of people in 
Cenada have to support the same weight of ma­
chinery that ia supported by «Are# millions of 
people in New York ! Assuredly thie pondrons 
machinery affords “room for retrenchment."

it ia. that niae-taeths of the intelligent men el 
Upper Canada regard thia preponderating influ­
ence aa a sortons fut, and we oae «ne ne advan­
tage that will result from denying it. Bot al­
though thoueaude of even the beat friande of the 
present Administration, lament the fact, we 
think there are few wha will agiee with the 
Norfolk Messenger io desiring n repeal of the 
Union. We always incline to chooae the least 
of two avila, if we muat oeceeearily chooae one 
of the two. And certainly, the evil to be appre­
hended from the influence of a man like the Hdn. 
Mr. Lafonteioe, ie trilling when compared with 
the evil which would certainly result from the 
influence ef Bishop Stracben, exerted through 
the medium of High Chureb Toryism. And we 
feel aerry ia believing, that a repeal ef the Union, 
at present, would leave Upper Canada eo ether 
ahsrneiive.

Thie assertion may 
be true, but we confess that if true, we cannot 
understand how it can be honest. If it ie intend­
ed to aaeert that ell the labor of Editor and Pub­
lisher ie performed gratis, end that still, nobody 
profite by the publication, thee we think it ia not 
true, and if means that the labor was performed 
by those connected with the Education Office, 
and that the publisher or some other pereoo pock­
eted the profita, then it ie not honeet, but jeeuil- 
ical or equivocal. The Journal of Education, 
like other journal», ie filled chiefly with seleciiode 
from other publication». The original matter 
contained ia the 'twelve number» that are pub- 
liehed annually, ia neither, in quantity nor quali­
ty, superior to the origioel matter eeually contai­
ned in twelve number» of an erdinnry Newspa­
per; and yet twelve numbers ef the Journal of 
Education coat exactly •• much aa twenty-eix 
number» of the Newspaper. The Joornel of Ed­
ucation costa fully twice as much as as the News­
paper, and we ere aware that the Editor of the 
Newspaper ia paid for hie service»—the proof­
reader ia paid, the person who addreeece them for 
the mail ie paid, and even the little boy» who fold 
them and carry them through town are paid1, and 
•till W" are told that all these thing» are perfomed 
in the Education Office “without one farthing’s 
remuneration,” and yet nobody baa any pecunia­
ry profit by the Journal of Edecatien ! Sorely 
publishing a common Newspaper muat be a prof­
itless speculation. It may be true the: the Jour­
nal of Education has hitherto, like many other 
periodical publication» io Canada, been a profit*- 
lees enterprise. We have eo knowledge of the 
extent of its circulation in time* past. But the 
North American is speaking of the forced circu­
lation given to the Journal by the present School 
Act Thie forced circulation ie estimated at up­
wards of five thousand, which will amount to 
more than twelve hundred pounds—sod we think 
the conductor» of the Journal in confining their 
remarks to the past years, before this forced cir­
culation came iota existed^», are not meeting 
the objection with that candour which the public 
have a right to expect. We do not. by any 
means, write these remark» with the intention of 
depreciating the value of the Journal of Educa­
tion. We are much pleased to see each a publi­
cation io the country, and would even give our 
vote to appropriate at least one-half of whet ie 
now expended on the publication of the Official 
Gazette, to the publishing and distributing, grat­
is, the Journal of Education. But we are cer­
tainly not pleased that School Section», Trus­
tee». Teachers,'or anv any other man or body of 
men ehould be compelled by an Act of Parlia­
ment to read or pay for a periodical, whether the 
proceeds go into the public chest or into the 
pockets of a private individual. Thoee who con­
duct the Journal ehould be paid for their labor, 
and we acknowledge our belief that they will be 
handsomely paid. For notwithstanding that the 
conductors declare

