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COAL STRIKE WILL COMPLETELY 
' DEMORALIZE RAILWAY TRAFFIC

Serious Conditions Resulting From the Walk-out of Men in the Alberta 
Coal Mines—Freight Business Coming to a Stand Still, and Passenger 
Traffic will also be Stopped in a Day or two—Manufacturers in Cal­
gary are Also Soon to Close.

Special to The Bulletin.
Calgary, April 17.—The situation 

created- by the action nfi 
leaving work is demoralizing business
throughout western Canada. " No 
condition quite so serious has ever 
existed since this country came before 
the public,” said R. R. Jamieson, su­
perintendent of the Central division 
of the C. P. R. to-night.

Already the cement works in Cal­
gary have closed down. This means 
the loss of many hundreds of dol­
lars. The C. P. R. is handing no 
dead freight, and the C. P. R. officials 
announce that it is only a matter of 
a day or two when all freight and 
passenger trains must stop. Manu- 
tacturers in Calgary are soon to close.

Miners Resting.
The domestic supply at present is 

not interfered with, and will not suf­
fer for some time. There is no strike 
of miners, the miners say; they are 
merely leaving work. There is no law 
to prevent that, and there is no con­
ciliation act ever framed which. can 
reach it. If a miner does not want 
to work, what is to prevent him from 
lying idle? He is not on a strike, he 
is merely resting.

This afternoon at a meeting of the 
board of trade, Mr. Jamieson stated 
that his railway had endeavored to 
get coal from Duluth, but without
success.

There is great alarm in this city 
over the probable result.

Alarm in Calgary.
The C.P.R., which usually hi

New Bill Will be Potent.
J. D. McNiven, the fair-wage officer 

of the Department of Labor, is in the 
city regardiing the labor difficulties 
of the miners. He is quite satisfied 
that the new bill will result in some­
thing tangible being done.

'The bill commences where the con­
tending parties usually left off,” said 
Mr. McNiven. “In the majority of 
labor controversies the contending 
parties usually fought it out among 
themselves, and then as a last resort 
decided to refer the points at issue 
to arbitration. Now the arbitrators 
will be at work in the first instance 
and I hope that a great deal of time 
will be saved in the settlement of 
strikes and lock-outs.”

Formerly there 
was no scale at Coleman, all the men 
being day laborers, but there was a 
strike from January 1, 1905, to Feb­
ruary 23, following, and on March 
1 of that year the present agreement 
came into effect, to last till April 1.
1907.

The mines opened since then all 
started with a scale, including Crow's 
Nest Pass Coal Co, Canmore Coal 
Co, at Canmore, Pacific Coal Co, at 
Bankhead, Canada West Coal Co. at 
Lille and Bellevue and Canadian Am­
erican Coal Co. at Frank.

The union at Coleman gave the 30 
days 'notice required by the recent 
act, but seems to have anticipated 
that period. The walk-out is presum­
ably to secure the terms outlined by 
President Sherman, including the 10 
per cent, increase. The Coleman pro­
perty was opened in January, 1904, 
by E. E. Reynolds, the mine superin­
tendent, and sew superintendent of 
the Diamond Coal Co. at Diamond 
City.

Mexico City, April 16.—The extent 
of and the damage wrought by the 
earthquake are greater than hitherto 
reported. The first belated press tele­
grams to reach this city for twenty- 
four hours were received by the Asso­
ciated Press at one o’clock this after­
noon.

From them, it is learned, that the 
town of Ayufla to the east of Acapul­
co, and not far from the Pacific coast, 
and the town of Ometepec, about Tl 
miles to the east of Ayutla, have 
been practically - destroyed.

The shocks continued at Chilpan- 
cingo, 125 miles south of here, all 
last night, and were quite severe 
Many of the buildings that were left 
standing by the previous Wemblings 
were levelled to the ground. The last 
shock at Chilpancingo, occurred at 4 
o’clock this morning. The general 
in command of the troops was se­
verely injured. The jails, hospitals 
and school buildings at this town 
were destroyed. The prisoners are 
now being guarded by the rural 
guards. The federal government is 
extending aid, but it will be impos-

cease. The number of deaths report­
ed to date is 37. Fourteen persons 
were killed in one house. The num­
ber of injured is placed at 39. Traf­
fic between Mexico City and Vera 
Crux has been c^gepletely suspended 
as large sections til tiie Lack of both 
the International and Mexican rail­
roads are sinking. The port of Aca­
pnia is reported to be partially sub­
merged.

The Pacific coast between Capuola 
and Salina Cruz, a distance of some 
five hundred miles, is said to have 
suffered more or less severely.

Montreal, April 16.—McGill univer­
sity was visited by the second disas­
trous fire within two weeks to-day 
when the main part of the medical 
buildings was utterly destroyed and 
two wings badly damaged. The loss 
will exceed half a million dollars, and 
while there is considerable insurance, 
it is not expected that it will make 
up anything like the loss.

The loss, however, cannot be esti­
mated in dollars and cents, as the 
medical museum was wiped out. It 
was celebrated in its class, and has 
been in process of collection for the 
best part of a century. Dr. Sheppard 
also lost his famous anatomical col­
lection, which is known the world 
over in medical circles.

The valuable library was damaged, 
but to what extent is not definitely 
known.

The amount of insurance on the 
medical buildings is $300,000, of which 
$250,000 is on the buildings and tne 
balance on the contents. The amount 
is widely distributed among insur­
ance companies. The loss is approxi­

Confronted by Bruin.

THE COLONIAL

Fairbanks, Alaska, April 17.—To be 
chased for some distance by .four 
wolves and then to be confronted by 
a large bear is the experience which 
Peter Midi tells of as happening to 
him within nine miles of Fairbanks.

Mich says he was returning from 
his claim on Steele Creek to Fair­
banks in all the windstorm of Tues­
day. He was forced to break trail 
every step of the way. When he cane 
within nine miles of the city he heard 
something moving behind him, and 
turning he saw within ten feet ..f 
himself four wolves that had evident­
ly been following for some time.

Mich Wa* Unarmed.
As soon as he noticed the animals 

he became aware of the fact that he 
had no gun. Mich, thinking of no 
better course, tried whistling as a 
means of frightening them. This 
succeeded for the time being. He 
then cut a sharp pointed stick and 
started breaking trail again.

The wolves came closer to him and 
on one occasion, he says, he poked 
them with his prod. Then Mich as­
sumed an air of bravado, and went 
for the animals shouting and striking 
at the wolves with hie stick. This 
seemed to make an impression on the 
animals, and they turned tail and 
started to retreat.

Confronted by a Bear.
Having accomplished this end Mich 

thought he had no further terrors 
except the blizzard in store for him 
for the rest of the trip, but such was 
not the case. He had hardly gone a 
mile further, he claims, when he saw 
a large brown bear standing in the 
middle of the road and looking quite 
ugly.

For the time being Mich did not 
know what was best to do. He was 
determined to reach Fairbanks. He 
made a rush at the bear and shouted 
at the top of his voice. This seemed 
to have its effect, for bruin slowly 
made his way into the woods.

Mich is a Slav, and this is not the 
first time that he has had an en­
counter with wild animals. In liis 
home on the Russian steppes he has 
killed many wolves and bears in his 
time. But the occasion on Tuesday 
was the first time that he was caught 
in the open forest without any wea­
pons. Mich bought a good rifle and 
some ammunition with which he will 
make the return trip.

London, April 17.—Business trans­
acted at the second sitting of the Col­
onial Conference today included the 
introduction of resolutions from the 
governments of Australia and New 
Zealand urging the appointment • f 
an Imperial Council and one from 
the government of Cape Colony pro­
posing the organisation of some plan 
by which contributions for capital 
defence from each colony shall be 
equitably fixed on the condition that 
the- colonies be represented on the 
Imperial Council at which questions 
concerning the peace of the others 
shall be discussed. The resolutions 
were not formally moved but there 
was a general discussion of matters 
connected with them.

The Earl of Elgin who presided, 
eventually drafted a composite re­
solution for consideration at the next 
meeting of the conference. The con­
ference adopted a resolution lament­
ing the death of Richard Seddon, 
Prime Minister of New Zealand who 
died of heart disease June 10 last. 
Joseph Chamberlain ,the ex-colonial 
secretary in acknowledging the re­
ceipt of a telegram of sympathy, said 
"I am promised complete restora­
tion to health and hope speedily to 
resume public work.

Ben Hardy wrote stating that a 
cheque for $90 was being withheld 
by the commissioners on the claim 
that he owed the city $86 for scrap 
iron secured from the city. The dis­
pute was referred to the commission­
ers for report.

J. Amy Hardy, a Belgian who ask­
ed assistance from the city to 
establish a soap factory wrote with­
drawing his application. He stated 
he had been unable to make his pro­
position go.

S. W. E. Candy made application 
for the renting of a portion of land 
lying below the bank on the south 
end of Namayo avenue for the pur­
pose of storing wood, this was refer­
red to the commissioners with power 
to act. • I

W. J. Belfrage, representing the re­
sidents of that portion of Vermilion 
avenue, between Second and Fifth 
streets petitioned for the remedying 
of the conditions existing in this dis­
trict as the result of a want of pro­
per drainage. The letter stated water 
was lying at this point three feet 
deep, and the cellars in the district 
were flooded. Appended to this letter 
was a note written by commissioner 
Kinneard to the effect that until the 
street was graded ao remedy could 
be effected, except by formally sign­
ed petitions. This communication 
was filed.

