In a Brilliant Speech of Two Hours Duration the Premier Replies From Every Standpoint to
the Oﬁjecltion_s'tli‘at_-vgave Been Urged Against the Reciprocity Proposal—Rouses Lib-
‘eral Members to High Pitch of Enthusiasm—An Effective Answer to the Talk

. of AnnexationWith the United States.

Ottawa, March T7—Interest in'the
reciprocity debate. reached a high
pitch today owing to the announce-
ment that Sir. Wilfrid Laurier would
make his first formal defenc® of the
agreement negotiated at Washing-
ton., Sir Wilfrid has spoken briefly
on two occasions when F. D. Monk
moved amendments, but he dealt only
with matters. directly affected by the
motion and this was his first sus-
tained effort. It lasted for two
hours, an unusually long speech for
the Prime Minister. The sp2ech was
listened to by a crowded house and
the galleries 'and Countess Grey oc-
cupied a seat on the floor of the
Commons chamber.

Phe Premier dealt with the recl-
procity proposals, and their possibre
effécts, from every standpoint. At
times he aroused the Liberal ‘mem-
bers to a high point of enthusiasm.
Sir Wilfrid after a somewhat exhaus-
tive and elaborate argument in refu-
tation of the claim that Canada has
not always been open to a reciprocal
arfangement with —the Uniteg States
dealt in turn with the main objections
of the opponents of the measure,
which he dividéd into the four heads,
that trade would be deflected to Am-.
enican .channels, that Canada’s na-
tural resources would be destroyed,
that our industries would be imperiil-
ed, and that we would lose our au-
tonomy and be absorbed by the Unit-
ed States.

He presented arguments to show
that none of these things would hap-
pen, but rose te the greatest flights
of eloquence when gdealing with the
last of the four. He flouted the idea
that an improved trade relation
would affect the loyalty of the Cana-
dians and accused the Opposition of
insulting the Canadian people by
Suggesting that should an economic

crisis arise they would consider their |

The proposal to sell us a power
plant is something different. Thae
amcunt of money involved is so larze
that it would be out of the ques‘ion
vnless it were clear that in a cota=
paratively short time the city would
have use for practically the whole
possible output of the plant. If we
d» not need a twenty thousand horse-
pcwer plant and are not likelv to
need it for many years it would he
betier to keep our money out of it.
Three million dollars is too large a
suui to tie up in a plant several times
larger than our requirements—if a
twenty thousand horse-power plant
wctld be such. The thing here to be
fcvnd out is whether we need
stck . a plant, or are likely
t need it for 2 con-
siderable number of years. If it we:o
feind that we do require such plant,
or are likely to need it within reas)n-
allc time, it has then to be consiler-
el whether we would do better to
puichase this plant or to install oge
0a our own account elsewhere.

Perhaps during the course of the
investigation we should find that the
solution of the city’s power problem
lies not in the development of hydro-
electric; energy at all, but in the ex-
tersion of the system which we have
adrpted. The advantages of hydro-
electric power are very generally un-
derstood, perhaps even rather over-
estimated. If we had a Niagara Falls
in this vicinity from which to draw
power it would undoubtedly be cheay-
er to. utilize it than even to burn
cheap coal. But having no such
scurce of unlimited power at hand
it is for the engineers to tell us
whether with a properly located steam
rlant we could bring- the cost c¢f
power production down to measur-
able distance from that of a hydr)-
electric plant located at any of the
known water power sites in the dis-
trict. For a city as yet in the pro-
cess of growth, a steam plant has an
alvantage in that the investment is

Their stand is that
the Canadian producer shall not be
allowed to sell his products where
he can get the best prices for them.
lTha.t is why the railroads are taking

a hand in the fight, and the grain |
dealers from Premier Roblin down,
and the interests.

