Bald Jack Rose.
Snys Becker Hired Him 1o Kill Rosen­

thal.

New'York. Oct. 12.—Long hours of 
ci oss examination by supperless law­
yers before a supperless court and 
jury failed to-night to make “Bald” 
Jack Rose vary his story of the part 
ne says lie played and the part he 
says Police Lt. Becker played in the 
mured of Herman Rosenthal, the 
gambler.

“Becker told me," he said, "that he 
wanted Rosenthal murdered, shot, 
cioaked or dynamited. At his bidding 
I got the gunmen to kill Rosenthal. 
After the murder I saw Becker in the 
morning and later talked with him 
over the phone. 1 gave the gunmen 
$1,000 for Becker and told them he 
said not to worry, but lay low. I gave 
myself up and became a state's wit­
ness because Becker deserted me like 
a dirty dog and was getting ready to 
throw me to the wolves.”

A Long Session.

Justice Goff convened the afternoon 
session at 2.23 o’clock. Shortly be­
fore 9 o'clock to-night he declared it 
adjourned until Monday morning, aft­
er John F. McIntyre. Becker's lawyer, 
protested he was on the verge of col­
lapse. Court, jury, counsel, witnesses 
and the accused had been without j 
food since noon luncheon. Justice | 
Goff, white-haired and of venerable 
appearance seemed the least fatigued 
of all in the court room.

“1 warned you.” he told John F. 
McIntyre. Becker's lawyer, “early in 
the evening, that we would finish this

cross examnation if we had to sit till 
midnight. I meant it.”

“I am on the verge of collapsing, 
i pleaded Mr. McIntyre

"Proceed with the case.” was Mr 
Justice Goff's reply. Not for threi 
hours thereafter was the court ad­
journed.

Becker Cool.
Becker, cool and stoical, leaned oi 

lho table at which he sat. his chin it 
his hand, his elbow on the table dur­
ing the long cross examination 
Twenty feet back, in the first row o: 
seats usually reserved for spectators 
sat his wife. Her eyes were for hei 
husband, rather than for the court 
Once, only once, he glanced back al 
her and smiled.

Rose Is Unruffled.
"Bald Jack" Rose, thick lipped, wide 

eared and without a hair on his glist 
ening head was unruffled by the or 
deal. Once he faltered when Becker's 
lawyer hurled question alter question 
at him. Each ended with “And yoi 
said you lied, didn’t you?" Once he 
leaned forward, buried his face in hie 
hands and tottered on the stand. H1 
seemed about to faint and the cour: 
quickly ordered a pause in the pro­
ceedings and windows were lowered to 
revive him.

Within a few minutes he was re­
freshed and the cross examination was 
continued. Rose admitted time aftei 
time, that he had lied, perjured him­
self. had been a gambler and had been 
engaged for twenty years in illegal 
business. He admitted he was testi­
fying to save his own life, but he-said 
he was telling the truth now.

He said he had concluded to become 
state's witness only when the electric 
chair stared him in the face, and add­
ed that he was not ashamed of his de­
termination. Without emotion, in a 
slow, deliberate drawl, he said he had 
deliberately planned, at Becker's re­
quest, to put Rosenthal where he 
would never worry anybody else. He 
knew, he added, that It was a terrible 
deed to plan.

