Declared 10 Per Cent.
A general meeting of the Grand 
Bank of Newfoundland Ice Co., Ltd., 
of Cape Broyle, was held in the of­
fice of W. & G. Rende», on Thursday. 
The purpose of the meeting were as 
follows: Declaring a dividend for 
1912, electing directors for 1913, in­
creasing tiie capital for increased Ice 
storage from 2,000 to 4,000 tons and 
the addition of two squid traps. Tht 
manager Mr. M. E. Condon, who has 
contended for over twenty years, that 
for the shore, Labrador and Grand 
Bank fishermen, bait fishes for tht 
fisheries should be procured by an) 
and every legitimate possible means, 
especially squid. Last year the bank­
ing fleets of Newfoundland and Novt 
Scotia had to abandon the voyage 
after the caplin. This also applied to 
the shore fishermen. Mr. Condon 
proved by experimenting with a squid 
trap? that had there been hundreds of 
squid traps in different sections of the 
Island, that both the shore and bank­
ing men would have been supplied 
with squid bait, and. thousands oi 
quintals of fish added to the voyage. 
The sqfiid schooling would trap and 
jig in the trap and not jig when 
schooling outside of the trap. The 
Ron. John Harvey, who is largely In­
terested in the banking and shore 
fisheries, stated that the squid bait 
was a serious question last year, aud 
heartily- endorsed Mr. Condon’s views 
and said that every encouragement 
should be given him. This was sec­
onded by the Hons. Jas. Angel, Jno. 
Harris and Philip Templeman, G. C. 
Fearn. C. McK. Harvey, John Cowan, 
J. Cullen and F. Rende» supported it. 
A 10 per cent, divident was declared 
for 1912, payable at the office of W. &

To-day we publish a letter 
from a correspondent on the West 
(’cast which gives instances of the use 
of this service for political purpose 
during Sir Edward Morris's political 
campaign in the District of Fogo. Not 
only have we had offices kept open in 
order to send inflated and exaggerated 
messages to a political organ of Sir 
Edward Morris, but we find that these 
political messages are re-hashed in St. 
John's and served out through the 
telegraph lines to be published in 
every outport telegraph office in the 
Colony. It will be seen that the pub­
lic outport news service is being util­
ized as a publicity bureau for the 
Morris political party. This public 
service is being used to boom Sir Ed­
ward Morris and his party at public 
expense. It is a prostitution of a 
public service which calls for condign 
punishment and we have no doubt that 
next fall the Electorate will find a 
punishment fit for the crime.

BELIEVING PLACE ON FIRE, THE

GIRLS BAN FOR FIRE ESCAPE-
ONE FAINTS ON REACHING IT.
Shortly after 2 p.m. yesterday,

COPY OF CIRCULAR:
Military Road. St. John's.

April 26th. 1913. 
Dear Sir.—The Sisters of the Con­

vent of Mercy. Military Road, who 
have been established in this city for 
over seventy years, find themselves 
in a position which obliges them to 
make an appeal to the public. This 
they do with the utmost reluctance, 
in view of the many calls on a people 
whose generosity is only limited by 
their means. Nothing but sheer in 
ability to effect imeprative repairs 
and improvements to their Schools 
and Convent without some such ap­
peal forces them to depart from the 
line of conduct which they have 
hitherto pursued—of maintaining 
their community and schools by their 
own efforts, with no call on an al­
ready heavily taxed congregation.

It was with the greatest reluctance 
that the Rev. Mother asked and ob­
tained of His Grace the Archbishop, 
permission *to make known their 
wants to their friends in the hope 
that some means might be found to 
meet the expenses necessary' to pre­
serve a ertain portion of the present 
building and provide further essential 
accommodation in the shape of a re­
fectory, a kitchen, and sleeping apart­
ments for the Sisters, of whom six 
now occupy a room intended for two, 
as well às improved sanitation for the 
infant school.

To do this it is the intention to 
utilize that portion of the house 
which connects the Military Road 
Convent with the building in Cathe­
dral Square known as St. Clare's. 
Through want of funds and reluc­
tance to solicit them, this building 
has fallen into such a state of dilap­
idation as to be almost unfit for oc­
cupation. It will now be restored 
and will contain kitchen, refectory, 
sleeping rooms, baths, etc., but the 
restoration will entail a considerable 
outlay..

