Liverpool has had, perhaps, mor@'
than its fair share of ghastly traged-
ies which have shocked the whole
ceuntry, ahd the recent discovery of
Miss Bradfigld’'s bedg in a sack in the
Liverpool GCanal on}y adds one more
tu the already big list:”

There are many people whe will re-
member the murder of an old book-
gcller named ‘Moyse, in Red g‘l‘oss St..
Liverpool, in‘Febtuary, 1855, a mur-
der that created more €xcitement in
Liverpool than any other, except those
committed by the ‘infamous Gleeson
White in 1849 2nd Jochn Conway in
1891, which .are refcrfed to below.

Moyse, who was very well known,
nad &' stall within a hundred yards of
the pierhead, and he made a special-
ity of sellng Bibles. He had the re-
putation of bding a miser with a large
‘stm hidden in his house in Red Cross
Streét, and it was due to *his reputa-
ticn, undpubtedly. that he was mur-
dered. ;

The old bookseller lived with an as-,
sistant, a boy named Needliam. One
night, -however, he invited a man call-
ed Walter Miller to stay the ‘ night,

Despite that,
Miller .agreed to remain, and magie
himself as comfortable as he could Qn

the sofa while lhe old bookseller md

anywhere, to give the desired pres-
sure, and the public are still left in
the dark as to the cause, and there
the matter ends until the next fire
takes place and the same complaints
are heard. Whefl the Citizens’ Com-
mittee, in their wisdom, put the de-
fective pipes on, exhibitiop; everybedy
then could “plain}y see the cause and
effect. 1 ask does the said Ceuncil
members think that the Council body
is a private or family affair and im-
agine the public have no right to
know these things? What are they
(the public) called on to pay taxes
for? Doesn’t it belong to the public
to know? And I say again they have
a perfect right to know such mat-
ters. Oh, ne; the wiseheads of the
Ceuncil think. they know everything,
and the public must be kept in ignor-
ance, and not know or he let into
the light of anything.

Their absence from
work had not been generally noticed
as the weather had been rather
warnl.

Household Notes

Those who cannot eat pastry, yet
require a nice baked apple pie, should
prepare some apples in the usual way
for stewing, and put into a pie dish
with sugar to taste and the strained
juice of a lemon. Then cover with
fine, stale breadcrumbs, pour a little
new milk over them and hake until
the apple is soft and the tcp nicely
browned. :

To make pineapple marmalade,
take the juice from a large tin of
pineapple and put it into a preserv-
ing pan. Then cut up six pounds of
good cooking apples and cook for a
short time. Chop the pineapple small
and add to the apple, allowing three-
quarters pound loaf sugar to each
pound of apple. Boil nntil it will set
when tried on a plate.

A very handy pincushion for the
sewing machine is made of two pieces
of black velvet ribbon six inches long
and three inches wide sewed together
on their edges and stuffed with wool.
