During Monday and Tuesday night 
the enemy met with another failure.

One of our aviators bombed a dir­
igible shed at Maubeuge, which took 
fire. An enemy’s aviator threw, 
without any result, bombs on the 
railway station at Doullens. Another 
was pursued by a French aero be­
tween the Argonne and the Meuse 
and had to land in the German lines, 
where it was afterwards seen burn­
ing. The Germans succeeded in 
bringing down an English aviator. 
The British troops brought down 
two German aviators.

AUSTRIA ACCEPTS ITALY’S DE­
MANDS.

ROME, May 11.
Austria is reported to have accept­

ed at the eleventh hour all the de­
mands made by Italy, thus averting 
war between the two " countries, at 
least for the present. It is known 
that an important message * arrived 
from Vienna last night which was 
immediately taken / to the Foreign 
Minister Sonnino by the Secretary of 
Prince Von Buelow, the German Am­
bassador, who has served as an in­
termediary in the Austro-Italian ne­
gotiations. Immediately after the 
call of the German Attache, a reporf 
was circulated that Austria ' had ac­
cepted all Italy's demands. This 
was semi-officially confirmed from 
German diplomatic circles. It has 
been stated that Austria has made 
concessions of a most important 
character.

zone. Neutral ships, carrying con­
traband, will be dealt with, the an­
nouncement says, according to the 
rules of naval warfare. If neutral 
ships are accidentally damaged in 
the war zone, Germany will express 
its regret and pay damages without 
prize court proceedings. The Ger­
man Government justifies its sub­
marine warfare on the grounds that 
England is threatening to starve the 
civil population of Germany by pro­
hibiting neutral commerce in Tood 
stuffs and other necessaries. Previ­
ous communications from Germany 
disclaimed responsibility for any 
harm that might befall, neutral ves­
sels venturing to the war zones.

BELGIANS CROSS THE YSER.
HAVRE, May 11.

The following report, dated May 
10th, was issued to-day from the 
Belgian Office: Several fractions of 
our troops succeeded in crossing the 
right bank of the Yser, north of Dix- 
mude. The enemy continued an in­
termittent cannonade near Ramscap- 
elle, and our front stretching before 
Dixmude, \also on the outskirts of 
NosdichmAi and Pyregael. Our bat­
teries have each time suppressed the 
German artillery.

U. S. CABINET HOLD SESSION.
WASHINGTON, May 11.

The Cabinet was in session nearly 
three hours tills afternoon, the long­
est meeting held for several months. 
None of the members would deny that 
the Lusitania incident had been dis­
cussed, but all refused to comment. 
Secretary Bryan .declared, “We must 
not discuss what occurs at Cabinet 
meetings.”

FRENCH MAKE FURTHER GAINS.

PARIS, May 11.
In the face of several German 

counter-attacks, the French made 
a further gain to the north of Arras, 
where the Allies are striking against 
the Germans, over a 26 mile front, 
according to an official statement is­
sued by the French War Office to-day.

Another German air-raid has been 
launched against Dunkirk, killing 12 
persons in one of the outer ring of 
forts defending Dunkirk at Bergues.

Not only have the French pressed 
forward north of Arras, but they took 
a number of German prisoners, and 
were successful in checking German 
counter-assaults.

BRITISH WAR OFFICE COMMUNI­
CATION.

LONDON, May 11.
The British War Office made public 

the following communication yester­
day: ' This afternoon the Germans 
made another attack east of Ypres. 
in the neighbourhood of the Meniu 
Road. Although they subjected our 
trenches to heavy bombardment, and 
made their infantry advance under 
the cover of poisonous gases, their 
attack failed. During the attack 
shrapnel inflicted very heavy casual­
ties on the enemy when they were in 
mass formation, literally mowing 
them down. To-day there have been 
ArtUBfry actions on the greater part 
of the fronts.

SIR EDWARD GREY QUESTIONED.
LONDON, May 11.

Sir Edward Grey was asked in the 
Commons to-day, by Alfred W. Yeo, 
Liberal, if there is any understand­
ing between Britain and Japan re­
garding the spheres of influence for 
their respective development to work 
in China in respect to minerals and 
railways. The Foreign Secretary re­
plied in the negative.

GERMAN AEROPLANE DROPS FIVE 
BOMBS.

