Parcels lor Nild. 
Forces Overseas.

(1) Parcels must not exceed 11 lbs. 
in weight.

(2) Parcels addressed to members of 
the Newfoundland Forces Over­
seas should bear the name and 
address of a second addressee to 
whom the parcels may be deliver­
ed or forwarded if it should prove 
impossible to deliver the first. 
The original address should be 
written on the FRONT of the par­
cel where the postage stamps and 
Customs declaration are affixed, 
and the second or alternative ad­
dress should be written on the 
BACK of the parcel.

(3) If a second address is not fur­
nished at the time of posting, and 
delivery cannot be effected, the 
contents of the parcel, unless of

• exceptional value or of a personal 
nature, will be turned over to the 
Military Authorities for distribu­
tion.

(4) Parcels containing articles of a 
personal nature or of special 
value will be returned, it a re­
quest for their return in case of 
non-delivery is made by the send­
er, such request to be written on 
the cover of the parcel at the time 
of posting.

(5) This plan is being adopted at the 
suggestion of thef British Post Of­
fice, which states that the pres­
ent procedure of holding undeliv- 
eralile parcels at the Dead Letter 
Office until instructions are re­
ceived as to their disposal is re­
sulting in the waste of a large 
quantity of perishable foodstuffs, 
which form the contents of 90 per 
cent.' of parcels addressed to sol­
diers.

The Last Warning.
The year has a bare 
three weeks to run; the 
present recruiting cam­
paign has the same time. 
Before 1918 is here the 

fate of the Voluntary System will have 
been decided. The decision will be 
made by the Government/ but it rests 
with the young men of the country 
what it will be. As that time draws 
to a close, attempts at persuasion Will 
grow fewer and will ’ Anally cease. 
There will take their place, not 
threats or efforts at coercion, but 
simple statements of facts, simple 
statements of what will be done.

We will anticipate here what the 
Government is certain to do and state 
as concisely and as plainly as we can 
the choice that lies before certain of 
the young men of Newfoundland to­
day.

There is a popular belief that this 
country will never adopt Conscrip­
tion The belief is correct. Con­
scription, in the accepted sense, is an 
impossibility here, and if it were pos­
sible it would be disastrous to apply 
it. Even Selective Conscription is 
hardly a correct description of the 
steps that will be necessary if the en­
listments are inadequate, for the se­
lection will he from a very small pro­
portion of the population. We do not 
need to send across every man who 
can go. We may not need even to 
take all of those who are able to go 
and can offer no excuse for not go- 
inng. We have to aim, not at enlist­
ing all the available manhood of the 
country (as they have done or are 
doing everywhere else, let it be noted), 
but only at keeping up one Regiment. 
But that MUST and WILL be done. 
THE NEWFOUNDLAND REGIMENT 
IS IN TO THE FINISH!

What, then, is going to be done? 
Simply this. The voters’ lists are be­
ing taken throughout the country. 
These are for the purpose of an elec­
tion, but they will serve excellently 
the other purpose as well. From them 
the Government will be able to know 
the name of every unmarried man in 
the country of a certain age. Those 
men will be compelled to show cause, 
as the lawyers say, why they should 
not serve their King and Country. 
There will be no tyranny about it, no 
harshness. If a man is physically un- 
At, of course, he will be excused. If 
he has anyone dependent on him, par­
ent, brother, sister or other relative, 
he will be excused, or—since we do 
not know exactly what the law will 
be—will be excused in most instan­
ces. If he is absolutely essential to 
any trade or industry, he will prob­
ably be excused. If he has any other 
reasonable excuse, he will probably 
be excused. But if he has no excuse 
at all, if no one will suffer materially 
by his going, he will be made to go. 
The law will do this and public senti­
ment will approve and support the 
law.

