Greatly Impiessed With Canada --

Halifax Delivers

Halifax, N,S., Nov. 24.—Almost ab-
solute lack of official ceremony mark-

ed the Prince of Wales’ stay in Hali-
fax yesterday and therefore |t was
probably far pleasanter to the Royal
Visitor than his previous trip with
{ts lengthy and complicated itinersary.
Certainly those who saw the Prince
at the various social functions yes-
terday found the Prince much more
charming and at ease than when un-
veiling one of the innumerable monu}
ments which have fallen to his lot.
The public took great interest in his
passage through the streets, but at,
no time were the crowds ever dense |
or at all unruly.

The Renown reached Halifax ahoﬂ;—I
ly after eight. The Prince remained
on board during the morning, receiv-<
tng calls from the Governor General :
and the Lieutenant Governor of Nova
Scotia. He lunched on the Renown
apd came ashore by way of the Dock-
yard at half-past two, going to Royal
Artillery Park, where he played a
game of “squash” one of his favorite
sports. He returned to the ship to'!
change and at quarter to six dropped
in at the dansant given in his homor
by Mrs. Charles Archibald, thrilling
a number of feminine hearts as he
guided their feet through the mazes
of fox-trot and waltz.

The Farewell Dinner.

At eight o’clock the Dominion Gov-
ernment tendered His Royal Highness
a farewell dinner at the Halifax
Club. The gathering ‘was a notable
one, including men of prominence
from nearly every section of the Do-
minion, headed by His Excellenty the
Duke of Devonshire, and Sir Robert
Laird Borden, Premier of Canada.
Here, too, ceremony was not stressed.
There were only two speeches, one by
8ir Robert, the other a reply by the
Prince himself.

Between ten and ten thirty, the
Priuce arrived at the State Ball at
Government House and remained until
balf past twelve. He seemed to en-
joy himself hugely, dancing several
times with Mrs. Kenneth Holloway,
whom he had met in the gfternoon at
Mrs. Archibald’s. The ball was-yper
haps the largest ever held at Govern-
ment House. The ball room and all
the ante-rooms were constantly
thronged and it is probable that more
thai five hundred people were pre-
sent. The scene was one of great
brilliance.

After the ball, His Highness return-
ed to the Renown. Nothing is schedul-
ed for to-day except the luncheon on
board ship at ome o’clock, but it is
expected that the Prince will slip
ashore incognito in the morning and
afternoon. At sunset the Renown
sets sail for Egland and the period
«ill be written for one of the most
eventful and significant journeys ever
andertaken, & journey that has dome
much to promote the c¢loser union of
Canada and the Motherland.

The Sea Cucumber.

Thus its capture is easy,
Shallows among coral reefs are its
favorite feeding grounds. .The young
hatclved from its eggs are white and
transparent; they seek rocky crevis-

Prince Wave& Farewell.

From Fighting Top of Renown.

A New York despatch in telling of
the departure of the Prince of Wales
from New York says:

Edward Albert waved his farewell
from the fighting top to the great
crowd gathered on the banks of the
Hudson to bid him Godspeed.

Airplanes dipped and circled over-
head, and salutes boomed from the
American warships in the river as
the Renown got under way. The
Prince remained at his post in the
fighting top waving his hat in answer
to the cheers which reached him
faintly across the water, until the
shadows had finally hidden the
shores., As the battle-cruiser and her
censort, the cruiser Constance, en-
tered the bay, seven American de-
stroyers, and the American battleship
Delaware closed in on her wake, each
with the British naval ensign flying
from the main peak. They will es-
cort the royal ship to the vicinity of
Halifax.

The last person to say good-bye to
the Prince was Admiral Sims, who
was the guest of honor at a farewell
luncheon ,given by the royal visitor.
The anchors were already being
weighed when the Admiral left the
ship,

Practically a New Ship.

Many Improvements to 8.8. Rosalind.

After undergoing extensive repairs
in New York, the Red Cross Liner
Rosalind, Capt. H. C. Mitchell, ar-
rived in port yesterday morning from
Halifax. The steamer had on beard
22 passengers from New York, and a
number embarked at Halifax for this
port. Many changes have been made
in the layout of the Rosalind since
her last trip here. In September she
ran ashore while en route from
Halifax to New York, and for two
and a half months was under repairs
in the American port.

The Wotld’s Resources.

SCIENTISTS SA! THAT THEY WILL
BECOME EXHAUSTED,

Scientists sometimes give us un-
pleasant calculations as to the length
of time it will take to render the
earth uninhabitable if we continue to
waste our resources at the present
rate, says the New York Sun.

This generation need who no un-
easiness about the cooling down - of
the sun or about the exhaustion of
the coal suppply. It is, however, quite
time to consider the consequences,
not so remote, that will flow from
the increasing population of the earth
and the much slower increasge of agri«
cultural production.

The available but unused area for
the growing of grain to feed human
beings and the animals that are to be
slaughtered for meat is  constantly
diminishing, whereas the use of
wheat is growing ‘at a more rapid
rate than the population of the earth.
Nothing short of increasing the fer-
tility of the soil can be suggested to
meet such conditions. But the store
of natural fertilizers is already with-
in a measurable distance of being
exhausted. The only great deposit
Enown, the nitrate of soda in North-
ern Chile, Is estimated to be 220,000,-
000 tons, and at the rate at which
it is coming into the market that
supply will last much less than a
hundred years.

