Labrador Fish

It i{s estimated that there are about
35,000 quintals of Labfador fish yet
to come forward to 8t. John's from
the north side of Bonavista Bay in
schooners. The price in St. John's
this week is keeping up to $5.00 and
in a féew instances $5.25 has beéen
paid. This week fourteen schooners
artived from Bonavista and Trinity
Yays with about 10,000 qtls., which
is heing discharged generally at $5.20
per quintal. It is now thought that
fhe price will not decline below §5
¢his fall, but a good deal déepends on
whether too much fish is shipped to
thé markets at one time.

The conSsumption is fairly good and
though there have been someé heavy
shipmeénts sent direct from Labrador,
it 1s expected that they will not con-
gest any individual market as they
have been well distributed. Italy, too,
is beginning to takeé Labrador fish and
several enquiries have been made for
November shipments this week. On
the whole the prospect 1ooks much
hetter for sales in all markets than
it did at the beginning of this month,
and if the situation is properly hand-
led by the exporters here there should
hé no further decline in price. Our
total catch is not much over one mil-
lion of all kinds, and by the spring of
the year dried fish will be a scarce
article of food.—Trade Review.

Bank of New York City establishing
e $1,600,000 credit for the Vatican in
New York.

Arrangements for the credit were'
consummated in a letter sent by ‘the
papal secretary, Cardinal Gasparri
to+the New York banks on October
11, stating that the Vatican was de-
lighted with agreements for credit
with Blair & Co., and also_especially
wifh the Chase National Bank.

Cardinal Gasparri wrote that the
conditions under which the credit
was granted, considering the exigen-
cies of the market, were tempered by |
a sentiment of devotion to the Holy
See. .

His Eminence Cardinal Hayes of
New_ York has been authorized to
sign the agreement on behalf of the
Vatican.

The conditions under which
credit was established follow:

1. The amount of the credit shall
be one million five hundred thousand
déllars ($1,500,000), part of which
shall always be left on deposit in the
Chase National Baank in order to in-
sure continuity of relations between
the Holy See and the banks.

2. That part of the credit which is
used by the Holy See shall be repaid
upon expiration of one year from the
date when it is drawn.

3. For credit drawn interest of 4.9
per cent. shall be paid.

Establishment” of the credit signi-
fies that the Blair and Chase banks
