He then proceeds to describe the mode
of conducting these meetings, which are
opened with praise, followed by the read-
ing of the scriptures, by prayer, and by
the singing of a hymn. Then follow two
or sometimes three addresses from the
word of God, a hymn being sung between
each address, then prayer is offered and s
hymn sung, after which a conversational
meeting is held with those who remain

| salvation. As a rule about three-fourths
| of the people have remained to take part
in these meetings, at which ministers,
evangelists, elders, men and women con=
verse with those who are enquiring after
salvation, There has been no confusion,
no excitement, but all things have been
done decently and in order. No discus~
sion of dactrinal poinis_has been permit-
ted. Sometimes a slight tendency to
indulge in such discussions has shown
itself, but it has been immediately check=
ted, Throughout the whole course of the

He next speaks of the points of trath
presented to the people. These are the
tundamentah truths of the Gespel, as to
the way of a sinner's reconcilement to

God, and &uhwquwt holy ll\mg and
wulkmg in Christ. He then gives in
detail those truths tanght, which are in
brief the whole plan of salvation. The
whole’ law of Cbhrist is set forth as
binding upon every hearer of the
Gospel.  About sixty ministers of differ-
ent churches bave addressed the meet-
ings; embracing members of the Congre-
gational, Baptist, New Connexion, Prim-
itive and Wesleyan Methodist Churches,
as well as of his own church, All these
have been gladiy received by the people.’

Mr. Smith then speaks of some of the
results of these special meetings. He
remarks that it is impossible in a letter
to give individual cases where God
has given blessing to souls; and in any
case he deems it nnwise to do so as yet.
But to speak in general terms, there is &
hungering and thirsting after the Word
of God.

YOTE ON THE IRISH CHURCH.
They had a very sharp decbate in
the British House of Commons on
Tuesdaynight, on the bill for the dis-
establishment of the Irish Church.
After Mr. Walpole and The O'Don-
oghue had spoken—the latter making
a fervid speech in favor of the bill—
that austere Conservative, Gathorne
Hardy, resolutely opposed the meas-
ure. He said that Mr. Gladstone had
pledged himself and his followers to
the destruction of all that was deemed
most sacred, and maintained that the
Church had always-fulfilled its mis-
gion. Mr, Gladstone then rose to con-
olude the debate, reviewing the argu-
ments which had been made for and
against the bill, and declaring that a
new policy for Ireland, of which this
was the first step, was necessary.
_The speaker resumed his seat amid
deafening cheers, and the House di-
vided on the motion that the bill be
read a second time, with the following
result:—For the motion, 368 ; against
250—majority for the Government
being 118. The announcement of -the
result was loudly cheered in the
House. The cheers were taken up by
the people in the lobbies, and the
news was thus conveyed to an im-
mense crowd outside the House, who
joined in the applause with the wild-
est enthusiasm. Parliament adjourn-
ed immediately afterwards for the
Easter holidays, and will not resume
business till the first of April.

THE MACLEAN MURDER STORY EXPLODED
~~DALY ALIVE AND WELL—HIS EM~
PHATIC DENIAL ABOUT THE
ALLEGED MURDER.

‘We have to thank Dr. Keating for the
Ferunal of a letter which he has received
rom James Daly, formerly of Morriston,
whose déath and death-bed confession of
having murdered the late Rev. Alex.

. McLean of Puslinch, was some weeks
ago so minutely described in a sensation
report in the Wentworth (Dundas) News,
and which naturally caused considerable
excitement in Puslinch, in Guelph, and
wheraver Mr, McLean, was known.
