MINING MATTERS.

New Process for the Treatment and Reduction
of Refractory Ores.

The new process for treating refractory
ores being used in Colorado is said to be
most successful.  The work of treatment
begins with the breaking of the ore in the
crusher, where it is fed by a vibrating
metal chute into a pair of Cornish rolls,
where it is reduced to powder and passes
to the sieves, which are enclosed in a cas-
ing.
