DRINK TUBNED/HIS BRAIN

4 WEALTAY YOUNG MAN KILLS BIS
3 BRAUSIFPUL'WIFE,

Sulcide ‘Willows the Terxible Murder—
Liguor Aféne Bespousible for the
Frightful Tragedy, =~ |

Vincuxxes, Iod., Jane 10,—The citi-
zens of Vindemnes were sstounded this
morning by the report of adteadful tragedy
which ocourred st midnight in one of the
wealthiest and most arissocrstic farilies of
the city, Charles Pollock,son of Mr, James
Pollock, of the Broaiway flouring mills,
shot and killed his beautiful wife and then
ended his own career by firing & bullet into
his body, The rumor was 80 uoresl and
unnatural that it was discredited hy those
‘Who fitst heird’ it,"bit upon investigation
it was found to be true,

Mrs, Clars Pollock, the vietim of the
homicide, had been sbsent during the week
visiting relatives in ad adjoining eity, and
returned home at noon yesterday, Her hus-
band met her at the station and, with
every manifestation of love and devotion,
greeted her in the most affectionate manner
and appeared delighted at her return, Pol.
lock had been drinking heavily during the
week while his wife was absent, and in the
afternoon left home, promising her to re-
turn as early as he could, The family live
in a large, elegant residence on Seventh
street, one of the pleasantest homes in the
city, Yoang Pollock did not come home
when he promised his wife he wounld and she
retired, She was as gay and happy as
young wives are wong to be, but was some.
what solicitous on her husband’s account,
and wondered why he did not return to her,
Meanwhile, Poliock . was tramping the
streets, taking a drink here ani there
and endeavoring to borrow a revolver,

Soon after 11 o’clock young Pollock ran
across a miller, Mr. Ward, with whom he
was intimately acquainted, and the two
sauntered leisurely toward Pollock’s home,
smoking and talking as they went, To Mr,
Ward Mr. Pollock remarked that he felt
very much depressed ; thar ne had been

drinking too much that week, and he was
lonesome because his wife was away., He
added in connection with his remnrzl con-
cerning his wife, that he had the sweetest
and best little woman in the world, His
conversation drifted into business channels,
and Mr. Ward says Mr. Pollock never
talked more sanely or sensibly in his life,
Within a square of Pollock’s home Mr, Ward
left bim and returned to his hotel. Pollock
walked into the house and was met at the
front door by his mother, who thought
she recognized something unmsual in bis
manner, and said: *‘Charlie, you have been
drinking, and you ought to be ashamed;
you must quit this,” The son put his arm
around his mother and kissed her, saying:
““Good-bye, mother, I am going away.” His
mother, having heard him use the same ex-
pression before, paid no heed to it and
retired toher room. Charlie followed his
mother to her room a moment laer and
asked her if his father was awake, He
reached over and pulled his father by the
arm and said: “Good-bye, father, I am
oing,” and went up stairs to his room.
¢ had not been up stairs more than
twenty minutes when the family were
startled by a terrifying scream from the
helpless wife, who cried : ¢ Oh, Charlie,
don’t, What are you doing?”’ at which in-
stant a pistol shot was heard, Mrs, Ross, a
daughter of the family, rushed to see what
the trouble was, and, reaching the top of the
stairway, saw Mrs, Pollock fall to the floor
in the hallway. Thinking she had fainted,
Mrs. Ross called to the other members of the
family, but in a moment another shot was
heard in the chamber adjoining,

@The greatest confusion and excitement
was created, and the grief, horror and des-
pair of the family knew no bounds when
the full extent of the dreadful
tragedy was known, The beautiful
young wife, a bride of a few months,
lay in the ballway weltering in her life-
blood, dead to all earthly sorrow, The
husband lay across the bed in his own room,
breathing heavily and struggling with death
in the last throesof agony, The neighbor-
hood was aroused and a messenger sentifor a
physician, who arrived aud found the wife a
corpse with a cruel wound iu her left breast.
The ball, a 38 cilibre, penetrated down-
ward and acrosr, severing the aortic artery,
which caused instant death, The husband
shot himself in 4he left side, the bullst pen-
etrating the abdominal portion of the aortic
artery, and he expired in 20 mioutes, un-
conscious of the heartrending havoc he had
created,

