Tneir Place in Scripture, Their Employ=
ments in Heaven and Earth, and
Their Influence on Men.

Archbishop Lynch spoke in St. Michael’s

last night from the 19th psalm “and He

hath given His angels charge over thee.”

He also quoted the words of Christ “‘And

their angels always see the face of my
Father who is in heaven,” Mis grace re-
marked that from the first book of the
bible to the last frequent mention is made
of angels, of their employments and of the
blessings that proceed from them., Jacob,
in blessing his two grand-children, Ephriam
and Manasses, placed his right hand on
the head of the younger and said “God, in
whose sight my fathers Abraham and
Isaac walked, God that feedeth me from
my youth uatil this day, and the angel
that delivered me from all evils, bless these
boys.” This blessing is analogous to the
one we read of in the 1st chapter of
in the Apocalypse. St. John writing to
the seven churches of Asia wished them a
blessing, ‘‘Grace be unte you and peace
from Him who is and who was and who is
to come, and from the seven spirite that
are before His throne.” ~Angels also offer
up our prapers to God. St. John in
the Apocalypse likewise saw angels
offering up the prayers of the
saints . from golden censers, And we
read in the first chapter of Zachary, 12th
verse, “‘And the angel of the Lord an-
swered and said, Oh, Lord of Hosts, how
long wilt thou not have mercy on Jeru-
salem and on the. city of Judah with
which thou hast been angry?'

Wine, Beer, and Rum.,

‘We shall assume what we think will be
unanimously conceded, that the vast ma-
jority of the evils and horrors of intemper-
ance are the work of brandy, whisky, gin,
rum, and other derivatives and combina-
tions, We shall further assume what will
be conceded by all moderate men, that a

" certain per centage of the population of
northern countries will always crave, and
will always find means to obtain, stimu-
lants of some sort, All experience under
the prohibitory laws of Maine and other
states sustains this proposition. It may
be truthfully added that certain tempera-
ments, when deprived of access to
beers and wines with which they wounld
willingly rest satisfied, will seek consola-
tion in more baneful compounds of
whisky, opium, chloral, and the like. W
take it, therefore, that the true interests
of temperance might be best subserved by
removing the temptation to indulge in the

. stronger liquors which fire the brain and
whet the appetite that they feed upon,

o *nd by raising the standard of light wines
and beers which, when pure, do not de-
stroy the liver and derange the mind, and
the excessive use of which produces no
worse symptoms than might follow over-

’ indulgence in some tempting dinner dish.

One of the defects of the Scott act is
that it does not discriminate. The devil’s
broth dealt out in the city shebeens is. by
this act placed upon the same plane with
the pure products of Canadian orchards
and vineyards, the number and extent of
which are annually increasing. In fact
grape growing has become quite an im-
portant industry in this province within
the last fifteen years, and unless crippled
by sumptuary laws promises to raise the
farmers of many districts above depend-
ence upon the old class of crops, which
have become far from profitable, owing to
causes familiar to all. . Members of the
British association were more than sur-
prised at the quality of claret produced in
the county of HEssex, and declared
that in [England it would beat
its French competitors out of the
market. This growing industry is
now threatened by two classes of foes,
the extreme prohibitionist, who ounds
good claret with bad whisky, and the
ignorant or greedy liquor seller who doc-
tors his native wines, and thereby destroys
their reputation. We have not the slightest
doubt but that the former could and would
be voted down if the selling of native
wine were differentiated from the selling
of ardent spirits, while an efficient system
of inspection would protect us against the
latter,

We are not prepared to say quite as
much for beers as for wines, but_it must
be admitted that when honestly made
from sound malt they are congenial to
many constitutions which require a com-
forting tonic, and their worat effects are
harmlessness itself, when compared with
the riotous madness produced by over-in.
dulgence in strong waters. At their best,
brandy, whisky and their congeners are
only fit for medicines. Inmany countries,
on the contrary, light wines and beers
are regular and wholesome articles
of diet, and there is no country better
adapted for their production than the ter-
ritory lying between the Ottawa and De-
troit rivers. The people of Essex are a
temperate people, but so important has be-
come the winé producing industry in that
county that the promoters of the Scott act
there found themselves unable to obtain
the necessary signatures, and were obliged
to abandon their project. If the act dis-
criminated between native wines and the
stronger liquors it would carry Essex by a
handsome majority.

