Another Frightful Mine Disaster In Penn­
sylvania—Water from An Old Work­

ing Drowns an Entire Gang. 
H>jeelton, Pa., Feb. 4—A terrible acci­

dent whereby 17 men lost their lives occurred 
at Janesville at 11 o’clock this morning in 
slope No. 10, operated by J. C. Hayden Sç 
Co. This working is situated immediately 
under the old workings known as No. 8 and 
worked out some five years ago, and which 
were filled with water. The cause of the 
disaster was the drilling of a hole through 
the pillar, which liberated the immense body 
of water confined iu the old workilgs which 
flooded the new workings, drowning all the 
men in that portion of the mine. >

The news of the disaster created thé wild­
est excitement and the mouth of the slope 
was in less than half an hour surrounded by 
hundreds of men. women and children and 
it was only after the terrible result was 
made plain that none of the entombed men 
were living or could possibly be reached 
until all the water was pumped out of tbe 
slope that the grief-stricken friends of the un­
fortunate men could be induced to go to 
their homes.

How long it will take to pump the water 
out is a question. Some miners say it wm 
take four weeks before the bodies can be 
reached. Others say it will take twice as

not of a partisan character. Hon. E. Majori- 
banks (Liberal), from the Scotch side of Ber­
wick, began the attack with a motion that a 
committee be appointed to examine the 
magazine rifle and report upon the reasons 
for its adoption.

This was not strohg enough to suit Mr. 
Hanbury (Conservative) from Preston, who 
in plain language condemned the way in 
which the adoption of the now rifle had been 
secured. Of 13 patents connected with the arm 
in question, one official held 10 in his çwn 
name.

Whether it is bad form is matter of 
taste; whether disgusting depends upon 
sentiment; whether insincere is between 
the loyalist and his conscience ; whether 
ridiculous, the great interests at stake must 
determine. But the next thirty days will 
bring forth proof that this loyalty—not to 
the crown alone, but to our country—is a 
salient force in the affairs of Canada.

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Canada’s Prosperity and Progress.
“That distant fields are green” has evi­

dently been tbe belief of tiie “Blue Ruin” 
party in Canada for some years. So busy 
have they been in tinging the praiàes of the 
neighboring Keoublie and belauding the uni­
versal prosperity they claim exists there, 
that they have not had the leisure even if 
they possessed the inclination to mark the 
progress which has taken place, to their own 
country. One has only to read The Globe 
and other journals of the same stripe persis­
tently to regard the pest of the Dominion 
with regret, the present with disappo ntinent 
and the future with apprehension (always 
excepting three brief spares of time during 
which the Reform Government has been to 
power). The worst of it is, too, that there is a 
tendency to human nature to accept without 
proper consideration things, which are plaus­
ibly presented.

, 806, thus showing an increase of $1,038,239 
in the premiums paid to the companies re­
porting to the Dominion Government upon 
property to nsnmi» during the last five 
years.

Now, taking the latest Blue Book upon the 
subject, we find thatthe average rate paid for 
fire insurance in Canada has for some years 
been to the neighborhood of $L 14 The amount 
of the increase above shown would thus repre­
sent the premium upon a total insurance of 
about to round numbers, one hundred mil­
lion dollars.

GENTLEMEN’S FUR - LINED II

:That Sewer Pipe Contract Again.
Editor World; Under the heading “There’s 

Nothing in It” we notice in your issue of this 
morning a letter written by the Engineer to 
the Mayor, referring to the sewer pipe oon- 
traetjand our protest against same being 
awarded to Mr. Magoira

Seeing that you have laid this matter open 
for public discussion in your columns, we 
would esteem it a favor if you would allow 
us to discuss it from our own point of view.

As soon as the tenders for sewer pipe were 
opened for public inspection we were made 
aware that Mr. Maguire had not Stated in 
his tender whether the prices which be 
quoted were for goods delivered at the works 
or otherwise. There is a difference in £he 
conditions of his contract and ours regarding 
delivery involving an outlay of from $800 to 
$1000. In order to settle this point the En­
gineer telephoned to Mr. Maguire after the 
tenders were opened to know if be would de­
liver the goods at the works at the prices 
mentioned in his tender, and this is where] we 
claimed that the irregularity occurred in the 
award. It means simply that Mr. Maguire 
was given a chance to alter his tender by 
telepnone to the extent of from SüOOtçSlOOO; 
his tender was nominally lower than ours by 
$461, but we stated distinctly that we would 
deliver the goods, whereas he stated nothing 
at all and had to be telephoned to to com­
plete his tender by word of mouth.

Now, we are not aware that there was any 
clause in the specifications stating that ten­
derers would be telephoned to for explana­
tions after the opening of their tenders; if 
there had been such a clause there might 
“have been something to it” for the city, as 
the Engineer very tersely pointu ont to his 
communication to the Mayor.

It ie just aa usual to give large discounts in 
this trade as it is to deliver the goods; so 
why should not tbe Engineer have telephoned 
to all the other tenderers whether they could 
not give to the city a discount of 15 to 25 per 
cent on the prices quoted in their tenders

It would have been just as much to order 
as telephoning to Mr. Maguire to know 
whether be would deliver the goods or not, 
and by so doing the Engineer would certainly 
have been doing ’’the best for the city” in 
the matter, to usfftiis own words onoe more.

The contention that Mr. Maguire’s prices 
were Xc per foot to 3o per foot lower than 
ours is entirely misleading. His prices cer­
tainly were %c lower per foot on 6-inch pipe 
and 2c a foot lower on 9-inch pipe, bat in 
these sizes the city uses Hamilton pipe, which 
is in this country and can be had for 
10c and 16c a foot respectively, so that we do 
not see where the "best for the city” comes 
to here in tbe awarding of the contract to 
Mr. Maguire. ...

In the larger sizes, where American pipe 
exclusively is used by tiie city, Mr. Maguire’s 
prices are much higher than those of our 
tender, as reference to the prices hereunder 
will show;

Bay Ice ana Typhoid.

Editor World: Allowing any ice what­
ever to be cut anywhere on the Bay is a 
blunder which may prove fatal to many of 
our citizens. Freezing does not kill the 
germs of typhoid fever. These germs can­
not be detected by any known means of 
chemical analysis; they become visible only 
in, the microscope of the bacteriologist. 
Water of diamond brightness and pure 
enough to pass all chemical inspection may 
still be dangerously charged with typhoid, 
especially when taken from even the remote 
neighborhood of depositing sewage.

It is unsafe to use any suspicion* ice 
r cooling purposes. The fever germs 
eed and multiply at low temperatures, 

making it next to impossible for the meat or 
hotter to remain sterilized while the box is 
surrounded by melting ice.

Since Inspector Jackson has reported the 
cutting of rank sewage ice only seventy-five 
feet out from the foot-of Simcoe-street, one 
is led to wonder who the unlucky mortals 
may be that chance will compel to draw the 
typhoid prizes from it next summer. Why 
is not the city water used for making ice by 
running it into artificial ponds where it will 
freeze quicker and thicker than on the Bay ?

Could not the ice on the reservoir be cut, 
floated ashore and run up a slide without 
contaminating the water underneath 1 If 
the employment of horses would contami­
nate the water, they must also contaminate 
the ice. and should not be allowed to walk 
on ice that is Intended to be cut in a condi­
tion of purity.
