Drowned in Wood Lake,
Muskoka,

SEIZED WITH CRAMPSINTHE WATER

He Braved Niagara Yet Died in
a Summer Lakelet.

The Man Who XKuew Not Fear and
Thrived on Terror—Inspiring Feats
Meets His Fate Most Unexpectedly—
He Had Gone on a Bear Hunt Bat Did
Not Reach His Destination—A Graphic
Description of His First Great Accom-
plishment—A Strange Man—His Nerves
Were Steel Wire,

J. Dixon, the photographer, who had
seutly made himself noted as a rope
dlker, was drowned in Wood Lake yester-
day forenoon. That a man who had crosse.di
Niagara’s fearful gorge on a slender strand
of wire and accomplished numerous other
perilous feats should have come to his €nd in
a boat on a tiny Muskoka loch is a curious
illustration of the workings of fate.

Dixon had just returned from a trip to
Montreal, Peterboro and Whitby, where he
walked the rope before the eyes of 'admiring
thousands. e seems to have been in great
spirits in Whitby, as the following extract:
from The Whitby Chronicle will show:

Pixon is undoubtedly a wonderful rope-
walker, but that is all amounts to. His suc-
cess has given him fame and this fame has un-
balanced his head, and the unmbalancing of his
head will be the means of placing him under
arrest if he conducts himself in many !Plues as
he did here on Thursday bight last. First and
foremost he got drunk, or at least acted like a
drunk man or lunatic. He then secured some
large explosives and spen$ an hour set-
ting them off for t u;usement_ of
about & hundred hoodlums.: en he took
to the street and soon ran across the Salvation
Army praying' on the ‘corner.’ For the
edification of beholders he fire@ a b or twor
of firecrackers beside the Army squad, and these
explosives created a terrible racket, At this
Jjuncture Chief McBrien interfered and attempted
10 stop this ruffianisin. Dixon to comply
with the constable's request, stating he did not
care for all the policemen in Whitby and Toronto,
Thus does a little fame destroy a man's reason
and render him almost a8 dangerous as a lunatic,

He returned to Toronto and yesterday at
noon he started for Muskoka. He had an
engagement to perform at the Collingwood
fair, and thought he would have a bear hun t
before keeping his appointment. He ende a-
vored to induce Eddie Bond and other friends
to accompany him on his expedition, but
they all deemed it too early in the season for
hunting and did not go. He started off
alone and the next heard of him is a telegram
from a Mr. A. Meyers stating that he had
been drownedon Wood Lake. The news
was conveyed to his wife and family by
friends, and as may be supposed the house
was suddenly converted toa house of ' woe,
For despite the hazardous feats the man
was constantly performing, when death
tempted so longat length threw his dart
the grief of his widow and two pretty girls
was none the less severe.

A Bunch of Nerves,

Dixon was a remarkable man physically.
Not that he was large or powerful. But he
‘was a splendid specimen of his kind, and that
kind was best expressed in the term ‘‘steel-
wire,” He was of regular limbs and features,
black as to his hair and piercing as to his

and quick as a flash in his movements.

e could ride any horse; drive one or a team
at a breakneck pace, t deer or bear or
birds like a born hunter, and fcarless almost
to insanity. He was a born rope-walker, or
rather wire-rope-walker, and his feat in
crossing Niagara on an inch cable was as far
ahead of Blondin’s once-famous performance
as the electric light is over the penny dﬂ)‘
In whatever he attempted he ded e
became an rt photographer by a few
simple twists of his wrist where other men
would work for years. He could shoe a
horse or build a boat. So finely strunga
man must have had a wonderful nervous
organization and as a matter of fact had
8. J. Dixon. Aud that was where his
danger lay. Nervous excitement was
what he should ever have uarded
egainst, and latterly it was the one
thing he courted. Of late his eye
has been growing more exci his conver-
sation more volatile, his vements even
more mercarial, and it is feared his resort to
stimulants more than judicious. So convinced
was The World that his life would end in a
tragedy that during his recent rope-walking
exhibition at Hanlan’s Point a reporter from
this paper was detailed to attend every one
of his 12 performances. But his death was
not to be from the wire, though the same
nervous excitement that attexded him on the
rope lured him to hisend on the * Muskoka
lake. When his nerves were on the string
he would dare anything, aud the more dar-
ing the more be liked it. You might have
searched the continent over and you would
uot have found] another man so perfect in
his type, of such lightning rapidity in his
movemments and so dare-devil in his" composi-
tion as 8. J, Dixofi,and one of whom it could
be predicted with certainty would have a
tragic end.

