Libel once meant any little book, but 
as many small tracts ln the early days 
of printing were personal and offensive 
ln character, the word acquired Its 
present significance.

The expression ls still used with this 
meaning when applied to various parts 
of a ship's equipment, as yard-arm, 
sail-yard and the like.

The expression blackgruard originally 
indicated the scullion, kitchen boys and 
pot washers, who brought up the rear 
when a great man's household was 
moving from place to place. As these 
persons were by no means choice ln 
thgir language or elegant ln their de­
portment, the word was soon applied to 
those who, in speech or action resem­
bled them.—SL Louis Globe-Democrat.

ment by the wonderful discoveries of 
bacteriology. At the Roya-1 Socitey 
last month some interesting experi­
ments were shown by Mr. T. W. Bur­
gess, Illustrating the capability of the 
common house fly for transmitting In­
fection. His plan was to expose a fly 
to a momentary contact with a culture 
of bacillus prodigiosus and then allow 
i* to escape into a large room. At va­
rious subsequent period» the fly was 
recaptured and made to walk over the 
sterilised surface of a cut potato. These 
infected slices were then placed in the 
•ncubator, and after a time showed 
flourishing cultivation of the original 
bacillus. These results, it is worthy of 
special note, were obtained even when 
the fly had spent several hours in ac­
tive movement about the room between 
the time of Its original infection and

Mr. Drydea on Macing at Fair*.
The official deliverance of the Onta­

rio Minister of Agriculture 
ed" question of speed contests at fairs 
has been received. The rule is laid 
down that premiums shall not be 
awarded for speed alone. Mr. Dry den’s 
letter reads as follows:

Several applications having been 
made to this department by various 
agricultural societies for an interpre­
tation of section 29 of the Agricultural 
and Arts Act, 1895, the following deci­
sion Is given to the officers and direc­
tors for their guidance as being the 
evident Intention of the Legislature 
when passing the act :

By section 9 of the said act, the ob­
ject of such societies, as relating to 
live stock, is confined to two things : 
(a) the purchase or Importation of 
valuable anltfials; and (b) awarding 
premiums for excellence In rais­
ing stock, etc. Sub-section three 

this section declares that 
none of the funds shall be expended for 
any purpose Inconsistent with the 
above.

The opinion of the Legislature, as 
expressed in section 29, was that ho 
racing, as ordinarily conducted, is in­
consistent with the objects above set 
forth. It Is presumed, therefore, in 
awarding premiums for light horses of 
any class that form, soundness and 
style shall always be considered as 
well as speed, and that no horse shall 
be placed first, for speed alone. If, In 
the Judgment of the officers or judges 
it Is deemed desirable to test the speed 
of the contesting horses. It is compe­
tent under this clause to do so, but 
the prizes must In every case be 
awarded on general excellence, as pos­
sessing the above characteristics. Nei­
ther Is it Intended that purses shall be 
prepared of offerings from owners of 
contesting horses, but that premiums 
Shall be offered In the ordinary way.

It Is hoped that the operation of 
this clause will do away with the pro­
fessional racehorse at our agricultural 
shows and tend to promote the de­
velopment and encourage the breeding 
of sound, stylish, right-stepping horses, 
so much In demand in the great horse 
markets of the world.

