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hands as time advances. On the 
other hand an increasing rural popu­
lation tends to increase the number 
of farmers, the land is divided into 
smaller and still smaller farms, thus 
capital and control becomes divided 
amongst a great number of individ­
uals. For this reason the form of 
consolidation found useful in urban 
economy is of no use in the farming 
industry. But as pointed out last 
week there is urgent need for organi­
zation both in order to cheapen pro­
duction and to increase the quality 
of the product. As one looks at the 
price paid by the consumer the con­
viction is forced upon you that the 
cost of production in farm crops is 
enormous while the price received by 
the farmer proves that it" is not in 
the first act of production that the 
waste occurs. It is in the market­
ing end of the production of the 
farmer’s product that the waste 
occurs. The farmer's problem lies 
in decreasing the costs of the second­
ary acts of manufacture and the dis­
tribution of his products. There is 
also the added problem of so organ­
izing the industry as to increase the 
quality of the product.

This is a difficult undertaking be­
cause of the lack of business train­
ing on the part of farmers augment­
ed by distrust of one another, isolation 
and ignorance. But while difficult 
it can be done and a plan wholly suc­
cessful is in operation in the older 
countries of Europe.

sumer and producer to ask the 
middle-man to justify his existence. 
Even so conservative a man as Pro­
fessor Bailey has the following to 
say about the middle-man :—

Professor L. H. Bailey, of - the 
Country Life Commission, address­
ing an organization of farmers in 
New York State lately declared that 
the country must come to the rescue 
of the farmer by establishing a rigid 
regulation of the middle-man. The 
speaker has not been given hereto­
fore to extravagant utterances, and 
many will bear the views with inter­
est. He said :—

A farmer here and there, produ­
cing a superior article and favored by 
location or otherwise, can be quite 
independent of marketing systems, 
but the larger number of farmers 
never can be so situated and they 
must grow the staples, and they are 
now at the mercy of mapy intermed­
iaries. The farmer’s risks, to say 
nothing of his investment and his la­
bor, are not sufficiently taken into 
account in schemes of business-risks, 
of bad years, storms, frosts, floods, 
disease to stock and crop, and many 
things over which he has practically 
no control.

“A merchant in a small city may 
want as high as 20 per cent, commis­
sion to sell produce, and then retain 
the priviledge of returning to the 
grower all the produce that spoils on 
his hands or that he is unable to 
sell ; he invests little capital, takes 
no risk, and makes more than the 
man who buys his land, prepares the 
crop months in advance, and and as­
sumes every risk from seed time to 
dinner table.

“Now I recognize the service of 
the middle-man to society. I know 
that the distributor and trader are 
producers of wealth as well as those 
who raise the raw materials, but 
there is hardship and injustice to the 
producer in much of tha present sys­
tem and we are under obligation, as 
public men, to see that these discrim­
inations are removed, whether in the 
middle-man trade itself, rates of ex­
press companies and other charges, 
or stock market compound. The 
farmer can never rise to his proper 
place until the stones are taken off 
his back.” (The Market Growers’ 
Journal.)

In this statement as in most other 
utterances against the middle-man 
there is a personal note, as if there 
were a grievance against the individ­
uals of the class. Yet only a very 
few make more than a livelihood and 
a provision against old age. In deal­
ing with this subject it will be well 
to recognize the truth of the econom­
ic law that supply and demand, in 
the long run, are the controlling feat­
ures of commerce. If there were no 
demand for middle-men there would 
be no such class.

To get the solution of the problem 
we must return to the economist’s 
thesis that there are but two classes, 
producer and consumer. Recognizing 
this the problem then is one of econ­
omy in production. Captains of in-

PANAMA CANAL LOCKS.
Plenty of Leeway For the Largest 

Ocean Steamers.
’ We were shown in the central offices 
■t Cnlebra a most Interesting model 
et a typical completed lock with a 
•mail wooden replica of the Olympic 
going through it The Olympic is one 
Of the new Titans of the White Star 
Sue* 800 feet In length and 62 feet 
wide, and she will hare plenty of lee­
way in a chamber whose usable di­
mensions are 1,000 by U0 feet The 
Olympic with her 50,000 gross and 45,- 
000 net tonnage represents the largest 
type of vessel that can seek to cross 
the isthmus for a long time to come, 
and there is still a margin left for 
Ships even more monstrous. The lock 
model clearly Illustra tee the action of 
safety gates in checking the flow of 
(water, and a chain from wall to wall 
to front of the lock chamber In an 
emergency will suddenly restrain a 
Vessel of 10,000 tons moving at six 
miles an hoar. The further precau­
tion will be taken to forbid vessels 
from proceeding under their own 
■team; they are to be taken In tow by 
electric locomotives.

