THE TEN COMMANDMENTS

1. Have all flues and chimneys
properly cleaned before attempting 
to use them. ■

2. Look very carefully at the 
chimney or flue, at the point just 
above the peak of the roof where the 
chimney goes through, as the lower 
part may have settled and the upper 
portion, being held up by the roof 
timbers, may have pulled away, leav­
ing an open space or break in the 
chimney that will permit sparks slip­
ping through into the attic or conceal 
ed space.

8. Be sure that all flue holes that 
are not to be used this year have 
good metal stops, as innumerable 
fires are caused by sparks through 
papering over Unused pipe holes in 
chimneys.

4. 'Clean the ventillating collars 
around all flues, removing all lint, 
cobwebs and dust, leaving nothing in 
the ventilator, in this way permitting 
the air to cool the pipe where it goes 
through.

5. Be careful that the supply of 
kindling wood is not piled up in the 
yard in such a manner as to carry 
fire ot your house in case your neigh­
bor’s house should burn.

6. It is best to keep all lightwood 
kindlings, and boxes in sheds, stables 
or basements, in orderly piles, and 
not to have papers or excelsior mixed 
with it.

7. Extra caution should be used 
in the handling of gasoline. In the 
winter months all windows and doors 
are closed, eliminating the possibil­
ity of the air blowing the inflam­
mable vapours away.

8. Never use gasoline inside the 
house for cleaning, and when com­
pelled to use it for any other pur­
pose do not forget that you are hand­
ling a powerful explosive which may 
endanger your life and property.

9. Remove all dry grass and 
leaves from your premises before 
some one carelessly throws away a 
match.

10. Do not dry clothing and in­
flammable materials above or near 
hot stoves.

If you will obey the above com­
mandments, you can prevent many 
fires and much loss of life and prop­
erty.

HIGH SCHOOL REGULATIONS

The new regulations made by the 
Department of Education for High 
School courses of study and examin­
ations contain several changes. High 
Schools must now be opened with 
reading of the Scripture and prayer 
and closed with prayer. Formerly 
this was optional.

Writing and spelling are no longer 
to be taught formally by one teacher 
but all teachers are to insist on cor­
rect spelling and good writing, and 
at the Departmental Examinations a 
maximum of ten marks shall be de­
ducted for ibad spelling on eacih pa­
per at the rate of one mark for each 
mis-spelled word. The courses in 
history have been altered, and sever­
al new books of reference are re­
quired in the H. S . library. The 
Synthetic geometry of Upper School 
may be replaced by a course in solid 
geometry.

Graduation diplomas are now avail­
able for High 'School students. These 
diplomas give the student a good 
standing, and should be highly priz­
ed.

When recommended by the local 
authorities and approved by the Min­
ister such subjects as the following 
may be introduced: Spanish or Ital­
ian, manual training, household 
science, music, business practice, 
stenography and typewriting.

The death occurred at the family 
residence.

It 
is just a little over two months since 
his son, Ralph died very suddenly, 
which makes it doubly sad for the 
family.

The large barn of Leslie Ray, Lur- 
gan, was totally destroyed by fire on 
Wednesday night.

Mr. Watterworth had been in 
ill health for two or three years past, 
but his condition at no time gave 
cause for immediate alarm. His wife 
left for Detroit on Saturday Morn­
ing, intending to spend the weekend 
tliere with friends, but was called 
back on Sunday by telegram, Mr. 
Watterworth being found dead in his 
bed, having passed away during the 
night.

Dr. Sherley 
Homes of Chatham was called in and 
has been trying nearly all day to 
take out the piece of steel, but so 
far he has not been successful, and 
his opinion is that the eye will have 
to be removed.

Fire on Saturday afternoon de­
stroyed the interior of the home of 
Mrs. Benjamin, Head St, Strathroy. 
The blaze was caused by explosion of 
an oil heater. Mrs. Benjamin, an 
elderly lady, tried to subdue the 
flames and was painfully burned 
about the head and face. The volun­
teer fire department made » run of 
six blocks and had water playing on 
the flames in four minutes, but owing 
to the fire having made great head­
way in the frame house the loss will 
amount to about $l,p00 practically 
covered by insurance.

While engaged at the planing mill, 
Alvinston, on Monday, Mr. Nat Hill­
man met with an accident which ne­
cessitated the amputation of one fing­
er and the dressing of three badly 
cut. He was engaged at the buzz saw 
when his hand slipped onto it with 
the above result. Owing to Mr. Hill­
man’s age he will perhaps never 
again have the use of the three in­
jured fingers, one of which may yet 
have to be amputated. This is the 
second accident of a similar nature 
at the mill in the past month'.
Growers of early tomatoes in South 

Colchester have balanced their books 
and are now in a position to tell what 
their profits were the past season. 
The average gross returns per acre 
were in the neighborhood of $500 to 
$600. The plants and baskets ate up 
half of this, leaving $300 per acre as 
the returns for the work, a very fair 
margin of profit, all things consider­
ed.

A Weekly Feature of The Guide-

clear explanation of this new 
popular science.

