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Hospitals In the Field. The Strange Will of an Eccentric Nova Sco­
tian.

(Boston Globe.)
Providence, R. L, May 2.—People dispos­

ed to make queer wills and eccentric bequests 
might study with profit to themselves and 
their heirs the baneful effect» of a will made 
20 years ago at Truro, N. S., by James J. 
Goldman, grandfather of James Jasper Gold­
man of this city.

The testator was known as a man with 
“queer freaks." He had personal property, 
including real estate, valued at $35.000, and 
having no living descendant but the above- 
mentioned grandchill, then an infant *o 
arms, he resolved to make the child hv 
heir.

Goldman, Sr., was a man of surprise*. 
He was always planning and executing them, 
and quite frequently his surprises were of a 
most disagreeable nature. The victims said

■oft and soothing as those of a mother to her 
fretful babe. The effect was magical. At 
once the maddened animals quieted down, 
as if knowing that all was right now that 
their friend had come ; and in lees time 
than it takes to tell it, the deft hands of the 
two teamsters had stripped them of all but 
collars and bridles.

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si of the wounded from the field. The plan 
of a field hospital, as outlined by Col. For- 
wood, Assistant Surgeon-General, provides 
for four lines, separated by distance which 
will be determined by the character of the 
battlefield. The first line of hospital service 
is coincident with the line of battle and in*
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eludes the regimental surgeons, orderlies, 
and company heartrs. On the second line 
are the first dressing stations, at the neanst 
point beyond the range of the enemy’s fire.

Here ambulance surgeons attend to the 
wounds, and the ambulance and litter bear­
ers of the hospital corps convey the wounded 
to the third line. This is called the im­
balance station. Reception, operation, and 
dressing tents are erected, where the wound­
ed can be attended until they can be remov- 
to the division hospitals at the base of sup­
plies.

None of the hospital corps can serve in 
the line of battle. The wounded are con­
veyed to the first dressing station by privates 
from the ranks. The army regulations pro­
vide that four privates from each company 
shall he designated as company bearers. 
Tney are taught how to handle wounded 
men and in first aid, in addition to their 
regular duties as armed combatants. They 
fight in line until their services are required 
to attend the wounded, whom they convey 
to the first dressing places. There the in­
jured are turned over to the hospital corps, 
and the company bearers return to their 
place. They arc under the direction of their 
own officers, and have nothing to do with 
the dressing of the wounds. Their only care 
is to convey the wounded beyond the reach 
of the enemy’s fire.

At the first dressing station, where the 
wounded receive their first attention, aside 
from such hasty bandaging as the regiment­
al surgeons may be able to provide, there is 
a completely equipped field hospital io mini­
ature. In the United Stales Army the 
miin medical stores are carried in army wag­
ons, but as these cannot keep up with the 
line of battle, it is proposed that pack mules 
bj imployed to carry supplies to these dres­
sing stations. A medical case or pannier, so 
built as to fit the back of the mule, contains 
all the material required, a variety of anti­
septics, medicines for the relief of pain, 
b indages, splints, plasters, and operating in­
struments. A cook accompanies each of the 
divisions, carrying a case r f portable cooking 
u ensile. As soon as this detachment reaches 
its station, tents are put up, the medical 
c\ses are opened, and their contents placed 
in readiness for use; an operating table is im­
provised by placing two of the folding pan­
niers together, so that they will afford a 
place on which to lay the wounded while the 
surgeon is working over them, while the 
cook sets up his tent and makes ready to 
prepare light nourishment.

The dressing places are intended to be only 
temporary stopping places for the wounded. 
As soon as their immediate wants are at­
tended to they are conveyed back to the am­
bulance stations in light bamboo stretchers 
carried by the litter bearers of the hospital 
corps. Thence the ambulances carries them 
back to the division hospitals. The hos­
pitals proper are near enough the base of 
action so that they may be transported in 
army wagons and are equipped with a full 
outfit of medical and surgical supplies, com­
fortable cot beds, and other conveniences 
which are necessarily lacking in the field. 
Here the wounded are supposed to rest until 
they can be transferred to permanent hospi­
tals or to hospital ships, as will probably be 
t he case in the Cuban campaign. In case the 
army moves so rapidly that the army waggons 
cannot keep up, or the country is so rough that 
they cannot easily make their way, a flying 
detachment of the field hospital will be or­
ganized, consisting of light ambulance and 
medical wagons, which can go wherever 
troops can march. They will carry every­
thing that the heavier supply trains contain, 
only in smaller quantities.

able to sink below its surface.

