BRITAIN’S NEW SEA FORCEThe16 vf

London, February 22.—The admiralty 
has announced a reorganization of the 
home Jleet to become operative in May. 
The statement is important, as the re­
organization creates practically a new 
sea-going force for the British navy.

In the midst of one of the fiercest 
gales that has swept the coast of Nova 
fecotia this winter fire broke out tin 
Saturday evening, in the large brick 
establishment of Moir, Son «Si Co. 
Fanned by the furious blasts of the 
elements it gained headway with mar­
vellous rapidity. 'Half an hour after 
the alarm sounded the fine live storey 
building was in the grip of the lire 
fiend and for four hours the firemen 
had one of the stiffest battles in the 
history of conflagrations in this city.

Starting about six o’clock on the 
second floor of the Grafton Street end 
of the building, it raced up the brick 
walls like lightning and spread east­
ward. The interior burned rapidly 
and at eight o’clock the flames leaped 
skyward like a fiery volcanic blast. 
The whole interior was a roaring fur- 

and the flam.es attacked the 
sive walls with ever increasing fury. 
No human effort—and the firemen 
worked like Trojans—could stay the 
progress of that torrent of flame until 
the great walls collapsed, one by 
and hardly anything was left of the 
immense structure but the tall chim­
ney and some portions of the walls.

Even then the battle was far from 
ended for on either side the flames had 
leaped out and attacked near-by bund 
ings. All of the buildings on the 
north side of Duke street were consid­
erably damaged. Three buildings 
the south were destroyed and two 
others badly gutted.

It was a desperate battle indeed. The 
wind accompanied by torrents of ram, 
reached almost hurricane force, regist­
ering at one time a velocity of forty-six 
miles. Against this stress of elements, 
the tremendous force of the wind and 
the driving rain, the department had 
to combat one of the fiercest fires in 
the history of Halifax. Bigger lires 
have raged, but there has been none 
in which the flames gained headway so 
rapidly.

At ten o’clock the fire was 
but the great building of Moir. Son 
& Co. was in ruins, Austin’s buildings 
were destroyed, Dr. Cameron s houses 
were badly gutted, the front of Scan­
lon's store was destroyed, the stock 
of Wm. Davies and J. I). Stewart were 
damaged, the west end of the City 
Hall was scorched and the Public 
Library was almost ruined-

The loss to -Moir, Son & Co. is par­
ticularly severe, as they had quite re­
cently installed a lot of new- and val­
uable machinery. The destruction of 
their building will temporarily 
throw out of employment over three 
hundred persons, but it is expected 
that they will be built on a larger and

The outcome of 
consideration in this matter led to a 
collection of Timothy, Alsike, and Red 
Clover seeds from dealers in each 
Province of the Dominion. A bulletin 
on the condition of the trade in these 
seeds has been prepared under the di­
rection of the Commissioner of Agri­
culture and Dairying, by Mr. G. H. 
Clark, Chief of the Seed Division, and 
the information w hich it presents must 
prove useful to the farmers of Canada.

Every one engaged in 
of whatsoever kind fully 
that the sowing of good 
most important factor in the produc­
tion of paying farm crops. The results 
of the analyses of several hundred 
samples of Timothy, Alsike and RtVl 
Clover seeds were obtained from local 
dealers and other sources in the spring

time. But to day the farmer must 
practice the most rigid economy in the 

unci fertilization of his fields, in 
the management of the stock on the 
farm, in trie selection and planting of 
the seed, in short he must keep a care­
ful watch on all the detabs ot his busi­
ness in order to succeed. And this is 
largely the result of the extravagant 
methods followed by those who farmed 
before him. Yet we do not wish to 
criticize too harshly the system or 
lack of system followed by those who 
preceded us, for they worked hard, 
clearing the land, cutting down the 
forests that co\ ered this now beautiful 
valley, ami laid the foundation of our 
splendid orchards, of which we are so 
justly proud. And not being versed in 
agricultural knowledge, is it any 
der they continued to crop the land 
so long as it would produce good 
crops without much fertilizer. But af­
ter following this exhaustive system 
for many years, the once fertile soil 
has become partially exhausted and the 
farmer must adopt new methods if he 
would succeed in making a livelihood 
and lay by 'something for the inevi­
table rainy day.

