ANANIAS GETS A SET-BACK.
_ Mr. Cameron asked the following
question: Is it the intention of the
Government issue a commission

» puch as was issued by .the late Sir
. John A. Macdonald shortly after his

accession to power in 1878 to enquire
into the acts of his predecessors in
office?

Is it the intention of the Govern-
ment to issue a commission to en-
quire into the various acts of the de-
partments and the official misconduct,
negligence. and rmaladministration
charged against the late Government

. for the last 18 years, and for various
sums of rfcney that have been illegal-
ly taken from the public treasury
during that period?

Mr. Foster objécted to the latter por-
tion of the question as containing a
statement of fact involving a charge
which no. member had the right to
make in that way. A

Mr, Cameron said he stated it was
.charged that money had been illegally
taken. :

Mr. Foster thereupon rose and gave
Mr. Cameron a brief lesson in the
Queen’s English. pointing out that the
.direct charge was made that money
“had been illegally taken from the pub-
lic treasury. ¢

The Speaker ruled on Mr. Foster's
objection that the point was well tak-
en, consequently Mr. Cameron was
obliged to strike out that portion of
his question.

Mr. Laurier said the Government
was considering the matter.

ANANIAS SECOND QUESTION.

Mr, Cameron had another question
on the order ;jpaper respecting the
claim for damages made on accouunt
of the building of the Tay C€anal.

Mr. Blair said that many claims
have been put in and for a very large
amount. The list was so long that he
thought the better course would be
to move for a return for the informa-
tion, or he could give it to the hon.
membeér privately.

Mr. Cameron said he did not want
the information privately. He wanted
it for.the public. There would be no
time to move for it and it would be
therefore well for the Minister to read
it. :

‘MR. SMITH IS FRESH.

Mr. Blair seemed to be unwilling to
take up the time.of the House, but the
back bench men on the Liberal side
called out, ‘Read.” A period of un-
certainty~ followed, several members
offering suiggestions. Then Mr. Ca‘,‘sey
got the floor and was—-yelled at, Sit
down.” Mr., Casey remained on his,
feet and put his hand to his mouth
in order to make himself heard above
the din.

Mr. Speaker, continuing, said il
would not be proper for the sergeant-
at-arms to interfere with any mem-
ber and he hoped Mr. Casey would
feel that he had misunderstood the
action of the sergeant, who could not
speak for himself.

Mr. Casey said that the sergeant
should be given to understand that he
could not do such things.

The subject then dropped.

Mr. Laurier informed Mr. Richard-
gon that the Government at an early
day would take into consideration the
question of sending an expedition
Huddon Bay and Straits to investigate
thelr navigability.

MINING IN BRITISH COLUMBIA.

Mr. Bostock moved that, in the
opinion of the House, it will be in th:?
Interest of {mmigration and the de-
velopment of the Dominion that the
Government should colledt through
the Department of Agriculture all the
Information possible with respect to
the mining interests of British Ce-
lumbia and the other provinces of the
Dumirxion and distribute such infor-
mation. He stated that there is a
large development in British Columbia,
and it was of great importance, not
only to miners and settlers there, but

also to the people of Canada generally,J

that accurate data should be avail-
able, It would gerve to call atten-
tion to the mining development of
British Columbia and especially of the
| West Kootenay District. So far as he

ending June 39, 1896, was as follows,
via Nelson: Gold, 30,673 ounces, valu-
ed at $552,185; silver, 1,459,629 ounces,
valued at $969,215; copper, 11,647 tons,
valued at $129,250; lead, 6020 toms,
valued at $220,849, a total value of
$1,871,449. To this must be added
shipments via Revelstoke, valued at
$641,000, making a grand total valued
at $2,512,449, up to the 30th June, 1846.
The total value of the output of all
the mines in British Columbia during
1894, as given in the geological survey
report, was- $456,000 in gold and $470,-
219 in silver.

