FLEVEN PERSONS
BURNED 10 DEATH

Shocking Calamity in a Bowery Lodg-
ing House in New York.

The Place Was Kept by The Christian
Merald—Nearly All the Beds Were Oc-
cupied When the Fire Broke ©Out, and
There Was g Wild Seramble for Life—
Some Ghastly Discoveries.

New York, March 13.—A thorough
search of the premises at 105 Bowery,
which were partially destroyed by fire
at an early hour this morning, disclosed
the fact that eleven persons were burn-
ed to death. At first it was rumored
that the loss of life was much larger,
but after searching the ruins very care-

fully the police and firemen discovered
only 11 charred bhodies and removed
them to the Morgue.

Number 105 Bowery is one of the best
known lodging-houses on that thorough-
fare, It is called the Bowery Mission
lodging house, and is conducted by The
Christian Herald. The ground floor is
used exclusively for mission purposes.
Gospel services being held there aaiy
for several years. The four uppe:
floors are fitted up as a cheap lodging
house, with accommodations for 150
males, who pay 15, 20 and 25 cents, ac-
cording to the location of the rooms.

Nearily Every Bed Was Ocenpled.

Last night almost every bed was oc-
cupied. At -half-past one o'clock this
morning one of the lodgers discovered
flames coming from a wash-room on the
third floor, but before he had time to
alarm the house the fire was noticed by
passers-by on the street. By this time
the flames had eaten their way to the
top of the building, and were bursting
through the roof. When the alarm was
given and the inmates aroused, a wild
scene of excitement ensued. Many of
the lodgers became panic stricken. They
rushed into the hallways and fell over
each other in their efforts to reach the
street. Those on the lower floors got to
the street safely by the stairways, while
those on the upper floor groped their way
through the blinding smoke to the metal
fire escapes in front of the building. The
majority of them only saved portions of
their clothing, while several of them
were naked. Those who made their way
to the street by the fire escapes were
burned by the excessive heat of the iron
ladders, which in many places had be-
come red hot from the flames within.

The Horrors of the Scareh.

After the fire had been extinguished
sufliciently that a search of the place
was possible, the police and firemen
entered the building and the work of
searching for victims was begun. Sev-
eral bodies were found near the windows
on the two upper floors, where they had
been stricken down in attempting to
make their way to the fire escapes. So
many bodies were found in the early
stage of the search that it was estimat-
led that over fifty persons must have
been killed. However, the officers for- |
tunately overestimated the loss oy Isfe
and eleven bodies, in all, were found.
Some of these were: discovered in the
small rooms they had occupied, while |

others were found in the hallways and |
{on the stairs of the feurth and fifth
floors. All of them were naked and
| most of them were burned and charred
| beyond recognition. It is .thought hy
| the police that only one of these bodies
| will be eventually identified. This one

is designated as No. 10. It was fonnd
in a room on the fifth floor. In the same
room there was a satchel, and it s
thought that its contents may lead to
the identification of the body. i

Manager Sardison, of The Christian
Herald, who has direct charge of the
mission, and the lodging-house, called at
the Eldridge-street station later and told
the officer in charge that he would bury
the dead. 'The loss in the building by
fire is estimated at $7000, and the con-
tents are damaged to the extent of $5000
more. The loss is entirely covered by
insurance.

Suffer Serious- Damage.

Fifteen Hundred Pcople Homeless In the
Forest City’s Suburb—The Breakwater
Burst and There Was a Masty Stam-
pede—West Brantford Like a Great Lake
and Peopie Driven From Home —ileavy
Loss in Galt Also—Bridges Swept Away
and Property Flooded. -

Londom, Ont., March 13.—(Special )—This
afternoon the river Thames burst through
the breakwaters and flooded the suburb of
West -London. Thousands of dollars werth
of property was destroyed, and many peo-
ple narrowly escaped with their lives, At
midnight the water was still rising and the
full amount of destruction could not be
ascertained,

For many years West London has had
apnual battles with the river, A system
of breakwaters has been built, which en-
circles the town, and was supposed to de-
fend it from spring freshets, Yesterday
the Thames rose several feet and last
night’s rain raised the river still higher,

To-day heavy rains in the northern part
of the country sent a huge yolume of
water down the north branch. Towards
evening the water was backing up in the
streets of West London, which are con-
siderably below high water level, Some
of the residents became alarmed and fled.
Breakwater Gave Way.

All day 200 men with teams under the
direction of Mayor Wilson had been dump-
ing loads of ecarth along the breakwater
to strengthen it agalnst the steady inroads
of the water. Snortly after 7 o'clock a
portion of the breakwater trembled. The
water rushed at it savagely and tore out
a sectlon forty feet long, throwing men
and horses to one side as it poured
through, The men and horses scrambled
to safety, as the torrent swept on and
down the streets, In half am hour the
whole of London West was submerged 0
a depth of five or six feet. A score of
row ts were secured, and the work of
removing those who were penned up in the
cottages began, From roofs and out of
second-storey windows women and children
were b t to places of safety. Down
every street lanterns twinkled as the boats
rowed towards the signals of distress. For-
tunately, many, fearing the danger, bad
already left, so that the boats were able
to remove all who wished, and by 11
o'clock all had been rescued,

Fifteen Hundred People Homeless.

Four hundred houses were surrounded by
#glx feet of water, and nearly 1500 people
were driven from their homes, Along the
stream are several mllls, the owners of

On the city side of the river the water
rose erlﬁh,t feet since last night, and should
it continue it threatems to flood the city

WEST BRANTFORD A LAKE.

