And Would Like Annexation, Bat 
the Majority of Cabans Are 

Against It.
Montreal, Feb. 23.—(Special.)—sir Wil­

liam Van Horne returned from Cuba to­
day, and being asked for his opinion as to 
the island’s political future, said: "I don't 
know; nobody knows. I traveled a thou­
sand miles or more thru the country, and 
met and conversed with all sorts of peo­
ple, high and low, and my conclusion ls 
that annexation to the United States, if 
proposed now, would be voted down. The 
prominent Spaniards want It, because they 
are, needlessly, I think, afraid the Cubans 
will punish them for the wrongs of Span­
ish rule. Some of the Cubans want It, 
because of the material .advantages It 
would bring to the island. Some privately 
favor it, but they would go with the ma­
jority of their compatriots, and this major­
ity is as yet undoubtedly against It The 
United States Government would, in the 
absence of the clearly expressed desire 
of Cuba for annexation, find it difficult to 
get around Its pledges and continue per­
manently to exercise sovereignty. I believe 
that Cuba will soon be accorded self-gov­
ernment, but that the United States Gov­
ernment, ln view of Its responsibility, as 
well as of its Interests, will reserve a veto 
power ln all matters of foreign policy, 
and all matters of legislation affecting the 
public debt. The United States cannot 
say 'We'll annex Cuba,' and continue their 
tariffs against her; and If they admit her 
products free of duty, the tobacco and 
sugar interests ln the Southern States must 
suffer."

Never was there such a spectacle of political disgrace and demoralisation lu Can­

chine, and he knows that if he threatened certain-officials, high and low, for dishonor­
able and criminal acts in connection with the election frauds these men could in re­
taliation drive him out of power. Mr. Rosa Is helpless, at the mercy ot many men,
powerless to move In any direction. .

And, as a result of all this, political scandal ot the rankest kind reigns in Ontsrlo! 
Yet not one Liberal member ot the Legislature has protested against what has oc­
curred; not one Liberal paper has repudiated the crimes perpetrated 
in the Interest of the Liberal party, or has called for a single 
resignation; not one Minister ot God has risen In his pulpit 
to denounce these great public sins! Tho-Globe newspaper has pretended 'that, 
while crimes were committed, there is no connection between the crimes and crimln- 
als and the party In power; The Globe pretended that there was no corrupt deal 
between the receivers of railway subsidies and the funds that maintained the machine; 
the very best The Globe can do Is to offe- no defence of Mr. Gibson for being At­
torney-General, while bead of a corporation, and to offer no defence of Mr. Mulock’s 
alliance with Mr. Gibson in shielding the Consumers’ Gas Co. The Globe sees no 
necessity for the beneficiaries of these electoral frauds resigning and appealing again 
to the people. True, the frauds were committed, but what baa the Government got 
to do with that—or what has Mr. Rosa to do with them?

The Directors have pleasure in presenting the sixty-sixth Annual Report, embrac­
ing the Financial statements of the Company to the 31st December, 1899.

Thera has been a satisfactory growth in the premium income for the year in both 
the fire and marine branches. The Canadian fire business has shown exceptionally 
favorable results and there has been a moderate profit on the marine business written 
during the year. In the United States, however, this Company has, in common with 
all others doing business there, suffered from the unusually heavy fire losses that have 
occurred in several of the larger cities.

The net profit on the year's transactions ($62,038.89), has been sufficient to pay 
the usual half-yearly dividends at the rate of 7 per cent, per annum, and, after writing 
off an amount to cover depreciation in office furniture and securities, to provide for an 
addition of nearly $7000 to the Reserve Fund, which now amounts to $577,687.1)4.
