Mr. Borden Queried the Premier,

Who Replied That the Joint High

Commission Would Likely Deal With It—If Not a Com-
promise, Then Arbitration,

Ottawa, Mdy ‘23.--‘(81)901111.)—When the
fast business of the session had been put
thra to-day in the Commons Mr. Borden
grose and asked for a statement relating
to the position regarding the Alaskan
poundary. The present was unsatisfac-
tory, he said, because the United States,
which occuples terr!tnry‘that belongs to
Canada, was unwilling to submit the ques-
tion to arbitration, as Great Britain had
done regarding the Venezuelan boundary.
The longer the United States lIs allowed
to hold the territory the more difficult it
will be to obtain a satisfactory settlement,
Sir Wifrida Laurler replied: it 1s our
erpectation that the High Commission will
resume Its sitting at an early date. We
must do something to bring this commis-
glon to an issne of some kind. If we can-
not agree with friends on the other side
of the line with, regard to the question
that has been referred to (the Alaskan
boundary) we must know it and see what
action we shall adopt otherwise, and !
have reason tn- believe that the commission
will resume its sittings at an early day.
One of the questions to be taken up (the
most important perhaps) is the question of
the Alaskan boundary.

It is of the great-
est moment, not only for Canada, but for
the United States and Great Britain as
well, that the question should be definitely
settled as to what the boundary is De-
tween Alaska and Canada, and the House
is aware that we have not been able 10
come to any understanding on that, and
that there is only one thing that can be
done under such circumstances between
two such civilized nations as Great Bril-
tain and the United States, and especially
between two such nations, related as they
are to each other by so many dties, not
only of Interest, but of blood. It is of the
greatest moment that this question should
be 'settled promptly. I am sorry lo sSay
that the contentions of the United States
and our contentions are so far apart that
it may not be possible that each party
may succeed in upholding its owa pre-
tensions. If we cannot succeed in that
way we must succeed in some other.
There are two other ways which are al-
ways open to honorable natiops, such as
Great Britain and the United States and
Canada, and if we cannot succeed in the
first way by a fair compromise, then-we
must succeed. in the othier way by arbi-
tration. If we cannot settle the question
between ourselves we must hope that our
friends, the American nation, will agree
to call in a third party, who will give us
the best judgment he can undep the cir-

CLERGUES EXPLORING FOR IRON.

Development of Current River
Water Power—Other Notes

' From Port Arthur,

Port Arthur, May 28.—(Special.)—Mr. E.
S. Jenison, the proprietor of the big wat-
er power canal between Porth Arthur and
Kakabeka, has .notified his solicitor, Mr.
McBrady, te proceed with executing a con-
tract for clearing the right of way along
the route of the canal. Mr. Jenison and
his partners are expected here at the end
of the month, and it is noped by that
that. the canal will go ahead now.

Mr. E. V. Clergue of the consolidated
Clergue companies at Sault Ste Marie, ar-
rived to-day by the Alberta, with a large
gang of explorers. The Clergues propose
exploring the Thunder Bay district for
iron and other minerals.

Mr. William Kennedy, C.E., of Montreal,
also arrived by the Alberta, to report on
the development of the Current River wat-
er power for the town of Port Arthur. It
is expected that about one thousand horse-
power can be developed, which will be
ctilized for the railway and lighting sys-
tem' of the town.

Mr. Joseph G. King; the proprietor of
King’'s elevator, has just returned from
Duluth.’ Mr. King was there for a week
examining all the American elevators,
structures at the head of the lake, with a
view to deciding as to which style of con-
struction would be the best for the C.P.R.
elevator at this point. It is likely that
it will' be built of steal.

Mr. J. G. Ashforth has been appointed
general manager of the Dominion Fisu
Company at this point.

HAVELOCK SMALLPOX CASES.

Havelock, Ont., May 23.—The smallpox
cutbreak here is apparently over, the local
Board of Health, under the direction of
Dr. Bryce of Toronto, having taken every
precaution to stamp out the disease.

Great Question of Revision at Last
Before the United States
- General Assembly,

TWO REPORTS WERE PRESENTED

Those Who Favor a Dismissal of
the Whole Question Appear
to Be Strong.

