The meet-
ing was at the instance of Dominion
Live Stock Commissioner 'W. W. Hod-
gon, He was in the chalr and the
delegates Included most of the execu-
tives of the Dominion Associations of
pure bred stock, horses, cattle, sheep
and swine, It was estimated that those
present represented in the aggregate
more than a million, which they had
invested in blooded stock thruout the
Dominion.

In addition to announcing a definite
policy to be maintained toward the
Exposition exhibit and the disposition
of the hundred thousand dollar appro-
priation the Dominion Government has
set aside to pay the freight on the ex-
hibits going to BSt.

The ljve stock breeders of the Dominion have delibemtely refused
to make an exhibit at the St. Louls Purchase Exposition. They will
reconsider their decision providing radical changes are made in the
prize list of the fair, written assurance given that the judges shall he
acceptable to the Canadian government and that the tariff restrictions
against the importation of Canadian live stock be permanently removed.
Those informed on the subject admit that they do not anticipate that
these concessions will be granted, A commitiee goes to 8t. Louis to-
day to confer with the Exhibition mamagement. In view of the promi-
nence of Canadian live stock exhibits at the Chicago and Buffalo falrs
and the necessity for a similar exhibit of this Industry, if the Hve stock
dsplay of the St. Louis show is to be of a representative type, this
action is serious. The Dominion breeders insist that they have been
anfairly treated in a variety of ways by the American government and
the rules-of the falf, and by resolution assert that it is better to use
the money necessary for such an exhibit at home than to attempt to
build up trade relations with the United States under such discouraging

gnph Chamberiain. It s estimated
that the crowds surrounding the Town
Hall during the progress of the meet-
ing numbered 40,000 persons. A few
i stones were thrown and some windows
, broken, but it is believed that the pre~
vention of more serious disorders was
due to the earnest appeal of the sup-
ponters of Mr. Chamberiain, supple-
mented by the advice of the local news=
papers to give the “Free Fooders” a
fair hearing, as well as to the excelient
police arrangements.
Churehill for Free Trade,

The meeting was attended by about
5,000 persons., Mr. Churchill devoted
his speech to denunciation of Mr.
Chamberlain's propaganda and urged
the continuation of the free trade poi-
lcy of Great Britain, which, he said,
had done more to maintain the peace
of the world than had been done by all
the Prime Ministers and Colonial Sec-
| retaries during the past half century.

Every mention by Mr. Churchill of
Joseph Chamberlain's name was gret
ed with cheere and counter cheers,
His statement that Great Britain wos
prosperous and her trade good was re~
ceived with both hisses and cheers,

It was
pleaded that Mr. Hardy was not por-
‘sonally responsible; and it {s not ne-
cessary to make him responsible excépt
to the extent that the frauds were com-
mitted to keep him in power. The
whole government was thus politically
responsible, and should have gone out.
Ignoting the sound constitutional rule
of responsibility, a bad beginning was
made, and the way left open for further
transgressions,

Mr. Hardy retired and gave place to
Mr. Ross, in the hope that a more
pggressive leadership would strengtheén
the government and break the dead-
jock. In the eléction of 1902, Mr. Ross
made extraordinary exertions, but the
result was that the small majority that
had been scraped up since 1898 virtu~
ally disappeared. There was a popular
majority against the government, and
had it not been for the official and
other influence that a government can
exert, it would have been overwhelm=~
ingly defeated, Then began the talk
of eoalition, and the dickering with
Gamey. The juggling that took place in
regard to the North York and ‘Centre
Bruce elections was another evidence of
weakness, moral as well as political,

Sir Charles Dilke, who has given the

No doubt it will be easy to set forth
innumerable theoretical contradictfons, |
and to conjure up endless difficulties,
The British emp're is full of these,
iyet it survives and develops sur-
prising stability and capacity to meet
ever recurring and endlessly varied de-
mands., It has always been the British
way to get the workable sys-
tem first and square doctrinaire
theories up afterwards, and com~
mon sense, administrative aptitude
and a sweet reasonabléness are of vast-

The unwritten British constitution has
now weathered the gales of centuries
‘and has adapted itself with extraordin~
ary flexibility to every variety of cond!-
tion, 1s there any reason to fear that
its growth is now arrested? Pedants in
constitutional law who judge every n®w
departure by rule and precedent have
always plenty of proof and argument
that because a thing has never been it
is therefore impossible. Nevertheless,
the evolution is not stayed, The disas-
trows experiment of yesterday becomes®
an accomplished faot to-day, and will

“Article 1,—Differences of a Juri~
dical order or such as relate to the
interpretation of the treaties exist-
ing between the two contracling
parties which may arise between
them, and which it may not be pos-
sible to settle by means of diplo-
macy, shall be submitted to the Per-
manent Court of Arbitration, estab-
lished at The Hague by the conven-
tion of July 29, 1809, on condition,
however. that they do not involve
either the vital interests or the in=
dependence or honor- of the two
contracting states, and that they do
not affect the imterests of a third
power.

“Article 1I.—In each particular
case the high contracting parties,
pefore addressing themselves to the
Permanent Court of Arbitration,
shall sign a special arbitration bond,
setting forth clearly the subject un~
der dispute, the extent of the pow-
ers of the arbitrators and the detalls
to be observed as regards the con-
stitution of the arbitral tribunal and
the procedure.

“Article 111.—The present arrange-
ment is concluded for a term of five
years from the date of the signa-
ture.”
