Meanwhile The Telegram will be free
to cultivate rag-time in politics and
music, and abuse those who disagree
with its momentary preferences, We
fear the board of control will not long
enjoy its present confidence.

My, Balley, however, asked his aud-
fence not to lmf‘lne that the electric
radiator is the only application of elec-
trical energy worthy of mention for do-
mestic purposes. Hot water, he went on
to’ explain, can be obtained In any
guantity by means of an electric heat-
er: tea can be made without trouble
with the assistance of the electric
kettle; your hat can be ironed by the
office boy with an electri¢ iron, the self
contained electric shaving pot will re-
move all evidence of a hasty morning
tollet; the small electric grill will cook
the mid-day chop, and the cigar lighter
is available for the cigars of your
friends and your own pipe. In many
trades, Mr. Bailey explained, such
article - as electric glue pots,
soldering irons, sealing wax heaters,
&c., are simply indispensable. Many
bisculis are now prepared and baked en.
tirely by means of electrical energy,
and even water is sterilized hy expos-
ure to the ultra viplet rays of mercury
vapor lamps.

Dealing with the application of elec-
trical enmergy for motive power, Mr.
Balley alluded to the perfection now
attained in thé manufacture of electric
motors, thelr low cost and remarkable
durability, This he flustrated by stat-
ing that in his own experience, motors
driving workshop appliances had been
in use for thé last 15 years, are still
running and have cost nothing for re-
‘pnlrl during- that period. Out of the
210,000 horsepower required within the
London district, no less than 125,000
horsepower ls electrical and in a dis-
trict where his company was told no
demand existed for power, 20,000 horse-
power Iis now supplied, displacing
something like 60,000 tons of coal an-
nually.  London, Mr. Balley declared,
has now been practically cleared of the
former yellow fog, and when the elec-
tric radiator and electric cooking are
adopted in all houses in London, there
will be no unconsumed carbon In the
atmosphere, for at the present time the
household chimney ‘is the only real of-
fender. These developments in electri-
cal éppllcatlon are notable enough, but
none can doubt they are only precufr~
sors of far more extensive uses. A ru-(
ture not remote will amply justify thei
hydro-electric policy of the present pro- |
vincial government, which has secured
that this invaluable boon of Niagara,
white coal will be made available to
the masses of the people at a price
based entirely on legitimate expendi-
fure.

Cardinal Francisca Nan, who Treturn-
ed to-day to the scene of the eruptions,
promised to bring back to the people of
Nicolosi and Belpasso the vell of St
Agatha, which they believé has the pow-
er to stop the advancing lava.

Prof. Ricco, the ddrector of the observa-
tory on the volcano, despite a narrow
escape from death to-day, has returned
to the lava fields. To those who ad-
vised prudence, he replied: “My post Is
now there.”

It has now been ascertained that the
openings from which the lava is issuing
number 4. The heat from the currents
is so intenwe that it is Impossible to
approach nearer than 1560 feet to them.
The progress down the mountain side of
the lava now averages fifteen feet every
seven ‘minutes,

Late to-night it was considered most
probable that the streams would pass
between Borrello and Nicolosi without
touching them,

PUMPING OUT TUNNEL,

Editor World: The tunnel leaks. Lu-
gineer Fellowes has said so. It was also
stated that the water which was leaking
into it was analyzed and found to
pure spring water. This seems to be
amply borne out by the analysis recently
published by our medical health officer,
Dr. Sheard, Engineer Fellowes should be
called upon to make an affidavit as to his
report on the condition, not only of the
leaky condition of the tuhnel, but also of
the purity of the water which was leak-
ing into the tunnel.

In view of Engineer Fellowes’ published
statement as to the purity of the water
leaking into the tunnel, I consider it un-
necessary to pump out the tunnel, with
the many attending risks in dolog so, be-
sides a water famine of uncertain length
of time.

An expert engineer 18 reported es saying
that the torineél ¢ould be pumped out in a
few hours, as the pumps at the maln
pumping station were of sufficient capa-
city to do the work. If this statement of
bis had been correctly reported I am
sorry to find such an exhibition of want
of knowledge of the conditions., With the
water turned off at the south end of the
tunnel, the pumps would certainly soon
pump out all the water which would
run into the we’s in the pumping station,
but no more; all the pumps in the main

pumping station under existing condi-
tions are not capable of pumping -even
as much as one gallon of water out of
the tunpel, Pumps will force water al-
most any height, but will not lift or suck
up water, more than about thirty feet
perpendicular, and as (he highest point
of the tunnel is at much greater depth
than thirty feet and At the south end of4
tunnel, it is one hundred and thirty feet
in depth, It is quite obivous that a force
pumping plant would be required at the
south end of tunmel to remove water
from the tunnel,

that Engineer Rust and Dr. Sheard are
of the opinion that the outward currents
thru the new western channel have had
something to do with the increase of dis-
ease germs in ‘our drinking water, I do
not think so.

Mayor Geary wants to knéw, and,

He thinks
the proposal came only in deference to
certain interests which the eompany
did not wish t0 offend. The extension,
he says, would not add whatever to
th rallway’s revenué, but would
simply convenience residents of North
Rosedale who now have to walk across
the Glen-road bridge to get to the cars.
