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The Psychological Pressure.

If any explanation be needed for ‘the somewhat
slower response to the Red Cross appeal this year it
may be found in the immediate liabilities which citi-
zens are called upon 'to face. The last instalment of
taxes is payable today,- And thousands of citizens
have not been able to get their winter, coal supply
stored away. Until these essenbigls are disposed of
the average man thinks twice before he is willing to
pay out his cash for any other purpose.

We believe the government could do more to estab-
lish a better feeling in the country and to “loosen up”
the circulation of eash by cleaning up the coal situa-
tion than in any other way. Vague generalizations
that there will be plenty of coal after the winter starts
afford no satisfaction to the household in which an
invalid or an infant or a mother with children to care
for constantly presses the question—When are we g0-
ing to get our coal? Psychology is a favorite fad
term just now, but if the government considered the
psychology of a house with no coal in it in the latter
end of October it would realize that the disposition
for charity, or for floating loans, or for promoting
government proposals of any kind, would not be favor-
able. {
The controllers of food and fuel have not consid-
ered the people in any common-sense way. They have
not considered them as people at all. The suggestions
'made for economy of food have allowed little or no-
thing for the common sense or the circumstances of
thoge to whom they are made. There appears tqQ be
an impression that everybody is-enjoying the easy por
sition of those who have been making munitions at
unprecedented wages, Or getting the benefit of the
high rates in most lines of labor. But omly a portion
of the community comes under this ‘head. A large
section of the people are on fixed incomes or salaries,
some of which have been reduced since the war; and
the high cost of living, much higher than a year ago,
bas wiped out any margin that might have been avail-
able earlier in the war. The man who had ten dollazs
to spare a year ago may have to spead it on a pair af
boots this year, and if his coal is not in the cellar h}a
is @pt to fall back on the réflection that charity be-
ging at home—right in the cellar.

Probably he should put agide these considerations,
put most of us have not fully learned the need for
giving yet, and these seem to be very real and urgent
excnses.

{ure had been reached in England during the martial
times of Elizabeth, the continental wars of Willian?
the Third and Marlborough, and the titanic struggle
that closed at Waterloo. Even the Crimean -war in
some quarters was credited with ‘the great literary out-
purst of the Victorian age. The twentieth century
ushered in 8 singular barrenness in the way of liter-
ary woduét:ion all over the English-speaking world.
Thig mo doubt resulted from the intense materialism
of the l#tter half of the nineteenth century, but it was
_attributed by many to the long period of peace which
prevailed in England and her dependencies after the
Crimean war. After the outbreak of the prgsent
struggle it was freely prophesied that the imagination
of men would be fired, and that great literary produc-
tions would be the result.

Up to date this prophecy lacks verification. Yet
we must remember that the great writers of the past
have seldom reaped direct inspiration. from contempor-
ary wars. Shakspere lived in the days of the Armada,
but there is not even a passing reference to that event
in all his works. T.ondon had to be scoured to find
literary hacks to write something about the victories
of Mariborough, and Byron never got nearer the pattle-
field of Waterloo than the ballroom at Brussels. The
fact is that war lends itself to poetry and romance
better in retrospect. 2 :

One reading a present-day war-time novel is struck
with the fact that the story has to be left up in the
air. The hero and heroine may marry, but if the hero
remains in the army he may be ‘killed in a month; but,
he cannot, even in.a movel, leave the army unless he
is incapacitated by wounds for further service. The
professional humorist finds it hard to don the cap 'and
bells amid general anxiety and grief. The satirist
scarcely dare lift his voice, and the intellectuals find
themselves compelled to agree with the majority or
keep silent. Hence, as poianted out by Mr. S. K. Rat-
cliffe, of The Manchester Guardian, in The Century for
October, the majority of well-known English writers
have suffered more or less of an eclipse during the war.

H. G. Wells is a conspicuous exception. Sir James
Barrie has also made good go far as popular approval
goes, even if he has not greatly added to his artistic
reputation. On the other hand, Rudyard Kipling has
been apparently stunned by the greatness of the war,
and has been unable to ride the whirlwind and direct
the storm., It is to be considered, also, that men like
Kipling, who lost his only son im the war, find that
background too tragic, too sacred, for the purposes of
fiction. Bernard Shaw has been 'quarantined, if not
interned, by the indignant British public. G. K. Ches-
terton, John Galsworthy and others, who oace mocked
at the multitude from the heights of superior intel-
lect, are nNow: compelled to follow in the wake of the
majority and to follow rather than direct the public
opinion of the country.

During a war no one is able to think about any-
thing else, and mo one wants to hear anything about
the war that does not coincide with his own views.
This puts the critical writer in a hopeless condition.
The creative writer should be free to glean from the
war romance, pathos, pieturesqueness and tragedy, but
generally speaking the spectacle is too cloge for himi:
to get any perspective.: "%%le poet inay 8ing the glory
of warriors long dead,’ but no one has time to listen
to his singing while the war is in progress. War,
therefore, would seem to blight contemporary litera-
ture, altho it mayyinspire a great Hterature in the days

A sub-committee of the United States Senate’s
Standing Committee on Privileges and Elections- has
been instructed to examine and report upon the sedi-
tious speech delivered some weeks ago at St. Paul,
Minn., by Hon. R, M. La Follette, a senator from the
State of Wisconsin. This .action indicates that the
senate may censure, suspend, expel or otherwise dis-
cipline Mr. La Follette. The general impression, how-
ever, seems to be that the matter will be allowed to
drop if the Wisconsin senator ‘hereafter bridles his
tongue. -