“ That the officers of the Education De 
partment will derive no pecuniary benefit 
from the Journal of Education under any 
circumstances whatever, and that as long 
ae it shall continue under ita present man­
agement, the amount of euhecriptiona will 
be expended in defraying the expense» con 
nect»d with the mechanical department of 
the Journal, and in adding to the value of 
ita pages.
We are utterly incapable of conceiving hew 
twelve hundred ponds or even six hundred poonda 
a veer, could poeeibly be spent in improving the 
mechanical department of a sixteen piged m onth- 
ly periodical ! Such an idea ie utterly prepos­
terous—and we feel confident that it will be a 
long time before the profite filod their way to the 
public cheat /

The latest, at Champ de 
Satory. of Cavalry, 95,600 strong, took 
place on the 10th,

The Spanish expedition to Cube waa to 
sail an the 15th. General Concha wished 
not to eel out until the end of the month, 
but recentintelIigeuce from the United 
Sta’ee hasten» the departure.

The Holeteinere failed in the attempt to 
take the town of Fredrickatadt. Tbie re­
pulse was most decisive : at leaat 600 were 
killed, and their heeeiging gone loot. It ie 
said that France, England, Austria, end the 
German State», have positively decided in 
favor of Denmark, and that the Duchiea 
will be informed that they muat refrain from 
further hostilities, end await Ihe award of 
the inlerveaing partie».

THE INDUSTRIAL EXHIBITION.

The Exhibitioa haa new been open two daye, 
and haa been visited by thousand* of persons, 
with much satisfaction. It ie universally admit­
ted, we believe, that the display of Canadian re- 
source*, industry. and ingenuity, ie of a highly 
creditable character. Had there been more time, 
the collection would undoubtedly have been 1er-, 
ger and more diversified; we have abundant rea­
son to be eoceuraged, however, by the results of 
tbie experiment, which will serve to convince ell 
parties, in the United States end England, aa 
well aa in thi« country, that we are very far, at 
present, from a etate of “ rain and decay.” Oar 
movement ie eltegether progressive, end will con­
tinue to be eo, notwithstanding all that the 
croakere (now, happily, » race well nigh ex­
tinct) may allege or invent.

Our gratification would hive been greater, we 
muat confess, if the French Canadians bad taken 
more interest in the Exhibition, and furnished a 
larger amount of samples and epecimene of arti­
cle» peculiar to that portion of the Province 
which they chiefly inhabit, and illustrative of the 
exietiog circumstances and modes of life charac­
teristic of their agricultural population. Interest­
ing and instructive additions to the Great Show 
would have beea thus supplied. We may hope 
that on some future occasion it will be manifest 
that energies which h*v* long lain dormant have 
been thoroughly roused by the Exhibition, and 
that the French Canadian inhabitants of Canada 
East have determiaed to take a full abare of the 
honorable rivalry.

The entire number of entries for the Exhibi- 
tiou, we understand, ie 1360: bo\wa many aa of 
these include, respectively, eeveraNar+ttrlVl^he 
number of aiticlee may be fairly estimated at 
nearly 5000.

tique, intended for Her Majesty, a gergeoue sofa, 
a richly carved cabinet, and other epecimene, 
chiefly ie black walnut, all which attract coa- 
eiderable attention nnd are mesh admired. Mr. 
Hilton hae eeet two magnificent tete-a-totes in 
black walnut, nnd some elegant chaire. The 
prixe for the beet centre table waa awarded to 
Mr. Maekve, and that for the best bedstead, ie 
black walnut, to Mr. Morice.

Several tables, and ether articles, made of pine, 
and painted by Meaere. Rames y and M’Arthor, 
in imitation of marble, and ef different kind» of 
wood, were the objecte of universal praise.

Inspecter General, 
and tbe probable dieruption ef the Cabinet 
in consequence, of eome dark, royaler!, 
oue diecloeure of ministerial unworthinesa, 
we may ea? that all things political are a«

be a see-taw disposition manifested by all 
men and all parties. The Ministry are half 
persuaded to take ground on popular mei- 
eurea and thus secure their return nt the 
next election and again they are half inclin- 
ed to play the coward, deaery their former 
friende, and retire into private life, or pre» 
vide tberoeelvee with a comfartahle seal on 
the oholf.