The Board of Railway Commission 
notified the council of the filing of 
plans for an extension of the Cal­
gary and Edmonton branch from 
Tenth street to Sixteenth street, cros­
sing Eleventh, Twelfth, Thirteenth, 
Fourteenth, Fifteenth and Sixteenth 
streets, south of McKenzie avenue. 
The railway commission stated that 
if the council purposed objecting to 
the crossing of these streets it was 
up to them to make their protest 
at once. This was referred to the com­
missioners and the committee on by­
laws and Special legislation.

A petition from the residents of 
Norwood appealed for the placing of 
that district under the operation of 
the Pound by-law, in order that some 
restraint might be placed on wan­
dering cattle and horses. The petition 
was laid on the table for a week.

A petition for a boulevard on both 
sides of Eleventh street from Saskat­
chewan to Jasper, was granted on 
condition that the water mains and 
connections were first installed.

A petition for a six foot cement side 
walk on the east side of -Elizabeth 
street from Syndicate to Kinistino 
was granted.

A petition for a six foot plank walk 
on the east side of Seventh street 
from Athabasca to Peace.

An assessment commission was ap­
pointed, composed of aldermen Walk­
er, Smith and Picard, to review the 
policy and classification of the as­
sessment of the city.

To allow newspapers, as heretofore, 
free access to trading room, provided 
no illegitimate statement is made of 
quotations for bucket shop purposes.

To keep books of exchange at all 
times open to inspection of Govern­
ment of Manitoba. '

To elect to membership in ex 
change, under rules, all applicants of 
good character and financial stand­
ing.

To revoke that part of commission 
rule now in force which fixes salar­
ies at a stated amount per month, 
general meeting of the exchange hav­
ing unanimously committed itself to 
this amendment.

To grant registration to the Grain 
Growers Grain Co. Registration was 
granted at general meeting of the ex­
change held yesterday.

The Grain Growers Co. agrees to 
observe faithfully and to be obligated 
by all by-laws and regulations of every 
nature now existing, and to be 
hereafter adopted by the exchange.

The Grain Growers Grain Co. have 
written the exchange admitting that 
they violated rules and that theii 
system of rebating profits under the 
co-operative plan has recently been 
discontinued and annulled by a gen­
eral meeting of*their shareholders.

The school management committee 
reported having interviewed Premier 
Rutherford- on the matter of a night 
school for Edmonton. The result of 
the interview was that as the esti­
mates for the present year had gone 
through no special grant could be 
made for that purpose this year. The 
Premier, however, promised to author­
ize the present grant for that pur­
pose.

A special committee was nominated 
to look after the improvement of the 
school grounds of the city.

The resignation of Mr. C. H. Rus­
sell, principal of the Queen's Avenue 
school, was received with expressions 
of regret by the board. Mr. Russell 
will serve out his present contract 
before assuming the duties of his new- 
office.

New York, April 16.—The spectacle 
of two Sioux Indians in full war paint 
in what might have been a fight to 
the death if interference had not come 
created almost a panic in crowded 
Broadway to-day. Willie Big Char­
ger andiBan Wolf, the offenders, are 
both under arrest. Charger and Wolf 
were walking down Broadway in all 
the splendor of war paint and fea­
thers when they got into argument 
over Charger’s wife, now dead. The 
men appeared to become angry and 
suddenly Charger drew a revolver, 
pointed it at Wolf’s head and fired 
two shots. The bullets went wide and 
as the crowd surrounded the men pre­
pared to continue the fight, but a po­
liceman hailed by the by-standers, 
sprang on Charger and wrenched the 
revolver from the hands of the In­
dian before he could fire again. In 
an instant Wolf sprang to his erst­
while enemy’s aid and attempted to 
free him from his captor. He was 
not successful, however, and soon both 
Indians were locked up.

Brandon, Man., April 16.—The city 
treasurer has issued some four hun­
dred distress warrants for taxes on 
local ratepayers who have neglected 
to pay up the full amount of their 
taxes in the required time.

EARL GREY AND AMBASSADOR
BRYCE FOR UNIVERSAL PEACE

Were the Principal Speakers at the Peace Congress—-Governor-General 
Refers to the Labor Disputes’ Act, Which had Averted Industrial War 
in Canada—On a Basis Similar to This he Advocated Peace Among 
Nations-—War Characterized by Mr. Bryce as Irrational, Immoral, Un- 
philosophical, Unchristian and Unprofitable.

Associated Press Despatch.

New York, April 17—Andrew Car­
negie, presiding at the Hotel Astor 
banquet of the international arbitra­
tion and peace conference tonight, 
was decorated with the cross of the 
Legion of Honor of France, in appre­
ciation of his work for peace and his 
gift of the palace at The Hague. The 
decoration .was bestowed by the pre­
sident of France through Baron De- 
stournelles de Constant, amid great 
applause and cheering.

More than seven hundred guests 
were at the tables of the banquet. 
The flags of the nations were the 
most prominent feature of the decor­
ations, but dominant over all was 
the flag of peace which has been con­
spicuous throughout the sessions 
which ended tonight.

Inspired ty 
hiB surroundings he penned in hia

school-boy handwriting his confes­
sion of faith and his wishes as to the 
way in which the money he might 
leave behind him after his death 
should be jjmployed.

Happiness Only in High Aims.
"Mr. Rhodes in this remarkable 

confession, said that happiness was 
not to be found in any form of self- 
indulgence, but only in the conscious 
pursuit of a noble purpose. He gave 
expression to his regret that the Un­
ited States and the United Kingdom 
ever parted political company, and 
his reason for this regret was that 
if they had remained united it would 
have been possible for them by the 
mere act of refusing supplies to have 
stopped the Russo-Turkish war which 
was then proceeding.

“He concluded that remarkable doc­
ument by a bequest of all his money 
to a friend for the purpose of form­
ing a society which should aim at 
reuniting the English speaking peoples 
of the world in the interests of 
peace.

"Yes, gentlemen, the Oxford schol­
arships which Mr. Rhodes, by his 
will, presented to every one of your 
colleges are the standing evidences 
he left of his aim to bring the Eng­
lish-speaking peoples of the world into 
closer relations.

Bound to Advocate Peace.
After referring to the kindly feel­

ing existing between Canada and the 
United States, Earl Grey said in clos­
ing:—

“We stand today, both Canadians 
and Americans, with noble origins. 
Our high traditions almost compel 
us to be the foremost champions of 
freedom and of Christian duty. We 
both represent nations which have 
been founded on the basis of self- 
sacrifice. We owe a duty to our fath­
ers that begot us to give a disinter­
ested example to the world; and the 
call that has been made to us to co­
operate in the cause which aims at 
the substitution of arbitration instead 
of the sword in the settlement of in­
ternational troubles will. I am con­
fident, not be made in vain.

I close with a renewed expression 
of my hopes, not only as a Rhodes 
trustee, but also in the name of the 
Canadian people, who are devoted to 
the arts of peace, that The Hague 
conference may not be prorogued un­
til it has established rules which 
will apply to the conduct of inter­
national disputes the same principle 
as that which within the last month 
has, on three separate occasions, se­
cured the industrial peace of Can­
ada.

Canadian Parliamentary Peace 
Union.

Earl Grey concluded by reading a 
telegram he had just received* from 
Senator Dandurand, speaker of the 
Canadian Senate :

“A group of members of parlia­
ment .numbering 150, was formed this 
morning and have joined the inter­
parliamentary union for peace. They 
send greetings to their American 
cousins, who are working towards the 
same end.”

Mr. Carnegie declared that after 
such encouraging news from Canada, 
if the English-speaking nations did 
not go into The Hague conference 
with something definite in mind it 
would indicate that some one had 
made a great mistake.

Other Noted Speakers.
Rev. Dr. Edward Everett, Hale.who 

spoke briefly, was introduced by Mr 
Carnegie as “the grand old man of 
our Republic.” Samuel Gompers, 
president of the American Federation 
of Labor, President Charles Eliot, of 
Harvard, Richard Barthodli of Mis­
souri, chairman of the American par­
liamentary union, and William Jen­
nings Bryan were other speakers of 
the evening. Greetings were read 
from the Kings of Italy, Norway and 
Sweden, and from the Swiss and Nor­
wegian parliaments.

Mr. Bryce Speaks.
In introducing Ambassador James 

Bryce, of Great Britain, Mr. Carnegie 
declared, "He is a man before whom 
it is useless for us to try to hide our 
few faults or to expose our many vir­
tues. He knows them all. But we 
also know much of his and we are 
glad to welcome him tonight."

Mr. Bryce was not able to proceed 
for solde moments because of the ap­
plause. He said in part: "Members 
of this congress have abundantly

or"

shown to each other’s satisfaction 
that war is not only irrational, im­
moral, unphilosophical and unchris­
tian, but that it is unprofitable. Be­
sides being bad in other ways it is 
also bad business. If there was time 
to go through the history of the last 
two centuries, it would be easy to 
show that whatever may be said of 
war in the abstract, nearly every war 
within that period has done far more 
harm than good.