Andl
with that position who could find
favlt? But if it would be well under |
such circumstances to have the free!
exchange ©0of manufactured goods, it
twould be equally wise under the ex-
isting circuinstances to have the free
exchange of fram products. If under
l'the supposed conditions it wduld be
promoting the general interests of the
country to have Canadian binders and
mowers wand leather goods shipped
into the United States, it must surely
be as much to the general advantage
under present conditions to have Can-
adian beef and wheat and dairy pro-
duct® shipped into the Republic. If
it is of advantage te the countrygto
allow the manufacturer of machinéty
or cloth to sell his surplus products
in a foreign market, it is surely of
as much advantage to the country to
allow the ‘“manufacturer” of wheat
and beef and dairy products to sell
his surplus in a foreign market. What
the interests are trving to prevent is
+hat the swrplus prodncts of the coun-
try he sold where the mnst money
ecan he got for them. Ts that a fair
and reasonable proposal. or one in
the ,mena=at interests of the country?

No change is made by the
agreement in the duties on fabrics,
or the raw materials which coqmpose
them. The concern of the J’&grnali
must be taken therefore to be aroused |
no: by what is done now, but by what |
it thinks likely to be done later on,
and as the result of experience from

the operation of the present arrange-
ment. Its assaullL 1s an admission
thet the present agreement is likely to
b2 the first rather than the last of
such megotiations; and that among
the items likely to be affected by
future arrangements are those of
wcollen and cotton goods, and tha
meaterials of which these are made.
In other words the Journal joins the
majority of its protectionist contem-
pcraries in declaging.that the peoples
of the two countries will find the
agneement so mutually beneficial that
they will be led to make further mu-
tua! reductions; and that one class
of articles on which the Canadian
people are likely to call for reduction
is that of woollen and cottony goods.
If it affords the Journal any satisfa -
ticn it may as well be candidly
tcld that it is right on both counts.
Th~ present measure is not regard»A4
a3 making all the reductions desir-
able, but as going a long way :n
the proper direction. And foremost
among the things on which reduc-
tions are still required are fabrics
manufactured from costen and wool,
and the raw materials which enter
into their manufacture. The Journal |
is judging right when it foresees a-|
popular demand for the admission of |
thcse commodities which its purpose |
is to exclude. Undoubtedly, from its
staundpoint, it dees well to try to kill
th« present agreement. Every breach
made in the tariff wall becomes a
gateway of cemmerce, and thereby
shcws the wisdom of battering it
dewn at some other point.

Ar. present the Journal is less con-
cerned about what is admitted to
Canada than about what is-allowad
to go qu( of Canada. Probably be-
cause to assail the lowering of the
Canadian tariff would toe clearly re-
veal its motive, the Journal assails the
removal of the United States duty on
Caradian wheat and timber. The
making of the United States tariff is
of ceurse tke business of the United
States Congress. It remained with
the Washington authorities to say
whether Canadian wheat and lumber
shculd or should not be admitted to
the United States, and if so at what
rates of duty, if any. It has been
vociferously declared by many of the
Journal’s protectionist contemporaries !
that the U.S. Congress would have ex-
ercised this power in any event, ani
would have put these articles on
the free list purely as a measure of
domestic economy, and without the
Cznadian Government having consent-
ed tc any recinprocal agreement at ali.
Wherefore then the justice of con-
demning the Canadian Government
bYecause the United States Governmeant
has exercised its authority? And the
United States Government having
gseen fit to admit Canadian wheat and
what
wculd the Journal and its friends
have the Canadian Government do to
rievent the Canadian farmer and
lumberman taking advantage of the
opportunity ? Would they have an
eaxport duty put on these articles?
That is the only direct way of accom-
phshing what they propose. But th>ra
is another indirect way by which it
night be accomplished, by which it
was in fact accomplished for many
yvears.

Perhaps T look at the matten super-
ficially, but T am at a loss to under-
stund how so natural an adjustment
of the trade arrangements between
Canada and the United States can in-
volve the serious state of affairs that
has been predicted. I would regard
it as a great public misfortune were
those employved in agriculture, lum-
bering, mining and fishing, which are
the industries almost solely affected
by the proposed tariff changes, to
form the opinion that the men con-
cerned in the management of th
finencial institutions of the Domin-
ion have not their welfare at heart as
well as) the welfare of the classes of
the community engaged in manufac-
turing and trading.