Acting Secretary of the Board of Ag­
riculture is spending his time on the j 
potato canker which has struck the j 
country and threatens to destroy or 
seriously curtail our local supply of 
potatoes, a form of Agriculture which 
our people excel. The result there­
fore will be that after four seasons of 
the Morris Agricultural policy we shall 
have to send more gold than ever out 
of the country to buy foreign potatoes. I 
Then again we find that the hay crop j 
is shorter than ever, due of course to 
the inclement season, but in no ma- , 
teiial way has the shortage due to that 
cause been supplemented to cope with 
the serious situation which now con­
fronts the country. The Government 
now finds instead of keeping gold in 
the country, it has to take the duty off 
hay to induce the people to send their 
gold abroad in greater quantities than : 
ever to bring in foreign hay that milch 
cow keepers and horse-owners may 
keep their cattle alive during the com­
ing winter. There is now no room to 
talk of converting a large excess of 
hay. over and above what is wanted for 
these purposes, into meat that people 
may be fed on local raised bee. 
These are facts which stare the coun­
try in the face at the present time aft­
er. as we have already mentioned, four 
summer seasons of the Morris Agri­
cultural policy. Money has been spent 
profusely and to little or no effect, 
th en the Placeman’s Act was amended 
in order to allow salaries to be given to 
members of the House of Assembly, as 
Vommissioners of Agriculure. A small 
army of paid Secretaries of Agricul­
tural Societies have been appointed. 
There have been givings-out in pro­
fusion of stock and seed. But w-hat 
good has come of it all? The country 
is heart sick of the waste and lack of 
results from the Morris expenditure of 
money.

LONDON. To-day.
The war is expected to develop in 

to a land campaign between Bulgaria 
and Turkey and into a naval strug­
gle between Turkey and Greece.

Household Notes.
A room can be papered cheaply and 

have an artistic effect if rolls ot 
coarse brown paper butchers use for 
wrapping are used. It can be put on 
the walls in the same way as ordinary 
wallpaper.

A delicious salad is made with cel­
ery and tomatoes. Slice four toma­
toes and cut in small pieces. Mix 
with an equal amouut of cut celery, 
arrange on lettuce and cover with 
mayonnaise dressing.

To remove grease spots from silk, 
make a paste of equal parts of pow­
dered French chalk and fullers earth 
with either water or turpentine and 
apply it to the spots, allowing it to 
stay on .a few days before brushing 
it off.

Natural wood kitchen tables should 
occasionally be rubbed over with a 
cat lemon, then rinsed well with 
clean warm water. The result is a 
white board without the rough top 
made by continual scrubbing with a 
brush.

When lamp chimneys are washed 
with soap they are liable to crack. 
Tiiis is not necessary. By holding 
them in the steam of a boiling kettle 
for a moment and then rubbing them 
with a clean cloth they are easily 
cleaned.

Ether is a very good thing to re­
move grease stains from wearing ap­
parel. Another method is to dip the 
garment in tepid water, then place it 
in cold water to which a little borax 
has been added.

To remove tea stains, mix thorough­
ly soft soap and salt, one tablespoon­
ful of salt to two of soap. Rub this 
on the spots and spread the cloth on 
the grass where the sun will shine 
on it.

It is best to remove the old wall- 
paper from the wall before putting on 
he new, and if several boilerfuls of 
boiling water are placed in the room 
and the doors and windows closed, 
the steam will soften the paper and 
make it much easier to remove.

It a clean copper kettle has been 
blackened by the fire, first wash well 
with soap and soda water, then make 
a paste of a knife powder and paraf­
fin and scour well.

Tartar sauce is made with one eup- 
fn> of mayonnaise, one teaspoonful of 
finely chopped capers, one teaspoonful 
finely chopped green cucumber pickles 
and one teaspoonful finely chopped 
parsley. Mix in the last four to­
gether and press dry in a cloth. Add 
gradually the mayonnaise.

When you wash your silk blouse, 
pul a dessertspoonful of powdered 
borax, dissolved in enough cold water 
to cover the article. Allow it to soak 
for half an hour, then wash the blouse 
in warm soapsuds. Rinse it in clear 
water and then in water to which a 
little blueing has been added.

Tlie ironing board cover pinned on 
is not so convenient as slips. Make 
them from partly worn sheets. They 
should be just large enough to slip 
over the board easily with tapes 
which will tie over the end. When it 
becomes soiled it is only a moment's 
work to slip on a fresh cover.

New dishes are not so apt to break 
if they are put into a pan of hot water 
and set on the stove. Let the water 
come slowly to a boil. Then take 
them off the stove, land when the 
water is cool take them out; after 
tills you can put them in as hot water 
as you wish and have no fear of crack­
ing them.

First Mate’s Body 
Found in Lake.