To devise some plan, whereby a 
fund might be raised to cover the 
cost of these improvements, estimat­
ed at $10,000. a meeting of ex-pupils 
and friends was called. A large num­
ber of ladies responded and many 
plans were discussed. A bazaar to 
be held in October, a garden party 
during the summer being the princi­
pal; and finally a third project, of 
which this letter is the outcome. A 
bazaar to be a success, implies, first 

collection to $art it: second, a 
great expenditure of time and labor 

the part of responsible table- 
holders to carry It through, hire of 
hall, advertisements, etc., and finally 
the attendance, as purchasers, of the 
same people who have already con­
tributed time and money in order to 
make it a paying speculation. Ad­
ded to this is the fact that many such 
bazaars are already announced for 
this autumn.

This latter objection applies to 
garden parties, of which several are 
well recognized annual affairs. It 
was then suggested, as an alternative, 
to approach the friends and support­
ers of the Convent and the Catholic 
people generally and ask them to 
consider the advisability of straight 
giving, hoping that when they had 
taken into account what the bazaar 
would really cost them in preparation 
and in eexpenditure at the bazaar it­
self they would be disposed to give 
a money equivalent, knowing that 
such money would really be available 
for the work to which it was destin­
ed instead of being in a great part 
swallowed up in expenses.

With this view in end the Sisters 
send you the enclosed envelope in 
which yon are respectfully asked to 
place a sum with which you are good 
enough to help on this work, to­
gether with your name. Said envel­
opes will be called for on May 20th, 
by one of a number of ladies, who 
have kindly consented to take on this 
work, and will be opened on Satur­
day, May 24th. at the Convent.

WASHINGTON, May 16.
President Wilson declared to fifty 

newspaper reporters here to-day that 
he would consent to no compromise 
on the question of free wool and free 
sugar, but insists on the Democrats 
in the Senate passing the Tariff Bill 
as it went through the House.

• LONDON, May 16.
Several’ more suffragette bombs 

were discovered last night, but no 
damage resulted. One was found in 
the railway station at Salisbury, an­
other at the hotel Brentwood, and a 
third in the private chapel at the 
Buccleuch Estate in Scotland.

WASHINGTON, May 16. 
President Wilson has decided that 

no warships or troops shall be mov­
ed or anything resembling military or 
naval demonstrations carried on by 
America while diplomatic negotia­
tions with Japan over the California 
legislation are in progress, so that no 
alarming motives can be implied from 
even the ordinary manoeuvres of the 
army and navy.

LONDON, May 16.
School boys on being released from 

lessons, are helping the militants in 
the reign of terror. Several bombs 
found yesterday and to-day, and 
which proved to be “dummies,” have 
been traced to scholars, the latest be­
ing picked up in the yard of the 
Church House, Westminster Abbey, 
it created a sensation until the po­
lice discovered it was harmless.

BERLIN, May 26.
German military airmen are in fu­

ture to be punished by at least two 
weeks close arrest In the event of 
their crossing a foreign frontier in 
an airship, according to orders issued 
by the German War Office to-day. 
which declares that this step has been 
forced by repeated instances in which 
frontiers have been crossed and in­
ternational misunderstandings have 
resulted.

HALIFAX, May 16.
Rioting took place this afternoon 

in connection with the strike of nio- 
tormen, cnductors and Power House 
employees. Although the service is 
partly tied up. the Company succeed­
ed with imported strikebreakers in 
keeping ten or twelve cars running 
till late this afternoon, when crowds 
of sympathizers took charge, and 
roughly handled the substitutes. The 
cars were wrecked, conditions be­
coming so bad that the Company de­
cided to discontinue the service en­
tirely. During the afternoon the front 
of the Company’s office building was 
completely wrecked. Many arrests 
were made. No further trouble is an­
ticipated till the Company again at­
tempt to operate the trams.

LONDON, May 16,
The arsonette bomb campaign con­

tinues. Several were placed In Lon­
don and the provinces to-day. A very 
workmanlike canister with explosives 
and a clockwork attachment was 
found in the Rotherhithe Public Lib­
rary, this morning, with the usual la­
bel. It was probably placed there by 
a man. The police believe that many 
men have been engaged by the wo­
men to do their work. Another ma­
chine was found In a letter box in the 
Wandsworth District Post office. An 
other with a partly burned fuse was 
found In Holy Trinity Church. Hast­
ings, where the suffragettes have 
been peculiarly active of late.