, PARIS, May 11.
A German aeroplane passed over 

St. Denis, a suburb of Paris, shortly 
after seven this morning, and drop­
ped five bombs. One bomb fell 
through a roof apartment, occupied 
by Madame Bolleker, bounced 
through a bed where her nine-year- 
old son, Andre, was sleeping, and 
then struck the floor, where it ex­
ploded. Fragments of the bomb 
slightly wounded the boy. Another 
missile exploding wounded men Who 
wepe sleeping in a shed. Two other 
bombs damaged an apartment house.

SAILING CANCELLER.

LONDON, May 11.
The sailing of the Cunard Line 

steamer Mauretania, sister ship of 
the Lusitania, advertised for May 29, 
has been cancelled. Since the begin­
ning of the war, the Mauretania ha,» 
been employed by the Admiralty as 
an auxiliary cruiser. She' was re­
cently released to resume the pas 
senger service.

RECRUITING CONTINUING.
NEWCASTLE, May 11.

The boom in recruiting having 
made further inroads upon municipal- 
staffs, a number of women to-day 
took the places of street car conduct­
ors, who have enlisted. At Gateshead 
women have been put to work as 
scavengers. This, however, is an ex­
periment.

VISCOUNT BRYCE SPEAKS.
LONDON, May 11.

“International law has been within 
the last ten months more completely 
disregarded, cast down, and trampled 
under foot, than, I think, it ever was 
within the last four or five centur­
ies,” said Viscount Bryce, formerly, 
British Ambassador at Washington, 
when presiding over a lecture on in­
ternational law, here to-day. “Apart 
from cruelties to the innocent pop­
ulation of Belgium, which has beon 
subjected to worse treatment than 
that which befell combatants,” he 
continued, “ships not engaged in 
warlike operations have suddenly- 
been sunk, and their crews drowned. 
The technical and legal description 
of pirates was that -they were ene­
mies of the human race. They are 
everybody’s enemies alike. They are 
the wild beasts of the sea, and a dan­
ger, not to one particular nation, 
but to all mankind. Neutrals will be 
just as much ultimately involved as 
are the nations at war.” Viscount 
Bryce added that the German idea 
that they were terrifying the nations 
was another of the numerous mis­
takes Germans had made.

BIRTHDAY CELEBRATIONS CAN- 
CELLED.

LONDON, May 11.
By the King’s command, all cele­

brations of his birthday at home and 
abroad, with the exception of flying 
of flags, will be dispensed with this 
year, owing to the war. The forego­
ing announcement was made public 
to-night by the British Official Press 
Bureau. King George was born on 
Jupe 3rd, 1865.

IN THE DARDANELLES.
PARIS, May 11.

An official note concerning opera­
tions in the Dardanelles was issued 
to-night: On the morning of May S, 
the Franco-British forces operating 
south of the Gallipoli Peninsula, de­
livered a general attack, supported 
by the guns of the Allied fleet, against 
Turkish positions, which already had 
been penetrated the day before. Our 
troops, with conspicuous spirit and 
courage, carried at the point of the 
bayonet, several lines of trenches on 
the heights in the neighbourhood of 
Krithia. On May 9th they consolida­
ted, and fortified themselves "on the 
ground conquered the previous day. 
The Turks have made no attempt to 
deliver any counter-attack.

“TOO PROUD TO FIGHT.”
LONDON, May 11.

The words “Too* proud to fight,” 
cover in huge letters most of the 
olacards, displayed in- the streets of 
London, to-day, and in the advertis­
ing columns of the evening papers. 
The text of President Wilson’s speech 
in Philadelphia last night, reached 
London too late for general comment 
as yet.

Capt. Stevenson
Returns.