That is the situation in outline. 
What we state here categorically is 
merely a prediction of what Is inevi­
table unless it is avoided in the only 
way possible. There is no need for 
us to indicate what that is, but it is 
worth repeating that there remain 
only three weeks in which to avail of 
it ■ ,

Pte. Arthur Cummings
Among the many brave boys who 

have paid the Supreme SacriAce in 
the present war is Private Arthur 
Cummings, of this city, who is report­
ed as having died in an hospital at 
Tournai, Germany, Sept. 4th. He en­
listed in December, 1914, and left 
here with C Co., February 5, 1915, on 
the s.s. Dominion. He went through 
the Gallipoli campa jgtiT"'^oming thro’ 
without a scratch, ,ind was one of the 
Arst company to be drafted to France. 
He was wounded in the Battle of 
Beaumont Hamel, July 1st, 1916, and 
invalided to London. After recover­
ing he was again sent to France, 
where he was until April 14th, when 
he was taken prisoner. The news of 
his death came as a sudden blow to 
his family, as only a. few days previ­
ous a eard was received from him 
dated Sept. 2nd, stating he was quite 
well and working. He leaves to 
mourn a father, mother, two bro­
thers, John, of Cambridge, Mass., and 
George, of this city; three sisters, 
Mrs. W. L. Maunder, Grand Bank;

AMSTERDAM, To-day.
A despatch received here from Vien­

na quotes Emperor Charles of Austria- 
Hungary as saying in an address to 
the Austrian delegation that the dual 
monarchy is rdady at any time to 
conclude a peace that would guaran­
tee the integrity of the Monarchy. He 
added, however, that his country 
wouldn’t cease to fight until its ene­
mies renounced their intentions of dis­
membering it. “The glprious suc­
cesses of our victorious armies and 
the daring of our fleet,” said Emperor 
Charles, “Fill us with patriotic pride. 
After the glorious defence of pur posi­
tion, we are now as before ready at 
any time to conclude an honourable 
peace which guarantees the existence 
and integrity of the monarchy. Guid­
ed by this ideal we greeted with joy­
ful satisfaction the noble-minded in­
tervention of the Pope and will in fu­
ture neglect no opportunity to end as 
soon as possible the costly struggle 
and great sacrifice the war has caus­
ed and is causing. In spite of these 
intentions our Government has de 
dared its readiness to accept the Rus­
sian Governiffent’s invitation to enter 
into negotiations for a general peace. 
May the blessings of the Almighty rest 
upon this work for peace and restore 
the people of Europe to a state of re­
conciliation and mutual trust. The 
sorely tried Russian people, the first 
of our enemies whç are ready to re­
spond to our peace appeal, may be 
sure that we sincerely desire to re­
store our former friendly relations 
with them. On the dther hand we 
must regard it as our sacred duty not 
to lay down the sword which our 
plunder-seeking and rapacious neigh­
bours forced into our hand until our 
enemies unequivocally have disaowed 
or made plans of dismemberment and 
oppression. We will remain masters 
in our own house. Our alliance with 
■tlie German Empire has been glorious­
ly strengthened by our victorious 
march southwest ; the most cordial and 
fraternal relations bind us to the 
progressive Bulgarian people. I con­
fidently hope a period of fresh pros­
perity and secure development awaits' 
the closely allied Ottoman empire.” 1

possible for transport of American 
troops. The Blockade section exam­
ined in the first place the conventions 
of the Allies with Switzerland re­
garding questions of blockade and 
the draft of an arrangement between 
the United States and Switzerland 
was approved and the United States 
will nominate delegates to participate 
in deliberations of the inter-Allied 
Commission at Berne.”

THE PEACE FARCE.
LONDON, To-day.

The following Austrian official re­
port concerning the negotiations be­
tween Russia and Austria-Hungary 
for an armistic was received here to­
day, “The armistice negotiations con­
tinued yesterday. A general discus­
sion took place regarding individual 
points. The committee on Alibera- 
tions held a meeting in the afternoon.

CONFERENCE’S REPORT.
LONDON, To-day.