Fortunately, a commercially feas-
ible process, capable of unlimited ex=
pansion, has been found for fixing the
nitrogen of the air and thereby fur-
nighing an artificial fertilizer equal;
to that provided :in niggardly quan-
tity by nature. The only materials
necessary are coal, limestone and
air, ‘but in order to make the process
commercially successful it is neces-
sary to have cheap power, and be-
cause Norway has it in almost un-
limited amount the business has be-
come established there. The works
at Odde “utilize nearly 100,000 horse-
power and impound four-fifths as
much water ag i stored by the As-
souan dam on the Nile. At last ac-
counts they were producing only 80,-
000 tons of fertilizer, but Norway can
increase its power for manufacturing
purposes to 200,000,000 horsepower.

The process fs interesting. Coal
from other countries and limestone
from Norway are fused in electric
furnaces in order to make calcium
carbide, the chief use of which in
this country is to produce acetylene
gas. The caleium carbide pulverized
and mixed with nitrogen in retorts
heated to a high temperature, forms
cyanamide, or nitrolin, which is equal
in fertilizing value to Chilean nitrate.
The magnitude of the Odde works
may ‘be inferred from the fact that
they liquify 100 tops of air a day.
In fact, it was only when the cheap
process of making liquid air was dis-
covered that the free nitrogen ne-
cessary for making cyanamide could

WILL GERMANY
CONFORM ?

When the Peace Treaty is
brought into force, and yester-
day was the day formally an-
nounced for its declaration,
what will happen immediately?
United States ratification not
having been forthcoming, so
far, it is not to be wondered at
that Germany will plead for
more time ere conforming to
the terms,.and then only if she
cannot wriggle out of them.
The. first thing to oceur provid-
ing the Germans are agreeable,
which is doubtful, will be the
handing over of documents, and
the completion of a great num-
ber of minor transactions neces-
sary to bring the Tre'aty into
effective working operation.

* % * % ® *

Five areas in which a plebis-
cite vote of the inhabitants is to
be taken, in order to discover
which rule they prefer, are
Upper Silesia, East Prussia and
Schleswig, which remain under
German occupation, the Sarre
Valley, occupied by the French
and the district of - Eupens-
Malmedy which the Belgians
hold: The moment the Treaty
comes into force, if the agree-
ment is carried out, the councils
of the workers and soldiers in
Upper Silesia, East Prussia and
Schleswig will be disbanded
and German troops will have. to
vacate those territories. Their
places will be at once taken by
forces made up of Allied units,
and the appointment of a com-
mission to administer each area
will be madé by the principal
Allied and Associated Powers.
According to the plebiscite ar-
rangement, the future nation-
ality of the inhabitants will be
decided by popular vote, and
each province may remain Ger-
man or not, according as the
majority decides.

* % % % ® %

For the Sarre Valley there
will be appointed a commission
by the League of Nations’
Council, consisting of one
Frenchman, one native of the
Sarre region and three others,
neither of whom bear allegiance
to France or Germany, and this
commission of five will assume
control. There will also be form-
ed a local police forece for the
purvose of maintaining  order.
'All the coal deposits of the Val-
ley are to become French state
property. No plebiscite is to
be taken in the Sarre area for
fifteen years after the Treaty
has become effective. In the
Eupen-Malmedy  regions an
immediate plebiscite will
taken, the inhabitants deciding,
by communes, whether they
desire to remain German or not.

This  vote will be registered

under the supervision of the
Belgian authorities. Special

“the towns of
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So far as Germany is con-
cerned a drastic reduction of
her naval and military ferces 1
has to be made. Within three
months after the putting in
foree of the Treaty the strength
of the German army must be
brought down to 200,000 officers
and men, and by March 8lst,
next year, it is not to exceed
in strength. Great
stocks of munitions ‘and war
materials are to be surrendered
and all fortresses and fortified
places within thirty miles of the
River Rhine have +to be
dismantled. The naval claus-
es of the Treaty compel a re-
duetion in the personnel of the
German navy to 15,000 officers
and men, and naval material
as well as a number of war ves-
sels, not enumerated have to be
given over to the Allies as a
penalty for the sinking of the
surrendered ships interned at
Scapa Flow. Germany’s air
forces are to be
completely. Germans, accused
by the Allies of offences against
international law and the laws
of war, are to be surrendered on
demand. In this connection the
extradition of the Kaiser will be
asked of the Dutch Govern-
ment, a request, by thz way,
which is not likely to be ac-
ceded to. The giving over of
the merchant shipping of Ger-
many will so reduce her sea-
going commercial fleet as to
make it insignificantly small.
Great quantities of live stock
must be delivered to France
and Belgium, as compensation
for those stolen and destroyed
during the war. The transfer
of 140,000 milch cows to pro-
test against which a German-
Austrian deputation was in
London last month, will also be
included. Such delivery is to
take place within three months.
Extending over a period of sev-
eral years, France and Belgium
will receive from Germany such
commodities as coal, benzol,
coal-tar, sulphate of ammonia
and other chemicals. The mone-
tary compensation payable by
the late enemy will be made in
installments covering a long
period, the precise 'nature of
which is to be determined by
an Inter-Allied Reparation Com-
mittee. Many other measures
of an intricate economic na-
ture will begin to operate di-
rectly the treaty takes effect.
But when all these begin to eat
into the financial heart of Ger-
many, and affect her economic
position and future, the ques-
tion heading this article may
possibly be answered in the
negative. And if so, what
then? ’