Many are the theories as to the causes
that brought about the horrible crime, but
the most natural theory is that the husband
was crazed by drink and a disordered phy»
sical system playing upon the mental
faculiies, notil he resolved to end his
eartluy career, and could not bear to think
of lesvinghis wife behind him, The husband,
in the act of shooting his wife, wounded
himself in the muscle of his left arm, and
it is snpposed he had laid down beside fer,
put his arm around her neck, and shot her
unawares, Young Pollock is said to have
been the most affectionate of husbands) so
A quarrel bad never. oc-
curred between himself and wife, Always
lavish with his praises of ber, he loved and
doted upon her beau y and accomplishments,
Ouly last January they were married, She
was 18 yeards of age, was endowed with
beauty, grace, intellectual accomplishments
and was the pride and joy of the family,
He was 28 years old, pos essed of wealthy
aad doting poirents, a magpificent home, a
large circ'e of friends and relatives, snd a
proepect of succeediog fo the extensive aud
profi able busin-ss of his father,

We are busy putting in our potatoes,
We have already planted about fourteen or
fifteen bushels, aud we have as many more
yet to plant, Ob, it’s glorious work plant-
ing your own *‘ taters” on your own land—
and such land { Neither of us ever saw the
like betore. We have both got most beau-
tiful farms, and Oathwaite has chosen a
quarter section for Mrs, M.* He says they
are well worth $2000, but I do not yet
know whether he is a reliable valuator. 1
can tell you one thing, I would not take
a good deal for wy place, It is really
beautiful—at least so it appears to my
eyes. 1look at it with pleasure every day.

When we finish planting our potatoes we
are going to put the garden in shape., We
have blenty of seeds waiting to occupy the
beds in the garden, such as beets, carrots,
turnips, onions, sage, beans, cabbage, and
sage for the ducks, of which thereare thou-
sands here.

As soon as we finish with the garden we
shall have to fence it, as well as the potato
patch, and anything else we plant; and then
we have got to build a large shed for the
two horses and our cow, e areat present
living in the tent (8x10) and very comfort-
able, although we¢ have no fire in
it, We cook on a fire out of doors.

or uocertsin foundation they have, for
thousands of years, bees trying to build a
true and reliable art—a peactice of medi-
cine, At one stage they regsrd inflammation
as the operation that does sll the work of
hesling; at another they promounce it and
fever the fruitful mothers of all mischief—
“the two orders of disease that make up the
great amount of human maladies and form
the grand outiets of life,”

They speak of some of their remedies as
‘“4wo-edged swords,” ‘‘Samsons to do evil
as well as to do good ;” as being more de-
ceitful .(in their effects) than the serpent of
Eden. They teach that ‘‘all their most val-
uable remedies are active poisone,” that re-
medial agents operate upon the same‘princi-
ple as the remote causes of disease;” that
“‘the most violent poisons are their best
medicines” and their ‘‘ubi virus ibi virtus,
(where poisou is, there is viriue), They
at the same time declare, in reference to all
poisons, that whatever their differencesin
other respects, they all agree in this, they
suddenly and rapidly extinguish a great
proportion of the vitality of the system, and
say of one of the most commonly employed
that it is *‘a powerful depressor of the en-
ergies of life,” and as commonly used, “a
minute instrument of mighty mischief.”