Again, toleration of native wines and
beers would very much simplify the prob-
lem of compensation, to which we
referred in & recent issue, and
which seriously perplexes many fair
and honest minds, who cannot recon-
cile themselves to a policy of spoliation.
It would cost comparatively little to com-
pensate all the distillers in the dominion,
and the investment would be a good one.
The rest of the trade would be left finan-
cially unimpaired, but with a vastly im-
proved moral position., The experiment is
at least worth trying. If the extinction of

1. The girls in attendance at the school
have for years been dissatisfied with the
opportunities afforded them in comparison
with these afforded the boys.

2. Their dissatistaction has more than
once manifested itself by an exodus; and
if the names of those who have gone to
other schools, because Toronto collegiate
institute does not do them justice, are
wanted, they can be easily furnished.

3. The present exodus to Weston high
school is largsly, if not wholly, due to the
disability inflicted on the girls on account
of the separation of the sexes.

4. The girls, especially in the senior
classes, complain bitterly of the time they
are compelled to waste in school, because
the teachers are unable to properly over-
take their work under the present system.
The rector’s personal dislike to mixed
classes is not a sufficient reason for allow-
ing this state of affairs to continue, and
the parents of the girls are not averse to
their attendance in the same rooms and at
the same hours with boys. I chsllenge the
fullest inquiry into this matter, and if the
board will ouly take it up I have no doubt
that the policy of the school will be made

WHAT'S A DUDE?

The Hamilton-Bricault Case—Mr. Ham-
iiton Fails to Obtain Satistaction.
From the Monireal Star.

The recorder’s court has rarely been
filled with such a large assemblage  of
dudes, law-students and policemen as this
morning- on the occasion of the trial of
George Bricault, law student, on & charge
brought by Allan Hamilton, of the court
house, of unlawfully loitering and ob
structing the footpath and further of call-
ing him a dude. The plaintiff, who pos-
seseed the services of Mr. Driscoll as coun-
sel, was certainly an object of great atten-
tion in court. He was attired in a tight-
fitting black frock eoat and black pants,
wore regulation gaiters, stand-up collar of
considerable dimensions, while his toui-en-
semble was completed by a handsome black
silk hat which he nervously handled dur-
ing his examination. On the whole his
‘‘get-up,” from an English ‘point of view,
was not very frequently seen on the
streets of American cities. The particular
grievance, which he desired to lay before
the court, occuired on Friday, Sept. 26,
When quietly proceeding along the street
he encountered three young men, and had
walked a short distance when he over-
heard the remark, “There goes the dude.”
Believing that the insult was meant for
himself he deliberately retraced his steps
to observe a number of the group spring-
ing through the window into the ogce of
the government buildings. Suspecting
that he had discovered the offender, he
entered, and from a conversation which
eccurred with the clerks learned that the
guilty party was Bricault.

A cross-examination of the witness was
then made by Mr. Leclaire, who acted as
counsel for the defendant.

‘“ What do you understand by the term
“dude 1" ” asked the lawyer.

¢ Oh, but you see, aw, aw, I am not
here to give definitions, but to relate
facts.”

This reply on the part of Mr. Hamilton
created much merriment, even tie court
being compelled to smile,

When silence was restored his honor
desired to know the exact meaning of the
term,

that in his opinion a dude was a loud, vul-
garly overdressed being who fruitlessly at-
tempts to impersonate a born gentleman,
His walk was always the key of his ident-
ity. The dude usually ambled along in an
absurd and ridiculous manner, the effect
being produced by the style in which he
extended his arms.

In May last he sold
out to C. J, Has ., He was - a German
of good family and his real name was Von
Dittmar, He held the German degree of
Phi D., and was formerly a professor in
a German college. He also was an ac-
complished linguist. For some time past
he -has been inventing a contrivance for
fixing on gas burners to relight the gas
should it be blowu out. Last week he re-
ceived the patent from the United States
and shewed it to Mr, Hastings: He then
‘seemed rather despondent as to its success,
and it is thonght that this was the causeof
his suicide, He was reputed to be worth
$20,000 or $30,000. He had been separ-
ated from his wife for the last nine or ten
years..She is liviug in the western state-.
He was a man of violent temper, but it
never was thought that he was in any way
deranged.