THE PROFESSOR'S NCRVY 2 EAT,

A Graphic Description of the Wonderful
Walk Aeross the Gorge,

[The description of his walk across the
Niagara which is subjoined appeared in The
World of Sept. 8, 1890. Dixon always de-
clared that it was the finest description of
his feat which had ever gtsen ‘published. ]
There is no doubt that Professor 8. J, Dixon,
the Toronto photographer, gave the most
daring exhibition at Niagara River on RBat-
urday that has ever taken place in the way
of high-wire walking. The performance of
Blondin is not torbe comparecF with it in any
sense whatever. ' That worthy, who won a
world-wide notoriety by his performance,
did nothing more nor less than Cross the
Niagara River on a rope three inches thick
stretched across the river over calm
water and at an elevation not exceeding
70 feet, Professor Dixon, however, crossed
the river on a wire % of arinch in diameter,
900 feet in length and 180 feet above the
water where it runs its wildest and swiftest,
namely, just above the whirlposl and pe-
tween the two bridges, the suspension and
the cantilever,

Itis true that Steve Peer walked this
same rope on June 22, 1887, butit is also true
that this rope was the cause of his death, as
he disappeared from it one night when more
or less intoxicated. Peer did not display the

* daring nor the celerity of the agile photo-
grapher.

On Friday Mr. Dixon kissed his wife,
Wbom he left in tears in Toronto, and set
forth in company with his friend, Eddie
Bond, for his deed of daring at Niagara, Ar-
riviug at the river he got up on the wire
W shout itsjbeing guyed and walked om it
for a considerable “distance. He took - off

(s coat and sat on the rope for from
20 to 30 minutes, looking at the madly flow-
ing river below, His intrepidity did aot
give way and he felt satisfied that he had
the ub{luy to o the feat announced for the
following day. He came away rully satisfied
with his preliminary canter. The Professor
then cought repose and passed a fairly
good night. In the morning he took two
seidlitz powders, ate a light breakfast, and
miade arraugements to have the rope pro-
perly guyed. This, the Professar claims
was Lot satisfactorily done, as the cable
s vayed considerably in the centre whilst he
was on it,

A Well-Known Explorer Who Could Carry
600 Pounds With Erse,

. PorT ARTHUR, Oct. 2.—Karl Gehl died
in the hospital on Thursday night ¢from a
fractured skull, and in his death the district
loses one of its oldest citizens and most ex-
perienced explorers. He was born at Inns-
prucken, on the Rhine, 57 years ago, and
came to this country when ‘a young man.
He prospered in the county of Bruce and
o & saw mill, a farm, a store and a
hotel. - But in 1869 he came out here, and
from then to now he has made the bush his
home, following up an explorer’s life. He
has sold scores of locaticns, and he dis-
covered Silver Hill mine, the Ottawa loca-
tion on Attik Lake, and a big list of others
of lesser note. :

Gehl was exploring in the State River
County with his son when he accidentally
slipped and fell over a bluff. His son found

him apparently lifeless at the foot of the
ravine. He was taken up and brought to
the hospital here.

The deceased was a man of tremendous
muscular strength and has been known %o
pick up a steel rail weighing about 600
pounds and carry it off the boat.

NEwcasTLE, Oct. 2.—The Great Liberal
Congress to-day péssed resolutions favorin
shorter sessions of Parliament, and hol
that elections should be held upon the same
day and recognize the principle of paying
members of the House of Commons as being
the only means of securing an adequate
representation of the working class ‘in
Parliament.  Sir George Trevelyan in a
speech pointed out the crying abuses which
now i.npestad the electoral system of the
BritishyIsles. Sir George thought in no case
should’ & member ' of 'parliament’s stipend
exceed £300 a year. :

A resolution was alsc carried to the effect
that the comdition of the rural population is
such as to require immediate attention upon
the part of Parliament.