WHY THE TOLLGATES OUGHT TO GO.
We understand that some of the 

farmers in the townships adjoining 
Toronto are opposed to the removal 
of tollgates on the county roads In con­
sideration of the abolition of market 
fees. We believe when the arguments 
in favor of the proposal are presented 
to them that they will see the advant­
ages of getting rid of these nuisantes. 
Reeve Chester of Scarboro points out 
how the change would work In that 
township. The average farmer in 
Scarboro pays $8 a year tolls and $5 
market fees, making his annual out­
lay for these two Items $13. It Is 
estimated the cost of maintaining the 
roads by the municipalities will not 
exceed $3 for a hundred acre farm. 
The proposal, therefore, means a sav­
ing of $10 a year to the average farmer 
In Scarboro Township. The advant­
ages may not be so great to the resi­
dents of Markham, but they are cer­
tainly sufficient to warrant them ac­
cepting the views of the majority In 
favor of the proposal Those who are 
Interested in this question should bear 
this in mind: once a roadXvay Is con­
structed, two thousand teams might 
as well pass over It as a thousand. 
The system of collecting tolls on roads 
operates adversely to farmers getting 
the full benefit of the money spent on 
the roads. The removal of the tolls 
is an Inducement to use the roads fre­
quently. In any event the principal 
burden of maintaining the roads falls 
upon the farmers, and as the proposal 
means thaLthe city will give up Its 
right to collect fees , the farmers of 
the county will practically be that 
much ahead by accepting the proposal. 
The amount of tolls paid by the resi­
dents of the city is comparatively 
small. The proposed exchange Is al­
together In favor of the farmers, and 
they should not hesitate to endorse It

North Hastings News.
The people of Madoc and between

cited over some rich finds of gold. Mr.

WINTER NAVIGATION IN SIBERIA.
The transportation, of cars by rail­

way ferry will be a feature of the 
great Trans-Siberian Railroad. Cars 
will be ferried across Lake Baikal, in 
Siberia, in vessels specially constructed 
for breaking the heavy Ice that forms 
on the lake. A contract for building 
three of these boats has been given to 
a Detroit firm. The transfer of trains 
by steamer is a common Incident In 
the traffic of our Upper Lakes, and 
this explains the fact why Russia 
comes to the United States to buy 
boats for this purpose. Ontario will 
have Its first experience in this kind 
of navigation in a month or two, when 
it is expected the car ferry line be­
tween Port Dover and Conneaut will 
be in operation. The ice on Lake Bai­
kal is oftentimes two and three feet 
thick. If the boats are a success there 
they will fill the bill in any other part 
of the world. Winter navigation on 
Lake Ontario would be an easy un­
dertaking compared with what it must 
be on the lakes of Siberia.

The market at the Western yards to­
day was fairly active, the total re­
ceipts being 71 carloads. Including 
1500 head of sheep and lambs, 1200 hogs 
and 30 calves. The demand was good 
tor cattle and all choice lots sold 
readily. Poor stuff was neglected and 
there were many complaints of the 
heavy offerings of this kind of stuff.

America. Her grave can be seen in a 
church yard which surrounds a small 
church on the river's bank. Here is 
also to be seen on the shore the famous 
windmill, with narrow loop-holes peep­
ing through its side, a relic of the 
troublesome times which distinguished 
the early history of Canada.

After leaving Prescott some seven or 
eight miles, we come to the Gallops 
Rapids of the St. Lawrence, and then 
Morrisfcurg, after which the boat glides 
the Rapids du Plat. Then the Long 
Sault Is reached, which are really the 
finest rapids of the St. Lawrence. They 
are divided into two large channels by 
numerous beautiful wooded islands.

The Long Sault was first shot by a 
steamer in the year 1840 with the In­
dian Terorhlahere, as pilot, 
foot of the Long Sault Is the little In­
dian town ot St.Regis. This settlement 
contains a church .the bell of which 
has â history. The bell was originally 
Brought over from France, but was 
captured by an English crew and ta­
ken to Salem, Mass., and sold to a 
church ln that town. The Indians 
heard of the capture, and what had 
been done with their bell, attacked the 

village of Deerfield, killed 47 of Its In­
habitants and brought the bell and 
312 prisoners back to St. Regis, where 
the bell now hangs In the village 
rhurch. Cornwall Canal Is now reach­
ed, and then Coteau Landing, where 
the steamer passes under the fine Iron 
bridge of the Canada Atlantic Rail­
way. The bridge Is over a mile and 
a half ln length, and is a fine piece of 

Work. Below the bridee come the ran­
kle, which are two and a half miles ln 
length. It was in these rapids that a 
detachment of General Amherst’s men 
were lost in the year 1759.