It is already calculated that the boats 
ascending the lock stair at Gaton will 
not require more than one and one- 
half hours for the transit, and the Pa­
cific locks will detain the vessels for 
about the same length of time. The 
average vessel will take from ten to 
twelve hours to cross the isthmus, and 
there Is no reason why passengers 
should not proceed by train If they 
like In advance of the ships and disport 
themselves as they please at either 
terminus.

Under ordinary circumstances it will 
require about fifteen minutes to fill 
the lock chamber; If there is partic­
ular need for haste the process can be 
completed In half the time. The avail­
able water supply will allow of forty- 
eight lockages per diem, which might 
easily mean an average of something 
like 80,000,000 tons of traffic annually 
as compared with 21,000,000 tons in the 
case of the Suez canal and the 40,000,- 
000 tons of the Sault Ste. Marie. The 
lock chambers are filled and emptied 
by means of an Interesting system ol 
lateral culverts which open In the flows 
and connect with larger culverts In 
the central and side walls of the lock 
chamber.—Fullerton L. Waldo In En- 
glneestaftSfagasine, ■tt**--*-**-. .

"Hangar,” the Airship Word.

“Hangar,” denoting a shed for air­
ships, Is taken from the French, who 
use It also to denote a shed for cars 
and wagons, especially among farmers.

This word 
“nngaros,” whether originally really 
meaning a messenger or a burden, 
should not be confounded with the 
term “angel,” which Is Greek, while 
“angaros” Is Persian. English diction­
aries will throw light upon the sub­
ject In the article “angarlation.”

The Heroes of Sedan.
A monument In commemoration of 

the heroic charge of the French cav­
alry on Sept 1, 1870, at Sedan has 
been unveiled at Floing. Floing la two 
kilometers from Sedan. The monu­
ment the work of the sculptor Guil­
laume, consists of a colossal statue, 
symbolizing France giving the mili­
tary salute, while she lowers toward 
recumbent figures at her feet the flag 
for which they shed their blood. A 
haut-relief of Poitou stone represents 
the famous cavalry charge, which pro­
voked the historic eulogy of King Wil­
liam as he witnessed the heroism of 
the French soldiers, “Ah, les braves 
gens!” The structure, more than thir­
ty feet in height, is described as being 
singularly Impressive. Many survivors 
of the war crossed the frontier from 
Alsace and from Lorraine to attend 
the ceremony.

Lighthouse» Are Open Books to the 
Experienced Mariner.

Passengers are generally astonished 
when on a dark night they hear the 
ship's officer remark to another, 
“There’s Egg rock,” or “Crabtree 
ledge,” or “Beaver Tall," as the case 
may be, naming some headland or 
shoal along the coast The landlub­
ber strains bis eyes, and far away 
there appears from time to time a 
flash of light red or white. As these 
flashes seem to the passenger exactly 
like those from hundreds of other light­
houses, he Is astonished at the officer's 
assurance.

It is really a very easy matter to dis­
tinguish the American lighthouses and 
lightships, of which there are about 
1,300 along the Atlantic and gulf 
coasts If one Is possessed of a copy of 
the code Issued by the lighthouse 
board. Every light Is known by the 
fixed light, the duration of flash, the 
length of the eclipse or the number of 
flashes shown to groups. No light­
houses within a hundred miles of each 
other are ever similar to these par­
ticulars. For Instance, one guidepost 
of the sea may flash a white light 
every fifteen seconds, never varying, 
while the next flashes a red light every 
five seconds. The third may be an 
alternate red and white flash, with in­
tervals of ten seconds between the 
flashes, and so on. The audible fog 
signals are Identified by the time be­
tween the blasts of the siren and the 
continuance of the blast

Flashing lights are preferred to fixed 
lights for the reason that a fixed light 
■might be confused with some other 
light on shore. Only white and red 
lights are considered desirable to light­
houses, since it has been found that 
the rays from lights of other colors 
cannot be seen at so great a distance. 
There la but one green light—a fixed 
one—on the Atlantic coast—Harper’s 
Weekly.