A radiophone broadcasting station 
has two distinct witys of obtaining 
entertainment for its distant aud­
ience .

One method is, to connect by 
means of a land line, a regular place 
of amusement, such as a hall or park 
etc., or a church where the regular 
services etc. are in progrès. When 
this method is used, the distant list­
ener is aware of the fact by hearing 
the echo of the building in which the 
entertainment, etc., is taking place. 
Also other foreign noises such as the 
hum of the line; clapping of hands, 
coughing, etc. Of course during sum­
mer weather some days the accum­
ulation of elecetrie energy called 

static, which, if it were in consider­
able quantity would form an electric 
lightning bolt, discharging to the 
ground, causes rattling and crackling 
of more or less intensity; to be heard 
in the receivers held to the ear pre­
vents these natural noises to be 
heard distinctly and also interferes 
with the clearness of the other parts 
of the programs. This is somewhat 
annoyiing, and amusing to a person 
who is listening to radio for the first 
time but the advent of the cooler 
fall weather effectively puts a damp­
er on these irregularities and enables 
greater ranges to be covered. It will 
be interesting to note that a listener 
at a distant receiver hears a speaker 
before the visible audience to which 
he is speaking. This is due to the fact 
that radio wave energy travels ex­
tremely faster than sound and in 
fact can encompass the earth seven 
times in a second.

The entertainment however is gen­
erally provided from the station it­
self or from a building in close touch 
to the transmitting apparatus. In 
order to eliminate foreign noises and 
echoes the speaker, singers and mus­
icians carry bn their allotted part in 
an enclosed room. This room is en­
tirely draped from ceiling to floor 
with heavy tapestry or felt lined. 
The floors are also covered thick with 
carpet. Only the musical instruments 
that are needed for the use of the 
artist are kept in this room. Except 
for the transmitter which collects 
the sound all the requiste radiophone 
sending equipment is kept in another 
room. When thé transmitting appar­
atus is in operation silence must be 
observed in this closed room as the 
sounds would be transmitted to the 
distant audiences.

The artists and speakers are made 
known by She announcer. Each sta­
tion is allotted a combination of call 
letters which makes known to the 
distant audience what station he is 
hearing. For instance Pittsburg has 
the letters K D K A assigned to their 
Wes'tinghouse broadcasting station. 
At the end of each piece, the an­
nouncer speaks. He may say, “The 
next number on K D K A’s program 
is a soprano solo by Miss Blank ac­
companied on the piano by Mr. Blank 
etc. Any instruction that is given to 
the artist when speaking or singing 
is made known to them by a printed 
card held before their eyes. If it is 
desired that the singing should be of 
more volume a card containing the

words “louder or speak closer to the 
transmitter’’ etc, may be held to 
their view.

At the end of the entire entertain­
ment or after several numbers have 
been broadcasted the announcer may 
give not only the name of the station 
and call fetters but also the Company 
owning the station and its location 
as well as other information and re­
ference to the next time it will 
broadcast and its program, etc.

The artists providing the singing 
practically all give their talent 
gratis. The companies owning the 
stations get their financial support 
from the sale of receiving equip­
ment, etc.

During the times when the real 
artists are not present a broadcasting 
station may make use of a player 
piano or a phonograph. The phono­
graph music is clearly distinguishable 
by the scratch of the needle etc.

The time signals are also trans­
mitted by radiophone. These signals 
are first received on a separate aerial 
from the large Arlington radio-tele­
graph station which has its transmit­
ter operated by the clock i/n the o bser­
vatory at Washington. After being 
received they the retransmitted on a 
short wave length of 360 metres by 
the radiophone broadcasting appar­
atus. The signals are heard in the 
form of a short buzz once a second 
and sent for a five minute period. At 
ten seconds before 12 a.m. noon or 
10 p.m. Standard time, a pause en­
sues. Then right on the exact hour 
as mentioned a long buzz starts 
which indicates the time.

At different times different broad­
casting stations send out their pro­
grams and several are broadcasting 
at the same time, but on somewhat 
different wave lengths, enabling the 
listener to try a different program if 
he should tire of the station he is 
hearing. The Detroit stations start 
fairly early in the evening, then 
Pittsburg, Penn.; Louisville, Ky.; 
Newark, N.Y., etc. Later after ten 
o’clock the southern stations such as 
Kansas City stations, Atlanta, 
Georgia, etc., start broadcasting. On 
Sunday’s the church services from 
Pittsburg start at 10 a.m. our time 
due to the fact that they have day­
light saving. At eleven Detroit broad­
casts the services. *At night for the 
same reason Pittsburg starts at 6.30 

| then Detroit at 7.45 and then at 9 
I Atlanta, Georgia. Different churches 
' and other services are broadcasted 
I different Sundays and during the 
I week certain stations send out part- 
] icular days at specified times and 
thus a listener can have a rad-io- 

; phone from early morning till late 
I at night and the programs etc, sent 
1 being so varied and interesting it 
provides not only entertainment but 
also a real utility to the whole house­
hold.