By and by the black clouds dispersed, and 
in three hours there fretted along the old 
channel only a trifling, mud-stained rivulet ;

was nqt a particularly handsome youth to 
look upon, though his strongly-marked and 
somewhat angular features gave promise of

Do nothing that you would 
blush to tell your mother and sister ; so that 
when we are once mere together we shall 
know that cur precious boy is as pure and 
stainless as when he left us.’ And fellows,’’ 
continued Jack, his voice ringing out clear 
clear as a silver trumpet, “ those loving 
commands I intend, God helping me, to 
keep to the letter.”

For a moment or two the little crowd of 
young men remained silent ; then Jim May­
nard stepped forward, extending his hand, 
and manfully said :

The oldest newspaper in the world is not, 
as is generally stated, the thousand-year old 
Kin Pan, of Pekin, bat the Tsing Poo, or 
Pekin News, which was first published more 
than 500 years before the Norman Conquest, 
and which has been published without in­
termission for more than 1,400 years.

The Tsing Pao has the appearance of a 
yellow-backed magazine of 24 octave pages, 
each page containing seven columns, and 
each column consisting of seven “characters.” 
Two editions are published—an edition de 
luxe for the court and the upper classes in 
China, at a cost of 24 cents a month, and an 
edition, inferior in paper and printing,which 
costs 16 cents a month.

Tsing-Pao is The Times of China, and 
chronicles the wealth and movements of the 
Emperor, the life at court, and the reports 
of Ministers. It is painfully significant that 
every error in printing the latter is punished 
by death.

William Young Foster died at his home 
here last Monday in the 93rd year of his age.

Mr. Foster was born in Granville, near 
Bridgetown, but has resided here nearly all 
his life, and for some years was engaged in 
mercantile pursuits. Holding a commission 
of justice of the peace for the county of 
Annapolis, his ability, honesty of purpose 
aud impartiality in the discharge of the 
duties appertaining to that office elicited the 
approbation of the community at large. Up 
right in all his dealings with his fellow- 
man, his iutergrity was never questioned, 
while his general demeanor commanded the 
respect of all who had the pleasure of his 
acquaintance.

Although never an aspirant of political 
honors he was induced, together .with the 
late Avard Longley, to contest the election 
in 1867 for a seat in the local legislature in 
the interest of the Conservative party, but 
was unsuccessful. Apart from politics Mr 
Foster’s many estimable qualities carried 
him beyond the pale of any party differences, 
and in the social circle he knew no 
For some few years Mr. Foster hel 
office of county treasurer and subsequently 
that of deputy prothonotary which he held 
up to the time of his dennse. He was a con 
sisteut member of St. James’ Episcopal 
church and a regular attendant at its services.

He leaves an aged widow aud one daughter, 
wife of Ambrose lient, Etq., of Paradise, be­
sides a large circle of relatives and friends 
to mourn their loss.

Canada 
indignantly denies the charge of selling coal 
to the United States navy. She sold only to 
private speculators— what they did with 
their purchase is no concern of here.

-vesseft in active service, no charge of a 
breach of faith can safely be pressed against 
this British colony. The fact that the Uni 
ted Spates is at war with Spain does not 
prohibit Canada from pursuing a peaceful 
trade with her belligerent neighbor. XVe 
begin to understand how it will be possible 
for the navies of both nations to obtain suf­
ficient coal for their requirements without 
any great difficulty. All that is needed is 
money and patriotic middlemen.

Lord Hallburton.

Her Majesty has conferred an honor upon 
Nova Soolia by raising to the Peerage, on 
the celebration of her 79th birthday, Sir 
Arthur Lawrence Haliburton, the youngest 
son of the late Hon. Mr. Justice Halibur­
ton, the creator of those inimitable “ Sam 
Slick ” books.