It is necessary that the farmer 
should understand the use and func­
tions of nitrogen, phosphoric acid and 
potash. He must know the relation­
ship that exists between soil moisture 
and plant growth. He must follow- 
some system of farming that will bring 
into available form for plant growth 
the large 'stores of nitrogen, phosphor­
ic acid and potash already in the soil, 
and at the same time increase the 
quantity of humus. The farmer of to­
day must not only keep his farm up 
to its present state of fertility, but lie 
should aim to increase its fertility— 
“to make two blades of grass grow 
where one grew before.”

Now economy is not meanness. A 
wise administration of all a man 
control is economy.

If 
the farmer thinks ennobling, manly 
thoughts?, and has high ideals, the 
crops he grows, the stock he keeps 
will partake of the nature of his 
thoughts.

to you that the best we have in life is 
the product of some one's thoughts.

About sixty per cent of the samples re­
ceived from the Province of New Bruns­
wick were reported to have been- taken 
by the local dealers from Toronto seed 
houses. A number had been obtained 
from Montreal, and a few from the 
United States. Out of the twenty-four 
samples analyzed, eight hud over 1,001)

These screenings neces- species of wood seeds; and another 
sarily contain a quantity of good sued, sample thirteen. Each of these samples 
and, as the seedsman, like the scien had been obtained from a prominent 
list, ha» eliminated the word “waste” 
from his vocabulary, he usually mixes 
this stuff and puts it again through a 
cleaner, but one which is fitted with 
less exacting screens. This lower grade 
of seed is sold wholesale, and is found 
to be in much demand by local deal­
ers. It is astonishing how many farm­
ers refuse to recognize that cheap seed 
is usually poor seed, and that any­
thing that is cheap and rubbishy in the 
way of seeds is not worth carrying 
home. Obviously, if there were not 
any demand for this rubbish seed 
merchants w ould make other use of it; 
or, at any rate, would not go to the 
trouble of fixing it and putting it up 
icudy for the market.

There are few articles in the conv, 
merce of agriculture in which real 
worth is so difficult to judge from ap­
pearance as grass, clover and smal 
seeds. A seed firm enjoying a good 
reputation, and with an establishment 
fitted with an up-to-date seed cleaning 
machinery, may generally be relied 
upon not to offer the lower grades 
and screenings of seeds in their retail 
trade, because this will damage their

In 
general, Canadian grown Timothy 
seed contains a larger percentage of 
hulled seeds and weed seeds than im­
ported stock. This is not as 
be. The larger seed firm have spec­
ially equipped machines for revlcaning 
grass and clover seeds, and a great 
deal of the seed they handle passes 
through these machines. Mr. Clark in 
spec ted a number of these machines at 
work revlcaning Alsike. From one 
large machine six distinct grades of 
the seeds which entered the hopper 
seed were taken. About two-thirds of 
came out as *‘Best Recleaned," and it 
was then put up in sacks for the whole­
sale trade. In this process for re­

Only one sample obtained from the 
Province of Prince Edward Island was 
reported to gave been locally grown. 
It was found to contain Cinquefoil, 
Chick weed, Sheep Sorrel. and Chicory, 
which were its only noxious impurities 
and none of those except chicory are 
considered dangerous when pests. In 

sample 1,100 Ergot Sclerotia 
found per pound of seed. This sample 
had been obtained from a Charlotte­
town seed firm, and it is quite likely 
that the seed was grown on the Is­
land, as this fungus was seldom found 
in samples from Quebec and Ontario. 
Most of the seed obtained had passed 
through " the hands of Charlottetown 
seed firms before reaching the local 
dealers from whom they were obtained.

able repute they cannot long survive 
the com|K‘tition of those older seed 
firms whose business is strictly con­
fined to retail trade, and whose name 
may be taken as a tolerably good 
guarantee that the purchaser is being 
honestly dealt with and receiving good 
goods for his money.