A GREAT INCREASE. 4

The comparison showed a great in-
crease in the mineral production. of
British  Columbit. Bradstreet’s, a
reliable source, stated that’there was
every justificatiorr for anticipating a
gcill more marked increase in the
mining development, as well as in
population, in this district. The gold
mines in Rossland, the War  Eagile
and Le Roi, had paid in dividends up
to June last $82,500 and $200,000 re-
spectively, while the Slocan Star sil-
ver mine had paid. $500,000. Mining
companies were being floated for the
purpose of interesting investors in the
development of mines, but in many
cases these ventures were being put
on the market in eastern Canada . 1n
a very loose and unsatisfactory man-
ner and steps, he thought, should be
taken to check it.

PECULIAR PROSPECTUSES.

Statements were made in the pros-
pectuses that were most misleading. He
instanced the case of those settiug
forth the prospects of the “Palo Alto”
and “Nest Egg’ mines, in which the
names of the Premier of the Province
and Lieut.-Governor Dewdney had
been used as references, without their
authority. This was a sample of the
means employed to induce eastern in-
vestors to put money in these con-
gerns. He hoped that the Govern-
ment would take hold of the matter
and introduce legislation to prevent a
prospectus of this kind being foisted
upon the market and hold the pro-
moters of such concerns responsible
to the public for the truth of their
statements. British Columbia, he
added, was anxious to see capital
brought into the country, and recoz-
nized that if this sort of thing were
allowed to continue and investors to
lose money, it would be a great set-
back to mining, and the province
would have to suffer the consequences.
He hoped all information available to
the = geological survey  statistical
branch would be brought up to date
and that the statistical staff would be
increased, so that fuller and more re-
liable information could be brougit
forward and given to the public.

HOPE. OF THE COUNTRY.

Mr. Laurier had no hesitation in say-
ing that the mining development of
British Columbia was the hope of the
country. All looked tosthe province
to attract immigration from abroad.
He showed what the geological sur-
vey was doing in’ the matter of col-
ecting statistics and said that as to
the practice of ulators in placing
spurious schemes”and bogus concerns
on the market, that was an old griev-
ance. He/did not know whether the
present law was adequate to meet such
a case, but the opinion of the Minister
of Justice would be obtained as to
‘this, and if at the next session the
Minister reported that the present law
was not sufficient to cover such cases
then the Government would have the
criminal law amended in that direc-
tion. =
_Mr. Sproule warmly, adyocated a
measure‘of some sort, : :

Col. Tisdale inclinea to the opinion
that the criminal code at present con-
tainied provisions applicable to ‘the
cases complained of. The. law yas
very seve against fraud by false
representations. - .

SOME SCHEMES CROOKED.

Col. Prior alluded to Mr. Bostock’s
knowledge of the subject of mining
in British Columbia as being equal to
that of any other man in the country.
Men, he said, were placing schemes
on the market which certainly do not:
give much encouragement to pzeple
acquainted: with minmng matters, but
the great majority o the projects on
the markiet were bonafide specula-
tions. All mining was more or less
speculative, and nohody has any busi-
ness to imperil his business by putting
into mining stocks money that he
could not afford to lose. It was true
that  no mining country in the world
shows such- splendid possibilities for
profitable investment as British Colum-
bhia.: ‘But in all cases the would-be
investors should exercise care in as-
certaining who were at the head of
an enterprise before investing in it.
If- people persisted in placing their
money blindly without knowing any-
thing of the promoters or their’ pro-
perty, why it served them right if
they lost. If they found the men at
the head of an enterprise were men
experienced in the management of
mines, they were safe to invest, for
judicious investments stood every
chance of earning large returns.

SOLICITOR-GENERAL’'S VIEWS.

Mr., Fitzpatrick, Solicitor-General,
went fully into the question raised by
Col. Tisdale. He held that the great
trouble was that most of these com-
panies floated purely for speculative
purposes were organized in the States,
so that our laws could not touch them.
In Washington State, for instance, it
was legal to organize a joint stock
company and sell shares for ten cents
each; that could not be done by a
company organized in Canada. It
was poor consolation for the English
investor, for instance, to know that he
had recourse to the Canadian ecriminai
code, even if the latter, which he did
not believe, was broad enough to
reach such cases ag false statements
and false representations in the pros-
pectus. Three things were to be con-
sidered in dealing with this subject:
1. How far the House could /go in
introducing legislation to cover pe-
culiaritfes of mining speculation. 2.
Was it not after all a question fof the
province to deal with, and 3, might
not the House introduce special legis-
lation to deal with this special case,
as in England, they did with Jabez
Balfour?