‘Firemen and Other Citizens Had to Fight

the Raging Waters All Sunday and
Were Beaten Out at Last.

Brantford, Ont., March 12.—Last night's
heavy rain caused the Grand River to again
go on its annual Sunday rampage. At an
early hour this morning the water began to
rise and about 9 o’clock the flats were al-
most covered with water and most of those
living on the flats, anticipating the flood,
moved to safe quarters during the night. At
11 o'clock ‘the firemen went with the life
boat to the flats and took off the only oc-
cupant in the badly flooded section.

In West Brantford the water had risen
to such a height that it had a very danger-
ous outlook for citizens in that section. At
the junction of Oxford-street and the G.T.
R. crossing the water got over the tracks
and soon had a patch washed out about two
feet deep and about 15 feet long. Men and
teams were soon at work and with sand
bags got the gap filled and water stopped.

At the northwest part of the show
grounds the water had risen so high that
it was ruaning over the top of the dike.
Here also men and teams are at work max-
ing matters more secure. These two wash-
outs atjone time made it appear very serl-
ous for the people of West Brantford. For-
tunately the water has fallen about 12 or
15 inches. This, with the repairs workmen
are making at both places, has saved West
Brantford from a very serious flood. The
firemen with lifeboat and hook and ladder
wagon were in West Brantford during the
afternoon.

It is reported the Cockshutt Bridge, about
two and a haif miles south of the city,
went down early this morning and the farm
lands in that vicinity are covered with
water six to ten feet deep. No loss of life
i3 reported so far. If the water in the
river cont'nues to. fall as it is now doing
the prospect is there will be no further
damage. Tbe citizens turned out in good
numbers to see the flood. —

Looks Like a Lake.

After dark the water in the Grand River
began to rise and by half past 9 it had
reached the top of the dyke, The men at
work repairing the dyke at the northern
extremity of West Brantford had to aban-
don their work. The water began to come
cver the top, and they were in danger of
being caught. Warning was given imme-
diately to the citizens of West Brantford
to move out.

At 10 o’clock the fire bell rang, calling
for assistance, and the firemen with fife-
boats, wagons, and citizens with wagous,
proceeded to aid in the rescue.. Quite a
number have moved out, but there sre still
gome remaining.,

At 10,30 it was reported the dyke had
gone, 'The water Is now running through
West Brantford at a good speed, three to
five feet deep, and sidewalks are floating.
The Grand Trunk have an engine and some
flat cars and about 20 men at work filling
in with earth the part of their track that
bas been washed out. The night is dark
end It Is very difficult td see where and
what damage i@ being done, West Brant-
ford looks like a large lake,

Blocks of ice 18 inches
thick and as large as the side of a house,
whole trees, roots and branches attached, &
foot and a half at the trunk, hewn timber,
loose boards, fence rails, ang out-houses
by the score were carried along in the rush-
ing and roaring torrent. A great amount
of damage to property has been caused.

Bridges swept Away.

The first bridge to go down was the small-
er one near Blair Stadon on the public road
leading to Preston. The next bridge to
suffer was the upper bridge in the town
of Galt, The middle span was carried en-
tirely away and the other two spans are
badly damaged as well as all the stone
plers. Loss estimated at $5000. "The floor-
mng .and stone plers of the Main-street
bridge and the lower bridge in Galt have
been damaged to the extent of probably
$100 each. The wooden bridge known as
the “Foot bridge,’”’ about two miles down
the river from Galt, was washed away.

Faetories and private residences located
on the river banks have suffered consider-
able damage. The volume of water in the
river increased rapidly, and to such an ex«
tent as to overtlow the whole of the low=
lying portions of North and South Waters
streets to the depth of two feet. The in«
mates of several private houses had to ba
carried out to places of safety. i

Flouring Mill Badly Wet.

The basement of Cherry Bros.” flouring
mill was full of water, causing damage to
stock and the stone work of the mill-race
was badly washed out. Basements of all
the manufacturing establishments sltuated
on the river are full of water and huge
ice boulders, but damage, if any, cannot
be definitely stated until the water goea
down sufficiently to_enable an examination
to be made. 1t is known, however, that the
Galt Knitting Company will be heavy los«

Brunean’s Resignation and With-

drawal of It—Somethiny Alout
Friday Morning’s Vote.

Ottawa, March' 13.—(Special.)—The
last has not been heard of Mr. Brun-
eau’s resignation. That the document
was actually prepared in legal form, and
witnessed by Mr. McMillan, M.P., and
Mr. Godbout, M.P., is unquestioned.
What was its subsequent fate is uncer-
tain, except that it is clear now that
Mr. Bruneau either repented of his
action, or was induced to withdraw the
document. The matter will likely be
brought up in the House to-morrow.

The Yukon Bill.

To-morrow is private members’ day
and on Tuesday the House will return
to consideration of the Yukon bill in
the committee stage. As on the secunu
reading the bill wiil be considered from
day to day, but it is not likely that it
will reach the Upper House much before
the end of the month, That the Senate
will throw it out seems certain., The
majority against its second reading is
being figured at 16. The Ontario senat-
ors are about evenly divided on the
question.

Friday Morning’s Vote.

It suits the Liberal newspapers to
gloss over the fact that the Governmeut
majority in favor of the second reading
of the Yukon bill was only 39. They
e| point to the majority “against Mr. Dor-
den’s amendment and crow about it.