Philadelphia, May 23.—With eloquence
born of the solemn importance of the
question, commissioners to the Fresbyter-
ian General Assembly to-day began the
debate on the revision of the contfession
of faith.

The great question came before the as-
sembly with the reading of the report of
the Committee on Revision by Rev. Dr.
Charles A. Dickey, chairman. 'This was
followed by the minority report, read by
Rev. Dr. William McKibben of Cincinnati.

A rule of the assembly gives chairmen
the right to speak on their reports after
they have been received, but before Mr.
Dlékey could secure recognition Rev. Dr.
Samuel J. Nicolls moved the adoption of
the first recommendation in both reports.

Rev. Dr. James D. Moffatt made a sub-
stitute motion to adopt the majority re-
port, and an amendment was offered sub-
stituting the minority.

Rev. Dr. George D. Baker presented -as
another amendment a resolution to the ef-
fect that as the vote of the Presbyteries
indicated a lack of unanimity the entire
subject be dismissed.

Dr. Dickey secured the floor on this
amendment and made a stirring address,
supporting the old confession. Rev. Dr.
Herrick Johnson and Rey. Dr. Samuel J.
Nicolls aroused the unbounded enthusiasm
of the audience by their brilliant presen-
tations of the revision faction's reasons
for desiring a change,

Rev. Dr. George T. Purves spoke against
revision, as did Rev. Dr. George D. Baker.
Dr. McKibben favored a modified change.

{ There are 250 commissioners committed to
| dismissal, but they have expressed them-

selves as open to conviction.

The controversy regarding rev'sion has
led to the formation of three groups
among the 640 commissioners to the Gen-
eral Assembly. First, there is the con-
servative group, composed of those oppos-
ed' to any change whatever in the doctrinal
standards of the church. Then there is
the party desirous of setting aside the

| confession of faith as mnot truthfully ex-

pressing the belief of the church, Be-
tween these stand the centrists, who fiivor
mainta‘ning the old confession, with a few
modifications, and who desire the adoption
of a clear ‘‘declarative’ statement, setting
forth the most important doctrines, and
laying speclal emphasis upon the love of
God for mankind and on the work of the
Holy Splrit.
The Answers Received.

In answer to the guestions submitted to
the Presbyteries, 50 asked the Assembly
to dismiss the whole subject, one was un-
dec'ded, four said they desired neither a
revision nor a supplemental statement,
nor the dismissal of the whole subject,
and, of the 233 Presbyteries, 15 in the
United States and 16 in foreign lands faill-
ed to respond. Of the remaining Presby-
teries, nearly two-thirds of the whole num-
per asked for some change in the creedal
statement, 47 desired a revision of the
econfession, 11 an explanatory statement,
1 revis'on and an explanatory statement,
52 a supplemental statement, 15 revision
and a supplemental statement, 1 an ex-
planatory statement and a supplemental
statement, 14 a substitute creed, 1 an al-
ternative creed, and 6 some change not
specified.

When the devotional exercises began the
galleries were filled: to overflowing. The
debate on revision was delayed by the
report of the Committee on Bills and Over-
tures and other matters of some Impor-
tance to the Assembly. Dr. Roberts, stat-
ed clerk, announced that there was still
two days’' business to be disposed of after

THE MANITOBA RAILWAY BATTLE
" HAS BEEN RESUMED IN NEW FORM

Winnipeg, May 23.—(Special.)~The legis.
lative fight over the Roblin railway deal
is to be followed by a legal fight, and the
gauntlet was thrown down to-day in the
Court of King's Bench by the entering of
an action against the Manitoba Govern
ment, the Canadian Northern Railway and
the Northern Pacific Railway, the object
of which is to get the court to declare the
contracts vold, .and te prohibit the Gov
ernment of Manitoba from carrying out
the transfer of the Northern Pacific lines
and restraining Premier Roblin and the
Minister of Public Works from taking over
or receiving the Northern Pacific’s lines.
The plaintiffs submit that the Province of
Manitoba has no power to legislate re-
specting the said raillway and plant, and
the agreement of Jan. 15, 1901, cannot be
acted upon, and for the following among
other reasons:

C. The defendants, the Hon. R. P.Roblin
and the Hon. Robert Rogers, have not,
nor has either of them, nor has the Execu-
tive of the Province, been granted power
by the Parliament of Canada to take over,
operate control or manage the said rail-
way lines or plant.