Senator La Follette appeals to the right of free
speech, and cites some illustrious examples of patrio-
tic citizens who savagely denounced the government
of the day while a war was in Drogress, and even de-
nounced the war itself. During the Boer war in
Pngland and during the Mexican war in the Unitied
States some public men expressed themselves in a way
which would not be 1.oler%ed today for @ moment. | It
‘must be remembered that in both these wars the re-
gult was never for a moment in doubt, and the more
powerful mnation could have withdrawn from the con-
flict at any time without endangering the national ex-
jstence. Soarcely a person in the United States today
will say that the Mexican war was just, however much
they may rejoice over the rich territory it brought into
the union. But even today few condone the spee&h
of the senator, who hoped that the Mexicans would
welcome the invader to hospitable graves. When a
war is on all must fight the enemy.

As to the issue of free speech, a number of Ameri-
can papers take the ground that free speech only in-
cludes the right to speak the truth. Senator La Fol-
ette, they say, did not speak the truth in his St. Paul

peech, but this, we think, is rather untenable ground,
because during a ‘war the rules of censorship may
gometimes forbid ‘even the truth being spoken.

Entwined with it all, unfortunately, is a deep-|

peated prejudice in certain quarters against Mr. La
Follette personally. He has been a Progressive and
@ Radical; and overthrew, singlehanded, one of the
most corrupt political machines that  ever existed.
When he first came to the senate it was considered
quite the thing for the chamber to empty when he got
up to speak, not because he was going to talk treason,
“put because he was going bitterly to assail the Mor-
gans, the Harrimaas, the railway lobby, and entrench-
i ed privilege. :

Mr. La Follette hag undoubtedly spoiled a great
career by his attitude on the war, but the hue and cry
raflsed against him is not altogether prompted by his
opposition to the war. The man who serves the
people and defies the corporations should not discredit |
the cause for which he has fought by taking up un-
tenable, much less unpatriotic, positions. The dowa-
fall of :Mr. La Follette will cause rejoicing among many
who live in fine palaces, but who ought to be living
in the penitentiary. '

The lesson we suppose is that every man should
persevere to the end. One great mistake may eéasily
ruin a splendid career, and there can be no greater
mistake than to talk peace when one’s country is at

Food Control—Fuel Control.

Bditor World: . Since the appointment of Mr. W. J.
Hanna as food controller I have, with many others, waited
patiently to see what attempt he would make, in concert
Jwith his big staff of highly paid assistants, to grapple
with the conditions which necessitated his appointment;
but, so far, all the public has ibeen treated to is an
overdose of ‘‘cheap adviee.,” and some of it not of the
best or based on common Sense. For instance, he stated
in an interview some time ago that it was no part of his
duty to regulate prices. In order to show how absurd
this statement is I give below an advertisement which
is regularly appearing in the old country papers. This
advertisement, taken from The Londonderry Sentinel of
September 18, 1917, is as fiollows:

“Price_of Pork.”

“According to an onder of the food controller’s, issued
under the Defence of the Realm Act, the price of dead
plgs is fixed at 133s per cwt. maximum; and buyers and
sellers are prohibited, by penalty, drom exceeding this
amount.” .

It would, therefore, appear to me to be the first duty
of a food controller to regulate prices, and if Mr. Hanna
still feels he is unable (for want of the necessary power),
or unwilling to do so (for fear of incurring the .displeasure
of the interests), then I would suggest that he resign and
thus give the people an opportunity of insisting on the
government appointing a food controller, with power to
regulate prices, who-will have the courage to handle his
position without ‘‘fear, favor or affection.”

While on the question of food control I believe it
would be in order to touch on fuel control. In yester.
day’s papers I observed that one of the fuel controllers,
in a newspaper interview, had stated that 75 per cent. of
the citizens of Tononto had been supplied with their
winter coal, and that by the 15th November next the re-
maining 256 per cent. would be provided for. Now, I have
no hesitation in saying that this statement is dmaccurate,
and 1 suggest that this fuel comtroller should. state on
what data he made this statement, or di it is (as is
usually the case) a “rough guess” based entirely on ima-
gination. I would also suggest that this fuel controller:
if he wishes to be accurate in 'his figures, should get the
clergy of the various denominations in the city to asces.
tain from ithe members of their congregations (by appeal

have provided for their winter fuel. If this were done

Scald milk; then stir in corn-
starch, mixed with a little cold
water, and cook five minutes in
double boiler. Place upper part
of double boiler on fire, let corn-
starch boil, return boiler to place,
add sugar, egg, and salt, well
beaten together, and cook two
minutes, stirring continually.
Flavor with vanilla, and pour into
mold. Chill and serve with sugar
and cream,

War Cake—

Mix one cup of sugar, one and
one-half tablespoons of lard, one-
half teaspoon of salt, one tea-
spoon each of clove, cinnamon,-
nutmeg, and mace, and two cups
of boiling water, Boil five min-
utes and cool. Add one and
three-fourths cups of flour and
one tgaspoon soda, Add one cup
of seeded raisins. Bake in’ &
moderate oven.