fall» abort of satisfying tbe great bulk of 
the people of this province. Then comee 
the Usury Laws, than which a mo»# ioipor* 
tant change ie not required for the promo­
tion of the general prosperity. On thia 
question all partie» are divided, and until 
conviction reaches eome of our alow-coach 
politicians, no hope of abolishing the pre- 
oeet meet oppreeeive and harheroue law can 
be entertained. Neal comee tbet greatest 
of all stumbling block*—the elective fran­
chise and Ihe ballot. However tbe worthy 
Attorney General West may disclaim 
against elective institutions, of thie he 
might rest aeeured, tbar very large conces­
sions are needed by Ihe country in thie res­
pect. The elective franchie» must be ex­
tended, eo that every man who ie a resi­
dent householder, end bears ae unblemished 
reputation ae a good eobject, ehall havo a 
voice in the government of tho day. That 
moet degrading of fiction», that mere pelf, 
or, in other word», the poeeeseion ef real 
estate, ie •••entiel to qualify a man for Ihe 
•xerciee of the elective franchie» most be 
abandoned, and intelligence recognised, al 
leaet to a great extant, ae a fit baeie ef Ihe 
franchie». In ehort, men ehould he made 
to feel that they have a direct interest ia 
the government of the country, and then 
might we look for greater prosperity and 
sounder laws. Add to theee the prejudice 
of racee, and the coaflicting iatereets of 
variooe eectieae of the province, to eay 
nothing of the faction» aad disappointed, 
end we have before ue tbe caueee of present 
divisions and eobdivieione in the Reform 
Reohe.

On Ihe other hand, we find the Conserva­
tive or Tery party ae much disjoint ed ee 
ever. After near four yeare ie opposition, 
they preeeet a more broken front then Re­
former». In one eense, thie ie to be regret­
ted. aed ie certaialy metier ef eorpriee. Il 
ie to be regretted, in eo far aetbe wholeome 
check of so honorable opposition ie wanting 
and it ie matter ef eurppieo eo far ae custom 
ie concerned. It generally happeae that 
the leader of the opposition can more eeeily 
marshal hie forces than can tbe head of an 
administration ; but in the present day we 
have a powerful opposition rendered feeble 
hy the want of a leader, and the lack of a 
leader ie plainly traceable to want of prieci* 
pie. Ae a party, the Conservative party 
have no policy—no principle#—and conse­
quently they are powerleeeae a party.

Coaonna'e Iirqoeete.—It ie • eolemn and 
painful duty which men are called upon to 
discharge, when summoned to enquire ae to 
Amr, token and where a human being has 
been suddenly deprived of life. Vet it is 
one of those dutiee which society requires
to be performed-which our laws provide
for, and which hae the sanction of Divine 
Revelation. British law, at all events, jea­
lously throws its protection over human 
life, and induing eo makes the man last 
seen In company with any person unfairly 
deprived of existence, responsible to a cer­
tain extent. Now if a man lose hie life by 
intoxication, why not enquire and ascertain 
who were those last in hi* company, and 
make them moral ly accountable for any 
culpable neglect they may hate shown, as 
it regards the deceased. If men will give 
liquor to • drunken man, or drink in hie 
company, and then discover a recklessness 
ee to what may become of him after, and 
that such a man loae his life by incapacity 
to care for himself, society should hold curl 
persons accountable. Rut should jurors fail 
to investigate and bring out all the facte 
lelalng to eucb occurrences, except only 
the fact of death, which happens to be 
Well enough known without any inquest, 
then are they only half performing their 
Work. We are very well aware of the mo­
tive influencing some men in thus evading 
what we derm to be a solemn duty. They 
think that it ie invidious in them to ecruti 
nice the proximate ranee or causes of death 
by drunkenness. Does not society require 
that the most searching investigation take 
place in such caves ? The weeping widow 
and the fatherless children demand that 
those who were in any way connected with 
the cause of death be exposed and punished. 
While we thus write, we would not for a 
moment insinuate that the man who sold 
liquor to Mr. Wilson, who we* killed by 
falling from the etairs of the Sash Factory, 
or the men who drank with him, had any 
but the most friendly feelings toward the 
deceased. Indeed, tbeverv fact of drinking 
together forbids any other opinion. But we 