How to Prevent War.
“But what we have now to do in 

this congress is to consider how we 
can be at work to prevent wars in the 
future. To see what we can really 
do to advance this object we have 
at heart let us ask ourselves how it 
is wars begin. We have all seen the 
phenomenon. »

“Some differences arise between two 
nations. Each nation has what it 
thinks a good case, but each nation 
thinks only of itself and takes little 
trouble to understand the case of the 
other side.

Newspapers at Fault.
“The newspapers throw themselves 

into the fray. They embitter feeling, 
not only by denouncing the other side 
but by dwelling only on their own 
case and entirely neglecting to state 
the case of the other nation. Every 
angry word or spiteful thing that is 
said by the newspapers of the other 
country is reported. Everything that 
tends to mitigate passion is omitted.

‘In this respect there is not a pin 
to choose between the newspapers 
the countries. The value of the ob­
ject at stake is exaggerated and each 
nation is told that its honor is inv- 
volved in fighting for its own views. 
Thus the bulk of the people are lash­
ed into fury. The wolves are mast­
ers of the field, and not a few of the 
sheep who had in quiet times profes­
sed their devotion to peace%are sud- 
dtnly turned into wolves. The gov­
ernments think that the people want 
to fight and thus w«r is declared. 

Whose the Real Blame.
‘Now who is to blame for this? Is 

it the government? No doubt they 
sometimes show a want of firmness 
in resisting popular passion, but they 
say often with truth that it is the 
popular feeling that pushes them into 
war.

"Or is the fault with the newspap­
ers? We all know that the newspap­
ers fan the flame and spread it. But 
what is the motive? They want to 
please the public. They believe the 
public likes to .have its passions 
aroused. The press is what the peo­
ple make it. Every nation has just 
such newspapers as it deserves.

“The blame after all rests with the 
themselves who lose their heads under 
excitement. They can resist every- 
think except temptation.

Three Means of Pevention.
“Now. gentlemen, we have to face 

these facts and see what can be done 
to make a nation realize in times of 
excitement the truths which it had 
realized when it was in its sober 
senses before the fighting fever had 
got into the bran. Thefy tgwk tbg 
be only three things that can be done 
to prevent the recurrence of these 
fever fits.

"One is to reduce that pride which 
every state feels in having enorm­
ous military and naval forces—a pride 
which necessarily draws with it the 
temptation to use the armaments 
which it has taxed itself so heavily 
to maintain.

"Every one now admits the enorm­
ous difficulty of bringing about 
general limitation at once, but it is 
an object of such supreme importance 
we must hope that an earnest effort 
will be made at The Hague confer­
ence to consider this question and 
to bring it at least one stage nearer 
a solution.

"The second practical step that may 
be taken is to make general arbitra­
tion treaties, and to enlarge their 
scope by including as many causes 
of international difference as can pos­
sibly be referred to; or, where the 
matter ie not a strictly legal one, as 
can be made the subject of mediation 
and conciliation. The great advantage 
of such treaties is that they interpoee 
delays and allow the better sense of 
eaoh nation to subdue its passions.

Benefit Vf Peace Congress.
“Lastly,thought it is true that such 

a congress as this, meeting i*

time of peace, cannot be relied upon 
to avert some fresh outbreak of pas­
sion, it is none the less true that it 
may do something to form opinion 
in the masses of a nation and to 
bring home to every citizen the sense 
of his own responsibility for the re­
moval of this oldest evil of human­
ity.

‘The older the evil and the more 
ingrained, the longer it must take 
to remove. The spirit of Christian­
ity in the modern world is more bent 
in dealing with the actual evils that 
afflict the world than perhaps it ever 
was before and every gathering such 
as this does something to help its 
beneficent action and to summon the 
masses of the people to listen to its 
voice."

DRAWING NET TIGHTER.

Around Mrs. Perkins Charged with 
Poisoning Husband.

Associated Press Despatch.
Toronto, April 17.—The grand jury 

in the Perkins case returned a true 
bill for murder. The missing crown 
witness has been located. He is a 
druggist at Detroit, and will endeavor 
to identify the prisoner as the woman 
who bought strychnine at his store 
in November. Before the grand jury 
Miss Carter, Windsor, said that Mrs. 
Perkins asked her never to tell that 
she bought poison. There were 62 
witnesses on the case.

SECOND ATTEMPT SUCCESSFUL.

Despondent Icelander Takes His Own 
Life at Selkirk, Man.

Associated Press Dispatch.
Selkirk, Man., April 17.—An Ice­

lander named Gislisson, committed 
suicide here to-day by cutting his 
throat with a knife. Deceased was 68 
years of age. It was the second at­
tempt he made to take his own life, 
the first of which was made about 
three weeks ago, but was unsucess- 
ful. Despondency is thought to be 
the cause of suicide.

CHRISTIAN SCIENCE LEADER ON 
PEACE.

New York, April 17.—Payne Davis, 
secretary of the international conven­
tion committee to-day made public a 
letter, which he received from Mrs. 
Baker G. Ediftr, the Christian Science 
leader, thanking him for his interest 
in the cause of international peace. 
Mrs. Baker in he^letter characterizes 
the movement as one of paramount 
interest to all nations.

Vancouver. April 16.—To be assured 
that the Grand Trunk Pacific Rail­
way Company is heeding the warning 
not to encroach upon the Indian re­
serve at Kaien Island, the Provincial 
Government is maintaining a provin­
cial constable on the spot permanent­
ly. All work upon the reserve, which 
adjoins the townsite bought by the 
railway company from the Govern­
ment, has been suspended. One large 
building, the foundations of which ex­
tended over on the reserve, remains 
in an uncompleted state as a conse­
quence of the order that there must 
be no trespass upon the Indian lands.

Information received today from a 
man who has just returned from 
Prince Rupert is to the effect that 
little work is now being carried on 
there becauset of the failure of the 
railway company to secure the Indian 
lands. It is stated that the topo­
graphy of that portion of the reserve 
adjoining the original townsite is 
such that the Indian lands would 
serve better for a townsite than the 
lands now held by the Grand Trunk 
Pacific.

Surveyors Go to Prairies.
In the north it is a matter of ac­

cept-ed belief that the railway com­
pany never really intendedo to build a 
new terminus on the ten thousand 
acres bought from the Government < f 
British Columbia.

Failing to get the Indians lands, 
the Grand Trunk Pacific Company 
has now a few men engaged in clear­
ing a site on its own land for the 
projected hotel, but even should the 
work be prosecuted more actively 
than is now the case, the hotel can­
not possibly be ready for occupation 
for many months.

Many of the surveyors engaged in 
laying out the townsite lines and the 
r. ilawy route on Kaien Island have 
already been transferred from Prince 
Rupert to the prairies, and more cf 
the staff is ready to follow just as 
soon as arrangements to leave the 
northern camp can be made.

When Will Lots Be Sold?
In view of the peculiar position ’n 

which the Grand Trunk Pacific now 
finds itself, people are wondering if 
the townsite of Prince Rupert will 
ever see the market this year, as its 
promoters announced many months 
ago would be the case. It is coming 
to be the general belief that there will 
be no lots sold in Prince Rupert this 
year.

C. & E. RAILWAY

FATHER LACOMBE’S EIGHTIETH 
ANNIVERSARY.

The eightieth birthday of Father 
I.acombe, the veteran Oblate mission­
ary, occurred during his recent visit 
to Montreal and was celebrated royal­
ly there by his friends.

The Archbishop’s palace was his 
for the day, and the aged mission­
ary’s guests included such different 
personalities as the C. P. R.’s presi­
dent and vice-president and humble 
country pastors.

Since his return to the West the 
opportunity is being taken to celebrate 
the occasion in a quiet fashion here.

The musical drills included the tam­
bourine features ; a good-night drill 
in which the little girls appeared with 
dolls and candles and one very clever­
ly done with balls.

Over the stage a long banner ex­
tended on which the legend “ 1827 
St.SuIpice—1907, St. Albert,” told in 
epitome the long days of the guest 
of the evening. A pleasing address 
was read by a tiny boy from Pincher 
Creek, to which Pere Lacombe le- 
sponded in his inimitable way.

DR. DRUMMOND AND HIS WORJC.
In the death of Dr. Drummond, the 

habitant poet, Canada has lost a true 
poet and a noble citizen. Drummond 
was a true poet because his personal 
interest in the scenes and affairs of 
his daily life he has lifted into the 
national and even the universal. Noth­
ing but the heart and imagination of 
the poet can discern this harmony. In 
him Canadian literature and citizen­
ship suffers a great loss, besides 
following the high vocation of medi­
cine, which he did with conspicuous 
unselfishness and success, he has 
made a distinct and invaluable con­
tribution to the literature of Canada. 
In the field of Canadian literature he 
was a path-finder. He discovered the 
habitant, and the French-Canadian 
voyageur. To English speaking Can­
adians the French-Canadians were un­
known except in the cities until Dr. 
Drummond portrayed them in charac­
ters of real life.