“We should not forget that agricul-
ture is still our greatest industry,
and that anything that improves the
ccndition of the agriculturist must
prcmote the welfare of Canada from
on2 end of the Dominion to the ether
A vast portion of the capital and de-
pusits in our banks and other financial
institutions comsists of the savings of
the peeple of rural Canada. I am
convinced that financial authorities
who condemn the agreement on sen-
timental grounds, even when frequent-
ly by their ewm sensSe of fair play
they are forced to admit its values
as a measure for improving our trade
relations, do not represent the opin-
fons of those whose money they hold
in trust and on whose behalf they
take it upon themselves to speak.

“Canada is growimg fast beecause
of its great reseurces and their in-
telligent development,  and because
of the sgremgth, stability and pro-
gressiveness of the Government. I
have no fear that carrylng out the
proposed arrangement of reciprocity
in natural produets will injure-busi-
ness generally or hurt interprovincial
trade. On the conmtrary, in my opin-
io.l our prosperity will tend to in-
crease beeause of the arrangement,
and our railways will still find them-
selves taxed on all their lines in
carrying the ever-increasing volume
of business throughout the country
as a whele.

“I see with amazement not a few
owners of factories in this city who
will reap great benefit from enlarg-
el markets all over the country op-
posing the agreement on the ground
that it will lead to a change in our
political relations. As a Liberal, I
have been proud to see the party led
b Sir Wilfrid Laurier showing its
affection for the Motherland by the
adoption of the British preference,
bv the sending of Canadian troops to
South Africa, by the taking over and
maintaining of fortified bases at Hali-
fa': and Esquimalt, and by the launch-

“Great good in a Dusiness way, and,
in'my opinion. no harm to Canadian
nationality, will result from the adop-
tior: of the agreement, and for that
reason I most sincerely hope that it
will be carried inte effect.

“T pave the wutmest faith in the
ability of my follow-countrymen of
rural Canada *to hold their own
against the competition of food pro-
ducers in the United States. They do
s» now in the open markets of the
world, and Canadian wheat, cheese
hacon and other products are ev
where recognized as articles of the
highest standard. The opening of an
additional end very valuable market
for his products will not cause ‘he
Canadian agriculturist to lose his skill
or the soil to lose its fertility. We
need not look far into the future to
se» on this¥ continent a -population
of two hundred millions. The in-
crease is over two millions yearly at
ths present time. The huge area cf
vacant land in Western Canada is the
only sufficient source from which t:e
fo. dstuffs for this huge popu.i‘.on
¢c'n come.

““Ontario has a vital interest in the
filling up of the Canadian West. An
acceleration in the rapidity of settle-
ment consequent on the inauguration
of relatively free trade in foodstuffs
on this continent will bring to the
Frcovince manv industries, as, for in-
stance, the Oliver Plow Co., whicn
will employ a very large force of men
in the city of Hamilton, ahd which an-
ncunces that the trade agreement will
make no difference in its plans, be-
cause it is building to take advan-
tag« of permanent basic conditions.

Mr. Winston Churchill Defends Con<
duct of the Police.

London, Mar. 4—The charge made
in @ memorandum issued recently by
the parliamentary women’s suffrage
committee that the police were guilty
of deliberate vielence, torture and in-
decency toward women during the de-
monstration outside parliament last
November, was brought up in the
House of Commons today. The mem-
orandum called upon House Secretary
Churchill to hold a public investiga-
tion of the maitter.

Replying to a questigon in regard to
the charges and what action he had
taken or would take in the matter,
Mr. Churchill said he had made in-
quiry of the commissioner of police in
regard to certain general statements
contained in the memorandum, ‘and
found them to be without founidation.
The statement that -plain clotheg
policemen had bene guilty of indecen-
cies was false. ~ The crowd, Mr,
Churchill said, contained a mumber of
undesirable persons, who 'were cap-
able of indulging in gross conduct, and
it was possible that some of them had
been guilty of indecencies, but the
women themselves Wwere responsible
for the presence of these people' in
Perliament Square.

Mr. Churchill said a charge against
any named individual could even now
be investigated by the courts, but he
was not prepared to order an inquiry
into vague general .charges.