•Ichn Buck of S. 1>. Warriuer Relieved 
to Have Ilied From Accidental 
Browning—May Have Fallen in 
Water While Trying to Climb Lad­
der Front Coal Dock to Outside of 
Ore Dock. Inque-I This Evening.
John D. Buck, first mate of the 

barge S. D. Warriuer. is believed to 
have drowned about 10.30 Wednesday 
evening at the point where the South 
Shore ore dock No. 5 joins Pickand s 
coal dock. He had been up town and 
was returning to his boat which lay 
at the ore dock.

Early in the evening he and several 
others from the crew went ashore 
and came up town where they made a 
few small purchases. He was last 
seen about nine o’clock in the evening 
by his companions when he went to 
one of the picture shows. I-ater that 
night he was seen alone by one of the

city police at the corner of Front and 
Baraga avenue as he was heading 
down the hill for his boat.

It is uncertain as to the manner in 
which he met his death but is is very 
probable that it was accidental. At 
the point where the dry dock joins 
the coal dock there is a ladder about 
six feet long tt> climb front the coal 
dock to the outside of the ore dock, 
ft is thought "that he attempted to 
climb this to get to his boat inseatl 
of going down the walk in the cen­
ter of the dock. The slats of the lad­
der are very irregular and it is prob­
able that he missed his footing and 
fell into the water about twelve feet 
below. A float, which is used for re­
pairing the boats was tied at this 
point and he probably struck this in 
his fall, because he suffered a severe 
cut behind the ear. His eyesight was 
very poor and he had a crippled leg 
due to a fall on one of the docks here 
recently this summer. It is thought 
that both of these may have been the 
cause for the accident as he was

Thursday morning he was 
missed by the crew and sit was 
thought tnat he might have remainec 
up town. ’V search was made and 
they failed to find him. The captain 
searched along the interior of the 
lock, thinking that possibly he might 
have falleir in^here, but the body was 
not found. The captain and the Mate’s 
brother. Patrick Buck, became very 
anxious this morning and the Life 
Saving (Tew was called. However 
before they arrived, one of the crew 
of the bargee saw a pair of shoes 
protruding from under the float 
which was tied to the dock and a pike 
pole was procured and the body was 
pulled from the water. There are no 
evidences of foul play.

Mr. Buck comes from Cleveland and 
is very well known on the lakes and 
also in Marquette. The death is par­
ticularly sad .because of the fact that 
he leaves two boys about twelve 
years of age. His wife died several 
years ago.

A jury was impanelled by Coroner 
Crarv and the inquest was begun this 
morning but it was adjourned be­
cause they were unable to procure an 
important witness. It is thought a 
verdict of accidental death will bt 
given. The body was taken to 
Cleveland by bis brother who is also 
employed on the boat. He was 51 
years of age.—Michigan, U. S. A. 
paper.

LONDON. Oct. 17.
War to-dav became general 

throughout the Balkan Peninsula. 
Turkey, which for a week or more 
had been fighting Montenegro, this 
morning issued a formal declaration 
of hostilities against Servia and Bul­
garia. For some reason. Greece was 
not mentioned in the official document 
delivered to the Servian and Bulgar­
ian legations at Constantinople, and 
the Grecian ministers, however, left 
Athens without the usual formalities. 
It is also announced that fighting be­
tween the Gulf of Arta and the Sea. 
In doing so. they had a sharp gun 
duel with the Turkish forts. In her 
declaration of war. Turkey places the 
blame on Bulgaria and Servia. whose 
recent actions, she says, forced her 
to take this decisive step, though she 
was desirous of peace. Turkey’s 
withdrawal of-Jier troops from the 
immediate vicinity of the Greek fron­
tier. and the omission of Greece in 
the declaration of wTar were, doubt 
less, dictated hy Kiamel Pasha. Pres­
ident of the Council of State and the 
real head of the Turkish Government. 
He has been desirous all along, of 
avoiding a fight with Greece, whose 
interests, as he recently told the 
Greek Premier, are identical with 
those of Turkey. He also desired to 
cede the Island of Crete to Greece.