LONDON, May 16.
It Is officially announced that Vis­

count Motley's visit to Berlin is pure­
ly a private matter. It Is understood, 
however, that he will not devote all 
his time to sight-seeing, but will 
meet the Kaiser, Chancellor Von 
Behmann Holweg, and Germany's 
leading foreign politicians, and dis­
cuss with them all problems, includ­
ing Mediterranean and Turkish ques­
tions, and the boundaries of German 
South Africa. Limitation of arma 
mente will not be discussed, as it 
wrecked Lord Haldane’s visit to Ger­
many. Apparently no one in England 
is anxious to revive it just now. King 
George starts on Monday for the wed­
ding on the following Saturday of the 
Kaiser’s daughter. The Czar will al­
so be, present at the ceremony ; and 
the meeting is generally expected to 
have important political consequen 
ces.

THE ADVENTURES 
OF A LADY DETECTIVE.

From time to t|me my work takes 
me Into private houses, sometimes as 
a guest at a big house party, some­
times to a ball or great reception. 
This necessitates my having, I may 
incidentally remark, a full wardrobe 
of smart gowns and evening frocks, 
for, of course, I appear on such oc­
casions as a friend of the hostess. My 
dress bills for this purpose amount 
to a good sum in' the year, and I have 
to constantly renew my wardrobe, for 
I must take care to appear but sel­
dom in the same frock or gown. My 
wor.k at private houses varies a great 
deal.

I may have to watch a lady who 
has been suspected of stealing some 
of her hostess’s valuables, or I may 
be commissioned to find out if one of 
a party is cheating at cards, or I may 
have to obtain evidence to be used in 
a divorce case or action for slander.

They Seldom Reach the Courts.
Behind the scenes in the great 

fashionable world dramas as strange, 
indeed often stranger, than are ever 
seen on the stage are constantly be­
ing enacted, and the strangest never 
or rarely see the light of the Law 
Courts; they simply end in the disap­
pearance of some of the chief figures 
in them from the social world. Oc­

A few years ago I went down to a 
great country house where there was 
a big gathering of many well-known 
men and women in society.

I was introduced as a guest, and, of 
course, no one in the house had the 
learft idea that I was not one.

My nostess was quite frank with 

She 
told me that she did not suspect any 
of the servants, and could only come 
to the conclusion that it was one of 
I he guests, and she mentioned the
name of one and the reason for her
suspicion.

Pawned the Necklace for £ 200.

In this particular case, I was ra­
ther lucky, and was able to “work” it 
very quickly ; but, of course, I get a 
lot of cases that are very much more 
troublesome and difficult. I remem­
ber once going to y country house to 
try to secure evidence against a cer­
tain lady in a slander action that an­
other lady wanted to bring against 
her, and through whom I got invited 
to the house party in question. My 
business was to see if I could over­
hear the lady in question uttering 
eny slander against the other lady.

Well, I was at the house for a week 
and never heard the lady do anything 
of thé «sort. My own impression was, 
and is still, that she had never utter­
ed the slander attributed to her by 
my ,client, which I may incidentally 
remark was one of a very serious 
character. Anyhow, my client insist­
ed at last on bringing the action for 
slander, though she was strongly ad­
vised not to do so by her solicitors, 
and, of course, she lost it, for she 
practically had no case. _

Asked to Patch a Card Cheat.
On several occasions I have gone to 

private houses to watch certain ladies 
or gentlemen who were suspected of 
cheating at cards.

I remember some years ago I went 
as a guest to dinner at the house of

a well-known American lady in soci­
ety, and until my arrival at their 
house I did not know anything about 
the case. I simply received a tele­
phone message in the morning from
Mrs.----- to say that hhe wanted me
to come to her house that evening at 
seven and stay to dinner. When I 
got to the house my client informed 
me that she wanted me to watch a
certain Mr.-----  when he was playing
cards after dinner.

I Watched for Four Hours.
After dinner the party adjourned 

to the drawing room and began to 
play poker. I did not join the game, 
and neither did my hostess. To 
make a long story short, I watched 
the game for nearly four hours be­
fore 1 discovered the gentleman in an 
actual act of cheating. What he did 
was to slip some cards from the bot­
tom and middle of the pack to the 
top when taking up the cards to deal 
and being a finished card-manipula­
tor, he could do this so quickly that 
no one who was not watching him 
very closely could possibly detect 
him.

In accordance with an arrangement 
with my client, directly I saw him 
cheat I rose and left the room, and 
the gentleman was there and then ac 
cused of cheating by the hostess.