By the express train, which reach­
ed the city yesterday afternoon there 
arrived Capt. L. Stevenson, who na­
vigated to Archangel the S. S. Lint- 
rose, which was purchased by the 
Russian Government. The Lintrose 
left St. John’s, Feb. 1st, and made an 
excellent run across the Atlantic, 
though she had to steam through con­
siderable ice. Off the Irish Coast the 
Lintrose was met one evening by a 
British Patrol boat, which escorted 
her to Cuckshaven where she an­
chored until the following morning 
when she put into Queenstown. 
Bunker coal could not be obtained 
there and the Lintrose proceeded to 
Ardrossan, Scotland. After replen 
ishing supplies there the ship left for 
Alexandrovsk, a Russian seaport on 
the Dnieper, arriving there seven days 
later. There the ice-breaker was 
formally handed over to the Russian 
authorities. The Lintrose was at 
once supplied with Russian articles 
and a Russian captain and ten sold­
iers put on board for the purpose of 
blasting ice. On March 15th the ship 
started to forge her way through the 
icefloe to Archangel and on March 
20th reached the bar, which is about 
thirty miles away from the port of 
Archangel. It was impossible to get 
any farther, as the ice was formed to 
a thickness of twenty feet. Communi­
cation with the land was effected over 
the ice with sleds. With the excep­
tion of Capt. Stevenson, Chief En­
gineer Mitchell and the Marconi 
operator, the Newfoundland crew re­
mained on the ship assisting the Rus­
sian crew until April 9th. A British 
naval man, who acted as interpreter, 
also assisted the Russian crew. Arch­
angel was left by Capt. Stevenson and 
companions on April 9th and jou.- 
neyed by sled, rail and water back 
to St. John’s in 33 days. The Rus­
sian authorities are well pleased with 
the Lintrose and her work and are 
getting another ship built. An inter­
esting sight was witnessed on March 
3rd and 4th when two patches of 
seals were struck. The seals were of 
similar habits as the Newfoundland 
seal. The patches contained about 
7,000 each.

Disabled Craft
Occupants Rescued.

The disabled motor boat containing 
two men named Pearce and Elliott, 
which was adrift, as referred to in 
yesterday's Telegram, yras found four 
miles off Harbour Breton and the oc­
cupants brought safely to port. A 
message to that effect was received 
last evening by the Marine and Fish­
eries Department. The _ Cabot had 
been ordered to the assistance of the 
disabled craft from Burgeo.

Cold Storage Bill.
Yesterday the Premier moved the 

House of Assembly into Committee 
to seek confirmation of a contract 
made on May 5th, between the Gov­
ernment and the American-New- 
foundland Packing Company. The 
Company proposes to establish a 
business iu connection with the freez­
ing, handling and dehydration of fish, 
canning of lobsters, smoking and can­
ning and packing other fishes, and 
the dehydration of roots and berries.

The Company undertakes to erect 
three Cold Storage plants for fresh 
fish and fresh products. The capa­
city of each of these is to be not less 
than 500,000 lbs. The first factory 
is to be put in operation by December 
31st of this year, the second within 
the next year and the third in the 
following year. One plant may be a 
floating one. The Company under­
takes to keep them running until 
December 31st, 1929. From January 
1st, 1915 until December 31st, 1929, 
the Government guarantees to make 
good every year of the term any de­
ficit in the earnings on the capital 
invested in the Cold Storage plant for 
fresh fish and fresh products, needed 
to bring the net profits up to five 
per cent, provided the sum to be paid 
by the Government in any year shall 
not exceed $25,000. The time of the 
first payment is deferred until the 
first plant has been in operation to 
its fall capacity for one year.

This is the most debatable feature 
of the scheme, and each time a pro­
posal of a nature either alike to this 
or approaching it has been made, it 
has provoked much debate. The 
Company also undertakes to erect 
and operate three smoke-houses, 
three packing factories and two glue 
factories. The guarantee does not 
apply to this work.

Newfoundland labor is to be em­
ployed, except so far as skilled labor 
is not available here.

Factory sites are to be granted by 
the Crown. Licenses to cut timber 
for packing, and water-power to op­
erate mills are also to be granted.

The same exemptions from taxa­
tion is granted as was allowed in the 
Lord & ^Trefethen contract.

A drawback is to be made on the 
dntiès on sugar exported to the ex­
tent of the duty paid on the sugar 
used in the preserves exported.

The export of bait fishes by the 
Company is expressly prohibited.

MIN ARB’S LINIMENT CURES GAR­
GET IN COWS.

GREAT BATTLES RAGING EAST 
AND WEST.