A statement- issued by the inter­
allied Conference in Paris to-day is 
as follows :—The various committees 
constituted by inter-Allied Conference 
dealt as a whole with technical ques­
tion of conduct of war, details of 
which cannot be published. How­
ever, at the conclusion of their de­
liberations the Committees decided to 
publish the following resolutions : 
"The Financial section, meeting under 
the presidency of Louis Rlotz, French 
Minister of Finance, held numerous 
sittings, in the course of which vari­
ous financial questions interesting to

the Allies were successively examin­
ed. At the end of its labors this sec­
tion unanimously adopted the follow­
ing resolutions^ The Delegates of the 
Allied Powers in the financial section 
consider it desirable, with a view to 
co-ordinating their efforts, to meet 
regularly in order to draw plans for 
payment of liabilities and settlement 
of loans and rates of exchange and 
thus assure concerted action. Oscar 
T. Crosby, Assistant Secretary of the 
Treasury of the United States, and M. 
Roltz told the section that in their 
opinion this regular meeting ought to 
be a permanent organization ; other 
resolutions were adopted to the effect 
that although the disposition mani­
fested by all the delegates evidenced 
sentiments of the financial solidarity 
of the Allies, this solidarity ought to 
be affirmed in practice by a methodi­
cal co-ordination of efforts, which 

1 alone should determine the judicious 
utilization of the resources of the 
Allies and the best distribution of 
their strength. The Armament and 
Aviation section of the representatives 
of the Al' „>d nations examined the 
condition* of their various war manu­
factures and. considered practical 
means of avoiding all duplication and 
direction of the effort of each nation 
to the production of the things for 
which it was best fitted in matters of 
the first importance.

THE DUMA WAKING UP AT LAST. 
£ PETROGRAD, To-day.

The Duma has issued proclamations 
to an tfie nations pleading for support 
as the only elective body in Russia. 
The lefts have issued a petition to 
the Allies against the annexation of 
Courland and asking protection from 
Germanism.

FOCH NOT ON COUNCIL.
PARIS, To-day.

General Foch is no longer a mem­
ber of inter-Allied Supreme War 
Council. -Confirmation of this was 
given to-day by Premier Clemenceau 
in the course of an interview^ with 
Marcel Hntin, editor of d’Echo de 
Paris. L’Echo de Paris asked the 
reason for this. The Premier re­
plied : “Because I want General Foch 
near me and, however diligent he 
may be, he can’t be at Versailles and 
Paris at the same time. I am going 
to keep him and have agreed with him 
to replace him at Versailles by Gener­
al Weygand, who was recently pro­
moted to a General of Division.” 
Questioned as to what was being 
accomplished at the Versailles Coun­
cil, the Premier said: “What is being 
realized at Versailles? Why, united 
military action of the Allies. The 
Committee has to draw up plans and 
replies to a whole series of questions 
concerning all the Allied fronts and it 
will devote itself to this with zeat.“

POLLEN PREDICTS GREAT NAVAL 
BATTLE.

TORONTO, To-day.
Arthur Pollen, the. eminent naval 

expert, in an interview here to-day 
predicts a naval battle of unimagin­
able violence and destructiveness as 
one of the probably closing scenes of 
the war. Pollen came here to ad­
dress the local Navy League, the 
Canadian Club and other organiza­
tions. “If Germany sustains a crush­
ing defeat in the West,” said Pollen, 
"I will expect to see her entire fleet 
employed in a dsperate attempt to 
achieve control of the seas and as a 
result take part in an engagement 
with the massed naval powers of Bri­
tain in such a battle as the earth has 
never seen, a battle that will result 
in the utter destruction of Germany’s

GREAT ACTIVITY IN MACEDONIA.
WASHINGTON, To-day.

Fighting has been resumed on the 
Macedonian front and despatches re 
celved here to-day describe the ac­
tivities of the Bulgarians as surpris­
ing. Their airmen have been particu­
larly active in reconnaissance work; 
many of them have been downed by 
British airmen, French anti-aircraft 
guns and machine guns. The fighting

U. S. FORMALLY RECOGNIZES 
SWISS NEUTRALITY.

BERNE, To-day.
The American Minister to-day hand­

ed to the political Department a note 
informing the Federal Council that 
the United States formally recognizes 
the neutrality of Switzerland, declar­
ing itself in complete agreement with 
the Allies on the subject of respect­
ing Swiss neutrality and the inviola­
bility of Swiss territory so long as the 
Confederation maintains neutrality 
and the enemy respects that neutral­
ity. The Journal de Geneve welcomes 
the formal recognition of Swiss neu­
trality by the United States as ex­
tremely important in strengthening 
and consolidating .the international 
situation in Switzerland.