Of opium (and its preparations) they teach
that “it enhances mervousness.”” ‘‘If the

was taught ot Toronto, except Latin, for
Toronto eollegiate institute does not teach
the work of the first year £t all—whereas
8t Catharines collegiate institute tesches
the honor work of every department, Any
person acquiinted with the university cur-
riculym knows that the work of the firs

year in mathematies is much more advanced
than that usually taught in high schoo's
dnd collegiste institutes; and it is only fair
that those institutes that teach such ad-
vanced work should receive the credit due
them, We are not accustomed to claim
oredit for work accomplished by public
schools or other high schools—nor are we
vain and foolish enough to claim credit for
work done by University college or ap
other institution that contioues the wor
we commenced, You are quite right in
stating that to Miss Balmer herself must
be given the principal credit of her success—
for no teacher can accomplish much with
indifferent material. I would not have
referred io the subject at all had the Uni.
versity authorities given the place of train-
ing of candidates—as they certainly should
—a0d had The World vot claimed for To-
ronto collegiate institute the credit of Mis-
Balmer’s succese, It is presuming too much
on public ignorance to ascribe the success of
a student to an institution which makes no
effort to maintain a stendard higher thsn
that required for junior matriculation, To-
ronto collegiate institute is without doubt
an excellent institution, but its good quali-

THE SPRLLING REFOBEM MOVE-
MENT—-80M& SUGGESTIONS,

To the Editor of the World,

SiR : Having been an advocate and a
supporter of the spelling reform for over
thirty-five years, I cannot help feeling much
gratified that an effort is now being made
by the spelling reformers of Canada to
divise a plan for bringing the movement
more prominently than hitherto before the

attention of the public; and I hope that the
preliminary steps towards that end which
have been taken by Mr, Thomas Bengough
and other gentlemen by the formation of a
spelling reform association for the dominion,
will be attended with satisfactory results,

I believe the time has now gone past, or
nearly 80, when it is any longer necessary
to enter upon an apology on behalf of
phonetic spelling, or to combat the objec-
tions that have been raised against its
adoption, though we do occasionally hear
the imdistinctly muttered protests of old
Madame Grundy against ‘the umholy van-
dalism of me{lmg reformers upon the
““beauties of our mother tongue,” but if
spelling reformers have no more reason to
have their equanimity disturbed in the work
they have taken in hand than they have in
the frantic displays of your recent corres-
pondent, Mr, R, Crookenden, against the
spelling reform movement, they may pro-
ceed in their mission with perfect
composure, That gentleman may be
& most accomplished scholar so
far as classical attainments may go, for any-
thing I know to the contrary; but certainly
his information regarding the history and
aim of lyhonetic spelling as well as regarding
some of the other movements of the preseut
age, against which he was running a muck,
is very defective. I don’t know whether it
arose from Mr, C’s unwittingly perpetrating
# ‘‘vandalism upon the beauties of our
mother tongue,” or from g supreme ignor-
ance of the subject he was talking about
when he epoke of the “Fonctic Nuz” as a
*‘published work,” for the **Fonetic Nuz’
(a8 he calls it) was not a “published work,”
but a weekly newspaper. Neither did he
give the correct spelling of the second word
of the name of that newspaper, notwith-
standing the authority of “Pnnch” to the
contrary,

But let theso pass, - My shief object in
now writing is to make the following sug
gestions to the gentlemen who have em.
harked in the worﬁ of propagaticg phonetic
spelling through the association which they
have furmed for that purpose, "I'ne first
surgeetion is, That the Eng.ish phonotypie
a'phabet, or that used by Isauc Pitman in
the Phone*ic Journal, shill be the alphabet
used for all phonetically printed matter of
the association, and for the pres-
ent, at least, shall be its recog-
nized standard ; secondly, That they shail
engige the proprietor of The World
newspiper to publish one hult s column, at
least, of either osiginal or well selected mat-
ter of phonetic s elling in this a'phabet,

1 have called the cause of this
deplorable state of affsirs ““old fogeyism,”
and I use the term advisedly, for
an experience of several years in teaching,
and the testimony of the most successful
teachers in the United States bave con-
firmed me in the opinion that no evil, but
rather much good, will resalt from educa-
tion in our high schools, provided the
teacher has barely enough common sense to
entitle him to hold the position of teacher at
all. I have been much amused at the com-