The Marquis of Ripon Speaks,

The Marquis said it was of primary im-
portance that Parliament should provide for
the establishment of ‘¢ district and parish
councils,” or local governing bodies under
some such title te attend to . the
district and parish matters of their
vicinity. The members of  these
councils, he suggested, - should be
elected by popular vote. Touching upon
the present restricted = allotments, the
Marquis advocated their complete reform-
ation by the removal of restrictions com-
plained of and by giving security of tenure
and the right to colleet full compensation
for improvements made. He said that
the present. condition of ' the agricul-
tural laborer was not the ideal that we
ought to content ourselves with ih these
democratic days. [Loud applause.] The
Marquis’ resolution was passed amid en-
thusiasm. .

Sir Wilfrid Lawson aroused enthusiasm
by submitting resolutions reaffirming the
declarations of the council of the National
Liberal Federation in favor of amending or
ending—{cheers}—the House of rds,
[More ' cheering.] = The resolutions also
decfared in favor ‘of ‘ldeal laws” in
regard to public house regulations
and advocated therough retorm of the land
laws, the repeal of the laws of primogeni-
ture and entail, the enfranchisement of
leasehiolders and the disestablishment and
disendowment of the Church of Scotland.

Sir Wilfird said: ¢My own personal
opinion 1s that the period for mending?the
House of Lords is passed—{[cheers}—and I
advise its complete abolishment.” [Tre-
mendous applause.] :

Sir Henry Fowler, M.P., in supporting
Sir Wilfrid Lawson’s resolution, raised ap-

lause by the energetic manner in which he
genounced the Government of Lord Salis-
bury.

When the cheering subsided Mr. Glad-
stone rose to speak. After expressin
thanks for the corgfal reception accotrded
him, Mr. Gladstone said he met them in
part as citizens of Newecastle, but more
articularly as representatives of that
Eiberal sentiment which he believed dom-
inated powerfully and effectually the mind
of the country at large. Looking back to
1886 they saw what was believedto be a
crushing defeat, but during the years that
had since elapsed the horizon had
brightened. There were many precursors
of certain victory, and that victory they
knew could not be far distant. [Cheers.]
Mr. Gladstone referred to the arrears in
legislation and blamed the Tories therefor.
eferring to the foreign policy of the
Salisbury Government the speaker said its
spirit had undergone a beneficial change.
Appeals to passion and pride were no long-
er sent broadcast over the country. A
kinder, juster and more genial spirit had
dictated at least the departmental - position
of Lord Salisbury’s Cabinet. I shall in-
deed rejoice,” continued Mr. Gladstone, *‘if
before the day comes for the present ad-
ministration to give up the ghost—{laughter
and cheers]}—it will be possible for rd
Salisbury to make an effort to re-
lieve us of the burdensome and
embarrassinF occupation of  Egypt,
which so Iong as it lasts must be a
cause of weakness. It is-a source of em-
barrassment we owe entirelf to engage-
ments contracted by a former Tory Govern-
ment, and which I fear the present Govern-
ment may, if it continues its present
foreign policy, hand to its Liberal succes-
sors to deal with. [Cheers.]
He Favors Local Option.

In speaking of the temperance question
Mr. Gladstone said: “Those approaching
my period of life may not witness it, but
many of you will see_ a thorough and effec-
tive reform of the laws conneeted with the
traffic in alcohol, with an acknowledgment

of the right of local populations to settle
the question whether within their borders
public houses shall exist.” [Cheers.]
Touchin the Welsh and Scotch
Church isestablishment questions he
assured Scotland and Wales that they
had the unanimous support of the Liberals.

The House of Peers.:

Mr. Gladstone then took up the question
of the abolition of hereditary peers. He
said: “I desire to pass lightly over the dif-
ficult question of the House of Lords. [Pro-
longed cheers.] Owing to the priority
of the claims of other subjects this
question at present is rather in
the shade. Well, I should not be sorry
if it would remain in the shade till longer,
provided the extra lease thus gained were
gained by its wisdom forbearance and
moderation in dealing with pubblic senti-
ment. But if the question jgremote a mode
exists whereby it may be made approximate-
ly verynear—indeedaburningquestion, that
is if in an evil hour the peers be tempted to
listen to the counsel inauspiciously given by
Lord Salisbury when he contemplated the
possibility—his mind is open to that extent
—{laughtar]—of a Liberal victory at the gen-
eralelection and reminded them that all would
not be over even if the House of Commons
should pass the Home Rule Bul, that they
might still rely—I am quoting his sacred
words—on the play of other parts of the
constitution. ¥‘here is but one other part
of the constitution that could possibly per-
form such a prank as interpose itself ~be-
tween the deliberste judgment of the nation
and the incorporation of thejudgment in the
form of a law—and ‘that is the House of
Lords. They tried that game in 1831