Seven miles below the Coteau Rapids 
come the Cedar Rapids, which arc a 
turbulent stretch of water ,and the 
passage of which is most exciting. 
Leaving the Cedars .the boat shrikes 
the Split Rock Rapids, which 
tlneled by huge boulders guarding the 
entrance

Then come the Cascades, and here 
the river almost becomes a lake, ln 
fact It is termed Lake St. Louls.On the 
shore Is erected a large cross, which can 
be plainly seen from the deck of the 
steamer. Tn the background the Cha- 
teauguay hills are to be seen ,and here 
the traveller on a clear day can see 
Mount Royal and the cloudy tops of 
Beloil. Here the Ottawa and St. Law- 

% rence rivers join, and ghe traveller 
can easily contrast the brick dust color 
of the Ottawa with the pure green of 
the St, Lawrence.

The village of Lachlne Is a favorite 
Bummer residence with wealthy Mont­
realers. Here is built the Lachlne Can­
al, and across the river Is the old In­
dian vlllage of Ca,ughnawaga. which 
tneans In pure free-stone English, 
Praying Indian.”

V ALL MENTheir Women Are ExtrenAly Model* In 
Both end Behavior.

There are many Chinas, or many 
kinds of China, but the only one I *x- 

■ recited to find was the one I did not 
see. It was an ideal I had been form­
ing all along the years between my 
first geography and my latest pur­
chased book—of a country peopled by 
men wearing broad-brimmed, cone- 
shaped bats, and carrying boxes of tea 
on each end of the bamboo pôles they 
balanced on one shoulder. That sort 
of man I saw once or twice among tit* 
millions I met, but the whole combina­
tion I missed altogether. My China has 
Its gentry. Its merchants, Its working­
men and Its farmers-Miot to apeak of 
beggars, actors, priests, conjurors and 
sailors. We found Its merchant class 
poHte, patient, extremely shrewd, well- 
dressed, pattern shop-keepers. We 
found Its gentlemen graceful, polished, 
generous and amiable. But the peas­
antry constantly remind us of the 
country folk of continental Europe out­
side et Russia.

Theirs was the same simplicity of 
costume. Intelligence and manners. 
They lived in very much the same lit­
tle villages of thatched cottages. Theirs 

the same awkwardness, shyness, 
cunning in trade, the same distrust of 
strangers and of strange things The 
sharpest fracture of the comparison 
was seen In the Chinese farms; for 
where we were every handful of earth 
was almost literally passed through 
the hands Of Its cultivators, every leaf 
•was Inspected, every Inch watered, ma­
nured, watched and cared for as a 
retired Englishman looks af ter his back 

-garden. The result was a fertility be­
yond compare, a glory of vegetation, 
a universality of cultivation that per­
mitted no waste places. It was a sys­
tem that always Included the prepara­
tion of a second growth to Be trans­
planted Into the place of the main 
growth when the first reached Its har­
vest. As compared with Japan, one 
feature of every view was strikingly in 
favor the larger country. The dress 
and behavior of the Chinese will not 
offend Europeans.

The women of central China are no? 
merely most modest, they are as com­
pletely dressed as any women I have 
ever seen. They are covered from 
neck to heels In a costume composed of 
a jacket and trousers. As Mr. Weldon 
says: “Their complete freedom of
movement is calculated to produce the 
most perfect nation, physically. It is 
God's providence that this menace to 
the safety of the world is offset by 
their innutritions food and their fond­
ness for the crippling of the women’s 
feet.” In Japan nakedness is what 
startles the newcomer on all sides. In 
China "the altogether" that Trilby 
posed for Is a product that I saw only 
in the cases of less-- than half a dozen 
children, I am told that in the coun­
try one sees women half bared above 
the waist when the sun shines tropic­
ally, but I cannot prove that I saw 
one farmer girl with only her padlike 
frontlet of cotton on above her trdus- 
ers, but I cannot announce a national 
costume upon that slender basis.