The new peer was born in Windsor, Sept. 
26th, 1832, was educated at the Collegiate 
School of King’s University in that town, 
and )vas called to the Bar of Nova Scotia in 
1858. Lord Haliburton is the first native 
Colonist to be called to the House of Lords ; 
and among the long list of distingu 
Nova Scotians, that in every walk of life have 
added dignity and prestige to the British 
nation, we have now the yet further honor 
of producing in our little province here by 
the sea, the first man, among the immense 
and populous colonies of the Crown, that 
was given a Peerage, and a seat in the 
British House of Lords.

As Nova Scotians we feel proud of Lord 
Haliburton, and of his distinguished career 
iu the diplomatic service of Great Britain. 
Some 40 years ago, he was a simple treasury 
clerk in the civil service of his country. He 
likewise served in various portions of Ontario, 
where his name is still a household word iu 
many families. Of handsome person and 
agreeable manners, he was an immense fav­
orite in society. He early gave evidence of 
business talent, and afterwards, as assistant 
director, and as director of snppli 
transports at the war office, developed 
of administration of the highest ord 
his services in connection with the prosecu­
tion of the Ashantec and Zulu wars, he re­
ceived a C. B., and later was advanced to 
the Knight Commandership of that Order. 
In 1888 ho was promoted assistant under 
Secretary of State for war, becoming per­
manent under Secretary in 1895. On the 
occasion of the Queen’s Diamond Jubilee, he 
was decorated with the Grand Cross of the 
Bath, and shortly afterwards retired from 
the public service owing to ill health.

Though married, Lord Haliburton is child­
less, and should his brother Robert survive 
him, after death, the title would doubtltss 
devolve unto the latter by provision of 
patent. — Truro Neics.

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Canadian Postage Stamps.

Iu a discussion on post office matters which 
took place in the House of Commons on the 
5th ult., an hon. member in referring to the 
present issue of postage stamps, stated that 
there was an indistinctness about the figure 
on the stamp which was a cause of incon­
venience ; although the gum used was far 
superior to that used on the old. The-Post- 
Master General thought the observation of 
the hon. member was well founded, and he 
intimated that arrangements had already 
been made to correct the feature in question, 
and that in all ftiture issues the two lower 
corners of the stamps would contain the de­
nominations themselves in good plain figures. 
The present 2-ccnt stamp was of a very 
beautiful color, although it was open to the 
objection that it was. indistinct. The par 
aVel lines running across arc too close to 
gether, giving a too solid appearance to the 
ink. Iu the new die this has been remedied, 
and the color will appear very much brighter.

Canadian Rivers and Lakes.

The Judicial Committee of the Privy 
Council has decided as follows in the diffi 
culty as to the ownership of rivers and lakes 
in Canaux. (1) That the beds of rivers and 
lakes are the property of the provinces ; (2) 
that the public harbors are vested iu the 
Dominion, but in respect to harbors gener­
ally it is dependent on facts whether or not 
the harbors become Dominion property ; 
(3) fishirg regulations seem to be divided 
between ihe provinces and the Dominion. 
The Dominion has power to make regula­
tions regarding open and close seasons, the 
size of meshes in nets, etc., but the owner­
ship of the fishing privileges rests in the 
provinces. The D.,minion has the power to 
i-sue licences to parties acquiti g fishing 
rights from the provinces but cannot grant 
monopolies ; (4) me right of the Dominion 
to prévint, or permit the erection of works 
to navigable waters is confirmed.

Halifax Dealers Made $30,000.

Halifax, June. 4. — Halifax dealers made a 
lot of money by the recent rise in flour, iu 
common with dealers in other cities. Halifax 
dealers handle from 250,000 to 300,000 bar­
rels annually, or about 5,000 barrels weekly. 
A gentleman who knows pretty well the 
amount of business done by each Hour dealer 
iu this city made an estimate-of some of the 
profits secured by Halifax merchants. He 
said that one firm would net from #8.000 to 
#9,000 by the advance in finir. Two othir 
firms made probably #6,000 each. One firm 
made #4;00U profits and another #2,000. 
Probably a total of #30,000 has been netted 
by Halifax dtalers since the recent advance 
iu flour.

Counterfeit Bills.