From the standpoint of an agricul 
turist the real worth of grass and 
clover seeds is most of all affected by 
the nature and amount of their im 
purities. The cost of labor in fighting 
and eradicating weed pests has grown 
to be a very serious item with the 
farmer, and much c.f this has been 
brought about by uncleaned grass and 
clover seeds. But for the prevalence of 
noxious seeds in Canada the net cost 
of rai.ring agricultural products would 

much decreased.

there is as yet no exact data to show 
that changing grass aad clover seeds 
from one part of Canada to another 
has a tendency to influence the result­
ant crop, general indications point to 
the fact that these as well as other 
kinds of seeds are better for having 
grown in the locality, or district 
where they are required for use.

In a former article very full details 
were given of the methods adopted for 
seed testing of which the following are 
the results.

Timothy ( Pbleuin pra tense) is the 
most common grass seed on the market 
in Canada. Fresh, well ripened seed 
has a silvery white appearance which 
renders the detection of impurities a 
very easy matter. A luck of lustre is 
an indication of age, although the seed 
is very often discolored bv wet at 
time of harvest. Showery weather af­
ter the seed is ripe has a tendency to 
loosen the glumes, and, in consequence 
Timothy that is exposed to wet is 
apt to produce a large proportion of 
hillless seeds.

Hulless seeds are usually the largest 
fully .ripened seeds which have Tost 
their glumes during the process of 
threshing. When fresh, they possess a 
high degree of vitality, but the vital 
energy of seeds with hulls on is re­
tained for a longer period because of 
tho protecting glumes.

Although , but few' Canadian farmers 
make a specialty of growing Timothy 
seed in quantity, many farmers in the 
Province of Ontario and of Quebec re­
serve from one to ten acres of Tim­
othy from their hay crop which is al­
lowed to ripen and is cut, tied in 
sheaves, and threshed like the ordi 
nary grain crops. Tt is from these 
small lots that the bulk of the supply 
of home grown seed is obtained.

The weight j>er measured bushel of 
Timothy seed varies according to its 
quality; the local standard is forty- 
dght pounds. This law which provides 
that each bushel of Timothy seed sold 
in Canada shall consist of "forty-eight 
pounds is frequently violated by local 
seed deal -rs, many of whom only sup­
ply forty five pounds per bushel to the

There­
fore, why not try to conserve the fer­
tility of the soil by selling That 
which takes least out of the soil and 
brings the most money to the farmer. 
It costs less to put the finished arti­
cle on the market. A ton of butter 
worth $400 can be carried to the Hal­
ifax or St. John market as cheaply as 
a ton of hay worth $9. Then it is 
economy to keep the stock whether beef 
or dairy, in good condition.

Keep only the best of stock and as 
far as possible grow all the feed on 
the farm, buying only such concentrat­
ed foodfe as cottonseed meal and lin­
seed meal. For the economical 
duct ion of butter the farmer must 
a good cow. She should produce not 
less than 6000 lbs of 4 per cent milk, 
or 5000 lbs, testing 5 per cent. A cow 
that will not come up to this stan­
dard should be disposed of

It is much 
nicer than mere bread. Pulled bread is 
made in the following simple
and is possible in any ----
flat, no matter how limited its room 
or utensils. Take an ordinary loat of 
bread, cut off all the rust, then shred 
or “pull” the bread lightly apart with 
a silver fork with dull tines. Toast it 
in the lower oven on all sides, or else 
rebake it in the regular oven in a 
brisk heat. The bread must be cooked 
this second time just when needed for 
eating, and then, either hot or cooled, 
it is delicious.