Mr. Dyment put in a word for Al-
goma, and Mr. Casey followed in ad-
vocacy of a mining bureau; then, af-
ter remarks by Messrs.. Fraser, Fisher
and Morrison, the motion was with-
drawn by the mover in view of the
promise made by the Premier.

Home From Trail Creek.

CAMPS ARE EVERYWHERE,

With Proper Railroads Smelting Will
be Comparatively Easy

When the Two Complementary Ores Can
be Brought Together - Refineries May be
Put Up in Toronto and Montreal (or the
Separation of the Precious Metals - Mr.
Blackstoek Gives Some Advice to Small
Investors—British Columbia Mines Will

‘Pay Off Toronto Mortgages.

Mr. Thomas G. Blackstock, Mr.
George Gooderham’s partner in the
Crown Point and other Rossland
mines, returned yesterday from the
Trail Creek distfict. While out west
Mr. Blackstock gathered a vast
amount of information concerning the
mineral wealth of the Pacific Province
and last evening he imparted to The

World some ideas of " British Colum-
bia’s  chief industry entirely new to
the Ontario public.

RAPID DEVELOPMENT.

‘“What are your impressiors of the
western mines?”’ queried The World.

“I found,” replied Mr. Blackstock,
‘“‘that the general impression among
American mining men was that both
the Trail Creek district, where they
have chiefly gold ores, and the Slocan
country, : where the ores are ‘silver-
lead, have surpassed in rapidity of de-
velopment any camps that either the
United States or Mexico have ever
produced. 8
CAMPS EVERYWHERE.

“As to the country itself, the popu-
lation is growing at a great rate, and
small mining towns .or ‘camps,’. as
they are called, are springing up in
all directions. Rassland is growing
rapidly. The people of Spokane, Wash-
ington, seem to have a greater idea
of that town than anybody else I
have met, an ex-mayor of the
American city offered to bet me that
Rossland would within five years have'
a population of 35,000. i

“Before the end of October a Spo-
kane company will have completed an
all-rail line direct to Rossland and
have running a sleeping car service
in addition to the day trains, so that
a man may leave the former city one
evening, transact business the next
day in the latter town—only 170 miles
away—and return to Spokane that
night. The idea of the promoters of
the railway is to make Spokane the
residence of big mining men ‘and at-
tract business to the States.”

RAILWAYS NEEDED.

“Is there not some way of keeping

the trade in Canada?”
““Yes; the Creation 'of propef trans-
portation facilities on this-side of the
line may counterbalance the efforts of
the Spokane people. Nelson in British
Columbia, only 60 miles from Rossland,
is a nice residential town, and with
quick railway connections it should
beat out Spokane. At present, how-
ever, the journey from Rossland to
Nelson takes up a whole day, while
it should be made in a couple of
hours.”

REAL ESTATE IN ROSSLAND.

“What is the position of real estate
at Rossland?”

“At present ground rents are very
high, as much as $150 a month being
paid for the ground rent of a 30-foot
lot. The price of freehold is compara-
tively low, though.”’

In the course of further conversa-
tion, Mr. Blackstock remarked: “Lead-
ing smelter men from ithe United
States have expressed the opinion that
Pall that is necessary’ to the further
rapid development of these camps is
rapid and cheap transportation for
ores. Such facilities are necessary to
economic smelting. The idea is that
one class of ores helps in the smelting
of another. It is not generally un-
derstood out here that in every new
mining camp . the method that shall
be pursued in smelting the ores is de-
cided upon by an analyst working in
a laboratory. The ores are analyzed
and the particular chemical combina-
tion needed in each particular case is
arrived at. =

SMELTING IS EASY.