Five Conservatives voted against the
amendment, not because they favored
the hill, as the subsequent vote of three
members—Messrs, Hale, Blanchard and
Costigan—shows, The position of the
gentlemen is simply this: They do not
think that the information at present
available respecting the Yukon does not
warrant any large expenditure in build-
ing a railway, hence they voted against
both the amendment and the bill,

A New Scheme On.

1t is reported to-night that the Gov-
ernment, on realizing that its present
bill is doomed to defeat, is now consider-
ing the terms of a new arrangement
with Mann and McKenzie. The pro-
position is now to arrange with them
for building a_ railway line from Alice
Arm, and on Portland Inlet, by way
of Glenora or Telegraph Creek to Tes-
lin Lake. The proposed subsidy will
take the form of part cash and part
lands.

His
power and responsibility in shaping human
destinjes is greater at the present moment
than has fallen to the lot of any man in
this generation.

Cuban Affalr Not a Great Issue.

“There is danger that the aftention of
the American people may be too much eon-
centrated upon the Cuban-Spanish affairs
with which they are more directly concern-
ed, Euro regards these troubles as of
Jttle Intrinsle Ingerest as compared with
the incalculable Importance to the whole
human race of the ‘Ditanic struggle which
threatens to involve all the #ations of Bur-
ope and Asia. The worst outcome of the
Spanish-American difficulties will be a
brief war; whereiln the United States has
nothing to gain except a sense of disagree-
able duty faithfully performed. It is a
sumple truism in politics to say that vastly
greater issues hang upon the American pol-
fcy with regard to the fate of China than
anything the United States may do con-
cerning Cuba and Spain. It is now almost
true that nothing short of a distinct and
decisive American endorsement of the Brit-
ish policy in the far Bast can gvert a col-
lision between England and her continental
rivals. I say almost, because it is not yet
quite clear whether Russia and ‘France are
convineed that Great Britain is In earnest
in her open declaration that she will go
to war rather than permit the partition of
China or the closing of British markets
there.

Britain Means Business.

“The doubt, if it exists, will soon be re-
moved, for the Salisbury Government has
taken means to carry conviction to the
most skeptical diplomatists on this nt.
'hen, and the time cannot be long delay-
ed,the Franco-Russian attitude will change,
or the war which these countries, by their
recent policy, have almost been inviting,
will come.

“Most observers are inclined to beligve
that Russia wili manage to postpone the
fatal day. For her present unpreparedness,
despite her ultimate intentions, is notor-
jous. On the other hand, if Great Britain
is convinced that the conflict is imevitable
sooner or later, it will be greatly to her
interest to force the issue.

Vast Preparations for War.

“he British war preparations for months
past have been on a vastly larger scale
and more thorough than thg present meas-
nres undertaken in the United States. There
is need of no argument on this situntion
to demonstrate the vast importance of the
American attitude. It is this obvious im-
portance, probably, which has given rise to
free discussion of an Anglo-American alli-
ance in the past few days, a discussion
which is more prominent on your side of
the Atlantic, according to the cable de-
spatches, than on this side. It should be
said unreservedly that there dis not the
slightest expectation in Engand that any
alliance will be made at <ie present mo-
ment or in the present situation. It s
hardly necessary to add_the English denials
to those from Washington that
Great Britain has been 80
pm.x-nnizin{ and undiplomatic as +to
offer the United States assistance in deal-
ing with a fourth-rate power like Spain,
It is probably true that English publie
opinjon is more well disposed than Am-
erican toward an Anglo-Saxon combinas
tion, but even this country is by no means

The managers of the fight have
written George Siler, asking him to referee
it, but have notf. as T send you this, heard
from him. If Siler cannot come Sam Aus-
tin of New York will probably fill the bill.

Egmont is now 14 years gxd
Maurauder is 10, Saragossa 8 and Stone-
mason 9, They have wintered well and
are quite healthy,

The Seagram String.

Mr, Seagram will take nearly double the
number of horses along with him to the
race meets this year as he did last year,
Fifty-four or 55 will be the number. The
string will leave the Waterloo stables
about- the first week iIn April, providing
the weather does not prove a disappoint-
ment, for Little York, where they will
train for the Ontarlo Jockey Club races
in Toronto in May. Trainer ifoyle says he
would like to get away just as quickly as
possible, for there is not much room here
for training. There is a smail track in gne
of the fields belonging to the farm, which
is sometimes used to train the horses, but
with weathez ldke this the track is too
soft and canniot be utilized, Instead, the
liorses are practised each day in the big
paddock or barn ‘yurd, This paddock is
like an ordinary farm yard, oply larger,
carpeted thickly with straw, The thirty or
more stable boys are busy all day giding
the horses around the paddock, Each
horse gets from an hour to an hour and
a half day exercise in the paddock, rain
or shine, snow or hail. The horses them-
?l(;lveskim;em dto like It, aht least the way

ey kick and scamper when th et out
leads one to think so, .

The flyers are never practised om the
roads, as some Imagine. It is either on
the track or in the paddock. The stock
hag wintered exceedingly well, All the
horses have silky, glossy coats, and are
as sleek and nice -as any well-fed and well-
tended horses can look, The srable boys
are nearly always busy around the stables,
There {8 a great deal of work to be done,
Each horse has to be cleaned and brushed
several times a day, and also rubbed down
when they come in from their exercise,

The Genial Trainer Boyle.