D. The Parliament of Canada cannot
authorize the Executive of the .province to
take over or operate the railway or give
the local Legislature power to legislate
respecting the same.

Legislation Void.

E. The contract of Feb, 11 is beyond the
powers of the Legislature of this province,
and any provincial ‘leglslatlnn relating

5. The Parliament of Canada cannet give
the Legislature or the Executive of this
province any power to enter into the said
contract.

Plaintifi’s Demandy.

The plaintiffs tclaim: 1. A declaration
from this honorable court that the con-
ttracts of aJn. 15 and Feb. 11, 1801, are
void and of no force and effect.

2. That the defendants, other than the
Attorney-General of this province, may
be restrained from carrying out the trans-
fer of the said railway lines, 'rallway
plant and telegraph lines.

3. The defendants, the Hon. R. P. Rob-
lin and the Hon. Robert Rogers, may be
restrained from taking over or receiving
the said railway lines, railway plant and
telegraph lines.

The plaintiffs propose that this action
be tried at the city of Winnipeg.

Attorney-General Out of Town.

The case was entered by Mr. A. N. Me-
Pherson of Winnipeg, the plaintiffs’ solict
tor. The plaintiffs state that they ap
plied at the office of the Attorney-General
for leave to file the case in the name of
the Attorney-General; but found that he is

THE ESTABLISHMENT OF A MINT
A MISTAKE, SAYS MR. CLOUSTON

Always a Blunder to Tinker With

Montreal, May 23.—(Special.)-~The gen-
eral manager of the Bank of Montreal 18
against the mint from start to finish.

“] am more than ever convinced,” sald
Mr. Clouston, “that the establishment of
this mint will be a grave mistake. In the
first ‘place, our present system has worked
admirably, and it is always a blunder to
tinker with what already has been well
done. Then, the alleged benefits that 'a
mint will confer are concelved In' error.
It is pretended that trade will follow the
gold, as it is supposed to follow the flag,
but as the banks even now are prepared to
pdy the miner as much for his bulllon as
he can realize for it by shipping the metal
t6 an American mint, or by converting it
foto coin in this country, it is difficult to
gsee how a mint will even benefit general
trade. If bankers could conceive that such
a result would follow, they would naturally
be the first to support it.”

What Has Been Well Cone, Says

Manager of Bank of Montreal—Better Spend Money
in Getting Improved Steamers.

“Is it not a fact, Mr. Clouston, that most
of the gold now goes to Seattle, and that
that city has been largely built up because
of the trade that has been brought to It
by the miners, and do you think that if a
mint were established, say, at Vancouver,
that that city would benefit In a cor-
responding measure?’”

“I think it would make little, If any,
difference. If the Government were to
subsidize a llne of steamers from our
western port, Instead of spending the
money on a mint, the results would be
more beneficial, in my opinion. After suf-
fering months of privations, it is naturai
that the miners will choose the bhoats that
offer them the most convenlences and
luxuries, and these are all American. Then,
you must remember that a large propor-
tion of the miners are of United States
nationality, and would Inevitably return
to an American port.”

BRITISH BUDGET. DEBATE OVER.

Finance Bill Passed the Second
Reading With a Government
Majority of 104.

London, May 23.—The debate In the
House of Commons on the  Budget came
virtually to a close to-night with speeches
by John Morley und Austen Chamberlain.
The former denounced the-war policy ot
the Government In the severest terms,
characterizing it as ‘“‘a stupendous folly
for which retribution will follow in a

thousand shapes.”

Austen Chamberlain defended the Gov-
ernment and expressed confidence that
the people would support the Government
in -raising the money required by the war.

The finance bill was then passed to a
second reading by a vote of 236 to 132.

SMASH-UP AT GEORGETOWN.