, put it to our readers, whether, when any 
occurrence of this kind lakes place, the very 
publicity given to the fact, that «he Jurore 
of our Queen find, that deceased ha-1 been 
drinking with A B, or C D, or K F, so’m* 
15 minutes before be was found dead. 
wmil-J not hae» a food effect on communi­
ty Î There is no desire on our part to see 
any man suffor, by penalty or otherwise, hr 
doing that which society has hi’herto con** 
sidered no harm, ahy farther rhan protec­
tion to human life makes absolutely necea- 
sary. But if men will drink in company, 
or give drink to a man incapable of caring 
for himself and that man get killed imme­
diately after, then wo think such men incur 
a degree of responsibility to society, and to 
the deceased man’s familr, of a serious 
description. If Coroner’s Inquests are 
merely held to ascertain the linmedia'e 
cause of death, and hot to thoroughly in­
vestigate all the circumstances, then may 
the country dispense with such courts, 
eeving expense and time.

If only one case such a* that which oc­
curred in our town last Thursday had taken 
place among us, we would be justified in 
writing ae we do; but when several cases

endeavouring to do so, he ran the one wheel 
of the eart over several logs. The two 
younger boys, dreading an upse‘, leapt from 
the cart, but the unfortunate sufferer sat 
still, and presently the cart upset, throw», 
ing the horse also to the ground, and 
cohering the deceased with the carl, who, 
however, wae not injured by the overthrow, 
as he called to hie companions to raise 
the cart, and let him out. The lade were 
unable to do eo, and one of them ran off for 
assistance. Meantime the horse began to 
etruggle to get to its feet, and in doing 
so, suddenly heaved the edge of the cart on 
to the neck of the unfortunate lad, and in 
this horrible state he lay till assistance ar­
rived. On the cart being raised from his 
body, the poor lad wae not quite dead, but 
gave only one etruggle with hie lower 
limbs, and immediately expired. THo grea 
test sympathy has been excited in the 
neighbourhood for the unfortunate parents 
thus bereaved by eo lamentable a dispensa 
tipn of Providence.— Galt Reporter.

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f Disraessmo Occurrbncb.—It ie our 
painful task this week, to record the occur­
rence of a terrible and fatal accident, that 
hae recèntlv happened to our respected 
townsman—T. R. Brock, Esq. Various 
reports of the nature of the accident, and 
the manner in which he met with it, have 
been current ; some of them rather con­
tradictory. The following paaticulare 
have been given to ue, by one of hie medi­
cal attendants :

On the afternoon of Thursday, the 3rd 
instant, (the day of the Guelph Townehip 
Cattle Show,) Mr. Brock went out to the 
wooded grounds in the rear of his house, 
with two or three of his children, for the 
purpose of amusing them by shooting squir­
rels, lie., and also intending to join his 
brother who had recently arnved on a visit 
and wae then angling hy the river, some 
little distance above Mr. Brock’s house.— 
Presently, getting eight of a squirrel, Mr. 
Brock jumped upon a log, probably to enas 
ble him to take better aim ; and being una­
ble to balance himself on the instant, fell 
forward, etriking the butt-end of the gun on 
the ground, to save bfmeelf from falling on 
hie face. The trigger b-îing full cocked, 
the eudden shock caused it todeceod, there­
by dischaiging the goo. Unfortunately 
tbs barrel bapppeoed to be at the moment 
in a line with the front part of hie body, 
and the consequence wae that the charge 
entered hie left breast, passing upward, 
tearing off the flesh from the upper riba and 
finally, lodging in the shoulder-blade.— 
Several shots passed between the ribs into 
the stomach and afterwards came from 
!«im. Ae soon ae possible, after the acci­
dent, he was conveyed to hie owu bouse, 
,n<l Messrs Orton k Clarke were immedi- 
ate'y eent for. One or other of these gen­
tlemen bee been with him nearly tbe whole 
time since the accidebt happened.

Oe Tuesday evening, he became de- 
deliri jiif, for the first time, and spent a very 
ooor night. He was a little better on 
Wednesday morning ; but tbs inflamatioo 
increased in the course of the day, end de­
lirium returned with increased intensity in 
tbe evening. He lingered for eome hours, 
and expired early this (Thursday) morning. 
He leaves a wife and largo family to mourn 
their terrible bereavement. Hie death will 
also be deenly deplored by a large circle of 
friends.—Guelph Jldeertieer.