In this work Dr. Drummond has 
not only done a positive service to 
literature but unconsciously has ex­
erted a strong influence in allaying 
sectional and racial differences that 
unfortunately in various times of our 
history have disturbed the peace of 
the nation. He has been the un- ! 
conscious teacher of religious and po­
litical toleration in a manner
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find that not only are aN these met 
but the debt is being paid off.

When the liberal party took charge 
oi public affairs in 1896 the net debt oi 
Canada amounted to $268,497,433 and 
the public service of the country and 
the public works were in such con­
dition as to require large expendi­
tures of public meney. These mat­
ters were taken up at once and the 
annual expenditure of the country 
largely increased. The business of the 
country at the same time was in­
fused with new life. New avenues 
of trade were opened up and the com­
merce of the country developed so 
that money flowed back into the treas­
ury of Canada, and now after a little 
over ten years, ten years of large 
expenditure, the net debt of Canada 
is only $252,576,841, or some six mil­
lion dollars less than it was a decade 
ago. This is a new experience for 
this country but one that will be 
much appreciated by its citizens. It 
is hardly to be wondered that when 
tire government has a record like this 
that the Opposition has practically 
abandoned all criticism of the policy 
of the administration of the govern­
ing party and now contents itself with 
cVgging around for slanders and scan­
dals in the vain hope that something 
may turn up to take the attention 
of the people from public affairs. If 
inuendo and insinuation will succeed 
in this, the Opposition is surely on 
the right track.

On the other hand the record of the 
government stands out as one to be 
proud of, one that deserves the sup­
port of the people of Canada, and one 
that is practically certain of such 
support in the next general election.

A PROGRESSIVE MEMBER.
As long as Hon. A. C. Rutherford 

is at the head of the educational de­
partment of this province we will al­
ways possess the most advantages and 
the very best equipment. The deci­
sion to establish a university in the 
early days of the province's history 
shows conclusively that Alberta is go­
ing to lead the way in the matter of 
educational facilities. At‘the present 
time there is not a university west 
of Winnipeg, but this province will 
have one at the end of next year at 
any rate—probably before that time. 
British Columbia, an older and more 
populous province, and Saskatchewan, 
also possessing more population, have 
not yet determined on any definite 
action in regard to a Provincial Uni­
versity. Thus to new settlers of the 
class who take educational facilities 
into consideration Alberta With a uni­
versity, where their children can be 
trained in several branches of learn­
ing, will appeal to them over Sas­
katchewan and British " Columbia. 
And it is well for Alberta that it 
should secure a class of people who 
consider education of first importance. 
It means that in the years to come 
we will have a people of intelligence, 
a people that will compare with any 
country in the wide world.

The university will be in operation 
next year. The President, the Senate, 
and the Board of Governors will be 
selected at an early date so that the 
organization of the staff, the forma­
tion of the classes and the erection of 
the buildings can be proceeded with.

PAYING OFF THE DEBT.
The financial statement issued at 

the end of March by Hon. W. 8. 
Fielding, Canada’s Finance Minister, 
shows a business record for the past 
year that should give every aCnadian 
added confidence in this country. This 
has been Canada’s best financial year. 
At no time in her history has this 
country shown such comerciaml pros­
perity. It is true that the public 
expenditure of this country is in­
creasing as the country grows and 
develops and that is only natural 
As any business grows larger its ex- 
penditaures become greater but if its 
revenues increase at a corresponding 
ratio the result is satisfactory. Espe­
cially ia this true of the last nine 
months in Canada’s financial affairs. 
For the first nine months of the pres­
ent fiscal year, endihg on March 81st 
last, there was an increase of only 
$152,359 in the ordinary expenditure 
of the country and an increase of $S,- 
798,895 in the ordinary revenue o f 
the country. This is a remarkable 
showing. While the business of the 
country was increasing so rapidly as 
to add nearly nine million dollars 
more to the public revenues of the 
country, or a million dollars a month 
more than last year it cost only one 
hundred and fifty thousand dollars 
of an increase for administrative ex­
penses, or an increase of about sev­
enteen thousand dollars per month. 
This is the kind of financial admin­
istration that will make Canada well 
and popularly known all over the 
world. In this prosperous condition 
it is difficult almost to realize that ten 
years ago the country v as struggling 
under an expenditure that it could 
not meet, and every year was show­
ing a deficit and an addition to the 
public debt.

The most remarkable part of the 
financial record for this nine months, 
though, is a reduction of the public 
debt of aCnada by $14,466,136. While 
the country is enjoying an era of 
prosperity the government is paying 
of the mortgage. Fourteen million dol­
lars in nine months is rather a good 
shewing and is something worthy of 
the consideration of every elector in 
Canada.

by law as far as possible their being 
sold with seed grain. At all the ex­
hibitions last year lectures were de­
livered upon weeds, and effective 
methods of exterminating them, and 
that was followed np by legislation 
at the last session of the Legislature 
providing against the sale of seed 
grain containing weed seeds. The 
clause in the Act dealing with this 
phase of the question reads:

“No person shall sell Àt dispose of, 
or offer for sale or disposal, or have 
in his possession for sale, any grain, 
grass, clover or other seeds intended 
for the purpose of seed, in which 
there is more than five seeds of any 
noxious weed or weeds per thousand 
of such seed.”

A margin of one half of one per 
cent, is given the dealer in this Act, 
as it is recognized that perfection is 
about as difficult to secure in the 
cleansing of grain as in anything 
else, and if the the amount of weed 
seeds is reduced to this ratio they 
will be practically harmless as the 
weeds, when they grow, will be com­
paratively easily removed.

In the enforcement of this Act the 
farmers and seed merchants can ren­
der the Government and the Province 
very valuable assistance. The matter 
is of sufficient importance to receive 
the attention of everybody interested 
and the Minister of Agriculture 
should receive the hearty co-operation 
of everyone in the Province interest­
ed in agriculture. If the sale of dirty 
seed grain comes to the attention cf 
any fanners, he should take the nut­
ter up with the weed insepetor at 
once. The only way to have a law 
properly respected and obeyed ia to 
have it enforced, and as the farmers 
are the men who will suffer from 
violations of the Noxious Weeds Act, 
they should have no hesitation in see­
ing that when the Act is violated the 
proper authorities are informed.

Another clause of this Act refers to 
the disposal of bran and chopped 
feed containing weed seeds. This is 
another method of propagating weeds, 
and requires serious attention. This 
part of the Act should interest mill­
ers and dealers in feed, and their as­
sistance in carrying ont this part of 
the law will greatly help the Govern­
ment, and ensure the success of a 
very important Act. The danse re­
ferring to this phase of the question 
reads:

horizon, times in which politics hove 
had to be adopted, not for today or 
tomorrow, but for the years which are 
to come, times when Canada has em­
erged from the statue of a colony, and 
nothing more, to the status of a na­
tion with national duties, responsi­
bilities and opportunities—after ten 
years of office in such times the Op­
position can find nothing in any pol-

have not the courage to formulate in­
to charges.

During the past ten years the tar­
iff of Canada has been twice revised, 
a second transcontinental railway has 
been projected and begun, forty mil­
lion acres of land hitherto tied up 
in railway reserves are in process of 
being opened for settlement, an im­
migration policy has been inaugurat­
ed which is bringing in hundreds of 
thousands of industrious and intelli­
gent citizens every year, the trade 
and commerce of the country has 
multiplied, conditions of commercial 
stagnation have given away to condi­
tions of abounding prosperity, the 
status of Canada has risen from that 
of a dependency to something more 
nearly that of a partner with the 
mother land—and yet after this de­
cade of marvellous activity calling up­
on every department of the Govern­
ment for the solution of new prob- 
private character or past history of 
its members.

It has to be remembered, in the 
lems, the handling of new conditions,

There is no reason to suppose, eith­
er, that even this supposed policy 
would have been devised except as a 
means of counteracting the revela­
tions of a judicial commission, the 
duties of which required it to exam­
ine into the conduct of certain mem­
bers of the Opposition. The cam­
paign in the House was opened by 
the member for King’s, N. B., and 
the wild statements which Mr. Fowl­
er flung across the floor of the House 
he flung only as a threat to deter 
his opponents from alluding to the 
investigations of the Insurance Com- 
mossion as they related to himself. 
It ia presumable that, had he not 
been smarting under such referen­
ces, the threat would not have been 
made. The position of Mr. Fowler, 
therefore, is clear. He professes to 
have in his possession data sufficient 
to prove that certain members of the 
House are unworthy of their seats, 
yet he refuses to present that data 
unless he himself ia reminded of the 
financial transactions which were air­
ed before the Insurance Commission. 
Either Mr. Fowler has the informa­
tion or he has not. If he has such 
information he is confessedly guilty 
of shielding members whom he de­
clares should be condemned; if lie 
has not such information, he has put 
himself not only outside the tradi­
tion ot parliamentary usage but be­
yond the pale of respectability and 
common decency.