Once an elderly gentle­
man (he was certainly over seventy) 
came to my office with a long rig­
marole story about his wife and a 
gentleman whom he suspected of 
making love to her, and he wanted
me to come to a ball that his wife
wjg giving and "keep an eye on her,"
He gave me to understand that his
wife was an extremely pretty, vivaci­
ous young person, and told me that 
he wanted to know exactly how 
things stood between her and the 
gentleman mentioned, “before he 
proceeded to take any extreme meas­
ures'—whatever they might be.

He had a niece living in Paris 
whom his wife and never seen, and I 
was to be introduced to her as this 
niece, and he was to tell his wife 
that she had come to London for a 
week or so. Well, I went to the ball, 
and I shall never forget my feelings 
when my client presented me to his 
wife.

She was certainly not a day less 
than fifty, and to imagine her guilty 
of carrying on a romantic intrigue 
with anyone was really ridiculous. 
She was, as a matter of fact, an ex­
tremely nice lady, and her husband’s 
suspicions about her were evidence 
that the old gentleman was falling in­
to his dotage.

She said women of the League re­
fused to pay taxes, held meetings 
when forbidden by the police and In 
various ways manifesed contempt for 
men-made law, but they differed from 
Militant Suffragettes by scruplously 
refraining from damaging property 
and committing personal assault. The 
League was recently refused the use 
of its usual meeting hall because of 
Incendiary speeches made in it by 
leaders. Dr. Anna Shaw, New York, 
addressing the Suffragettes’ meeting 
at Westminster, said the conduct of 
the women in England had satisfied 
th people in the States that women 
with ballot would be unsafe, conse-
qnfntly American women were being 
voted down. The men of America,
Dr. Shaw declared, were using the agi­
tation of Engliseh women as a club 
over American women, trying to make 
them believe that women had shown 
themselves to be irresponsible and un­
trustworthy. but that was merely a 
cowardly excuse for cowardly men to 
cover their own cowardice and incon­
sistency. The women now had fifty- 
seven electoral , votes In the States. 
Dr. Shaw said Roosevelt had taken up 
the question because he knew those 
votes would decide the next Presiden­
tial election.

The weekly session of the Council 

Board took place yesterday afternoon.
The wretched condition of the Cove 

Road was brought under the notice of 
the Council by Edith B. Hutchings, 
will be attended to.

Secretary Harris, of Board of 
Works, reported that the boundary of 
street line was being lookeed into.

J. J. Rossltev complained of Sanitary 
Sttitervlsor falling to deposit soil on 
his farm. Council cannot act.

P. English asked for $9 per week for 
street work or a pension of $6.00 a 
week. He must accept Council's of­
fer of $4.40 per week.

The Mayor and Councillor Martin 
referred to the condition of the street 
railway, especially at Holloway St.

Councillor Martin asked for a foun­
tain for residents of Brazil's Field. 
The Mayor replied that these residents 
had refused to connect with the main 
and the people themselves were to 
blame for having no water.

The Engineer reported on the condi­

tion of certain retaining walls in the
city which will have to be repaired
shortly.

Councillor Mullaly thought that 
Council Inspectors should do a little 
work and find out how many unnum­
bered houses are in the city. Coun­
cillor Mullaly then spoke on the dust 
qufstion. He said that during the 
week the work of watering the streets 
was not done properly. Freshwater 
Road was flooded while at other 
thorofares the dust was blinding. The 
Rt id Co.’s car did not go over the belt 
line once and gave an excuse that the 
weight of the car would spread the 
rails. If the company could not use 
their car they should have sent out a 
substitute Councillor Mullaly thought 
The Mayor had similar views and con­
tended that the Reid Company should 
catty out the contract they are getting 
paid for. Councillors Martin and Ryan 
thought similarly and criticized the 
Reid Company. The latter Council­
lor suggested that a reduction in the 
price of the contract be made. The 
oil question was then introduced. The 
Council will shortly experiment on the 
use of cil on our streets. The oil 
sprinkling service gives perfect satis­
faction in other countries.

provided and placed on the floors of 
the wards for patients. For some 
time past a large number of patients 
from different outports have been in 
the city in boarding houses, but there 
being no room could not be admitted. 
Yesterday, however, ten persons were 
taken down there, but four of these 
had to return to their boarding hous­
es, there being no room for them. 
Though some of these patients had 
been here for a long period, waiting 
to be admitted, a piece of injustice 
occurred, when two late comers were 
forced into the institution because 
they were particular friends and sup­
porters of two members of the Gov­
ernment who required the aid and 
votes of their friends in the coming 
election.