LONDON, To-day.
With the two greatest battles of 

the war in progress ; one between 
I Arras and the Belgium coast, and the 
other, in Western Galicia, to say no­
thing" of the operations in the Dar­
danelles, and lesser engagements 
along the Eastern and Western fronts 
the armies of the belligerents are now 
fully occupied. The battle in North­
ern France and Flanders might be 
divided into three sections ; from the 
coast to Dixmude, the Belgians, sup­
ported by French marines, have tak­
en the offensive, and besides repuls­
ing the German counter-attacks, 
have gained a footing on the right 
bank of the Yser Canal. Around 
Ypres, particularly to the east of that 
town, the Germans continue to attack 
the British lines and are again us­
ing poisonous gases in tremendous 
amount and artillery, but according 
to the, British version, without mak­
ing any impression. Further south 
as far as Arras, the French continue 
their offensive and have made very 
material progress, capturing a num­
ber of Germans with guns and ma­
chine guns. The greatest import­
ance is attached to French opera­
tions, as it threatens the German 
lines of communication for the ar­
mies of the Oise and the Aisne. The 
result of this battle, which doubtless 
will not be decided for days, is 
awaited with deep interest. Accord­
ing to a French report, the Germans, 
their railway lines having been dam­
aged by Allied airmen, have brought 
up reinforcements by motor cars. 
These have been met by the concen­
trated fire of the French artillery. 
The fact is that artillery is becom­
ing more and more the determining 
factor of the war. Around Ypres, the 
Germans, before launching their at­
tacks which have been delivered in 
successive days, thoroughly searched 
the ground with i heavy and light 
guns, subjecting the British to a bom­
bardment such as they themselves re­
ceived at Neuve Chapelle. Officers 
and men who have escaped from it, 
state the trenches are utterly de­
stroyed and the ground churned by 
shells. Nevertheless the British 
found some kind of shelter, and when 
the German infantry tried to advance 
they were mowed down. There are 
no signs, however, that the German 
attacks are slackening. The Ger­
mans are reported to be concentra­
ting more men in Belgium, ready to 
take the plade of or give support to 
those now on the firing line. Indeed 
many believe the biggest effort yet 
undertaken to reach the French 
coast ports, is now under way. The 
Russians are making desperate ef­
forts to stop the Austro-German on­
rush in Western Galicia, and are 
lighting stubborn rear guard actions 
in the endeavour to hold the Ger­
manic Allies until reinforcements 
can come up. Despite the serious re­
verse they have suffered in the West­
ern part of the province, the Russians 
continue their attacks in Eastern 
Galicia, along the Eastern section of 
the Carpathians. At the other end 
of the line, in the Baltic provinces, 
the Russians apparently have 
brought a force sufficiently strong to 
drive back the German raiders who 
were threatening Mitau, seemingly 
leaving the Germans in undisputed 
possession for the present, of Libau.

SPECULATIONS ON WHAT WILSON 
WILL DO.

WASHINGTON, To-day.
President Wilson to-day listened to 

expressions of members of his Cab­
inet on the policy which they believe 
the United States should adopt as a 
result of the sinking by a German 
torpedo of the British linér Lusitania 
with the loss of more than a hun ­
dred American lives. What the 
President's conclusions were is only 
known to himself. Within another 
day or two, certainly before the end 
of the week an announcement of the 
first step in his policy is expected. 
The impression gained in executive 
quarters after the Cabinet meeting 
is that while the President had not 
definitely determined on the exact 
course which would follow, he had 
practically decided to ask Germany 
to furnish some assurance or guar­
antee that there would be no repeti­
tion of the Lusitania tragedy, which 
would mean unarmed merchant ves­
sels with neutral passengers aboard 
would be visited, and searched, non- 
combatants removed to a place of 
safety, before the ships’ destruction 
as a prize. Whether the request for 
a guarantee for the future would be 
accompanied by a demand for full 
reparation to the families of the 
American victims, or whether the ac­
tion on the Lusitania’s case itself 
would be postponed until Germany’s 
attitude toward the first request was

disclosed, are steps which the Pre 
sident it is understood, has not yet 
have settled in his own mind. It is 
recognized that a refusal by Germany 
to meet such request would present 
a serious situation, but there is no 
disposition among the President’s ad­
visers to let this deter them from the 
enunciation of a vigorous attitude. 
A canvas of officials well informed on 
the situation developed the fact that 
they were convinced the President 
wou’d follow a course which would 
be consistent with the dignity of the 
United States and leave him free to 
adopt if necessary a more emphatic 
line of action, as the attitude of Ger­
many is revealed.