If 
Field-Marshal Von Heetzendorff, 
commander of the enemy troops, 
should be able to breach the line and 
gain his objective, it will be only af­
ter one of the most sanguinary en­
counters of the war.

ON THE ITALIAN FRONT.
ROME, To-day.

The text of to-day’s official reads: 
On the Asiago Plateau the enemy, 
after having gathered a formidable 
array of artillery and renewed and in­
creased his forces which had severe­
ly suffered in the previous combats, 
has begun an attack on our position. 
The first assault was launched yester­
day and was firmly held up by us, and 
the only advantage obtained by the 
Austro-Germans at the price of heavy 
losses was a gain of some positions 
which has not weakened the firmness 
of our resistance. Preceded by a de­
structive bombardment which contin­
ue.’ most violently for several hours 
and accompanied by heavy bursts of 
barrage fire, the enemy made a double 
attack on a strong point of Mellette. 
The first attack, from the northwest, 
after several attempts to advance was 
arrested by our barrage and finally 
broken up. In the afternoon on a 
section of Monte Sizemoi and the 
southwestern slopes of Melette di 
Gallic with heavy hand-to-hand fight­
ing the enemy was decisively repulsed 
with heavy losses and left us also 
some hundred prisoners . The second 
attack, from the northeast, was 
brought forward with larger forces 
and greater tenacity between Monte 
Tondarecar a fid Monte Radenecdhe. 
Here after exceedingly fierce fighting 
lasting until early this morning the 
occupation of some trenches which 
the enemy was able to effect counsel­
led us to withdraw some of the more 
advanced portions of the lin®. At 
Zenson on the Piave, as a greater 
movement had been noted, cue of our 
storming parties well supported by ar­
tillery, which destroyed five small 
bridges thrown across the rivçr at 
this point by the enemy, attacked the 
enemy at the bend of the river, in­
flicting losses on him and bringing 
back prisoners and machine guns.

Naval 
sections : A conference was held at 
Ministry of Marine in Paris on Nov.

The conference was com­
posed of representatives of the Naval 
Powers. It was decided to create an 
inter-Allied Council in ordèr to as­
sure close contact and more complete 
co-operation between the navies of the 
Allies. The mission of the Council 
will be to watch over the general con- 
duct of the war and assure co-ordina­
tion of effort on the sea. The Council 
will make all suggestions necessary 
to assist the decisions of the Govern­
ments and will hold itself cognisant of 
their execution. The members of the 
Council will address to their respect­
ive Governments all the reports they 
deem necessary on the subject. In­
dividual responsibility of headquart­
ers staffs and commanders at sea to 
their Governments concerning opera­
tions, as wéll as the employment of 
strategical and tactical forces placed 
under their command, will remain 
without change. The Council will be 
composed of Ministers of Marine of 
the nations represented and the Ad­
miralty chiefs. As the meetings of 
the Council will be held in Europe, 
the United States and Japan will be 
represented by officers appointed by 
their respective Governments. The 
inter-Allied Naval Council will be 
provided with a special secretariat 
which will take charge of all docu­
ments, etc., and will meet as often as 
desirable under the presidency of the 
Ministry of Marine of the country 
where the meetings take place. The 
different ministers of marine will be 
willing to furnish the Council with 
every information of a nature that 
would require to be submitted to and 
examined by the Financial Section.

LONDON. Dec. 5.
Major General F. B. Maurice, Chief 

Director of Military Operations at the 
War Office, stated to-day there was 
little doubt that the latest German 
attacks in the Cambrai sector had 
>pèn planned and ^perintended by 
General LudendorifPbimseir. “Von 
Ludendorff’s plan," continued Gener­
al Maurice, “was a thoroughly good 
one, as most of the German plans are. 
It was an attack on both flanks of 
our salient followed by an attack in 
force on the centre. His attacks on 
our north and centre failed complete­
ly, but on his left the enemy succeed­
ed in breaking through a part of our 
front. He attacked not only our new 
front, but on a part of the, line as it 
existed before to the south. He suc­
ceeded in effecting a surprise and 
broke through to a depth of nearly 
six thousand yards clear through our 
gun positions, but we had ample re­
serves available, and promptly drove 
him back, two-thirds of the distance 
covered.