bill. . The consequence was they had to
undergo a most painful humihynft.ion, “as
they only lueooegd in delaying the
measure a year, and they themselves de-
stroyed  whatever capfidence the peo-
ple then had in them. I mg'-
self in 1860 and 1861 had the
felicity, or infellcity to be in conflict with
the House of Lotds. - We had a great battle
n the repeal pf the paper duties, one of
the most difficul and most important ques-
tions in “the whele free trade controversy.
You know whit the ' cénsequences have
been in the establishment of a free press,
which has dome more than any other
single cause to eflucate the country, and to
which we mainly owe the vast extension of
the franchise, which has enabled us to
multiply tenfoldthose who take part in elec-
tions. Iho id believe the Lords will
not accept the deplorable ' suggestion of the
Premier. But ghould they be seduced they
will themselves bgthefirst torepent, and those
who addressed you from this platform will
not tell you them that the question of the
House of Lords is remote, but they will tell
you that it shall have precedence over every
other question, 'because then upon that
alone will depend the gquestion whether
the country = is.  self-governing or
whether there ‘iz a wer, Dot
upon or behind the throne, but
between the throne and the people able to
sbop the action of the constiutional
machine which has now been perfected or
brought nearer t6 perfection by the labors,
struggles, zeal wisdom of many genera-
tions.

Registration Reform.

In regard to registration reform Mr. Glad-
stone admitted fhat there was much to be
said in” favor of giving it a forward place
on the, Liberal platform. This portion of
the Liberal work could not be perfected
without the adoption of the principle of
‘{one man, one vote.” Reform of the lodg-
er franchise, which now werked against
the laboring mam, was also much needed.
Another question undoubtedly forcing itself
upon their attention, continued Mr. Glad-
stone, can be summed up in a single word—
labor. [Cheers.] The great enfranchise-
ment of 1 add three millions
to the cohstituency., But much re-
mains to be dome. Labor representation
in Parliament must be extendod. As far
as it has gone itém& been thoroughly satis-
factory and has' done enormous good. I
can hardly say it admits of an addition
of moral ¥orce. An addition of numerical
force is not only desirable but in the
highest degree urgent. [Cheers.]

Among the different questions lately
raised regarding the hours of labor, in as-
senting to the principle of a compulsory law
binding laborers to reduce labor to a cer-
tain number of hours daily, I am glad
to be assured and see the demonstra-
tion of the fact . that. those who now
receive for long hours low wages are
to receive at least in full - those wages for
shorter hours. I give no absolute judg-
ment upon a question that has not yet-been
sifficiently examined by the “bulk of the
country.” Mr. Gladstone then spoke at
length on Irish matters.

How the Congress is Constituted.

Each delegate represents a thousand elec-
tors, or fraction of'a thousand, and the con-

ress, therefore, represents about three mil-
ion of electors e delegates are nomi-
nated by the local associations, which are
themselves eleéted by vote of the Libemll‘
in each constituency. . The council is con-
stituted frém the representatives of the
Federated Associations, together with the
president and officers appointed at each
annual meeting. The council appoints a
general committee,” and within that a gen-
eral purpose com&ittee, which practically
forms the Executive of the Federation. -
- A Comprehensive Program,

Local electoral reforms for county coun-
cils and local boards; the disestablishment
of the Welsh and Scotch Churches; direct
popular veto of the liquor traffic; the equal-
1zation of the death duties upon real and

rsonal property; better housing of work-
ing classes; the extinction of the factory
acts, and the mending or ending of the
House of Lords—that is the program.

The Irishmen of Tyneside have presented
Mr. Gladstone with a handsomely illuminat-
ed address of welcome to the Tyneside and
expressing apgreciation for his efforts in be-
half of Ireland.

Mr. Gladstone in replying to the spokes-
men said he was.well aware of and
thoroughly appreciated the generous nature
of the frish and he assured the delegation
that he would in the future, as in the past,
do all that he could to further their inter-
ests.