On the other hand, I saw the women 
at every sort of labor, squatted down 
upon the river’s edge, climbing like 
boys, wrestling, frolicking, rowing 
boats with their feet, wading streams, 
yet never having occasion to regard 
that Jealous modesty which is safe- 

. guarded in their dress rind in their 
rouis from infancy onward. I never— 
except In two instances among thou­
sands—raised my eyes to have them 
meet those of a wofnan that she did not 
cast hers down, or film and run In­
doors as fast as her “golden Biles”— 
goat’s feet, Weldon calls them—would 
carry her. Even in the night resorts 
of the gentlemen, where the bejeweled 
sing-song girls ply their service of song 
arid attendance, during the formal din­
ner of men of means, I never saw the 
suggestion of improper behavior on the 
men’s or the women’s parts. To be sure 
these women made bold to rub their 
bands softly against my hair (where I 
keep what I have, in the batik) to see 
how Our shorn hair feels. And they 
fingered my collar and cuffs, and gent­
ly touched my plank-tike sfilrt front, 
and giggled Just as little children do 
under similar olro«instances at home.

So like little children were they 
that I could not bear to think them 
different in any respect—there in that 
garden where baby girls only fetched 
a dollar In the market, until the price 
rose recently In Shanghai, because of 
the employment of girls le the silk 
filature factories. Boys are different, 
of course. Just as I was leaving China 
an old -man who wanted to adqpt a 
son picked out a likely shaver of four 
years old and set bis heart on having 
him. The tool ot a mother did not see 
thlt the true price the old man offered 
was a comfortable home and the heir­
dom to his property. She only saw 
how much the old man wanted her boy. 
She would not sell him for less than 
$88. Therefore the prudent old fellow 
was obliged to stifle his budding affec­
tion and look tor a cheaper child. He 
got a chubby tittle urohin for $88. Which 
was his limit.—Julian Ralph in Har­
per’s Magazine.

There Were Six of Them to Increase the 
Pleasure of Qie Ride.

An important commercial Issue has 
arisen in connection with the lighting 
Arrangements of electric street oars. It 
will be remembered that when the trol­
ley system was first established In Bos­
ton the cars were greatly in request for 
evening rides beyond the outskirts of 
the city. They were not well lighted, 
and the popular discontent thereat 
took the form of a protest to the com­
pany, the remedy proposed, however, 
being, not to have a better light, but to 
have the lamps removed altogether. 
Railway companies still fluff that dash­
es of darkness appear to suit the mood 
of many of the passengers, and the car 
on which the conductor le alive to this 
fact Is sure to be well patronized.

He refused 
to tell his companions the subject of the 
conversation, and they were still ply­
ing him with questions when the motor- 
man sang out: "AtNthe top of the hill 
look out for the tuniiel!” Most of the 
party were mystified, for they remem­
bered no tunnel on the road. But when 
the tq$> of the hill was reached they 
shot into sudden darkness, fdr the mo­
torman had turned oft the electric 
lights. The Joke was at once seized, 
and there was loud laughter and other 
sounds which proved that the situation 
Was appreciated. Six tunnels were 
passed, and finally the motorman cried 
out: “Last tunnel before We reach the 
city !” and the tunnels were unanimous­
ly voted the best part of the enjoyable 
ride.—New York Times.

Unlimited Range of Usefulness In Profes­
sor Latham’s Invention. ’

Eldoloscope Is one of the wonders of 
the age. It is as marvelous to-day as 
the telescope, the phonograph and the 
klnetoscope combined would have been 
a quarter of a century ago.

Latham, a Mlssissipplan by birth, who 
has long been known in scientific cir­
cles as a man of the highest order of 
attainments. He held the chair of phy­
sics and chemistry in the University 
of Pennsylvania for five years. He 
was professor of chemistry in the Uni­
versity of Mississippi at Oxford for 
five years, and has held various other 
positions In different parts of the coun­
try. He has always been an investi­
gator and experimenter, and many of 
the most useful inventions in everyday 
life originated with him.