New two dollar counterfeit Dominion 
Bank Bills are circulating in the upper prov­
inces. They are exceedingly good imitations 
and difficult to detect. The green coloring 
on their back is not dark enough, and the 
word “ British American Note company, 
Montreal ” are in larger type than on the 
genuine note. A distinguishing mark for the 
non-expert is that the “i’s‘! are not dotted.

Last year there was £63,500,000 spent up­
on the defence cf the British Empire. Dur 
inc the same time France similarly paid 
£36,387,000. Germany £36.226,000, and 
Russia £38.569,000.

Senor Sagasta, the Spanish Premier, as­
serts that Spain does not expect the sup 
port, diplomatic or otherwise, of any foreign 
power, and that there lis no question what­
ever of undertaking negotiations for this 
purpose.

A conflagration at Peshawar, a fortified 
town of India, capital of a district of that 
name, in the Punjaub, which was not mas­
tered for twenty four hours, has destroyed 
four thousand houses, doing damage to the 
amount of about #20,000,000.

Rumors are afloat to the <ffect that the 
Canadian Pacific railway has been called up­
on to take a hand in the fast line negotia­
tions and that the matter will be settled dur­
ing the presence of Sir. William Van Horne 
and R. B. Angus in London.

“Gatling Gun” Howard, the American 
officer so well remembered in connection 
with his services in the North West rebel­
lion, has temporarily abandoned his lobster 
canning business on the Labrador coast to 
re-eclist for the Cuban campaign.

There is a food famine on the north coast 
of Newfundland. Owing to the blocking of 
the coast by heavy ice fl 
with provisions have been unable to reach 
there. The government has sent a sealing 
steamer north laden with provisions.

Harvard and Yale have agreed upon June 
22nd as the date for the triangular rowing 
race at New London, and although Cornell’s 
decision has not yet been communicated to 
the other collèges, there is no doubt expressed 
but that the date will he agreeable to her.

The Spaniards have fortified Santiago very 
carefully and well.

Nearly one hundred indictments have been 
returned by a federal grand jury against the 
mob that lynched Samson and McGeisey.

No More Pelagic Sealing.

Washington, I). C.—The Canadian nego­
tiations recently concluded here led to the 
signing of a protocol which formally agreed 
to the exact subjects to be submitted to an 
international commission. While the proto­
col makes no preliminary agreement on the 
several questions, yet it is the general under­
standing among rffieials that the Behring 
Sea question will be adjusted, and finally 
settled by the complete termination of pela­
gic sealing. This has been a source of con­
troversy for many years, the United States 
seeking to put an end to pelagic sealing, and 
Canada, through the Imperial Government, 
contesting against this termination of an in 
dustry very profitable to many citizens of 
the Canadian Pacific coast. During the re­
cent negotiations, however, it developed 
that the industry was practically extinct, 
and was no longer profitable to any consid­
erable number of Canadians. It was stated 
by those well versed in the matter that only 
two Canadian vessels were engaged at pres­
ent in sealing operations in Behring Sea. 
Heretofore the Canadian sailors have gone 
to the Behring Sea by the hundreds, and it 
was impossible for Canada to stop the indus­
try without paying these scalers a very con­
siderable sum, running iijito the millions, for 
the extermination of their industry. Now, 
however, under the changed conditions it is 
said that Canada has only a few sealers to 
deal with, and that she is, therefore, in a 
position to meet the contentions of the Uni­
ted States without seriously injuring a Urge 
established industry. While no agreement 
towards giving up pelagic sealing was 
reached during the recent meeting, the dis­
cussion was along lines indicating that the 
coming commission, without difficulty and 
with due regard for the interests of both 
governments, could put an end to the Beh­
ring Sea controversy by agreeing to a com­
plete cessation of pelagic sealing. It is 
understood, also, that the protocol specific­
ally recites that there shall be three repre­
sentatives from each government in the 
Canadian American commission.

New York, June 3—Special to the Herald, 
from Washington, says :—Not until an army 
of 100,000 is thoroughly organized, drilled 
and equipped, will the main invasion of Cuba 
take place. This is President McKinley's 
decision, after carefully considering all the 
conditions and the difficulties which the 
army would encounter in attacking Spain’s 
stronghold at Havana. When this army 
will start is a question which has not yet 
been decided, but the report of General Miles, 
when he returns from his present tour of in­
spection may throw much light on the sub­
ject. It is fully realized by the admini­
stration that the making of an effective army 
of JOQ.OQQ men cannot be accomplished with­
in a month, even if a considerable pro­
portion of the men have had some training 
in the National Guard.