“Now, for* the purposes of economic
smelting, it is necessary to bring to-
gether two complementary ores, and
whereas such ores, are seldom found
in close preximity, British Columbia
is fortunate in having them in juxta-
position. The silver-lead ore of the
Slocan district is the complement of
‘the gnld-sulphide ore of the Trail
Creek region and one is necessary to
the smelting of the other.

THE CROJ’S NEST ROAD.

“The  pressing necessity now is to
bring these together, and it is hoped
that the C.P.E. will construct a rail-
way connecting the two countries. The
Crow’s Nest Railway to bring coke
in from the east is in relative impor-
ta;{nce comparatively a small proposi-
tion.

“At present the British Columblia
ores are sent to the smelters at
Omaha and Kansas City, thousands
of miles away, simply because at
these centres the compleméntary ores
are brought together. As soon as
there are established prover transpor-
tation facilities, the necessity of such
distant shipping will be obviated ani
the cost of smelting will be reduced
to a minimum.

“A big Kansas City firm will build
smelters in the Trail Creek region as=
coon as they find where the C.P.R.'s
Slocan-Ressland line will run.  They
want to locate at a convenient point
on the railway.”

REFINERIES AT TORONTO.

Further, Mr. Blackstock abserved:
“American smelting people think we
ought to put up refineries for refining
the matte’and extracting the precious
metals at Montreal, and Toronto. The
‘matte’ is the combined mass of mixed
minerals obtained from the smelting
of the ores, and the refineries are
needed to separate them and eXtractl
the gold and silver.

A MINT WANTED.

«These miners also think that the
Canadian Covernment should estah-
lish a mint, both for our own credit
and the development of our gold and
silver mines. The nearest refinery to
2ossland now lis at Omaha.”

A GOOD POINTER.

“What ‘do you think of the chances
of castern men going to Ressland to
mine?”

“I would not advise anyone to go
into mining unless he thoroughlysun-
derstands his business, but our Dpeo-
ple, if they have labor or manufac-
tures to offer, should get their share

In conclusion, ‘Mr. Blackstock ‘stat-
ed that the mining in British Colum-
bia is bound to prove.a great bonanza
for eastern trade. As one man re-
marked to him the other day, the
Rossland mines will in that indirect
way pay off many a Toronto mort-

‘Mr. Bruneau,
M.P. for Richelieu, was so disgusted
with Mr. Tarte that he went home the
other day and now threatens to re-
sign. He complains that Mr. Tarte
dismisses men in his constituency and
replaces them without consulting the .

But what excites the deep-
est jealousy against Mr. Tarte is his
monopolist tendencies. He and his
sons are bound to have the exclusive
control of the ministeriai press in this
district, with the printing patronage.

Messrs. Brodeur and Choquette wish-
ed to rethin an interest in it. Now,
the young Tartes have bought a
printing office and they are prepariag

MATTERS IN HAMILTON.
L
Timothy Almond Was Killed at Coney
Island—The Sanford Co. and the
Clothing Contracts—General News.

Hamilton, Sept. 16.—(Special)—Dan-
fel Sullivan, :the Charles-street livery
man, received a private despatch this
morning from New York stating that
his cousin, Timothy Almond, was kill-
ed at Coney Island last night. The