Trainer Boyle Is nearly always at the
stables and keeps a watchful eye over
everything. He Is a hale and hearty fel-
low, jovial in his manner, and is well liked
by the boys under him.

When Mr. Boyle is not there, his assist-
ant, Jerry Johnson, who is about as well-
known as Mr, Seagram himself, and has
I)ﬁen with him for nineteen years, takes
charge.

Fach stable is presided over by a fore-
man, who 1s responsible for the well-being
of the horses in his building. Then each
foreman has his stable hands under him,
It will, therefore, be seen that a general
system prevalls In the Seagram stables.
There are three large stables and one small
one, the large ones each fitted up with
fifty box stalls, so that nearly 200 horses
could be accommodated in all, The fore-
men over these stables are: Frank Bur-
ton, who came here from England in 1890;
Harry Blair, who has been with Mr, Sea-
gram for many years, and Peter McLeod.
The stables are kept as neat and clean as
the house of the most tidy housewife, No
one ls allowed to smoke In the bufldings,
and the most complete order is always
maintained, Mr. Seagram himself seldom
vigits the stables. In fact, he professes
to know no more about his horses than an
outsider,  If you ask him a gquestion per-
taining to the horses he'll tell you to go
and see Boylg, the trainer.

. Stable Boys Have Memo fes.

It is wonderful what memories some of
the stable boys have. Nearly any one you
ask will go fthrough the stables with you
and tell you the names and breeding of
every horse or colt in the place. Con-
stant association with the horses Is the
secret, but it seems to The World reporter
that not many outsiders could go in and
get things down  so fine. The boys are
mostly from England, born and brought
night up with race horses, and it seems
a second nature to them, They get their
meals and sleep at the stables, and some
of them rarely get to town. They have
their ‘“‘nights off,” however, to do with
as they wish,

Don’t accept
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CANADA’S RESPONSIBILITY.

The time has arrived when Canada
must take definite action in the matter
of providing naval defences for its own
local protection, and for use in con-
nection with the defence of the empire
generally. TUp to date we have done
nothing at .all in this direction. No
pressure has been brought to bear wpon
us by Great Britain and we bave not
taken the initiative ourselves. We are,
however, under a moral obligation to
do something on our own accord, and to
do it at once. Canada cannot hope to
command respect as an independent
state unless it assumes the responsibi-
lities that naturally belong to such an
cxistence, We should not wait to be
told to do our duty. We ought to under-
take ft on our own volition. Canada
has a large amount of shipping to pro-
teot, but we are relying altogether on
Great Britain to fdrnish the necessary
protection. The- total registered tonnage
of the empire is 10,325,000 tons, of
which Canada's proportion is 782,000.
The cost to Great Britain of protecting
this great volume of commerce is £2 8s.
2d. per ton, If Canada werc to pay
her proportion, our gearly contribution
to the Imperial exchequer for defence
purposes would be in the neighborhood
of eight million dollars.

But if Canada has not contributed
directly to the Imperial navy she has at
least constructed works of a military
and Imperial character. “The Canadian
Pacific Railway is one of these works.
[t has cost Canada many millions, and
as a military highway it may yet prove
of great assistance to the empire. In
the event of war in the far east, the
C.P.R. would be of immense advantage
to Great Britain in the transportation of
soldiers to the scene of the conflict. In
addition to the construction of this high-
way, we also propose to subsidize a
steamship line on the Atlantic, the ves-
sels of which can be converted into arm-
ed cruisers in case of war, and we will
shortly assume the largest part of: the
expense of laying a cable from Van-
couver to Australia. :

While we must be allowed crecit fo
these and similar enterprises yet they do
not justify our neglect to furnish men,
and if need be, ships, for naval pur-
poses. The subject is now before the
people in a practical way, it is to be hop-
»d the Government will do something
more than show Great Britain that we
are aware of our responsibilities, Can-
ada is fortunately in a position to
strengthen the British navy in a point
where it is confessedly weak. Great
Britain has unlimited finances, but dif-
ficulty is found in 'securing men for the
navy. Canada has 75,000 of as vigor-
ous and experiénced seamen as are to Le
found in any quarter of the globe. This
great reservoir might be drawn upon to
furnish men for the royal naval reserve.
If we are going to contribute at all to
the naval defence of the empire th's is
the way in which we should do it. The
men are more than half trained already.
If three or four training ships were
located in Canadian waters and our
seamen enrolled for the service, we
would soon be able to furnish the em-
’pire with ten thousand efficient men.
This proposal is much better than the
line of action taken by South Africa
in furnishing a battle ship. The money
spent on training the men would all
come back to Canada, and it would
give better results tham could be at-
tained by constructing a ship or in any
other way.

Another suggestion has been made us
to the steps Canada should take to per-
form her duty in the naval defence of
the empire. This suggestion emanates
from Mr. H, J. Wickham, secretary of
the Toronto branch of the Navy Leagae.
He recommends the equipment of a force
of naval artillery at Toronto and other
points, In this way the sailors of our
lakes could be educated as trained gun-
ners and seamen, suitable in an emer-
gency, for active work in the Imperial
navy.  Provision for the colonfes under-
taking action of this kind has been made
by an Imperial Act, dated 1865. Mr.
Wickhaln's suggestion was unanimously
endorsed by the Imperial Grand Ledge
of the Sons of England at their annual
meeting held at St. Catharines last
week.