Engine and Tender of Train OCarry-
ing 900 Passengers Leave the
Track—No One Hurt.
Georgetown, May 28.—(Special.)—The en-
gine and tender of the regular G.T.R. pas:
senger train from the west passing thru
Guelph at 6.45 last night, left the rails
at this place. The éngine, after leaving

‘the ralls, ran on the ties about 5) feet,

and then buried herself in the soft ground
up to the foet board. The tender, curious
to relate, ran 15 feet beyond the engine
and turned completely over.

The train consisted of mail car and seven
ceaches, eontaining 000 persons, most of
them bound for Toronte. Fortunately no
one was badly hurt. Those in the smoker
were shaken abott like peds in a box. Ki-
gineer Fred Dixon and his fireman were
constderably jarred, but not igjured.
The trucks of three of the coaches left
the track, but passengers in those that re-
mained on did not know an accident had
taken place. The passengers were sent
on. to Toronto at 10.30.

Some of theé passengers, speaking to The
World, said that the adcident was caused
by spreading rails, and others claimed
that a defective switch was to blame.

This is the third acecident that has oc-
curred at Georgetown within three weeks.

Citizens' Meeting Refer Back Report
of Committee in Favor of the
Victoria Square.

WILL CONSIDER MUSEUM IDEA.

Small Gathering Last Night, but
the Opponents of the Square
Were There in Force.

Another period of-delay in arriving at
a conclusion in the matter of the Victoria
memorial is the result of the citizens
meeting held in the City Hall lasi night.
The sub-committee, to whom were submit-
ted several suggestions as to what form
the memorial should take, reported in
favor of the acquisition of the property
in front of the City Hall for a square, ou
which should be erected a monument, and
it looked as if the meeting favored the
Idea until a vote was taken, when several
gentlemen, who favored the himanitarian
idea of perpetuating her late Majesty's
memory, sueceeded in having the report
referred back with instructions te the e¢om-
mittee to report on the erection of am art
.galery and museum.

Rev. Dr. Potts wus lﬂ\the chair and
there were less than 50 who showed
enough interest in the proposed memorial
to be present. Letters were read from
Rev. Canon Welch, Rev. Chancellor Wal-
lace, Fr. J. L. Hughes and Prof. Clark,
expressing their approval of the work of
the committee,

The committee reported the following re-
sclution: Moved by Eugene O'Keefo, se-
conducted by N. L. Stelner, that this com-
mittee decide on the selection of a Vie-
toria Square in front of the City Hall as
the form of the citizens’ memorial to
her late Majesty, Queen Victoria, namely
the lands bounded on the south by Rich-
mond-street, on the north by Queen-streer,
on the west by Bay-street and on the eéast
by James-street, the last-named -street to
be extended to Richmond-street.

Mr. O’'Keefe produced a plan of the pro-
posed square, and quoted the estimated
cost of the land at $147,000 and the build-
ings to be removed at $25,000. The
monument would be erected by private
subscription.

Dr. Barrick strongly opposed this iden,
and several other speakers advocated the
museum, consumptives’ sanitarium and
other ideas, which were considered by the
committee and rejected as lmpracticable.
Mr. J. K. Macdonald launched a new sug-
gestion, which was for a sailors’ rest.
An amendment to the report was sub-
mitted by R. Y. Ellis #id Dr. Pepler, that
the committee re-consider the project ot
an art gallery and museum, and betore de-
clding thi8 impértant matter interview the
president of the provisional board of the
preject, Mr. B. E. Walker.

This was carried after another amend-
ment, moved by Dr. Barrick and J. 8.
Boddy, in favor of the memorial taking
the form of a”consumptives’ saaltarium,
had been voted’down. The vote stood 22
to 12 in favor of Mr. Ellis' amendment.

HAS THE PERFECT STORAGE
BATTERY ARRIVED?