A great Public Meeting wae held in By­
town last week, at which the Corporation 
were authorized to take stock in the By­
town and Prescott Railroad to tho amount 
of £15,0U0 ! This ie doing the thing 
handsome, and ie a strong proof of the en­
terprising spirit of the inhabitants of By- 
town.

The Engineer appointed by the “ King­
ston and Perth Joint Stock Road Compa- 

” has completed bis survey, and fixed 
upon a route. Tho Jlrgus states that 
there is every probability of tho undertaking 
going ahead, and that, at all events, a 
g-iod slngh road may be expected to be 
ala shed out from Kington to Perth next 
winter. Go ahead, say we.

Writing of roads reminds us of an en­
quiry which we hear made almost over y 
day, ae to whether anything has been done 
about tho “ Rideau and Mississippi Plank 
Road,” which created such an excitement 
about a twelvemonth ego—an enquiry 
which we have been unable to answer.— 
We were informed some three or four 
months ago that the six per cent was near­
ly all paid in—if this be the case, why ie 
not the Company legally organized , and 
opcrationa commenced ? A mile of the 
road, at all events, ought to have been 
made this summer, if for nothing else than 
to let tbe people see and feel the difference 
between a plank road and a mud one. The 
President or Secretary ought to eafiefy, in 
eome way, public enqiry on this subject.— 
Tho inhabitants of other places can raise 
stock to make railroads while we cannot 
even make a plank road. In fact, we were 
informed that eome difficulty was experienc 
ed a short time ago to get signatures to a pe 
tilion for a government survey of a leading 
road through this District from Bytown to 
Lake Simcoc. Verily? those, who will not 
help them»e!ves deserve to stick in the 
mud.—Bathurst Courier.

INDIA.
India continuée tranquil throughout.— 

The civil war in the Nizam's territory has 
been terminated by tho result of a battle 
fought at A lento on the 20'h of July, in 
which the Nizam’s troops utterly defeated 
end dispersed those of the refractory Niwab 
of El Itch p«re.

An outrage, most disgraceful to the clvi* 
lized character of the district, has occurred 
at Alipore, in the immediate neighborhood 
of Calcutta; it originate^ in some Sepoys 
of the Alipore Militia f-fl* dutvj having got 
a wnll—deserved thrashing from the inhabi 
tents of that locality for insulting a reêjwuT 
tabic woman nf the place. The Sepovs fled 
to their lines for assistance, whereon their j 
Comrades turned out, and proceeded to treat J 
Alipore and Ms inhabitants as if it had been 
an enemy's town taken bv storm.

The court of inquiry appointed to report 
on the conduct of the Sikh s'ate prisoners 
•t Allahabad, hive coma to the conc usi -n 
that a plot existed fur tho rescue of the At- 
tarree Sirdars. Several eiters were pro 
duced, which showed that a correspondence 
bed b»en kept tip between the Ranee Chunda 
at Nepaul and 'he prisoner ever since they 
bad arrived at Allarlnhad.

THE SEA SERPENT CAUGHT.
The Cork Examiner contains thevfollow- 

ing account of the capture of the Sea Ser- 
p2nt at Youghal, which has bebn furnished 
to that journal by Mr. XVilli tm Linehan of 
the drainage works;

The m'ghty monster has been at length 
secured.

nervous fev> r. The relation rf the occur 
fence is characteristic of the men. and n« 
naturalist could describe the proportions of 
tins wonderful•monsicr in dearer or shore 
forcible terms than ere employed by those 
rude children of nature.”

\Vol that ilk, hut “Jaune Travers, Li 
euienant. Coast Guard,” in a letter 4© th#- 
Cork Examiner, thus blows to the winds 
all the fables oft* y sea serpent's visit to

ENGLAND AND THE UNITED STATES 
INTERESTING MEETING.