What is the nature of the allega­
tions which are contained in Mr. 
Fowler’s infamous allusion to wine, 

and graft? Graft is under­
stood as the use of public office for 
private gain. This is a matter cf 
public concern and one for the legit­
imate consideration of parliament, 
and if Mr. Fowler is possessed of the 
evidence he professes to possess, then 
he is guilty before the people of Can­
ada ot maintaining silence when he 
knows certain members of the House 
have sacrificed their independence 
and public usefulness for the sake of 
private advantage. Accepting Mr. 
Fowler’s statement that he possesses 
such "data," the member for King’s 
stands a confessed ^vward before his 
fellow-members and a self-condemned 
traitor to the interests of his country 
in concealing this data.

So far as charges against the person­
al conduct of members are concern­
ed. these are matters primarily be­
tween a member of parliament and 
his constituents. A member of par­
liament represents himself but a cer­
tain portion of the electorate. As 
their representative, he carries their 
endorsation as to his private char­
acter and public capacity. His pres­
ence in the House is incontestable 
proof that, rightly or wrongly, a con-

member of the community at large, 
and cannot be expelled from the 
House permanently so long as a con­
stituency sees fit to re-elect him. He 
who raises an unfounded slander 
agains a member of the House not 
only assails a private character but 
impugns as well both the intelligence 
and the integrity of the electors who 
choose him as their representative.

The members of a Government are 
selected from the members of the 
House, and be the personal conduct 
of those mfembers good or bad the 
Premier has no other course than to

Govem-accept as members of his 
ment such men as the constituencies 
return to Parliament. While it is 
unquestionably desirable that the 
Government of Canada should be com­
posed of men of irreproachable pri­
vate character, the duty of seeing 
that they ere such men rests entire-\ 

ly with the electorate. If only re­
spectable men are returned to Par­
liament, there can be only respect­
able men in the Government. The 
first business of a Government is to 
govern and the first interest of the 
country in a government is in its 
public capacity and not in the pri­
vate character of its members, desir­
able though it is that the latter be 
above suspicion. Given a government 
whose capability is unquestionable, 
the èountry should demand the best 
of evidence and the fullest proof from 
those who ask the defeat of that gov­
ernment on allegations against the 
case of "slander” as distinguished 
from "charge," that slander is sel­
dom launched without a purpose— 
that while its victim may be blame­
less its author never can be. Cana­
dian history furnishes, unfortunately, 
only too many examples of the fact 
that villifiers will conspire to des­
troy the character of a man whom 
they cannot defeat on grounds of leg­
itimate public policy. The judgment 
of the East Elgin election case is 
fresh in the mind of the public in 
which the political opponents of a 
Liberal candidate were adjudged to 
have maliciously conspired with rep­
robates and harlots for the purpose 
of ruining the character and accom­
plishing the defeat of that candidate.

Canadians are a clean-living and 
clean-thinking people. It follows ne­
cessarily that nothing can more utter­
ly and completely destroy the repu­
tation of a Canadian public man than 
to accuse him of violating the laws 
of decency in private life. For this 
reason mercy should not be shown to 
the contemptible character who for­
mulates a slander or who conspires 
to destroy the character of a public 
man, without being prepared to state 
his charge manfully and on his own 
responsibility and to produce evidence 
to prove his accusations.—Ottawa 
Free Press.

MR. BORDEN AND LABOR ACT.
Mr. Borden in his opposition to the 

Labor Act shows that he either is 
not conversant with arbitration acts 
or else he considers it part of his du­
ties to find fault anyway. It is also 
passing strange that Mr. Borden 
didn't notice these alleged deficien­
cies when lue act was going through 
the House and so give the country 
the benefit of his wisdom by having 
what he now considers necessary 
amendments made.

Mr. Borden’s objection is that the 
Government does not take the initia­
tive in the enforcement of the act but 
that one of the disputing parties must 
take the matter up. In New Zealand 
where compulsory arbitration has 
worked successfully for some years, 
neither the Board of Conciliation nor 
the Court of Arbitration intervene in 
any dispute of their own motion, but 
like other courts only when one cf 
the parties or both appears before 
them. The compulsion in the law is 
not that the state. of itself compels 
the parties to arbitrate, but that if 
one desires to arbitrate instead cf 
fighting, the state says the other 
must not fight but arbitrate. As 
soon as either side with a grievance 
summons the other before the board or 
court it becomes a punishable offence 
for the workmen to stop work, or the 
employer to shut down. Of course the 
party aggrieved must take action 
though

It is simply preposterous to think 
that the Government must become 
paternal as to become the prosecutor 
in every small grievance. The Do­
minion Parliament has given the law 
and it is a comparative easy matter 
for the aggrieved party to utilize the 
legal machinery of the province to 
carry it into effect. If the Depart­
ment of Labor at Ottawa was gôing 
to be everybody's prosecutor it would 
have any number of cases and if it 
used any discriminating intel’igence 
in deciding which were worthy of its 
attention all kinds of dissatisfaction 
would aiise. At it is now the party 
to any dispute who is sufficiently in­
terested can take action easily. Labor 
unions are so well organized and so 
strong that no anxiety need be felt 
about their inability to protect them­
selves when they have the law to act 
upon. There may come a time when 
the costs of such an action may be 
paid by the Government, but for the 
present the legislation is advanced 
and efficient, and should contribute 
a great deal toward the amicable set­
tlement of many labor disputes. The 
Government is not a petty prosecutor, 
but it gives the power to the people 
interested to be uesd for the preserva­
tion of industrial peace in the coun­
try.

CANADA’S SENIOR

year. His military education was be­
gun at the Royal Military college, 
Kingston, and he is an ex-cadet of 
that institution.

Colonel Williams served with the 
Royal North-West Mounted Police for 
four years at Regina, Maple Creek, 
Calgary, Edmonton, and other places. 
Two years of this time was spent at 
frontier outposts. He exchanged in­
to the Royal Canadian Dragoons in 
1889, and in 1892 went to England, 
being the first Canadian cavalry of­
ficer to attend Aldershot. He there 
entered the 5th Dragoon Guards and 
passed the necessary examinations 
for promotion to the rank of major.

Staff Officer.

KING LEOPOLD VETOED BILL.

Concerning Mill Workingmen*» Hours 
and Difficulty Results.

Brussels, "April 14—King Leopold’s 
unprecedented action in withdrawing 
by royal decree the government bill 
concerning the hours of working in 
the mills, has aroused the greatest 
indignation in all parts. The situa­
tion is aggravated by the fact that the 
bill was countersigned by ministers 
who had formerly resigned and there­
fore possessed no authority before 
parliament. The government under 
the law is entitled to withdraw a 
bill presented in both houses until 
the senate adopts it. But in not an­
nouncing the decree until after its 
resignation and when it had been de­
monstrated it had only thirty-twc 
supporters, it is considered as being 
guilty of political sharp practices.

EARTHQUAKES GETTING 
COMMON.

Montreal, April 17.—C. H. Capan, 

of the Mexican Li "ht. Heat and Pow­
er Co., wired Via following. to Mr. 
Doble, secretary-treasurer of the com­
pany : “Hed the severest earthquake 
of twenty years last night lasting 
twenty minutes. All the stations at 
Neckara, Elora and Mexico City stood 
the shock without a single crack. There 
was trifling damage done to the dis­
tributing system and telephone 
wires.”

Few people outside of the transpor­
tation companies have any conception 
of the enormous movement of emi­
gration to Canada which is now un­
der way. A representative of the 
Canadian department of the interior 
has been “stumping the country” and 
telling the people that any able-bodied 
man can get work in Canada, and 
arrangements are made whereby he 
can get very cheap transportation and 
will be loaned the price, to be re­
paid in instalments when he gets out 
there.

The second party of emigrants, num­
bering about 800, in connection with 
the Salvation Army’s organized 
scheme will probably be in Canada 
by this time. There were notable 
scenes when they were leaving for 
Liverpool. A large gathering of the 
friends of the new home seekers was 
there to bid them adieu, and services 
were held in the board room. Cheers 
were raised as the train pulled out. 
The emigrants embarked on the steam­
er Vancouver, the boat having been 
especially chartered by the army. Col­
onel Arthur Bates, the army’s auditor- 
general, went in charge of the party.

Sunday Observance.
It really does look as though the 

mother were learning from her son. 
The indications are that Canada’s ex­
ample will be followed by the United 
Kingdom and Sunday observance will 
shortly be recognized as a national 
question. In response to the appeal 
for greater recognition of the Lord’s 
Day, sent out by the Archbishop of 
Canterbury and representatives of the 
various Christian bodies in England, 
gratifying and encouraging letters 
have been received from all parts of 
the world.

The movement has gripped the mid­
dle and lower classes particularly, for 
it opens up to many of them the pros­
pect of one day’s rest in seven. It 
is to be pushed forward vigorously un­
til due recognition is given the mat- 
terter as in Canada. In a memorial 
representing the views of ten thousand 
men of the mercantile marine, it is 
pointed out that some owners may 
demand that cargoes shall be loaded 
or unloaded on Sundays, a practice 
which they describe as “cruel and 
needless.” The policemen of London 
point out that they only get one Sun­
day and week day free in the month. 
Reading is the only borough in Eng­
land which allows its policemen one 
day’s rest in seven. It is noteworthy 
that the movement in this country, 
as in Canada and France, is not of 
religious but of commercial character. 
It is felt that the best ie not to be 
got out of man or horse not given at 
least four days of rest a month.