1.00 P. M.
DUE TO BRITISH MEDIATION.

London, To-day.
A Shanghai despatch to the Post 

says one of the leading Chinese news­
papers asserts that China’s accept­
ance of Japan’s ultimatum was due 
entirely to British mediation.

ANTI-GERMAN FEELING AT JO- 
HANNESBURG.

LONDON, To-day.
A despatch from Johannesburg 

says anti-German feeling is running 
high as a result of the Lusitania 
tragedy. Extraordinary scenes are 
being enacted in front of the Town 
Hall, where crowds of citizens wait 
patiently for an opportunity to sign 
petitions to the Mayor requesting 
him to call a mass meeting to voice 
the protests against Germany’s ac­
tion. A large green flag is spread on 
the ground where the petitioners 
stand while writing their names. An­
other German flag was publicly burn­
ed in front of the -Town Hall. Pla­
cards have been displayed, urging a 
boycott of the German and Austrian 
Exchange. A committee had adopted 
a resolution asking members of the 
Teutonic birth to avoid the Exchange 
during the war. The Mayor has con­
sented to comply with the request 
that he call a mass meeting.

THE POPE DEPRESSED.
SAN SEBASTIAN, Spain, To-day.

The Pope is greatly depressed by 
the trend of events in Italy, and be­
lieves the intervention of that coun­
try in war is only a question of days. 
According to apparently authentic in­
formation received here, the Pontiff 
is reported to be greatly concerned 
regarding the possible effect war 
would have on the relations between 
Quirinal and the Vatican. He has de­
cided, it is said here, not only to in­
vite German, Austrian and Bavarian 
Ambassadors accredited to the Vati­
can, to leave Rome, but to withdraw 
the Papal Nuncios from courts of 
countries which would be hostile to 
Italy.

Many deeds of heroism 
aer credited to a small group of Can- j 
artians who stood back to back firing i 
in both directions of the enveloping i 
Germans. The trenches in which 
they were fighting were soon knocked 
out of shape by heavy shells, but the 
Canadians continued fighting, their 
ranks being cut to pieces.

LONDON, To-day.

Most of the morning papers fail to 
comment editorially on Wilson’s 
Philadelphia speech. The Standard 
praises the address, and says the 
President has shown during these 
trying weeks of German insults a 
moral courage of the highest order. 
It is rather satisfactory, the Stan­
dard continues, to note the calm and 
pacific tone of President Wilson’s 
first public utterance since the dis­
aster, for no interest of ours would 
be served by America’s entrance in­
to the war, and such a development 
might in many ways inure to the 
enemy’s advantage.

GENERAL JOFFRE’S GREAT SUC­

CESS.
PARIS, To-day.

Information which reaches the 
highest official circles in Paris, is to 
the effect that the French advance 
to the north of Arras is the finesi 
success of the Allies since the battle 
of the Marne. Presidential congratu­
lations for General Joffre are expect­
ed to be conveyed as soon as opera­
tions or terminated. The German line 
is practically crumbled up in this re­
gion, despite the fact that it was 
strongly defended. The outcome of 
the great battle is a striking triumph 
for the Allies’ tactical initiative and 
a magnificent evidence of the morale 
of their troops.

Petitions were presented by Mr. 

Kent from the American Newfound­
land Co.; the International Lumber 
Co., the Labrador Pulp Co.; and the 
St. George’s Lumber Co. on the mat­
ter of the legislation before the 
House with regard to the Nfld. Pro­
ducts Co.

Speaking to the petitions Mr. Kent 
explained to the House that in pre­
senting them he had no personal in­
terest in doing so, as they had been 
handed to him for presentation by 
the companies’ solicitor. The pray­
er of .the petitions was that as the 
proposed legislation tended to lessen 
the value of their properties the coun­
sels of the petitioners he heard be­
fore the Bar of the House. A resolu­
tion to this effect was moved by M:\ 
Kent, and carried.

Mr. Hickman gave notice of ques­
tion with regard to public matters in 
Bay de Verde District; and Mr. Win- 
sor on public matters in Bonavista 
District.

The Premier gave notice that on 
Monday next he would move the 
House into a Committee of the Whole 
for the consideration of certain Re­
solutions dealing with the Prohibition 
of the Sale and Importation of In­
toxicating Liquors in the Colony.

The Stamp Duties Bill passed the | 
third reading.