Gladstone at Glenalwend.
LoNpoN, Oct. 2.—Mr. Gladstone yester-
day laid the corner stone of a new wing of
Trinity College, Glenalmond, Scotland. He
looked well.
In his speech he expressed regrets that

amid the plans for educational reform which |

distinguished this generation more favor
had not been shown the introduction, in one
class or other, of pursuits connected with

Referring to the changes made in the past
50 years in the character of the preparation
required for the warious professions Mr.
Gladstone combated the statement of a re-
cent writer that the clergy were falling alto-
gether behind in the intellectual race, and
he mentioned Lightfoot, Liddon, Church,
Magee and Aubrey Moore, men who had
died recently, as pfoof to the contrary.

Again Washington has pestponed the in-
ternational conference on the trade question,
‘and again Ottawa has expressed regret and
a readiness to negotiate at the ~earliest
moment the neighboring republic may stipu-
late. :

For years there has been engrossed on the
statutes of Canada a protision that when-
ever the United States should reduce the
tariff against our products then commensur-
ate reductions would promptly be made in
the Canadian tariff against their products.
‘When correspondence was opened last winter
between the two govermments it appeared
that each was in a proper mood for making
some sort of an adjustment. The Canadian
Government acted with alacrity,and Sir
Charles Tupper, Sir John Thompson and
Hon. George E. Foster proceeded to Wash-
ington to enter upon a discussion with Secre-
tary Blaine. We all remember how drief
indeed was that visit and how scant the
courtesy displayed by the representatives of
the United States. Mr. Blaine’s excuse for
his failure to discuss matters with the Cana-
dian pilgrims was that between Sir Charles
Tupper’s individual visit and his return with
the Canadian Ministers of Justice and Fin-
ance President Harrison had requested a
postponement so that he might in
attend and take part in the corfer-
ence. Under ordinary - circumstances that
excuse or explanation would have been
reasonable enough, but President Harrison's
desire was so unexpectedly expressed and
made the Canadian delegation cut sO
ridiculous a figure, appearing like a trio of
disappointed supplicants, that Canada felt
slighted. That brief rencontre was credit-
able to neither Goverament, though how the
Canadian delegation, acting as they did in
the best of faith, could have avoided it is not
easily seen. The.conference was postpongd
until Oct. 12,

Now, Sir Julian Pauncefote has trans-
mitted to Ottawa a corhmunication from
President Harrison asking for a further
postponement of the erence owing to the
illness of Secretary Bldine. This communi-
cation is no surprise.. Mr. Blaine is un-
doubtedly net sufficiently recovered from a
long and trying iliness to undertake so im-
portant a task as that contemplated. The
Secretary of State has too high a conception
of the shrewdness of the Canadian statesmen
to entrust the American case to any other
care than his own. He, has made inter
national trade a study, bas ideas of his own
with regard to Canada and would not allow
bun, hands to touch so delicate a matter
on the eve of a Presidential election. There-

fore the conference must again be postponed. -

The Canadian Government maintains its
accustomed attitude—one of cheerful readi-
ness to confer and discuss oloser relations
and accept any proposal that will accelerate
mutual trade without forfeiting Can-
ada’s fiscal independence. - Our Govern-
ment is prepared to give something
for someting and continue this fiscal
barter to any length. But it will con-
tinue to give nothing for nothing so long as
Mr. Blaine sets the pace. No Canadian with
an atom of spirit can find fault with the at-
titude of our Gevernment, We will not
give everything or anything for nothing,
for if we set out to buy or bribe the United
States into good humor we would yield up
what we have to offer, and Mr. Blaine
would sée no advantages in showing good
humor when his churlish mood won all he
wanted at no expense, Some advocate giv-
ing up all we have and trusting fo the
generosity of bim who bath. Risky, perilous
and shamefaced proposall A  sligh
knowledge of businegs will convince one
that, to drive a good‘bargain, a nation as
well as an individual must have something
tooffer. Thusif Canada gives all for noth-
ing it could thereafter make no bargain—
it might supplicate for favors, it could make
no business-like proposals, It would be a
beggar, not a trader.

Calls It & Mistake.

The Clinton News-Record is perhaps the
most reliable Conservative paper in Huron
County, but it reserves the right to speak
out its mind when occasion seems to require.
The party press of Ontario has exhibited
more spine during the past few years than
ever before, as witness a few Reform papers
on,the fee system; and such remarks as this
in Conservative papers like The News-
Record: "

The Printing Bureau at Ottawa was never
a necessity. The recent exposure of scandals
in counection with it makes this more
apparent than ever. The Government never
had any right to invest $1,000,000 of public
money to compete with private enterprise.
It has now been proven to have been worse
than a mistake, The Government had no
more right to engage in the printing business
than it would have to engage in farming as
a commercial speculation. Private enter-
prise can grow all the wheat that should be
grown in this country; private enterprise

The Aldermen Must Go.