But the eldoloscope Is his crowning 
achievement. Its possibilités are be­
yond all computation. In its present 
stage of development it reproduces all 
moving objects and their every mo­
tion life size, and with absolutely life­
like accuracy and fidelity. No motion 
of living objects Is too swift for its 
lightning-like powers of reproduction.

It really consists of two instruments 
—the eidolograph, which Is capable of 
taking 120 pictures, perfectly, In a sec­
ond, or 7,200 a minute, and the eldolo­
scope, which projects them, life sized 
upon a screen o£ canvas.

It will take a great horse race, with 
every movement of horses, Jockeys, 
judges, and the crowds on the grand 
stand and field, so that the whole race 
is absolutely before the eyes of the 
spectator as distinctly and vividly as 
if he were on the groufid.

It will give a prize fight, with every 
movement and look of the fighters, 
their attendants, and the crowd of 
lookers-on as true as life, as tf the 
whole •‘Were reflected in a vast mirror. 
Every feint and blow, every dodge and 
clinch, every movement of the referee, 
and every wave of the towels and fans 
of the seoonds are absolutely true to 
life. Every gesture and glaaoe of the 
looker-on, and every puff of smoke 
from his cigar Is exactly reproduced. 
So everybody can now attend a prise 
fight without any real brutality.

The eldoloscope will exactly repro­
duce an ocean scene, giving the mo­
tion of every wave from the time it 
forms far out at sea till it breaks in 
spray and foam upon the shore, with 
every movement of every vessel in 
sight and of every person on the beach.

It will take two flying birds, or two 
hundred from the time they ootne in 
sight ufitll they disappear, reproduc­
ing every motion of every feather In 
their wings and on their bodies. This 
can be thrown upon the screen so slow­
ly that the whole philosophy of flying 
birds can be studied at leisure.

It will take a fly walking upon a 
pane of glass, and project It upon the 
screen, magnified, if need be, a million 
times, so,that every movement of the 
wonderful mechanism of Its air-pump 
Mgs and feet can be examined.

Instances of its vWderful powers 
and possibilities might be multiplied 
to fill columns of space\but It may all 
be briefly summed up by saying that 
there Is no object or motion on earth, 
in air, or sea, that It is not capable Of 
reproducing absolutely true to life. 
Scientists of word-wide fame stand as 
much amazed before it as children or 
untutored bumpkins. It is worthy the 
attention of every one who has an ih- 
terest in the world's advancement and 
enlightenments, and In the infinite pos­
sibilities that lie within the reach of 
human genius, aided by science.—Chi­
cago Inter-Ocean.

My vis­
itor then confided to me that some 
doctors held that she nught to have 
an operation for some Internal com­
plaint, while others doubted. This 
potent argument for female suffrage 
still, however, left me impenitent, on 
which she went away.

My experience of 
them confirmed my previous opinion, 
that women would do well to rest satis­
fied with the influence that they al­
ready exercise over men, and not 
weaken It by Joining In the rough-and- 
tumble of elections.—Henry Labou­
rer» la London Truth.

Walk her wheel out of ,the Intricacy.
On the right she had not sufficient 
space, as the waÿ was blocked by a 
heavy dray. She was afraid to steer 
out because of the car, and an acci­
dent would surely have happened but 
for a paserby, who sprang to bar res­
cue. He took hold of the wheel and 
guided It between the car and the 
wagon until she reachel a place of 
safety. In thanking him she added the 
word of explanation that she had never 
dismounted on the left side and was 
afraid to try. This is but one of many 
cases that might jpccur, therefore my 
advice is to learn to dismount upon 
both sides, and practice until one Is as 
easy and natural as the other.—-Ameri­
can Wheelman.