Mark Twain's Story.Recipe for Soft Soap.

Five pounds of grease will make nine gal­
lons of excellent soft soap. Melt a pound 
can of pure potash with a quart of water, in 
a large clothes boiler. Boil the potash for 
fifteen minutes, then add the five pounds of 
grease and stir it well. Let the mixture 
boil slowly for an hour, stirring it frequently. 
At the end of this time stir two gallons of 
hot water into it. Pour the whole into a 
ten-gallon keg and stir well. In fifteen 
minutes add two gallons more of hot water. 
Stir often, and after an hour add four gallons 
of waA. This water need not be hot— 
blood-warm water will do. Stir the soap 
often in the next two or three hours, and 
then let it stand over night. In twelve 
hours it will be of a fine, clear, jellylike con­
sistency, thoroughly cold and ready for use. 
It is better than any manufactured soap for 
cleaning rough kitchen floors, for washing 
dishes and kitchenwares, for cleaning bath­
tubs and for use in the kitchen boiler.

It is quite possible to make hard soap with 
comparatively litile trouble, but the amount 
of soap grease which can be saved by the 
average family is only sufficient to prepare 
the average amount of soft soap which can be 
used. It is an economy which is worthy of 
the attention of a good housekeeper.

We must bear 
in mind that this globe upon which we live 
is made up of small thing?, infinitesimal ob­
jects we might say. Little drops of water 
make the mighty ocean ; the mountain» 
which rear their hoary heads toward heaven 
and are often lost in the clouds are made of 
little grains of sand. Besides, my friends, 
we must take into consideration the possibil­
ities in the life of this little speck of human­
ity. He may become a great preacher, mul­
titudes may be swayed by his eloquence and 
brought to see and believe in the truths of 
the gospel. He may be a distinguished phy­
sician and hie fame as a healer of men may 
reach the uttermost parts of the earth, and 
his name go down to posterity as one of the 
greatest benefactors of humanity. He may 
become a great astronomer and read the 
heavens as^n open book.

He 
may become a distinguished statesman and 
orator, and by the strength of his intellect 
and eloquence he may control the destinies 
aud nations, and his name may be engraved 
upon monuments erected to perpetuate his 
memory by his admiring and grateful coun­
trymen.

A stoneware jar, glazed inside, with lid, 
makes a fine “ bread raiser,” better than 
those of tin designed for the purpose. It 
retains the heat longer than tin, and having 
straight sides it is easier to gauge the rising 
—to tell when it has doubled in bulk.

When bread comes from the oven, rub the 
tops over with good, sweet butter, lean one 
end of each loaf on the bottom of the inver­
ted pan, the other end on the bread board, 
and cover with a fresh towel, then with a 
thick breadclolh—old tablecloth—and let 
them stand until perfectly cold. If a hard 
crust is preferred, do not use butter or cov-

Every farmer who cuts potatoes for seed, 
and also every housewife who removes the 
skin by peeling them, knows that potato 
juice is sure to stain hands and to rust knives 
or other metal which comes in contact with 
it. This is on account of the potash in the 
potato, which is more thanic any other root. 
Wetting the hands and holding them in the 
fumes of burning sulphur is a quick and 
effective way to bleach them white. Ike 
bleaching power of sulphur fumes is well 
known. But care should be taken not to 
breathe them, as they are very injurious. 
This may be due to the fact that it is the 
oxygen of the air which turns blood a bright 
red by rusting the iron which blood ought to 
contain. If fumes of sulphur are mixed

On Transplanting.