message did not state how Almond
met his death, but it is presumed he
was killed by a traln ile return-
ing from the Coney Island races. The
deceased was born in tHis city 37 years
ago and was well known, although
he has not resided permanently in the
city for fifteen years. His mother re-
sides at 290 King-street east, and with
her son left for New York to-night,
where the remains will be interred.
" THE CLOTHING CONTRACTS.
Joseph ' Greene, secretary-treasurer
of the W. E. Sanford Manufacturing
Company, had a lengthy letter to-
night in the local press regarding the
Government clothing contract. Some
years ago, it said, the late Government
abandoned the custom of advertising
for clothing tenders, owing to the
| practice of incompetent firms tender-
ing, the issuing of circulars to the
principal manufacturers being sub-
stituted. A portion of the rest reads:
“In response to the last invitation
we sent”our Mr, Sweet,, who met re-
presentatives of the principal clothing
houses of Canada in Ottawa, who, like
himself, were there ‘to tender for the
requirements of the Government. As
far as we know, in this instance and
avery other instance, the contract was
given to the firms tendering the low-
est. Our company is-a joint stock
company, as you know, and its presi-
dent, Senator Sanford, had nothing to
io with the tender or with the contraet,
eyond advising our representative he-
fore leaving that in view of the de-
pressed condition of trade it would
be difficult to keep our hands busy,
and it was desirable to tender very
low rather than lose the contract, the
result being that we got a liberal pro-
portion of the Government’s require-
ments. Other houses of well-known
Liberal proclivities, supporters of the
present Government, whose names are
not mentioned for obvious reasons,
were among those who tendered and
secured portions of these -contracts.”

SENATOR SANFORD'S REMOVAL.

Nothing definite is yet known about
the rumor that Senator Sanford in-
tends moving to Toronto, and, al-
though the Senator deelines to deny or
confirm the rumor, his reticence gives
a certain amount of credence to the
rumor. His removal would mean the
removal ‘of his large’ manufacturing
establishment, upon which several
hundred families are directly and in-
directly dependent. He has Dbeen
closely identified with the growth of
this ‘'city and his removal would be
generally regretted. The Senator de-
nied that George Hamilton had pur-
chased ‘the yacht Canada for him, al-
though he intimated the craft -might
eventually belong to him. .

BUILDING THE SPUR LINE.

Yesterday was pay day on the T,
H. and B. spur line, and about $15,000
was paid out. Over 300 men are still
engaged in the work, which is pro-
gressing satisfactorily. There is still
a lot of work to be done in two cuts,
while only a small start has been
made on the Desjardins Canal bridge
owing to the difficulty in securing the
right of way.

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DON'T TRY IT ON.

If the managers of the Toronto
Street Railway wish to dish the move-
ment for Sunday cars they can do S0
by asking that their men be allowed
to work seven days a week. It is a
thing neither the council nor the pub-
lic should countenance. We cannot
imagine the men themselves asking
for it. If one class or section of a
class is allowed to work seven days
a week it will not be long before.every
man in that class will have to work
seven days a week in order to make
a livelihood. :

The agreement as it stands covers
everything, a Sunday service included,
and we see no reason for a departure
from it in any particular. It provides
for and the company will have to pay
to the city a percentage of earnings.
It provides that the men shall work a
limited number of hours (60) a week,
and there should he no change in that
respect. It puts the regulation of the
service in the hands of the City En-
gineer, and there it should remain.
To our mind there is no need for
any change in the terms, other than
to safeguard them as they exist, and
the whole question ought to be settled
by & submission of the straight ques-
tion to the people, Do you or do you
not desire Sunday cars? The existing
agreement covers everything. Any
attempt to depart .from the agree-
ment, we suspect, i8 influenced by a
desire to prevent Sunday cars run-
ning, or a desire of the company to
alter the original terms in some re-
spect. Stand by the agreement and
let the people vote on the gquestion of
Sunday cars. ’

ONTARIO'S MINING REGION,

Ontario cannot afford to forget that
she too has gold mines, and that every
effort which the Provincial Govern-
ment can make to attract capital and
assist development should be put forth.
Now is the time, and not five or ten
years hence.- The Legislature is little
enough use as it is, goodness knows,
but if it is able to devise a means of
quickening the development of our
mineral resources .it. will earn some
gratitude.

Well,
let them say so, and the public will
know what to expect.

The mineral rock, in appearance and
formation, is lke the nickel-bearing

are all true fissures, and seem to have
been formed by great earthquakes and
ernptions from below. The moiten ore
burst upwand through the flssures in
the, primary rock, and as it cooled the
lighter refuse, br slag, came to the
top, forming what ds known as “fron
cap.” Every wvein has this iron cap,
and hundreds of shafts sunk on these