Almost every maritime country in the
world is now busy increasing its naval
resources. During the past two weeks
some $200,000,000 has been voted by
different Governments for naval pur-
poses. Canada cannot afford to live any
longer in a fool’s paradise. Sir Wilfrid
Laurier has assured us we are a nation.
We must assume our national respon-
sibilities.

A SCOLAR PLEXUS BLOW.

Mr. F. S. Spence had a perfect legal
right to force an election in Ward 3,
but in doing so he certainly violated
public propriety and decency. In in-
viting the electors to assist him in his
ungentlemanly and selfish attempt to de-
prive a fellow-citizen of an honor to which
he was justly entitled, Mr. Spence com-
mitted a blunder which he will have
reason to regret for many a day.

THE BEEY SUGAR INDUSTRY.

A few weeks ago, The World referred
to the very successful results which had
resulted from the extensive range of
experiments in sugar beet cultivation
made in 1897 by the Owen Sound Sugar
Manufacturing Company, We showed
that forty samples of the roots grown

by as many farmers had been analysed |

at the laboratory of the Ontario Agri-
cultural College at Guelph, and that by
leaving out two of these samples which
were grown from unkmown variety of
geed the other samples were found to
average 15.20 per cent. sugar, purity 81,
16. We directed attention to the faet that
this quality was better than the average
obtained in any of the sugar-beet pro-
ducing countries of Europe. The United
States Consular reports for February
contain a report from Mr. Henry W.
Deiderich, Consul of Magdeburg, dated
October 25, 1897, which fully cotro-
borates this. He says that in the week
ending October 9 tests were made with
beets that were delivered at eight sugar
factories in the Province of Saxony, and
these varied from 12.98 /to 14.6 per cent.
sugar; during the sajhe ‘time similar
tests were made at/fourteen different
factories in various beet-growing sections
of Germany, which/showed an average
of 18.61 per centf sugar. Not only is
the saccharine fluality of -the beets
raised in Ontarip better than in Ger-
many, but the /yield per acre has been
proved to be much larger.

Canadian consumers pay about $12,-
000,000 per annum for the sugar which
they use. It is surely unnecessary to
show that an important impetus would
be imported to the agricultural, com-
mercial and manufacturing interests of
Canada if its sugar was produced from
its own beets. One—hnlt.ot the cost of
beet-sugar consists of the money paid to
‘¢armers for the roots, so that the inp
dustry is rather an agricultural than a
manufacturing one. The Unitel States
by its tarif on foreign sugar, and
separate states, by means of- state houn-
ties, are aiding the industry in every
way, so that several .new :ggtories are
now being built in several States and
will be in operation next fall. It seems
almost incredible that the Parliament
at Ottawa and the legislature of Ontario
should exhibit so much indifference
about an industry that must prove of
suc!x great general advantage.

Walker Wants Sultable Police Escorts
and Guarantce Against Loss if a Gold
“‘Caravan” is Robbed on the Way to
the Coast, or If the Bank at Dawson

- City 1s Cracked by Burglars,

Ottawa, March 13.-—(Spec'ial.)—’1‘hel

vorrespondence brougnt down by the,

Government in reference to the estab-|
lishment of the bramch of the Canadian |
Bank of Commerce at Dawson City
. makes very interesting reading. Under

date Feb. 5, Mr. Fielding, Minister of
Tinance, tells Mr. B. E. Walker, general
manager of the bank, that the Govern-
ment does not consider it expedient in
the present condition of affairs in the
distriet to make a permanent arrauge-
ment. Nevertheless, the Government
are disposed to avail themselves of the
services of the bank, so that if the bank
will establish an agency at Dawson the
Government will have the gold royal-
ties eollected through such agency. As
at present no idea can be formed as to
the amount of business that would be
transacted in the district, the question
of compensation is to be held over for
further consideration, but will be finally
determined by the Minister of Finance.
The arrangement is to last for noc less
than one year from the opening of -the
i1gency at Dawson.
The Bank’s Conditions.

In a memorandum -submitted by Mr.
Walker, he sets out the conditions under
which the bank will establish the
agency. In addition to rmitting the
bank building to be within the police
enclosure, he asks that the Government
provide suitable police escorts, and the
Government to. guarantee the. bank
ngainst loss, either at Dawson or while
gold is en route to the coast, uris' sy
from robbery or burglary, accompanted
by violence. Such escort to be furnish-
ed only on remittances of not less value
than $500,000. The ?ﬁgoh of the bank-
are to be permitted te fravel with the
police and under theirsprdtection. The
memorandum further sets out that if
withie one year from the time the bank
opens its office at Dawson Uity the
Government police should be overnrwor-
ed and be thereby unable to afford the
necessary protection to the bank, and
i{: in consequence thereof the office of
the bank is broken into, and gold or
money stolen, or looted therefrom, it
shall not be considered as an answer to
the bank’s claim for indemnity against
such loss that the bank itself took the’
risk thereof by establishing its office;
but nothing kerein shall be taken as an
admission on the part of the Govern-
ment of liability for any such claim, or
as an admission on the part of the bank
that it at any time took such risk.
Drafts will be issued to miners free of
charge, payable at par at any Canadian
chartered bank.

Mr. Ficlding Agrees.

Replying on Feb. 21 to this memoran-
dum, Mr. Fielding says the Government
will furnish the escorts asked for at
least once every four months, provided
that it shall not be held to impose any
liability on the part of the Government
for the safety of the gold. The Govern-
ment, while affording police protection,
cannot admit any liability, an arrange-
ment of that kind only being possiﬁle
with the consent of Parliament.