Mr. Edison has given a practical demon-
stration of his new storage battery. The
test seems to have been eminently success-
ful, and it looks as If the much-sought-for
storage battery has at length arrived. Mr.
Edison had his new battery installed In an
electric runabout. The cells to give the
vehicle a. traveling radius eof 75 miles
weigh only 240 pounds. They can be
charged In one hour for a run of 30 miles.
The storage battery on the market to-day
has a dead welght of 186 pounds for each
horse power hour. KEdison’s battery re-
duces that dead weight to 53 pounds. An-
other feature of the new battery Is its in-
destructibility. . It ecan be charged and
recharged without perceptible change In
the materials. 1t Is an firon nickel cell,
or, in other words, the negative pole or
positive element is iron, and the positive
pole or the negative element Is nickel
Edison believes he has reached, as far as
lie can see, the ne plus ultra of the storage
battery. He has tested his vehicle on the
steepest grades in Morris County, New
Jersey, and he states there are none which
his runabout could not easily climb. Mr.
Edison claims his battery has reached com-
mercial perfection, and he 18 nowesetting
about to manufacture them for business
purposes. He has purchased a factory and
will proceed at once to equip it with the
necessary plant for manufacturing the
cells. Within a reasonable time the article
will be on the market. A detailed descrip-
tion of the Edison baftery will be of inter-
est to students of electricity and to the
hundreds of inventors and mechanics who
have been trying to improve the old-time
storage battery. The construction of one

cell is as follows :

In a steel sheet a number of holes are
punched—24, in fact—and in each one ol
these holes Is placed a steel box, thin and
perforated with minute holes. The active
material is made In the form of brigquettes,
and Is contalned in these little steel boxes.
The briguettes are condensed under a pres-
sure of 100 tons, which insures their being
absolutely rigid.

The positive briquettes are composed of
a finely divided compound of iron obtained
by a special chemical process, mixed with
an equal proportion of graphite. [The
graphite does not enter into any of the
chemical processes, but simply assists the
chemical conductivity.

The negative briquette is obtained by
similarly mixing finely divided nickel, also
obtained by a secret process, with an equal
bulk of graphite. This is solidified in the
little steel boxes as in the case of the iron.
These two 'plates, one containing 24 of
the iron and graphite boxes, and the other
24 of the nickel and graphite boxes, consti-
tute one cell of the battery.

Speaking of the invention The Hlectrical
Review says : ‘‘Mr. Edison has given the
world what promises to be another epoch-
making Invention. He has produced no
invention of broader utllity in the electrical
field since Incandescent lighting was
evolved from his busy brain. The per-
fected battery means the solution of many
difficult traction problems, the betterment

And is Entitled to Fly as Such in Any
Port of the World by Warrant
of the Admiralty.

BRITISH CONSUL AT BAHIA, BRAZIL,

—

Exceeded His Duty When He Treat-
ed the Nova Scotia Vessel
~ So High-handedly.

Ottawa, May 23.—(Speclal.)-The action
of the British Consul in Bahia, Brazil, in
ordering the master of a Nova Scotia ship
to haul down the Canadian flag on penalty
of a fine of £500, was not only harsh and
high-handed, but in deflance of a warrant
of the British admiralty. When Mr. Kaui-
bach, M.P., owner of the ship, brought up
the matter in the House of ‘Commons re-
eeptly,.the opinion was expressed In his
correspondence that such a warrant had
been issued. The Minister of Marine, to
whom Mr, Kaulbagh's remarks on that oc-
casion were addressed, probably overiooked
the matter, and to-day the member for
Lunenburg, N.S., just before prorogation,
brought up the guestion again. He bhad
obtained, he said, a copy of the admiralty
warrant, which he read as follows :

‘“Whereas we deem it expedient that
Canadian registered vessels shall be
permitted to wear the red ensign of Her
Majesty’'s fleet, with a Cagad!an coat
of arms on the fly thereof;

“We do, by virtue of the power_and
authority vested in us, hereby warrant
and authorize the red ensign of Her
Majesty, with the Canadian coat of
arms on the fly, to be used on board
vessels registered in the Dominlon.

“Given under our hand and the seal
of the office of the admiralty this 2nd
day of February, 1802."

In accordance with this permission the
Dominion Government adopted a regula-
tion in regard to the Canadlan flag as
follows :

“The area of the shield shall In no
case exceed one-fourth the area of the
Union Jack of the particular ensign.
The shield shall be placed centrally in
that part of the flag which is beyond
the Jack.”

This is the correct Canadian red emsign
which ships registered in the Dominion
are entitled to fly the world over.