Nearly 40 years ago, and during die progress 
of die las: war. which raged with unabated fury 
along the whole line of the Niagara frontier. Buf­
falo wag taken and hum! by ihe British—Toron­
to captured and destroyed by the American*. 
The former was then an outpost of trade and civ­
ilization at the foot of Lake Erie, from which 
stretched an almost unhrAken wilderness east­
ward to the Mohawk and the Hudson—ihe latter 
under the name ol York, or more famUialy known 
as “ Little York,” the embryo capital of Upper 
Canada, occupying a lonely sue on ihe bank* of 
a large shallow bay. on' the northern shore of 
Lake Ontario, ifow miraculous the change^ 
w ithin that short period of time ! The .deter' 
has now become peopled, and Western New 
York ie row one broad expanse of cultivation, 
dotted with ri-'ng cities and towns, and intersec­
ted in all directions with canals, railways, and 
great lines of common road. The northern shore 
of the lake has undergone a similar metamorpho­
sis. The forest has. in ■ great.measure, disap­
peared from its banks—every available harbour 
which it present* is now the site of a flourin' ring 
trade. & i»* on e lonely waters are being plough­
ed by a multitude of sieamers of the largest bur­
den, and by a sailing fl.-ef with a tonnage equal 
•o that of some nf the maritime sti'ea of Europe. 
So greatly have the means nf communication 
been improved that the twin - capital* of the far j 
north-west are now accessible from Liverpool in | 
as short a time a* that in which they could for-1 
merly he reached from New York For many 
tears aüer the peace • lie- reminiscences of the 
war kept alive in both communities the exacerba- 1 
tion ol feeli' g in which its incidents gave rise; 
but the more frequent and lanpliar intercourse of 
late years ha* been gradually effacing all unfa­
vorable impressions, and the occasion which 
draw* forth these remarks was the crowning act 
of their reconciliation.

On a bright morning in 'he month of August ! 
I*ht a sp-cial train left Buffalo, taking the direc- | 
tion of Lake Ontario. To reach the lake ii had 
to traverse nearly the whole b-ngth of the Niag­
ara River, and a* it proceed-d along the Ameri­
can hank of the stream, the goodly company 
which it contained had ample oppo/tu'-itv of re­
flecting upon the stirring historic incidents of 
which, like all other border countries, that fron­
tier had been the scene. On starting, f ey had 
on their left, on the Canadian shore opposite, 
Fort Erie, memorable from the important part 
which it p'averl in the drama of the la»t war. A 
little further down, and Blackrock, on their own 
side, triggered t «' the'r mind reminiscences of 
the contest. Navy Inland wa« afterwards pass­
ed, famous as the la»e resort of the Canadian in­
surrection: after which came Schl-sser, invested 
with historic celebrity by the burning of the Car­
oline. It was scarcely passed, ere C'ltppewa, on 
the Canada bank. recalled the recollections of 
the war. A few milee further down, and thru* 
the mists of Niagara might be discerned, on the

immediately formed, and. they were escorted to 
the quarter» provided 1er them, amid numerous 
flags, and to th- sound bt merry music.

No time was lost in d'*ing honor to the visit- 
ors. Thai very evening a grand bell wae give, 
to them in 8t Lawrence Hall, one of the great­
est ornaments of Torouto, already the Queen ol 
British American cities. We had almost forgot­
ten to mention that the ladies of Buffalo were 
represented amongst the visitors.

:o which the company set down at six o’clock 
hie Excellency presiding. The toasts of the 
Queen a'd the President having been again dis- 
posed of the Governor General gave the ‘‘Ladies 
of Buffalo.” which called for'h Imtn a Buff-tinni- 
an, who, in replying, did not overlook the many 
at'racive qualities of the “BuflFilrt' gals,** the 
counter toast of the “Ladies of Toronto.” Then 
followed the “City ol Buffdo.” proposed by hi- 
Excellency and responded to bv the Vfavor. who 
was about to give in return the f*CilV of Toron- 

when the little daughter of Lord Elgin and- 
d'nlv appeared between the fla»sof the two conn- | 
tries, wirli wh ch the tent was decorated, which, 
as a good omen, pr* duced such an eff-ct upon the j 
wor'hy soul, that he proposed her health instead, 
to the great satisfaction of I,adv Elgin.