Canada will have a visit from a 

couple of the little princes before 
long. Two sons of the Prince of 
Wales will have a world-tour on one 
• f His Majesty’s ships. Prince Ed­
ward of York and Prince Albert will 
be the favored ones. This is follow­
ing the precedent of the tour which 
was undertaken by the late Prince Al­
bert Victor, and the then Prince 
George, now Prince of Wales, on H. 
M. S. Bacchante. Prince Albert is 
destined for the navy and Prince Ed­
ward for the army. The settled car­
eer ol the first has been public knowl­
edge for some time. That Prince Ed­
ward was to be a soldier-prince was 
expected, but it could not until now 
be definitely announced. Prince AI 
bert is eleven years old. He will fol 
low in his father's footsteps in find 
ing his vocation in the first line of 
defence. On their return from the 
trip around the world Prince 
Edward will leave the navy 
and join the army. It is 
sire of the King. Here again is pre­
cedent, for the late Prince Albert 
Victor followed the course now set for 
Prince Edward.

He said that 
no government in modem times had’ 
come in for such- a hopeless -legacy 
as -the Liberal Government came in­
to. By their social legislation ■ the 
Government had really brought about 
a great revolution. " -

This was the net result of a speech 
which consisted half of excuses for 
himself and half denunciation of the 
Insurance Commission, which occu­
pied upwards of an entire afternoon 
and which left the salient points cf 
his condemnation untouched.

The Party Involved. ~

ter and his associates and despite the

In short, as Mr. Aylesworth put it, 
Mr. Foster availed himself the full 
of the prerogative Of the disappoint­
ed lawyer or client, and reviled the 
judges to his complete satisfaction.

Must Company Make Money.
Mr. Foster was at great and rather 

unnecessary pains to point out that 
the Union Trust Co. had had a most 
prosperous career had infact made 
as much during the first five years 
of its existence as the Toronto Gen­
eral Trust Corporation had during 
the last five of its twenty-five year 
history. It did not appear to strike 
him that this in itself was pretty 
good evidence that the Union Trust 
Co. was "taking chances" which oth­
er Trust Companies regarded as too 
speculative for them. Had he been 
observant, however, the hint might 
have been conveyed to him from the 
conduct of Mr. Ames, of Montreal, 
who suddenly ceased applauding when 
the great profits of the Union were 
being related. Mr. Ames has had 
experience in Trust Companies and 
apparently understands how abnor­
mally large profits are made by such 
enterprises. *

If Lost, What Then?
This phase of the question was 

ably dealt with by Mr. Aylesworth a 
few hours later pointing out that the 
fact that the Trust Company had 
made large money was mighty poor 
evidence that it had not imperilled 
the money placed in its charge. The 
fact that the Co. had made or lost 
money was not the criterion as te 
whether or not the funds had been 
used in unsafe investments. It was 
not so long since the managers cf 
the Ontario Bank had been ruined 
and imprisoned because he had im­
perilled and lost the funds and Mr. 
Foster had imperilled the Trust 
funds of the Foresters and whether 
or not they would be lost was not 
even yet assured beyond accident. 
If they were returned with interest 
all well and good but if they were lost

More­
over, as pointed out by Mr. Ayles­
worth, the Foresters were under con­
tract to turn over to the Union Trust 
all invested surplus money and if 
this advance came direct from the 
Foresters it looked like a violation of 
the agreement.
A Tempest Instead of an Explanation.

When he got in the vicinity of the 
Kamloops Lumber company deal Mr. 
Foster went off at a tangent again 
and stormed strenuously at the Com­
mission. In his fury, however, he 
neglected to tell us whether or not 
he really got the $2600 rake-off from 
Fowler or whèthej the Commission 
were correct in surmising that the 
amount might run up to $7000. It 
may have been that the tempest af­
fected his memory but it looked much 
more as though the tempest was pro­
voked for the purpose of beclouding 
the observations of his opponents 

Again Lost in the Storm.
Another most significant lapse of 

memory occurred when Mr. Foster 
came to the point of the Great West 
Land Co. deal. He recounted the 
transaction substantially as reported 
by the Commission and as understood 
by the public and insisted that the 
337 1-2 shares bonus stock were given 
the Union Trust Co. to pursuade them 
to finance the deal which no one 
questioned. Later on he said when 
the company decided to take a mort­
gage on the land instead of stock in 
the company there was a family quar­
rel as to whether or not the bonus 
stock should be surrendered. This is 
quite true and one of the points of 
the story—and here again Mr. Foster 
launched a tirade against the Com­
mission—and while the turmoil last­
ed gracefully stepped around the 
whole point as to what became of 
this bonus stock.

Mr. Aylesworth supplied the infor­
mation during his speech by pointing 
out that at alleged meetings of the 
directors—of which meetings having 
taken place there is a very tangible 
doubt—the bonus stock was surrend­
ered by the Union Trust Co., and 
swept back into the coffers of the 
Foster-MacGillivray-Wilson combina­
tion.

Mr. Foster w-as in a difficult posi­

tion when he arose yesterday to state 
his case against the Insurance Com­
mission. Any man who protests 
against the finding of a court in his 
own case must always have an uphill 
fight. His personal interest in the 
success of his protest is always so 
obvious and often so great as to en­
tirely rob his statements of anything 
approaching impartiality; and we 
cannot avoid listening to him as to a 
desperately concerned "special plead­
er” and not as to an unbiased judge 
of the facts.

It would be fatuous to pretend that 
in this case Mr. Foster helped his 
cause by his vicious attacks upon 
Judge MacTavish and Mr. Shepley. 
He can hardly expect the country to 
take the view that the commission 
and its counsel were actuated, wholly 
or chiefly by party rancour when it 
is only a few days since Senator Cox 
—one of the most influential Liberal 
leaders—felt it necessary to arise in 
the Senate and clear his reputation 
from the effects of some severe con­
demnation of his conduct contained 
in this same insurance report. The 
findings in the case of Senator Cox 
were certainly not sham findings. 
They bit. And although the Senator 
took council of calmness learned in 
many a financial battle, and made fiis 
explanations with a moderation which 
commanded sympathy and a skill 
which enhanced even his great repu­
tation in that ling, it is not thought 
that he succeeded in proving the com­
mission to be in the wrong when it 
protested against “one man power” 
in an insurance company, when it 
feared the policy of investing insur­
ance funds with the hope of making 
a profit for concerns outside of the 
insurance company but controlled by 
this “one man" and when it criticised 
the calling up of the Canada Life 
stock for no apparent reason except 
that of making the profits of the 
stockholders look less formidable.

A Hopeless Task.
But—however that may be—Mr. 

Foster is engaged in a hopeless task 
in endeavoring to persuade the coun­
try that the commission was a par­
tisan instrument solely and that it 
sought his head as a political oppon­
ent. It is curious that a part of his 
defence is in line with that of Senator 
Cox; and that is that his dealings 
with the funds of the Union Trust 
Company brought that company pro­
fit. In fact, we have been hearing 
this argument constantly from insur­
ance men ever since the investigation 
opened. When it has been shown 
that they invested their funds in se­
curities which the law forbade them 
to touch, they have replied : "Yes, but 
we made money out of them." This 
is the plea of every speculator; and 
it might well'have been left to one 
side by Mr. Foster when he was de­
fending himself—not against any al­
legation that he managed the Trust 
Company unprofitably—but against 
the charge that he advised the use of 
its funds to earn profits for his own 
pocket.

Should Admit His Mistake.
When he comes to deal with the 

case of the Great West Land Com­
pany, it is impossible to escape the 
feeling that he would have been bet­
ter advised if he hail admitted frank­
ly that he made a mistake. No 
amount of hair-splitting or challenges 
to all and sundry to put their fingers 
upon any illegal step in the whole 
business, will make those listening to 
him believe that a man should act in 
the dual capacity of leading director 
of a trust company, which is risking 
its money and a member of a specu­
lative land syndicate which is bor­
rowing that money—there being a

startling similarity between the syn­
dicate and the directorate. For a 
man to consent to occupy such a po­
sition—even if every transaction to 
which he lends himself in that capa­
city be as white as snow—is to show 
that he holds a low standard of what 
is required of a public man and a 
man in a position of trust. Mr. Fos­
ter .for example, might be able to 
argue that he could act for a com­
pany having a claim against the 
government and a finance minister 
at the same time. He knows himself; 
and he knows that he would deal 
fairly and honorably by both the 
claimant and the country. But the 
country would never willingly permit 
the Angel Gabriel to hold such a posi­
tion. We cannot make laws or estab­
lish customs for men of very unusual 
probity.

An Unworthy Argument.
As for the argument that the funds 

of the Union Trust Company were not 
insurance funds at all—that they be­
came transmuted from “ the trust 
funds of the widow and the orphan1 
to something quite different by the 
mere process of being handed by the 
supreme court of the Foresters to the 
Union Trust Company which the For­
esters created for the investment of 
their own surplus—was altogether un­
worthy of the ex-finance minister. If 
the Union Trust Company had lost 
those funds, who would have been 
the real losers? Surely the widows 
and the orphans who are depending 
upon the policies which their hus­
bands and fathers have taken out 
the Foresters’ Society. The Trust 
Company w-as an investing body for 
the Foresters; it invested Forester 
money; the Foresters held practically 
all the stock; the Foresters would 
have been the losers if Mr. Foster’s 
investments had shown a loss :nstead 
of a profit. To attempt to evade the 
moral responsibility involved in tlie 
investment of insurance funds under 
such circumstances ,is about as con­
vincing as the contention that a thief's 
money may be knowingly taken by 
church on the ground that the mate­
rial coins do not carry the " taint " of 
crime.