The discussion of the Nfld. Pro- ' 
ducts Contract was deferred until 
Thursday, when the counsel of peti- | 
doners will be heard at the bar. i 

The Permanent Marine Disasters 
Bill passed the second "reading with 
some amendments, and will come up 
for third reading this afternoon.

Tlie Premier in introducing the 
Bill respecting Municipal Affa-rs re­
ferred to the suspension of the City 
Council form of government for one | 
year, granted last year on the peti­
tion of soma 3,000 voters of the muni­
cipality, and die subsequent ap­
pointment of a Commission to en­
quire into the best form of city gov­
ernment with a view to the prepara­
tion of a new charter for the city. 
The Board iiad been appointed and 
had given their closest attention to 
the most important problems of the 
city, such as the water Service, the 1 
sanitary system and other matters 
that go to make up civic improve- ! 
ment. That their efforts had been 
fraught with success was apparent to 
all, and the energy exerted in the 
improvement of the water system was 
most commendable. In the Bill now 
before the House they ask for an ex­
tension of office for another six

ledge in the matter of water supply 
was a step in the right direction, a 
step'in which the Commission has 
shown keen Judgment. It is to be 
hoped, said Mr. Lloyd, that in the full­
ness of time they will bring in a bill 

_ well worth the attention of the House, 
j but the granting an extension of time 
to December 31st is not sufficient, as 
alter that date they lose all power 
as a Commission and may be succeed­
ed by a new Council elected under the 
old regime, that may not be in sym­
pathy with the work of Commission, 
and may be called upon to finish 
their work and approach the legisla­
ture. He would suggest that the 
Commission be retained in power un­
til June 30th of next year for the com­
pletion of a charter, so that the du­
ties of the new Council may be 
clearly defined when they assume of­
fice.

Mr. Higgins did not approve of a 
Commission form of government, but 
was not unmindful of the many im­
provements made by the Board in the 
matter of water supply and general 
sanitation. He hoped that a complete 
report be made before a new Coun­
cil was asked to take office.

Mr. F. J. Morris also praised the 
work of the Board and referred to the 
earnestness of the members, who 
were all busy men. He felt that they 
would be pleased to continue the 
work they had so well begun for 12 
months, if asked to do so.

Mr. M. J. Kennedy also contributed 
his quota of praise for the good done 
by the Commission and supported a 
twelve months extension.

Mr. Conker also was of the opinion 
that much improvement had been 
made, but he could not agree with the 
attitude of the board with regard to 
the providing of labour for destitute 
citizens during the past winter. He 
favoured the extension of 12 months 
to permit of the drafting of a new 
charter.

Mr. Morine was of the opinion that 
a Commission could not manage the 
affairs of the city and prepare a 
charter at the same time, and advo­
cated the appointment of a commit­
tee of say three legal gentlemen to 
assist the Commission in the pre­
paration of the charter and the ex­
tension of time until June 30th, 1916, 
and the election of the new Council 
under the projected charter.

The Bill will go into the Committee 
stage this afternoon.

The Premier then moved the House 
into a Committee of the Whole upon 
certain Resolutions relating to an 
agreement between the Government 
and the Newfoundland-American 
Packing Co. on the subject of eold 
storage. The discussion was post­
poned until the House has had an op

an

months, so as to have time wherein portunity of considering the resolu-
to complete their report. This ex 
tension is also considered to be in | 
the best interests of the city as the 
year may, by this arrangement, be I 
begun in January instead of July as 
heretofore.

Mr. Kent was of the opinion that 
the Bill before the House was only a 
necessary consequence to what had 
been done last year when the gov­
ernment of the city was by public re­
quest, vested in a Commission. He 
praised the work done by the Board 
to date but had noticed by the report 
tabled that they h^d not finished the 
work assigned to them. He thought 
that the present Bill was merely one 
to provide the machinery to fill in the 
time while the Board was completing 
the formulation of a full charter of 
incorporation for the city. He be­
lieved that the Board should be al­
lowed to finish their work, and 
thought that the election of a new 
Council should be deferred until a 
new charter was introduced at the 
next session of the Legislature.

The Colonial Secretary took occa­
sion to pay a tribute to the work done 
by the Commission since its incep­
tion, and referred particularly to the 
improvements about to be made in the 
water service. He also was of the 
opinion that the Commission be given 
an extension of time to complete their 
work, but did not favor an undue ex­
tension of time, and approved of the 
Bill in its present form.