That self-interest caused the aldermen to
oppose the sanitary program laid down by
the Medical Health Officer is well known.
Many of them are owners or agents of houses
for purposes of rental,and would not legislate
against their own interests or vote hard cash
out of their own pockets.

Health Officer Allen, Dr, Oldright, Dr.

Cassidy, Peter H. Bryce and all the best
authorities in Toronto pronounce the out-
door closet system a prolific source of disease
and one that should and could be promptly
removed. The bulk of public opinion con-
curs with that of these medical men, but the
interested population—those accommodated
at the peril of the public—exert a powerful
influence upon those who hold office by elec-
tion.
g The Board of Health should not be com-
posed of aldermen—a percentage of the mem-
bership might be aldermen, but not the whole
body as is now the case. When the present
system of health boards was inuroduced it
was provided that the ‘council should ap-
point the members of such boards. But it was
not necessary that those appointed should be
aldermen. Clause 38, sec. 39, Public Health
Act, provides that the local Board of Health
shall *“‘comsist of the mayor and eight rate-
payers to be appointed annually by the
Municipal Council,” - The Toronto City
Council clustered about that clause and
passed a bylaw. Turning to the revised by-
laws of the city we find it included inan
instrument regulating the proceedings in
Council and in the copunittees thereof,
Bylaw 2435, last part of sec. 68, “and the
Council shall also at the said [first] meeting
appoint from] among the members of the
Council the persons who shall cotbprise the
Court of Revision and the local Board of
Health,” Thus the Board is virtually made
a committee of the Council, something quite
outside the intent of the Provincial Act and
prejudicial to the usefulness of the Board.

If gentlemen not in public
life were appointed they would de rightin
October withous fear of the ballot box n
January. They would work in the tause of
health, not strive for popularity, This fact
is 5o plain and the advantage of having the
board composed of men who are free to act
in the general interest is so evident that the
obnoxious clause ot byiaw 2435 should be re-
pealed at once.

Canadian Lead Mines.

During the ‘present year the two first
smelting works for treating lead and silver
ores in Canada have been completed and are
now in full operation in the Kootenay dis-
tricts of British Columbia. The lead mines
of this distant province are very rich, but the
Canadian consumption of that metal is nof

o large as to permit their full development.
To ship the mineral abroad in its crude state
deprives this country of the chief, profit of
its possession,and unless a Government boun-
ty is given to assist those endeavering to re-
fine the ore at home it must again be shipped
to the American smelters. :

The Era of olden, B.C., argues that at
the coming conference between the United
States and Canada lead in its finished state
should be placed among the articles that this
country may freely send into the United
States: *“‘Firstly, because it is'a product of
which the Canadian supply is inexhaustibley
secondly, because the United States offer the
most profitable market for it, whilst under
present conditions it is unmarketable; and
thirdly, because its free admission to the
United States under terms of reciprocity
will not be unpopular with the Ameri-
cans.” In time the United States
and the whole world will absolutely
require the minerals of Canada, but
in the lengthy meantime it is foolish to re-
main in idle expectancy waiting for the
inevitable but remote demand. A man can
grow wheat with profit on his farm though
the absolute needs of the human family
would be met - though his farm lay idle for-
ever. Millions jvere made out of mines in
California though the needs of the world
did not absolutely demand the discovery of
new gold mines somewhere, Thus with the
Canadian mines of every sort. In tem or
twenty generations the exhaustion of the
world’s minerals might bring ours into abso-
lute demand, but in the meantime they may
be put upon the market at great profit,
Lead could find a big market in the United
States from the very nature of things, and if

fair treaty of reciprocity with Canada -our’
Government should not forget our mineral
products—should press for such reciprocity
as will aid mining, Should the republic
.preserve its high indifference to ordinary
trade friendliness and seek to secure a

bold of Canada’s political fortune, so that
the negotiations will be abruptly ended, then
let the Government frame a definite policy
of encouragement with liberal bounties to
such mining enterprises as seem easy of
success,

Theamount
of oxygen consumx:ldlﬁn 15 minntels and 4
hours in parts per million respectively, being
15,000 and 40,000, was sufficient to condemn
it, especially when taken in conjunction with
the fact that the microscope exhibited large
quantities of organic debris and numerous
specimens of minute animal life, the pre-
sence of which is unaeniably objectionable
in drinking water, 2

Strange that Mr. Foley claims to have in-
vestigated this water three times, but more
strange still, if such was the case, he did nov
know where my supply was taken from.