There are three essential items to be looked 
ter in transplanting. They are puddling, 
impacting and protecting. A failure to

le plants. When properly done puddling 
preferable to watering. The soil used in 

addling should be a rich loam. If in ad­
it ion one-third of it ia well rooted and fine 
>w manure or good commercial fertiliser all 
le better. Dip only a few plants at a time, 
i that the roots of each plant can be well 
)vered with the rich mud. Make the hole 
,rge enough and deep enough to take in 
le plant without bending or twisting the 
rots. The depth that the plant should be 
it will depend upon the way it has grown, 
cnerally it will be safe to set the plant 
own to the first leaf. When-grown thick 
l a closed bed the plants often make a 
mg, spindling growth, and if not set deep 
good per centage of them will die 
Compact the soil close around the roots, 

'he roots must come in close contact with 
he soil or the plant will die. It Is often the 
ose in transplanting that a hole is made 
rith a sharpened stick, the roots of the 
lante are dropped in, the soil is pressed a- 
ound the stem of the plant with the point

roil, if they touch it at all, and the plants 
iie.

When the weather is warm and the soil 
rather dry, in many cases it will be a help 
if the plant bed is thoroughly watered two 
ar three hours before taking up the plants.

It will be best to take up the plants and 
let them out late in the evening. This will 
izive them all night to recuperate from the

When the plants have been growing in 
a close protected bed it is quite a change 
to set them out alone and often a little pro­
tection will be of material help. This may 
be given either by drawing a little mound of 
earth around the plant with the hand when 
the transplanting is done or by covering with 
a large leaf of some kind for a day or two.

When the weather is hot and the soil is 
dry it will be best to water for two or three 
nights after setting out. Always use water 
that has had the chill taken off and thorough­
ly wet the soil around the roots.

Barrel-Grown Strawberries.

J. P. Ohmer of Dayton, 0., bas a novel 
method of cultivating strawberries, which 
may prove well adapted to the kitchen 
garden, even if it should not be valuable for 
field purposes. He grows them in barrels 
instead of in the ground and he claims many 
advantages for this plan.

His method of cultivation was recently 
described in the American Agriculturist. 
Mr. Ohmer takes iron hooped barrels, and 
sets them end up, and bores rows of holes 
around them. He then fills them up with 
good earth and sets rows of plants in the 
earth through the holes. All that is then 
required to secure a good crop of berries is a 
liberal supply of water for the plants. EacK># 
barrel, he declares, will produce a half- 
bushel of strawberries, and the fruit is easy 
to pick, and is, of course, always free from 
sand, and well exposed, so that it can grow 
and ripen properly.

The barrels are set four feet apart from 
centre to centre, and an acre of land will 
hold 2,500 of them. This would give a yield 
of 1,250 of bushels of strawberries to the 
acre, and if the boxes in which they were 
shipped held full pints would equal 8 ,000 
boxes. At this rate of yield three or four 
barrels filled with plants in this way ought 
to give an ample supply of strawberries for 
an ordinary family.

Agricultural Notes.

Experiments with grass seeds collected 
from all over the world are being conducted 
at Knoxville under the auspices of the 
agricultural department. The Pittsburg 
Dispatch states that 150 varieties of grass 
and forage plants have been grown during 
the season.

A rather startling suggestion is that of 
producing butter directly from such veg­
etables as cows feed upon by the use of 
electricity.

Bisulphide of carbon as an insecticide on 
trees elicits contradictory reports. Some 
favor it; others claim that it damages or kills 
the tree.

“Do not staple wire to trees for posts. 
It is liable to kill the trees, and if you wish 
to remove the fence you will find the wood 
has grown over the staples. Nail a board 
up and down on the tree and fasten wire to 
it,” remarks Farm Journal.

Choosing a Location.

The nearer a poultry man can get to his 
adopted market, where he d.sposes nf his 
fresh eggs, poultry, etc., the better for 
obvious reasons. But on the other hand, it 
is best to keep out of city limits, as in a 
small town or village land is much cheaper, 
taxes are lower, and there is less restriction 
than in a city. So get as near the city as 
you can without getting into it and have an 
eye to good, easy roads connecting your 
plant with your market. Time is money 
and it is expensive driving ten miles to 
market when five are all that should be 
necessary. Then, as to site, highness and 
dryness are of principal importance. Cold is 
not nearly as bad and unhealthy for fowls as 
dampness, the fosterer of colds, lung 
troubles and croup. Build your houses if 
possible upon high and dry hills or knolls, 
with sandy or gravely soil and free, natural 
drainage.

Fertilizer for Strawberries.