Three days later the Minister farther
stipulates that the bank in receiving gold
from miners may issue drafts free of
charge to the owners of gold who pay |
the general rate of royalty, and not to]
any persons whose rate of royalty is |

reduced by special contraet with the |

Government. This is' taken to mean |

that McKenzie and Mann, in banking

gold at Dawson which they may derive |

from their land grants, are not to get

their banking business done free of
charge.

The Conditlons Acceopted. |

On March 2 Mr. Walker writes to the |

“We are aware that the Government |
could not, without the authority of Par-|
liament, undertake any Uability for loss
which the bank may suffer in case law |
and order are not upheld in the district, |
and we do not ask that such liability |
should be assumed, but we wish to say
that in accepting the terms of your let-
ter the bank is not to be understood as|
relieving Parliament from any constitu-
tional liability it might be under to
provide an indemmity for losses hap-
pening under such circumstances while |

_ A resolution by Ald. Leslle, one of many

submitted, was allowed to pass, requiring
more information from the Assessment Com-
missiofier, but to all intents and purposes
the agitation is looked upon as killed,
Penison Wants Something Specific.
Proceedings began with the presentation
of a resolution by Ald, Denison requiring
Mr. Dutihe and other promoters to furnish
in writing to the committee proofs that

they had definite offers from industries to
focate here in case the city farmed out
the franchise, = The motion met with de-
termined ion from the company’'s
rs, who argued that it would be
detrimental for such things to become
public. They were abetted by Ald. Lamb,
and when it came to a vote Ald. Denison
voted alone,

Lamb and Denison Agree for Once

Frustrated in his first move, Ald. Denl-
son submitted a resolution ‘“That in the
opinion of this committee the ownership
of the cattle market should not pass out
of the possession of the city.”

Ald. Lamb went him one better, adding,in
Ald, Denison’s opinion, a pretty tail to his
resolution. It read as follows: “That efter
giving the offers submitted by the Union
Stock Yards Co, and the Toronto Stock
Yards Co, for the acquisition of the cattle
market franchise, due consideration, this
committee are of opinion that it would
not be In the. interests of the city of To-
ronto to lease or otherwise dispose of ‘the
cattle market franchise. This committee
further,. however, would recommend the
Council to give the most liberal terms for
the encouragement of manufacturing in-
dustries, especially in conmection with
the dead meat and trade.”

This Makes ‘Nea” Mad.”

This sweeping measure provoked Ald.
Hanlan’s ire, In thundering tones, ac-
centuated by pugilistic thumpings on the
table, he denounced the present and all
past Councils for choking off any industries
which attempted to locate in Toronto, He
had a Mttle suggestion written out to the
effect that Council enclose the city within
n stone wall, 100 feet high, so that they
might exclude the gpterprise of the outside
world. L& |

Ald., Burns nalvely asked, amid laughter,
if he s;proposed it- should be «done ‘on - the
local Improvement plan.

Ald. Sheppard irgpically resented Ald.
Hanlan's strictures on the board and arg-
ued that the city was better able to offer
inducements to industries than a private
corporation could be.

Newspapers Blufling, Says Lesite

Ald. Leslie found fault with certain news-
papers  for .trying ‘“to hold up threats to
frighten members of the committee from
voiing as they choose.”* Then he proceed-
ed to pick to pieces the Assessment Co.n-
missioner's report. He saild that his com-

arison of the merits of the offers of

ossrs. Duthie and Harris was unfalr, in
that it did not take into account the fact
that the Union Stock Yards . Co. proposed
at the end of 70 years to hand over the
gnrd,x to the city, whereas the Toronto
tock Yards Co. would retain their prop-
erty. Then he was satisfied that Mr. Flem-
ing counld not prove that $100,000 had been
gpent in permanent improvements.

“The whole report,’”” sald he, ‘“‘would be
a disgrace to a 10-year-old school boy.”

Attempt at Another Delay. i

He was not prepared to vote, with in-
formation so far acquired, for either Ald.
Denison's or Ald. Lamb’s motion, and sub-
mitied the following gmendment:

“That it be an instruction to the Assess-
ment Commissioner to furnish the follow-
ing information: 1. Memorandum of area oc-
cupied by J. B. Smith & Sons. 2. Rent now
paid by them. 3. Taxes now paid by them.
4. Rental for renewal asked by assessment
department. 5. Memo, showing how the
commissioner computes the $100,000 stated
to be invested in permanent improvements.

<8 What estimated expenditures would be

necessitated to secure $500,000 increase of
receipts in 30 years. 7. The extra amount
that would be paid to the city under Mr.
Duthie’s amended offer, based on the com-
missloner's estimated increase of receipts
of $500,000 in 30 years.

How Could They Profit ?

Ald. McMurrich could not understand how
any company conld make profit enough out
of the business to. pay the city such per-
centages as they had offered, es{weclnlly
when the city's profits were so small.

“Better management,” put in Ald. Bow-
man.

SUPREME COURT.

Motion Granted Against Wilson and the
Sanford Co,—Bain v. Anderson Far-
niture Co. of Woodstock.

Ottawa, March 12.—(Special.)—In the
Supreme Court yesterday, judgment was
rendered, granting the motion made
yesterday in Burns and Lewis against
Wilson and the Sanford Company.