More Missionaries foyr India.

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Bresci Made a Rope From His Blank-
ets and Strangled Himself on
Tuesday Night.

FRIENDS SAY HE WAS MURDERED.

His Wife Says His Killing of Hum-
bert Was Original and Not
Due to a Plot.

Rome, May 23.—Brescl, the assassin ot
the late King Humbert, has committed
sulcide at the Penitentiary of Santo Ste-
fano, -

Bresci recently had been suffering from
extreme excitement, declared to be from
remorse. Tuesday night he made a rope
from his blankets and strangled himself.

On the wall of Bresci's cell the word
‘“Vengeance’’ was scratched with his
bloody thumb nail. y

Bresci’'s violence last week culminated
In his attacking a jailer, in consequence
of which. he was placed In a strait
jacket. Later the prisoner feigned do-
cility in order to secure an opportunity to
commit suiclde, which he accomplished
by hanging himself with an improvised
rope, attached to the celling. in the
earlier days of his Imprisonment Bresci
reserited orders to keep silent and threat-
ened to kill himself.

At a Cabinet council held at the Quiri-
nal to-day, Signor Giolitti, Minister of the
Interior, informed the King of the suicide
of Brescl. His Majesty remained pensive
for a few moments, and then said: “It is
perhaps, the best thing that could have
happened - to~the’ unhappy man.”

NEVER WAS A PLOT.

New York, May 23.—Speaking of her hus.
band’s @ct in killing ‘the King of Ttaly,
Mrs. Brescl sald:

‘““He d@id not plan it with others. Now
that he is gone there is no reason to con-
ceal anything, and I can say absolutely
that there never was a plot. It was saia
my husband was a leader and the agent
of a band of Anarchists in Kkilling the
King. .

‘“That is not true. His act was entirely
an individual act. He conceived it himself.
The Paterson Anarchists were as surprised
he did it as'I was. They did not belleve
it at first.

‘““Anarchy from the little I have read of
it is a propaganda that is too good for
this world. It is not practical. That Is
the trouble with it and that was the trou-
ble with my husband.”

Say He Was Murdered.

Paterson, N.J.,, May 23.—The news that
Gaetano Bresci, the assassin of King
Humbert, had committed suicide In the
penitentiary of Santo Stefano caused
great excitement among the Anarchist
group in this city. That the assassin ac-
tually took /his life the Anarchists will
not for a moment admit. They say that
Brescli was murdered at the instigation of
the Italian officials. Pedro Esteve, editor
of the Italian paper, La Question Sociale,
and one of the leaders of the Anarchists
here, said there was no doubt in his mind
that Bresci had been murdered.

A number of the strikers at the Paragon
silk mills who are members of the Anar-
¢hist group held a meeting to-day to dis-
cuss Brescl's death.

SPENT $450,000 IN SEVEN YEARS.

Princess Chimay Wasted a Fortune
—Her Uncle Will Now Handle
Her Money.

Néw York, May 23.—The Herald prints
the following from Chicago: Because she
could not resist the temptation of every
little fancy that crossed her mind, and was
given to very igreat extravagance, the
woman who was formerly Clara Ward of
Detroit, afterward Princess de Chimay,
and is pow the wife of a famous gypsy
musician, *Janscl Rigo, was declared a
spendthrift to-day by a jury in Judge Cut-
ting’s court and deprived of the right to
manage her own estate. In consequence
of this ruling her uncle and trustee,
Thomas R. Lyon, was appointed her legal
conservator, and in the future will only
give to the Princess such money as is

required for her living expenses.

This action was taken as a result of a
petition filed in the Probate Court by
Mr. Lyon, in which he set forth that Lis
niece was a spendthrift and utterly in-
capahle of managing her own financial af-
fairs. He stated that Princess Chimay,
in addition to her annual income of $35,-
(00, had, during the last seven years,
thru useless extravagance, spent more
than $450,000 of her principal, and that
unless some Iimmediate step was taken
she would soon be reduced to want.