Morinville Coal Miners Are Out. 
C.N.R. Gets its Entire 

Supply There.

The mines at the Morinville coal 
mines from which the Western end 
of the C. N. R. has been securing its 
entire coal supply for motive power, 
have been on strike for the past few 
davs. but it is expected that the dif­
ficulty will be arranged this otter, 
noon.

The men demand increased pay per 
car At* present they are getting f9 
c nls a car, and claim an increase of 
2 cents. The seam of coal contains 
a great deal of waste, which requins 
en an average of two hours per day 
to remove. For this extra work the 
miners receive nothing. They de­
mand that where the waste seam 
exceeds 4 inches they are entitled to 

cents an inch for its removal. In 
some places the waste seams are :4 
inches thick.

A third complaint is that the pay 
for cross-cutting is too low. The rate 
now is 50 cents a yard, but the men 
claim it is worth every cent of $1 per 
yard to do this work.

There are between 50 and 60 men 
out and work is at a standstill. Should 
the mines be tied up for any length 
of time the C. N. K. will have great 
difficulty in moving their trains as 
they are entirely dependent on ihe 
Morinville mines since the C. P. R. 
became unable to supply them with 
the Crow’s Nest coal, some months 
ago.

Toronto, April 18.—A deputation of 
Indians from the Six Nations reserve, 
near Brantford, waited upon Prim 
Minister Whitney recently and asked 
that the franchise be restored to them. 
They have now neither municipal nor 
other vote, these privileges having 
been taken away from them by a 
change in the Act. An Indian off the 
reserve is allowed to vote, and this is 
looked upon as discriminary. They 
were introduced by Mr. J. H. Fisher, 
M.P.P., and Mr. Whitney promised 
that the matter should have his 
closest attention, although it is too 
late for action at the present session.

The deputation consisted of Messrs. 
Jacob Miller, William Davis, Walter 
Davis, L. Roy Hill, Edward Davis and 
David S. Hill. The same men have 
waited upon the Hon. Frank Oliver 
at Ottawa, asking the Government to 
give them the right to use the elective 
system in the selection of chiefs. The 
request was very favorably consider­
ed.

Seven of the Jurors who Tried Him for Murder 
of Stanford White Favored His Conviction. 
Five Wanted Acquittal. Thaw Greatly De­
jected. New Trial May Be Delayed.

New York, April 12.—The Thaw 
jury at 4.30 p.m. came into court and 
reported a disagreement. The jury 
was thereupon discharged by Judge 
Fitzgerald. The court was declared 
adjourned until April 29. Mrs. Evelyn 
Thaw immediately went to the pris­
oner’s cell, and told her husband. A 
vast crowd filled the courtroom await­
ing the announcement.

Disagreement of Jury.
The jury was hopelessly divided. 

Seven were for a verdict of guilty of 
murder in the first degree, and five 
were for acquittal on the ground of 
insanity.

The jury, which since the twenty- 
third of last January, had been try­
ing Harry K. Thaw, reported after 
forty-seven hours and eight minutes 
of deliberation that it could not pos­
sibly agree upon a verdict. The 
twelve men were promptly let go by 
Justice Fitzgerald, who declared that 
he thought the task hopeless.

Thaw To Be Tried Again.

During the nearly 48 hours 
of deliberation only 8 ballots were 
cast. The jury spent the two night 
sessions in their ciiairs.

The Final Ballot.
The final ballot taken just before 

the jury reached its disagreement in 
court, was as follows: For conviction 
of murder in the first degree, Messrs. 
Deming, B. Smith, foreman; Gao. 
Pfaff, No. 2; Chas. H. Fecke, No. 3; 
Harry H. Brearly, No. 6; Chas. D. 
Newton, No. 8; Jos. Bolton, No. 11; 
and Bernard Gerstman, No. 12.

For acquittal on the ground of in­
sanity: Messrs. Oscar A. Pink, No. 
4; Henry C. Hartney, No. 5; Mal­
colm S. Fraser, No. 7; Wilber, F. 
Ute, Ho 9, and John S. Denne, No 
10. Juror Harney said, "About trn 
minutes after we reached the jury 
room we took the first ballot and it 
resulted in a vote eight for convic­
tion of murder in the first degree 
and four for absolute acquittal."

Session* of the Jury.
It was noticed that the only man 

who voted consistently according to 
his first opinion was Geo. Pfaff. This 
juror from the very first ballot stuck 
to his belief that Harry Thaw was 
guilty of murder in the first degree. 
The sessions of the jury were not al­
together pleasant and peaceful. There 
were many stormy arguments and at 
one time charges of inconsistency and 
breaking of faith with the orders of 
the court were made, but at no point 
of the deliberations did the foreman 
lose control of the situation. He suc­
cessfully held the 12 men in check 
and was the first to suggest, when 
it was seen there was no possibility 
of a verdict being reached, that they 
report the matter to Justice Fitzger­
ald and leave the further disposition 
of the case l i his judgment.

Thaw Dejected.
When the disagreement was an­

nounced in court Thaw turned even 
paler than he has been for the past 
several days, and when he was re­
manded back to the city prison at 
the suggestion of District-Attorney 
Jerome he hung his head dejectedly. 
Up to the very last he had hoped 
that'the tvelve men would agree up 
on a ve.’f ict of not guilty.

St. Petersburg, April 12.—A demand 
for the expulsion from parliament of 
three socialist deputies pending their 
trial for political offences, which was 
submitted tô the lower house of par­
liament by the minister of justice, M.

Gerus, a teacher and social révolu 
tionist of Kuban, and A. A. Kuznet- 
zoff, social democrat of Sinbrick, are 
accused of being socialists.

A. S. Kupstasv, a peasant landown 
er of Kuvna, also was returned as a 
member of the left party, and is 
charged with making revolutionary 
speeches. M. Alexanisky, social de­
mocrat, pointed out that recognition 
of the minister’s right to demand the 
deputies’ exclusion, might lead to the 
exclusion of one-third of the member­
ship of the house. The minister of 
justice said the law clearly provides 
for the temporary suspension of depu­
ties indicted for criminal offences.

He further asserted that the Rus­
sian Court was above such action, a 
statement which was greeted with 
ironical laughter. M. Cztheglositeff’s 
remarks provoked a series of fierce 
answers which aroused the house into 
the first great excitement of the pres­
ent session. Speaker after speaker de­
nounced the Russian judicial system 
as being a travesty of justice, while 
the house shook with applause.

M. Teskinke, constitutional demo­
crat, said that for forty years the 
ministers of justice had been tearing 
out pages from the code of Russian 
law until nothing but the cover re­
mains. The demand of the govern­
ment was finally referred to a com­
mittee.

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COMPREHENSIVE SCHEME 
FOR BEAUTIFYING CITY

Lanscape Architect Todd’s Plans for Parks and 
Driveways in the City Read at Canadian Club 
Luncheon Today—Large Parks Suggested for 
North and South Sections of City.

(Saturday’s Daily.)
The regular fortnightly meeting of 

the Canadian club wàs held to-day in 
the Prince Arthur cafe, Wm. Short, 
president of the board of trade, pre­
siding. The subject of discussion was 
the beautifying of Edmonton. Mr. 
Kinnaird, read the report of F. G. 
Todd, of Montreal, the landscape en­
gineer employed by the city last sum­
mer to suggest means of adding to 
the natural beauty of the city. The 
plan is an elaborate one, calling for 
the establishment of large parks, one 
at the north of the city beyond the 
G. T. P. yards, and another at the 
golf grounds, to be known as the ex­
hibition park. The report recom­
mends ravine and hillside parks 
where available, and specifies the Bat 
Creek ravine as one of the spots that 
could be advantageously used. Care 
should be taken that the hillsides 
should not be denuded of their trees. 
Mr. Todd's plan also includes that 
the Rat Creek park, from the mouth 
of the creek be extended along the 
river front westward, taking in the 
escarpment," which should be planted 
with suitable trees as far as the E. 
Y. and P. bridge. He further recom­
mends a connection from this park to

the present east end city park
A similar park is recommended 

along Groat Creek.
The scheme suggested further in­

cludes small parks and playgrounds, 
the need of which will be imperative 
v.hen the city’s population becomes 
move dense. *

Boulevards and driveways lavishly 
planted with trees are also suggested. 
The principal one might be designat­
ed as the one recommended from 
where Rat Creek crosses First street.
• nd extending westward across the 
Hudson Bay reserve to Muskoka ave­
nue, and thence reaching the propos­
ed Groat park.

Victoria avenue is another street 
recommended in the scheme of scenic 
d ives. Another driveway in the plan 
begins at the capital buildings, and 
extends along the river front to the 
proposed Groat park.