Mr. Lloyd stated that he was not 
at any time in sympathy with a Com­
mission form of government, on the 
nomination of the Governor in Coun­
cil, but nevertheless was apprecia­
tive of the good work done by the 
Board since taking charge of the af­
fairs of the city. Though much good 
had been accomplished the instru­
ment of government was to his mind 
entirely wrong, and tended to an 
oligarchic form of government- He 
hoped that the courage of conviction 
of the nominated councillors would 
prove an inspiration to the future 
elective municipalities. The action of 
the Board in securing expert know-

tions.,
The House adjourned at 6.30

We come next to a consideration of 

the child as an imitator. The imita- 
tveneis of children is matetr of com­
mon knowledge, and ils vast import­
ance in all' the activities of childhood 
has been recognized by all students 
of child nature. The child does noth- 
ii g but the things necessary to sup­
port life without having learned it 
f;Qtn the example of others, ,

“As if his whole vocation
Were endless imitation.”

The study of this characteristic of 
childhood alone is most fascinating 
and instructive.

This effect of eiivii'Bnment upon the 
child shown in an irresistible impulse 
to imitate was well known to the 
Greek students of childhood.

b answer to the query whether we 
shall carelessly allow children to hear 
casual tales, Plato, in “The Republic” 
answers in these words: "We must 
not. The first thing is to establish a 
censorship of fiction and let the cen­
sors reject the bad; and we will de­
sire mothers and nurses to tell child­
ren the authorized ones only. Let 
them fashion the mind with such 
tales, even more fondly than they 
mould the body.” “Let our artists,” 
he says in another connection, “dis­
cern the true nature of the beautiful 
and graceful; then will our youth 
dwell amid fair sights and sounds and 
receive- the good in everything, and 
beauty ***** shall draw the 
soul from earliest years.”

In the midst of a lengthy treatment 
o' education in “The Politics," Aris- ! 
folle says that al! that is mean and 
low should be banished from their 
sight, and that since improper lan­
guage is not allowed in their pres­
ence, improper pictures and tales 
rhould also be forbidden. In fact, 
that wise man advised that an of­
fender against these rules be dis­
graced and beaten.

Watch any child's activi­
ties, and you canont fail to noitce that 
all his actions are imitations of the 
actions of those around him. It is the 
concrete example again—the individ­
ual act—thqt affects him, not the ab­
stract precept. That has little or no 
effect. “Imitation,” says a noted au­
thority in juvenile crime, “is the most 
powerful factor in juvenile conduct.” 
The saying is old but true, that ex­
ample is better than precept.

It ought to be as clear as the sun, 
then, that children’s training should 
consist mainly of applied ethics, or 
conduct by example.

This uncontrollable tendency in the 
child to imitate, grows out of what is 
known as suggestibility, and in this 
form remains with him through life.

Perhaps nothing is fraught with 
such momentous consequences to so­
ciety as this suggestibility, i.e„ the 
tendency to receive and act upon sug­
gestion. It gains its strength through 
man’s subsconscious self, and is found 
in its most powerful manifestation in 
the crowd. No subject deserves more 
thorough study by the preacher, re­
former, or statesman, than this one of 
mob psychology based on suggestibil­
ity.

The tendency of the individual in a 
crowd is to lose his individuality in 
that of the crowd. Hence the control 
of an audience by an orator, of a con­
gregation by a preacher, of a mob by 
an anarchist. Men do things during 
that temporary inhibition of self-con­
trol and individuality that they would 
not dream of doing as single individ­
uals. Watch the faces, particularly of 
impressionable people, in an audience 
under the spell of an orator. See the 
clear indication that the conscious self 
is dormant and the sub-conscious self 
is in the entire control of the crowd 
which is swayed by the speaker. 
“Let us pray,” said a young Method­
ist minister in the midst of a street- 
mob that was thirsting for the 
blood of McKinley’s slayer; and, un­
covering his head, he began to pray. 
The effect was magical. The crowd, 
ready to be swayed in any way by a 
powerful suggestion, bowed in pray­
er, and the situation was saved.