When it takes nearly three weeks for the
Waterworks Department to investigate a re-
port, and then have to be instructed by the
Mayor to do so, is it any wonder that sick-
ness is above par in the city of Toronto?

Dr. Cassidy Faneies the Earth Closet.

Your WogrsHIP: In reference to the pro-
posed bylaw which provides for the abolition
of the noisome privy pits in this city I have
little to'say except words of .praise. Even
though our water supply is not poisoned
by these, the air in *the vicinity
of  the dwelling is made noxious,
more particularly to children who
Elass much of their time in the yards. Iam

favor of introducing a water closet into
every dwelling and house of public resort in
the municipalivy. If for any sufficient reason
@ water closet cannot be obtained, a dry
earth or ash closet under municipal control
should be the next best system. I know
from nal knowledge than an
closet in the rear of a dwelling works well in
practice when it is looked after every week
or two. Seven years ago ] bad the rivy
pits on my property, Nos. 127 and 131
Church-street, emptied, disinfected and filled
up. closets were then supplied by
Mr- Marchment. One of these closets is still
in use, the dwelling not having a water
closet. During the time it was in use on my
lot I was quite satisfled with it, and only had
it removed because it was superfluous. My
neighbor, Dr. Rosebrugh, bas never complain-
ed of the closet on his premises.

Two years ago 1 advised the use of the
earth closet at St. Michael’s College, No. 50
St. Joseph-street. During the scholastic
year about 150 boys attend the college. The
dry earth boxes provided by Mr. Marchment
are removed once a week, fresh ones being
substituted. The college authorities are
satisfied with the dry earth system.

From the difficulty exferieneed by Mr.
Marchment in disposing of excreta on land
without causing a nuisance, it is evident that
if any gpueral introduction of the dry earth
system is contemplated by the council, a
crematory will berequired for the distribu-
tion of excreta.

To sum up thus: In my opinion the best
system would consist of a trunk sewer, treat-
ment of sewage, at the outfail and discharge
of putrified effluent into the bay. 2.

The use of water closets should be encourag-
ed, the disuse of privy pits made obligatory,
dry earth or ash closets under municipal
supervision being substituted, and a large
crematory should be provided for the de-
struction of the excreta and any other offen-
sive garbage.

Deaxr DocTor,—In reply te your request
that I should present my views with regard
to the pl'opnsed bylgw for the abolition of
privy pits from within a certain area in
Torouto, 1 have to say that the necessity for
the measure has so long been apparent that
tie repetition of arguments therefor at the
present day seems wholly superfluous.

The- Public Health Act of 1884 gave the
Local Board- of Health and its Medical
Health Officer power to determine the
method of disposal of excreta within any
municipality, and it has only ramained for
them to decide to what extent the existence
of privy pits was consistent with the health
interests ot.a district. :

The following points to me to have a
practical bearing on th%ﬂ:‘stion:

1. In the suburbs, where lots are large,
pulation scattered, -afd no sewers exist,

water carrlage of sewage may not be possible.
In such a case 8 privy pit might be allowable
if situated far enough away from the well;
but as there may be danger, and as & privy
pit is even more offensive the senses, the
nse of some form of dry-earth closet is pre-
ferable.

;. Remembering that wells are even yet,
with water-pipes In every street, tolerated
in some parts of the city, it is manifest that
toe existence of privy pits to longer pol'ute
tho water of such—if allowed to exist—is as
unwise as it is unnecessary. But from the
standpoint of & local nuisance, their existence
in populous neighborhoods is intolerable. To
think that
long, dry summer months makes it possible
for the germs which are present in such re-
esptacles to be borne into the air with every
brecze to be added to all other air poliutions
of a city is enough to demand their im-
mediate abolition by all who wish to improve
the city’s health.

\ o 1nuicate bow laden is the air of the city
with germs of various kinds it may be said