Nitrate of soda is a valuable fertilizer for 
strawberries and raspberries and should be 
applied with powdered phosphate of lime.

This application to strawberries will some­
times treble the yield. The berries are larg­
er in size, handsomer in color, more solid 
and finer in flavor. Ordinary manure will 
not produce such results, as it is not convert 
ed into plain food until after the demand for 
the fruit.

Nitrate of soda and powdemd phosphate 
of lime are assimilated by the plant at once, 
and appropriated at a cost of less that $10 
per acre, using 400 pounds of Riixture which 
contains the three ingredients considered 
necessary to use for feeding plants, nitrogen, 
phosphoric acid and an alkaJt. So says— 
A. H. Ward in Meehan's Montldy.

,4 Playing by ear,” a term well understood, 
ia considered as follows by a writer to The 
Etude: When one says to me, 44He will 
undoubtly make rapid progress with you, as 
he has such an ear for music; he plays almost 
everything right off, though he cannot read 
a note.” I confess a feeling of terror creeps

teaching a pupil of this kind.

For such pupils the most irksome task is 
that of using the eye and the intellect in 
learning to read music correctly Now the 
gift that nature has bestowed on them is not 
to be despised. But, like other talents, it 
may be the ruin of its poeessor from its lack 
of subordination to the higher faculties.

But what is meant by a “ good ear ?” Pro­
bably a ready discrimination of the various 
properties of musical sounds, united with a 
retentive tone memory. In this respect a 
good ear is of great value and worthy of cul­
tivation. But what is the office of the ear in 
learning music systematically and scientifical 
ly ? Surely it is not, with the average learner, 
fco be the pioneer, the discoverer, the prime 
director of the work. The eye the intellect, 
with its faculties of comparaon and calcu­
lation, are to lead. The ear is rather the 
critic, the monitor, the censor. It is a juror 
io the case. It hears what is done and no­
tices blurs, discords and various inflections 
of tone, tune and time. Here it is in valuable. 
But when as with many ear players it be­
comes the main repository of information, 
and the tone memory is the chief prompter 
in all that is to be done, it proves a foe tc 
successful study.

Given two pupils, one “all ear” and the 
other “all study,” the latter will be the 
easier to teach and will make the most rapid 
progress, but perhaps not become a trul> 
magnetic player. The ear gifted must alec 
study, and then they will surpass those nol 
favored as they. Praise is often given ft 
those who play wholly by ear, as if smartei 
than others who play by note. Such praise 
is not wisely bestowed. What these eai 
players do is nothing to what they ought tc
do.

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Excitable Horses.

The beet and only thing to do when your 
horse is excited is to calm him down. This 
is beet done by getting to the horse’s head 
talking to him gently, rubbing his face and 
otherwise diverting hie attention from the 
object of his fright. If the horse is sullen or 
angry the same treatment will be found 
beneficial. In a high state of excitement the 
horse does not comprehend what you want, 
and it is useless, worse than folly, to attempt 
to beat the fright out of a horse.

All men are excitable, more or Jess; some 
more and very many unreasonably so. What 
would be the result of trying to abuse one of 
these red-headed, excitable men into being 
calm and considerate when under the influ­
ence of passion? It would certainly end in 
disaster to somebody, and this may explain 
the consistency in some horses kicking the 
front, end out of the waggon, and otherwise 
demolishing things when the whip is laid on 
their backs because they get scared or excited 
about something.

The best thing for the driver to do is to 
keep calm and use common sense at all times 
in handling a team. When a horse under­
stands that he is not to bo hurt he will not 
excited or unreasonable, unless of a devlieh 
disposition. Such cases require special 
treament, and the judgment of the driver 
will determine the success of his work in 
handling the horse. Always take time to 
quiet an excited horse.

When you get an animal to understand 
your commands there is not much difficulty 
in directing its course. Avoid, if possible, 
bringing the excitable horse in contact with 
that which unnerves him.

About Thunder Storms.

Do not imagine that because a heavy 
thunder storm ifi far away to leeward it is 
not likely to rise and wet you. Even if the 
wind is blowing right against the cloud it will 
come your way all the more surely, for 
thunder storms always.travel against the

After a time the 
word became abbreviated to “ sterling,” and