The appeal in MceCuaig v. Barber was
then heard. This is the first instance
of an appeal from the second division

of the Court of Appeal for Ontario, con-
stituted under recent statutes. The
action arose under an original convenant
bY_appellnnt in a mortgage on lands
which he subsequently sold subject to
the mortgage, his vendee agreeing to
pay the debt. The vendee made sales
of the land later on, binding all pur-
chasers to pa{ off respective shares, and
without the knowledge of appellant he
assigned all rights against the purchaser
to the mortgagee, on certain conditions,
as to how all remedies should be ex-
hausted before making any claim upon
him. The Trial Court held that by the
agreement. thus made the original mort-
gagor, appellant, had been discharged
from liability on his personal convenant,
but the second division off the Appeal
Court reversed this decision apd ordered
a judgment to be entered against the
mortgagor, from which he now appeals.
Aylesworth, Q.C. for appellant, W. X,
Irving for respondent. On conclusion of
the arguments judgment was reserved.
Bain v Anderdon.

The case of Bain v. Anderson and
the Amnderson Furniture Company was
next called. Osler, Q.C. for the xc-
spondent, moved to quash the appeal for
want of jurisdiction under the
act in Ontario and the Dominion Pavlia-
ment limiting Ontario appeals’ to eases
where the claim is for at least $1000.
In this case the plaintiff's claim was
for a sum in excess of that .amount,
but he recovered only $406 in the court
of first dnstance. ‘The respondents

appealed to the Court of Appeal for|

Ontario, and in his reply the appellant
merely asked to have the first judg-
ment affirmed, and it was contended
that the claim as originally made had
thus been reduced to a sum below the
appealable amount. Gibbons, Q.C.,
opposed the motion. The court refused
the motion and held that the jufisdiction
was fixed by the amount of the original
claim, following the decision in the case
of Laberge v. the Equitable Assurance
Association in 1894. The hearing on
the merits was proceeded with. Th=2
appellant claims the balance of a year’s
wages under an engagement as fore-
man with the Hny Furniture Com-
pany at their factory at Woodstock,
Ontario. The respondents bought out
the establishment as a going concern,
and some time afterwards dismissed the
appellant, as he alleges, in contravention
of his contract of engagement. The
Trial Court gave judgment for $406,
but was reversed by the Appeal Court.
which dismissed the action. Appellant
seeks to restore the first judgment.
Gibbons Q.C. (London), for the apel-
lant: S. H. Blake, Q. C., and Osler,
Q.C. for respondents. On conclusion of
arguments judgment was regerved.
Mhere are a number of similar claims
depending on the decision of this case,
as the new. company substituted a
number of their workmen from a factory
at Walkerton for the old hands in the
Hay Furniture factory.

DEATH OF MR, DUPONT.

The Member for Bagot Succumbs to Tiis In-
juries—Mr. Kribs May Pull
Through,

Ottawa, Ont., March 12.—The Government
was waited on to-day by Mayor Miller of
Orillia, who was accompanied by Messrs.
Bennett, McHugh, Hughés, Lang, Prefon-
talne and Craig, and who urged further
active, work in con}pectlon with the con-
struction of the Trent Valley Canal. Mr,
Miller had memorials with him from the
munieipalities, etc., along the route,

Speaker Edgar denies the report published
in a Montreal newspaper stating that Mr.
Bruneau had resigned. Mr. -Bruneau also
says that he has not resigned, It is un-
doubted, however, that Brupeau ygsterday
wrote his resignation, but in calmer mo-
ments repented of his action and recalled
the document.

Profound regret is expressed in political
circles at the death of Mr. Flavien Dupent,
M. P., of Bagot, which removes from the
arena of Federal politics one of the best-
known figurgs among the Quebec contin-
gent. In the House of Commons he was
known as a forcible and eloquent speaker.
He never attempted an address 'n anything
but his nafive tongue. Mr, Dupont had
reached the age of 51 yéais. He was born
at St. Simon, Que., and first sat for the
County of Bagot in the Local Assembly in
18768. ~ He entered the House of Commons
in 1882, “and sat conﬁtlmmusly'umll the time
of his death: The flag is half-mast on the
Parllament Buildings in his memory.

ine before the end of the year. Che
Statist says: ‘“There 1s quite a large
probability that we may have to fall
back upon America at no distant future
to make good our deficient supply—on
America, once our largest buyer of both

LADIES’ ART LEAGUE.

Rev. Dr. Milligan Lectures at Rosedale on
the Educativé Value of Imagina-
tion—Instructive Address.

The lecture before the Ladies’ Art
League by Rev. Dr. Milligan was held
in the kindergarten room of Rosedale
Public school on Saturday afternoon.
Miss Bell had prettily decorated theé
blackboards with colored drawings of
water scenes, pond lilies, maple leaves
and birds. Directly behind the reading
desk was a quaint picture of a little
girl in blue blowing bubbles, each of
which bore a letter,and all spelt “kinder-
garten.” Amid the pictures of nature
the room's motto, “Love is my motto,”
scemed *peculiarly appropriate: Two
charming misses acted as graceful
ushers. Mr. Chapman, assistant inspec-
tor of city schools, in a few chosen
words, aptly spoken, introduced the
learned lecturer. Dr. Milligan’s sub-
ject was ‘“I'he Educative /alue of
Imagination.” He said’ imagination
dealt with ideal truth sensuously  por-
trayed. Art in any -line was ideal truth
sensuously portrayed with passion or
emotion. He illustrated this thought
by copious quotations from Browniag,
Tennyson and Longfellow., Because the
imagination exercised our powers of ob-
servation, trained our reasoning powers,
and drilled our will power, it was of in-
estimable educative  value. “A man
can’t be a great artist unless he has a
great intellect.” “We figure God in the
degree of our own development in the
God-life.” These were two of the bright
statements made. In conclusion the doc-
tor said that the purpose of imagination
was to set forth what was true of us
all as mortals, by means of illustrations
in poetry, painting and history, with
strenuous passion. In this way one de-
veloped personality; and in developing
personality we were doing God’s will.
A hearty vote of thanks was accorded
the learned doctor, on motion of Messrs.
Montgomery and Hicks of the city
school staff.