The action of the Court was not without
the full consent and knowledge of the Prin-
cess. Mr. Lyon met her in Lopdon in Ap-
ril. He had then prepared the petition
which he presented in court, and showed
it to her. She studied the document care-
fully, and then, without the slightest show
of astonishment, she sald:

“Well, T expected this, uncle. I am per-
fectly satisfied. I guess it's the only way
out of the trouble, sinee I am not capable
of managing my own affairs.”

Without another word she added her
neme to the petition.

Board, Who Gave It to the
Teachers Yesterday.

BUT THEY WERE NOT PAID IN FULL

Because the Increases on Their Sal-
aries Were Docked From the Es-
timates—The Trustees’ Reply.

At 10 a.m. yesterday the School Board
svas to receive a cheque for $40,000 from
the Board ef Control to pay the teachers’
salaries. &

The minutes lengthemed Into hours till
the whole morning was gome, but yet n«
cheque arrived.

When explained, the reason for the dc
lay was simplicity itself. The documen
awaited the Mayor's signature and His
Worship had not yet reached the hall to
begin his arduous duties for the day.

The Cheque Arrives at Last.

At 12.30, however, the benign features
of Secretary Wilkinson broadened into «
still more cheerful smile when Treasurer
Coady handed him a cheque for $40,000.
accompanied by the following letter from
the Mayor:

The Mayor Removes the String.

“On the 3rd inst., in compliance with
part of your requisition, an interim
cheque was made out for $39,400. Sinc
then the Publle School Board have com
plied with the repeated reyjuests of the
Beard of Control to authorize the solleitor
of the School Board to meet the Corpora
tion Counsel for the purpose of arriving
at a form of words which would enable
the City Council to pay and yourself to
receive a cheque without prejudice to the
respective contentions of both parties re-
gurding the balance of your requisition.

“To prevent any possibility of misunder-
standing, such as you state arose at the
bank, the enclosed cheque is now given
direet to yourself, pursuant to statute.

“The presegt cheque for $40,000 is paid
by the city to pay salaries of the Public
School teachers, but is not authorized %o
be applied to the increases of salaries to
teachers or others proposed for 1901,which
the City Council is advised are illegal.
Payment is made and acceptance of the
cheque by you is without prejudice to any
ciaims made by your board for proposed
increases or otherwise, and also without
prejudice to the city’'s claims that the
proposed Increases to the teachers and
others are illegal and that the salaries
now and heretofore paid are also in part
fllegal. Also without prejudice to any
other claim, right or contention that either
the city or the Public School Board may
have made or may make with respect to
Such salaries or any part thereof.

“The estimates for the current year will
not provide for any increases for Publlc
School teachers or others.”

Teachers Reecive 50 Per Cent.

Secretary Wilkinson #nmediately deposit-
£d the cheque in the bank and at 4.30 In
the afternoon the money was paid out to
the teachers, being -just enough to' cover
80 per cent. of the salaries on the present
increased scale.

The School Board’s Reply.

Still later in the day Secretary WIlkin-
son sent the following letter to the Mayor
in reply to His Worship’s communication
orinted above:

“I beg to acknowledge the
your letter of this date, enclosing a
cheque for $40.000. The letter contains
statements which do not correctly state
the past or present position of this mat-
ter. I beg to remind you that the cheque
for $39,400 sent to the Bank of Toronto
on the last pay day was endorsed so as 0
make it Impossible for the School Board
to accept It unless they were prepared to
recognize that the teachers’ salaries were
still on the basis of the year 1900, and
further that the Bank of Toronto took
that view and declined to pay the money
except in that way.

“On the instructions of my board, our
solicitor polnted out this difficulty at the
beginning to the Board of Control, but,
notwithstanding the numerous letters that
have passed between us, It Is only to-
day apparently that the City Treasurer
has received Instructions to make out a
new cheque without the objectionable en-
dorsement and that the Board of Control!
have agreed that the money shall be paid
to and recelved by the School Board with-
out any recognition of that non-existent
basis.