According to" the License 
Act, no restaurant license could be 
granted by the license commissioners 
if a protest were made by the coun­
cil in the municipality in which the 
application was made. Last year 
the applications of R. B. Croen, of 
the Alberta Cafe, and another res­
taurant proprietor, were blocked by 
a formal protest made by the city 
council.

A largely signed petition was pre­
sented last Sight asking for the with­
drawal of the protest entered by the 
1906 council against the granting of a 
restaurant license to R. B. Cronn, of 
the Alberta Cafe.

Another communication was receiv­
ed from the International Order of 
Good Templars, which presented 
resolution to the effect that the coun­
cil be asked to protest against the 
present applications.

It was not until the question was 
freely discussed by the aldermen that 
Rev. Mr. MacDonald asked permis­
sion to address the council. His pro­
test and the approval of the specta­
tors clinched matters, and a motion 
to the effect that the council do not 
protest against the granting of 
taurant licenses was lost on a vote of 
five to three.

A portion of the track on the E. Y.

NORTHERN EXPRESS LOSES $2,500 
Robbery Was Cleverly Executed—Per­

petrator» Make Good Escape.
St. Paul, Minn., April 16.—A ban­

dit held up the Northern Express 
Co.’s union depot office to-night and 
compelled the clerk to open the safe 
and give him a package containing 
$25,000. The robber escaped.

A young man who is believed to 
have been a confederate of the rob­
ber called at the express office, and 
by some pretext managed to get one 
of the clerks out of the office. Fred. 
Zimmerman, the other clerk, soon 
afterwards found himself confronted 
bv a masked robber, who pointed a 
pistol at his head.

"Hands up!" commanded the ban­
dit," and Zimmerman complied. The 
robber then commanded Zimmerman 
to open the safe. The clerk obeyed 
the order. The bandit seemed to 
know what was in the safe, for he 
told Zimmerman to hand the package 
of currency which was to go on the 
midnight train over to him. Zimmer­
man handed out the bulky envelope, 
which the robber throat into his coat 
pocket. He then backed out of the 
office. A few second» later a second 
clerk, returned and gave the alarm.

Fernie, B.C., April 14.—District Pre­
sident Sherman states:—"In order 
that the public may understand what 
the demands of the Canadian mine 
workers are at this time, I wish to 
state that we are willing for the sake 
of peace, that the present standard 
rates shall be continued, with an ad­
vance of ten per cent, upon all rates. 
The minimum rate for outside labor 
shall be $2.50 for a ten hour day.

That wages be paid every two 
weeks. That the eight-hour bank to 
bank day be established. at all mines 
in Alberta. We do not desire to enter 
into any legal technicalities with any 
coal company in this district. An 
agreement as to wages and hours will 
suit. All existing customs to be main 
tained. We do not insist upon an 
open or closed shop. Neither do we 
seek to take advantage over any coal 
company in a legal or technical man­
ner. We are prepared to negotiate at 
once with any company in this district 
without waiting for an investigation 
board. The referendum vote so far ta­
ken in district 18 U.M.W. of A. shows 
over 80 per cent, to be in favor of 
striking."

The Situation.
The situation in the coal mining in­

dustry remains pretty much the same 
The operators have taken th eneces- 
sary steps as laid down in the Trades 
Dispute Act, and have made the ne­
cessary application to the Minister for 
the appointment of a Board of Inves­
tigation. Upon receipt of the prescrib­
ed request from the Minister, the 
operators will recommend the ap­
pointed d ia boari.. t- men aoinu 
pointment of a representative from 
their side to act on the board of three 
appoisted to investigate and adjudi- 
<rtc upon the merits of the dispute.

From latest reports there does not 
setm to be the danger oi a strike 
which existed a few days ago. The 
turners are commencing to doubt whe- 
t.ie before a strictly impartial tribu­
nal they will secure as favorable an 
agreementeas the one which was for­
mulated and consented to (all but 
the new discrimination clause) by the 
p int conference.

Operators’ Association.
Stresuous efforts are being made by 

ihe miners' delegates to avoid recog­
nition of the operators' association, 
and President Sherman is now en­
deavoring to make separate agree­
ments with each particular mining 
company on the old plan, which en­
abled the union to use one against 
the other, as a leverage to obtain 
further concessions. The operators 
union, however, which was formed as 
a result of the request of Mr. Sher­
man for a joint conference to ar­
range a uniform contract, having 
come into existence thereby as a min­
ing companies’ association will not 
go back to the old state of affairs and 
make new agreements separately. It

is a case of uniform agreement for all 
the mines now with them, as the 
thing has started.

Work is continuing under the old 
and separate agreements, and under 
the same conditions according to the 
stipulations of the new Disputes’ Bill 
until it is decided by the board of In­
vestigation what constitutes a fair 
uniform contract is between the two 
parties.

Strike or No Strike.
The United Mine Workers’ Associa­

tion, of which President Sherman is 
the president in the affected district, 
has issued orders for a referendum to 
be takeii on the question, “Strike or 
no strike." This will be‘completed by 
the 13th inst. The operators consider 
this a tactical move in the direction 
of forcing them into making separate 
agreements with the union, but the 
real reason oi this referendum is clear 
enough when sub-section B oi section 
15 of the new act is read. The section 
reads as follows, and refers to the 
requirements each of the parties are 
called upon to fill before proceeding 
under t ,e act can go on:—“A statu­
tory declaration setting forth that, 
failing nn adjustment of the dispute 
or a reference thereof by the Minister 
to a Bor d of Conciliation and Inves­
tigation under the Act, to the best of 
the knowledge and belief of the de­
clarant, a Içck-out or strike, as the 
case may be, will be declared, and 
that the necessary authority to declare 
such lock-out or strike had been ob­
tained.”

This shows clearly that President 
Sherman must take the referendum in 
order to obtain authority to strike, if 
extremes arise; and it follows as a 
noticeable fact that the taking of it 
reevals that up to the present he has 
evidently had no authority to indulge 
in the strike talk.

"You have none of our tra­
ditions. I think that the ordinary 
man here is turned out much better 
fitted to face the world than a “ pass 
man at Oxford. But I maintain that 
the "honor " man at Oxford is the 
best equipped in the wrorld. A man 
can be too much dry-nursed at Ox­
ford. A soft man can go in and come 
out even worse than he was at first, 
so much of his work is being done by 
his tutors and by his colleagues. This 
being thrown on your own resources 
is of tremendous value. Dr. Mitchell 
came to America to assist in the de­
dication of the Carnegie Institute nt 
Pittsburg.

TORONTO HARBORS BAD 
CHARACTER.

Head of Port Colbourne’a Black Hand 
Gang May be in Queen City.

Associated Press Dispatch.
Toronto, April 17.—The local Italian 

colony is excited over the report that 
Anato Martellino, alias Tony Martin* 
ello, alleged leader of the notorious 
gang of Black Hands at Port Col- 
bonme, is hiding in the city. Mar- 
tellino has a lurid reputation, and ia 
said to be wanted for the murder of 
a man at Strothers, Ohio. A reward 
of two thousand dollars is offered for 
his capture.

Word has just been received by the 
C. P. R. maintenance of way men 
Strathcona of a big increase in their - 
pay. The advance is the result of a 
conference held last week in Winni­
peg between representatives oi the 
men and of the company, when the 
schedule on which the maintenance 
men are to work for the next twelve 
months was agreed upon, and the fin­
al settlement effected.

The result of the negotiations is 
that the men will receive, as com­
pensation for the increased cost of 
living, an advance of twenty cents 
per day. The increased wage will be 
paid on all the western lines of the 
Canadian Pacific, including all the 
branch lines. On these lines there • 
are three thousand five hundred men 
engaged in maintenance of way de­
partment, and the advance in wages 
will mean a difference of seven hun­
dred dollars per day, the aggregate for 
the year being over two hundred thou­
sand dollars.

The wages at present paid to this 
class of employees range from $1 50 
per day to $2.35 per day. In future 
the schedule will run from $1.70 to 
$2.55 per day.

In discussing the increase John V. 
Wilson, of St. Louis, president of the 
Maintenance of Ways Union, is quot­
ed as follows :

The Canadian Pacific has been is 
generous to its men as it has been 
progressive in its management. It 
pays good wages, and does its work 
well. Our dealings with the corpora­
tion have been uniformly satisfactory 
and have terminated to the satisfac­
tion of both thé company and the em­
ployees.

“I may say that there was never 
the slightest danger that there would 
be any strike in this instance. Our 
men some time ago adopted the prin­
ciple of arbitration, and it is our set­
tled policy that the rights of the pub­
lic shall be respected, and that the 
public interest shall not be sacrificed 
on account of the differences between 
the company and ourselves. We are 
wholly committed to the principle of 
arbitration, and if we cannot arrive 
at an agreement with the company in 
the ordinary way, then we will call in 1 
a third party, in whom both the com­
pany and ourselves have confidence 
as a trustworthy and competent judge, 
organize a court of our own, and set­
tle the matter.

“The increase granted by the com­
pany will mean sixty dollars per an 
num to each of the men engaged < n 
maintenance of way. There are in 
all about seven thousand men inter­
ested. counting both eastern and west­
ern lines, and the total increase in 
wages will amount to over four hun 
dred thousand dollars per annum.”