The same London mob that thirst- 
for the blood of General Botha, as 
well as every other Boer, a few short 
years ago, cheers wildly as his car­
riage passes through London to­
day; and the same Canadian public 
that then consigned W. T. Stead and 
James Bryce to perpetual oblivion, to. 
put it mildly; hang to-day with the 
same unthinking ecstacy updn their 
every utterance. Bryce and Stead 
and Botha have not changed their 
opinions. I will not even say- that 
Philip is more sober. But the mob- 
spirit is in different hands and un­
der control of different powers of 
suggestibility. The individuals com­
prising a mob that is in wrong hands 
to-day, would hang a man. To-mor­
row, under the influence of Gypsy 
Smith, the same individuals would 
kneel at the penitent form and ask 
for pardon.

It is im­
possible to expect from him an appre­
ciation of abstract doctrinal truth. It 
is not the Golden Rule hung up on 
the wall of his room that causes the 
boy to' keep it. It is the Golden Rule 
in the life of his father and mother, 
and if he finds it not there, all the 
text-cards in the world will no more 
teach him to keep it than a stack of 
grammars as high as the house, will 
teach him good English, if bad Eng­
lish is daily used around him. If the 
child’s examplars are what they ought 
to be, there will be no need of pledge 
or decision of any cescrlptlon. If 
they are not, than a pledge to do con­
trary to his examples contains an ele­
ment of mischief and danger. A 
child’s lifq is not governed by pledges 
and decisions, which are abstract 
rules, but by imitation of the conduct 
of those about him, which is concrete 
example.

The heart of a child is the place 
above all others where the kingdom 
of God cometh not with observation. 
If we dig up the seed to see how much 
it has grown, we kill the growth, and 
so we keep the soil well watered and 
soft, and leave nature to do the rest. 
Too much, poking about the religious 
experience of children in the hope of 
accelerating growth may result in 
irreparable damage. Keep the sur­
roundings clean and free from bad 
example, and God will do the -rest. 
There is -a tendency, in some work­
ers among children, if I can judge the 
conditions of the day with any degree 
of accuracy, to encourage the child 
to indulge in introspection for the 
purpose of accelerating 
growth. Introspection is 
thing for adults sometimes, in small 
quantities. It should never be en­
couraged in the child because it 

, serves no good purpose and many 
bad ones. Instances.of the flagrant 
abuse of religious feeling are not 
rare. They are liable to occur wher­
ever a child receives a strong enough 
impulse to force him out of the line 
of normal growth. Such are “The 
Welsh Fasting Girl,” and Bernadette 
Soubrious, who founded the shrine at 
Lourdes. Madame Guyon tells us 
that at the age of three she was en­
tirely controlled by the determina­
tion to become a martyr. In a book 
relating to child conversion, recently 
sent free to Sunday-School superin­
tendents and pastors, the author 
claims to have been converted at the 
age of two and a half years, and 
says he remembers the occasion ! A 
provincial newspaper of recent date 
contains a notice of a “boy preacher 
five years old,” who is “assisted by 
his mother,” and addresses large au­
diences. Such premature religious 
excitement is very much to be de­
plored. Little Boy Blue exercised 
the inalienable rights of childhood in

It is frequently sa 
late that this part of worship si 
be changed with a view to bringing it 
nearer the young child’s understand­
ing. But this is not wholly advis­
able. It is not necessary that a child 
should understand everything he 
hears or sees. The atmosphere of 
awe and reverence in the church has 
its effect on him. The music speaks 
to him, and the whole service, unless 
unduly lengthened, touched the child’s 
nature for good far more than he 
knows.

In the Sunday-Schools, however, 
the method of reaching the child is 
far more direct, and its first effort 
should be to adapt itself to his char­
acter and needs. I think that it is 
apparent ■ to all who are here that 
Sunday-School methods have under­
gone a wonderful change for the bet­
ter within the past few years. When 
one remembers the inherent conser 
vatism of human nature and its dis­
taste for rapid innovations, it is 
welcome opposition that has been of­
fered to the greater changes intro­
duced.

Most of these changes have been 
the result of a revival of interest in 
child study. The schools have been 
graded, separate • class-rooms pro­
vided, more efficient teachers secured. 
System and order have been intro 
duced where hap-hazard methods ob 
tained before, and a course of Nor­
mal training has been provided 
for the teachers. There are, however, 
some changes advisable in the work 
of our Sunday Schools. The first one