C. P. R. TRAIN DERAILED.

Three Coaches l!udly Smashed—-Passengers

Lumber Situation.

According to The Canada Lumberman,

refailers and consumers of lumber have
entered the market with a marked degree
of _confidence, prepared to buy liberally.
From present indications there will be a
large local consumption during the current
year, and the outlets for lumber will be
more numerous, But as the quantity of
stock to be consumed in the local market
will be greater- than when there was free
enlry into the United States, there will
.be experienced keen competition, and prices
In general are not likely to show any sub-
stantial advance. Box lumber is in good
enquiry for eastern shipment, but for other
grades of pine there is little demand from
the United States. There has been some
seurrving around' for tertain lines of ' dry
hardwoods, chiefly soft elm and black ash.
Buffalo houses now have representatives in
this province buying all the suitable stocks
of these woods they can find, while they
are also picking up some lots of basswood,
maple and other Jlumber. \Shingles are
less active, although XX and XXX are
selling steadily.

Because of the high prices put on pine
by United States manufacturers, United
States dealers may be 16 to seck Cana-
dian stocks, English _buvérs are holding off
in the hope of g ‘leoncessions. The
South American market shows signs of re-
viring. Good harvests and fair wheat ex-
ports will lead to a better trade in lumber.
Alzeady more enquiries are being received
for stock for export, France Is also re-
gnrded as a large consumer of Canadian
Iumber in 1898,

Henry Clews’” Talk.

Henry Clews & Co., in thelr weekly fin-
ancial review, will say:

““At last the large floating foreign bal-
ance due to this couniry has proved too
ponderous to yield to the-various arrange-
ments for postponine its settlement, and
gold is therefore flhwing in from Europe
in large velume. The amount shinped and
engaged for shipmon* since the influx set
in is about $15.029 070, and the low rates
of exchange indicate no immediate abate-
ment of the movemert. * * * Tt is most
fortunate that the trade balance should
stand largely in our favor in the face of
the possibilities of a foreign war, We have
now $123.000,000 of sprefo in the New York
banks, and $169,000.000 of gold in the
Trensury. which, with the current imports
of £15,000,000. after deducting the $100.-
000.000 of reserve onold “makes a totnl
avaffable supply of $207.000.000.

Gas declined 4 per cent, and in
the inactive specialtics, Pullman dropped to
165, as compared with 171% the last pre-
vious sale. After partial rallles from the
lowest figures, rencwed weakness developed
and the market closed acfive and weak.

McIntyre & Wardwell received the fol-
lowing despatch to-day from New York:

The stock market was thoroughly de-
moralized to-day, under very heavy lignida-
tion of actual holdings by some of the large
operators and commission houses generally.
Liquidation was Influenced primarily by
the very weak tone of the London market,
which was caunsed by the forced liguida-
tion of a large pool formed there in
American stocks last month, and by fur-
ther evidence that the Spanish crisis will
be reached in a few days, The unscttled
condit'on of affairs in the far East was also
a factor. Support was only noticeable in a
fow stocks, whieh are mainly held by
cligues.

Mr. Hasvings took the ballot, and, going
behind the sercen, and wathout reading)
the names, marked the ballof for Richard-
son, The moment he had ‘done so, he nho-
ticed what he lhad doune, and, as it had
been his intention to vote for Mr. Moyes,
the Conservative candidate, he calied out:
“I have spoiled my ballot; can I have an-
other?’ T'he deputy-returiing officer ask-
ed to see it. Mr. Hasuings hesitated for
some time, and walked up to the table,
holding the ballot in his hand, but on Mr.
Summerfeldt saying he could not fssue a
new ballot "without seeing the other, he
hended it over.

The deputy-returning officer then looked
it over, and said: ‘“Tais isn’t spoilt,” and
the constable, A. H. Mc¢Kinnon, took a
hand in the busiuess and advised Mr. Sum-
merfeldt to put the ballot in the box.

The deputy-returning officer then folded
it up, and, notwithstanding the protesis
of Mr. Hastings,the ballot was deposited in
the box and the Grit party taereby in-
creased their majority by two.

There is speculation in_the neighborhond
as to 'what the deputy-returning officer
would have done If the voter had Hsked
for a new ballot after inadvertently mark-
ing it for Mr. Moyes, the Counservative
candidate.

Mr. Summerfeldt had no right to look at
the ballot paper. He was bound by law to

Mrz Hastings has po vindictive feelings
towards the deputy-returning officer, who
resides in the same neighborhood as him-
self, and does not wish to send him to jail,
but he feels very keenly the trick whizch
was played on him. He has issued a writ
under the Elections Act to recover fron
Mr. Summerfeldt the penal sum of $400
for misfeasance.