“I do not think my misunderstanding
aroze at the bank, as they were simply
acting on the plaln words endorsed on
the cheque handed to them. The new
cheque Is free from any conditions and Is
of course accepted by the School Board
svithout prejudice to their position and
will, as promised, be used to pay the
egalaries of the Public School teachers,
but that board does not recognize the
right of the Board of Control or the cor
poration of the city of Toronto to an
thorize the Public School Board how to
apply or pay any moneys which the eity
may furnilsh on the requisition of the
School Board. The authority to apply that

moeney rests with the Publie School Board |

and T beg to advise you that they will act
upon the authority which they possess In
that respect.”

In the Morning.

When the board met in the mdrning, the
Mayor signed the cheque for $40,000 for
teachers’ salaries, and with It a letter
was sent to the School Board, stating that
the money was for teachers’ salaries and
without prejudice to the city’s contention
that the increases were illegal. 'The letter

The city auditors, in the report on the
accounts of the Public School Board, point-
ed out several cases where there was ,‘
vast difference between the Bchool Board's
appropriations and expenditures.

It was also stated that the official copy
of the School Board's minutes shows that
the expenditure for salaries was $408,811,
instead of $410,535.

In the School Board’s estimates there is
$2000 for an overdraft, while the auditors
say there is a surplus of $16.44.

No Details Prepared.

Some time ago the controllers asked the
School Board for a detalled statement of
the various estimates. A reply has been
recelved stating that the work of preparing
the answers asked for was not completed.

Ald. Hubbard said that that proved that
2 detailed account of the estimates, as re-
quired by law, had not been prepared in
the first place.

The board agreed that the estimates were
not properly before them, and could not
make the statement themselves. They ad-
journed until the evening to complete the
work of closing up the estimates.

Mr. Rust’s Report.

ingineer Rust, in his report to the
Board of Works, recommends that suction
pipe for numbers 4 and 5 engines be ex-
tended to the south end of the crib work
at a cost of $600. Lumps of coal, cinders
and gravel recently clogged up the bot-
tom of the alr pump and some of the pipes
of boiler No. 4 bhattery, necessitating a
shut down.

The Engineer is of the opinion that the
waterworks employes at the Lombard:
street yard are probably worth more than
casual lahorers receiving 18¢ per houm but
at the same time he is not prepared to re-
commend an increase.

Grant Recommended.,

A grant to the widow of the late James
Barry, who was an employe of the city and
died by reason of the sewer gas he inhaled,
while on duty, is recommended by Mr.
Rust.

The work of repairing the Dundas-street
bridge approaches is recommended.

A concrete sidewalk is being laid next
to the curb on Lowther-avenue, from Bed-
ford-road to St. George-street. The tele-
phone poles are in the centre of the new
sidewalk. The Bell Telephone Company
have been asked to move them, but the
water pipe interferes with placing them
next to the curb. The only place for them
is back among the trees, but this requires
55-foot poles, and Mr. Rust has Instruc.
tions not to permit any more such poles to
be erected, and he therefore asks the Works
Committee for instructions.

Embankment at Shaw-street.

The City Solicitor says that the city has
power to construct an embankment in lieu
of a bridge across the Shaw-street ravine.
The City Engineer and the Assessment
Commissioner jointly recommend that the
improvement be proceeded with.

The appropriation for scavenging, Mr.
Rust reports, will not cover the cost of col-
lecting the garbage at Kew Beach.

The City Surveyor reports that there are
Some encroachments on Bellair-street,
Works Recommended.

The demand was
believed to be due to the requirements of
London shorts.

NO AID FOR KETCHUM SCHOOL.

Toronto stands a slim chance of getting
a slice of the $10,000 granted by the Legis-
lature for Technical Se¢hools. The grant
was made by the Legislature on the repre-
sentations of the Minister of Education

that this bramch of Industrial educution
was in process of general development
and was worthy of encouragement. This
gencral view of the matteér was shared by
the members, but the money was voted
without any scheme of division being an-
nounced. Up to the present date the
scheme of division is still in the air. The
World was authoritatively informed yes-
terday afternoon that when the plan was
adopted it would prebably be similar to
that ‘of the grants to High Schools, In
which the considerations are: Buildings,
equipment, number of teaching staff and
attendance.

Events will demon-
strate whether the $10,000 js to be equit-
ably dtvided or distributed politically.

And Will Be Sent to Council at
Eurliest Possible Day-—Special
Meeting to Be Called.
