“Opposition. Defeated in the
Commons by Majority of
38 — Premier Points Out
That Disclosure of - Infor-
mation Would Be Serious
Handicap—Crerar and Six
Progressives Vote Against
Amendment.

The house today fought the first phase
af the battle over the National: Rail-
ways. A motion had been made to
go into supply. Immediately Hon. W.
L. Mackenzie King, leader of the op-
position, moved an amendment, which
the goveérnment challenged as a mo-
tion of non-vonfidence. It laid down
the general principle that it was the
“undoubted right of parliament” to
have full information (except when of
a confidential character) in relation
to the management of every depart-
ment of the public service, including
the Canadian National Railways,
“whether operating directly under the
control of a department or under cor-
porate form.”

The amendment was aimed primar-
ily, of course, at the Canadian Na-
tional Railways.

Supporters of the amendment claimed
that since the National Railways had
been’ placed under the control of an
independent corporation. it had been

impossible for the house to secure
complete information. "It is govern-
ment ownership without government
responsibility,” exclaimed Mr. King,
his followers cheering. “Is it not the
right of the Canadian people,” ques-
tioned Hon. W. 8. Fielding, “to re-
ceive an accounting of every dollar
spent?”’

Government Majority, 38.
“Now,” he warmly added, “we have
only the glorfous privilege of paying.”
If public ownership could only be
carried on under a policy of secrecy
and by dark lantern methods—then
that was enough to condemn it.
Meighen and Crerar Agreed.

“That in view of the letter from the
Dominion secretary-treasurer . of the
Great War Veterans’ Association of
Canada, calling the committee’s atten-
tioa to the resolution in favor of a
cash re-establishment bonus, passed
by the association at their annual con-
vention, held a year ago, and enquiring
whether this committee intended fto
deal with the matter:

“3e it resolved that this committee
reaffirm the conclusion on thig sub-
Ject reache@ by the special parlia-
mentary. commitiee of last session, as
set forth in its annual report to par-
liament dated June 18, 1920.”

It is stated in the 1920 report re-
ferred to: *“Your gommittee .decided
against reopening thls question, and
therefore makes np recommendation
thereon.” ®

Coroner’s Jury Returns Ver-
dict on Mysterious Fatality
on Mercer Street.

EVIDENCE CONFLICTING

Both George Quinn and James An-
derson, who were being held as mat-
erial witnesses in connection with
the peculiar circumstances - under
which Fred Shaw received fatal in-
juries on the night of 'March 8 on
Mercer street, were completely ex-
onerated last night by Coroner V.Mc-
Cormack’s jury at the inquest. The
jury found that Shaw came to his
death thru injuries received by slip-
ping and falling and striking his
head against some hard " substance
while proceeding homeward on the
sidewdflk, ‘and they Dbelieved that
death was due to some misadventure.

The Russian Soviet, premier wag
beginning to realize {hat trade was
essential, Mr. Lloyd George contin<
ued, that locomotives cannot be
patched up with theories and that
the original Soviet theories are un-<
workable.

The agreement, said the premier,
wag purely a tradle agreement re-
cognizing the de facto government of
Russia, not a treaty of peace. Claims
against Russia with respect to loans

or for injuries to nationals had been °

reserved for discussion, when there
would be a gleneral mettlement; in

the meantime, all claims were amply

safeguarded.
He ridiculed the idea that the trad-

ing community was opposed - to- the °

agreement and asserted that every
prediction ahent Bolshevism coming
to an end had failed of realization.
The Bolshevists were in as complete
control in vast Russla as any gov-
ernment could be under
cumstances.

EXPORTS OF PULP
LESS IN FEBRUARY

Canada's Trade in This Line
Fall Off, Compared With
Year Ago.

Montreal, Que., March 22.—(By Cana-
dian Press.)—Canadian exports of pulp
and paper for the month of February
were valued at $8,6638,815, against $9,-
391,037 ih Pebruary, 1920, a decline of
3728.112, and were $994,236 below those of
the grecedlnc month.

This marks the first actual net de.
cline in .the total value of these exports
in a period of almost four years, dur.
ing which the trend has been consistent-
ly upwards. The decline affected all
grades of paper and pulp, except book
paper, which shows an increase of 3743
cwts. for the month.

The decline in volume {s even greater,
newsprint showing a falling off of 10,.
497 tons, chemical pulp 18,987 tons, and
reechanical pulp 9018 tons, as compared
with February last year.

T GREAT BRITAIN

Jewish Freedom Exists Under
Union Jack, Declares
Rabbi Brickner.

A stirring address on the allegiance
which the Jewish people in Canada owe
to Britain ‘was made by Rabbi G. M.
Brickner last night at /Zionist head-
quarters, Beverley and \Cecil streets.
The occasion was in the nature of a
celebration of the fourth anniversary
of the Hadassah, ladies’ chapter, which
is an auxiliary body in connection with
the Zionist movement. The big room
in which the meeting was held was
packed to the doors. o g
. Mrs. J. Selick, president of the chap-
ter, acted as chairman, and a program
of great interest was carrie® gut. Boys
of the b69th troop of boy scouts were
present and were presented with a big
Union Jack and the Jewish flag by .?10
president. Proficiency badges were also
presented to the scouts by Scout Com-
missionér E, O’Callaghan.

"Love for Union Jack.

In referring to the two flags, the
Union Jack and the Jewish emblem,
Rabbi Brickner said the time would
come when . the two flags would wave
side by side over a great country when
the Jews had become re-established mn
their own land. Every Jew, he said,
owed great allegiance and love to the
Union Jack, as it was under that flag
that Jewish freedom existed. The
Anglo-Saxon race had interests and
traditions which resembled the Jewish
traditions, and in his opinion the cause
of Britain's supreme position today was
the manner in which she Had studied
and learned from the Old Testament.
Under the British flag you would al-
ways find democracy and freedom. He
said that if the Jewish people im the
States had been strong enough in vot-
ing power, there was not a doubt in his
mind but that the League of Nations
issue would -have turned in Britain's
favor. ? ;

“To be a good Jew, you must love
and respect the country which makes
your religion possible,” he said. *“The
Union Jack has .stood for . K this and
holds an equal! position in our eyes
with our. emblem of Judaism. The
VUnion Jack stands for our freedom and
our own flag embodies all the hopes
and aspirations of our people. Let us
not say or «do anything which throws
any shadow of disparagement\gpon
either flag.”

GIVEN APPLAUSE

upon them. end, unless governments, in
whose power is all the machinery of tne
state, come ‘o their relief, the results can
cnly be disasirous to the economic, social
und moral well-being of the nation, Hav-
ing regard for this serious condition of
affairs the following resolutions are sub-
mitted for endorsation in the belief that
if they are cesried out,.a temporary solu-
tion of a pressing problem will be ex-
perienced :

(1) That, pending the providing of work
for the unerployed, the federal, municipal
and provincixl governments be urged to
contin:e the relef which has been grant-
ed during the past few weeks, thru the
< pecial department organized by the cor-
poration of Toronto; and, further, that,
Af a means of more adequately providing
the unempleyed” with the means of sus-
tenance the federal and provincial gov-
ernments be urged to immediately pnt
into effect a system of financial aid based
upon the sctual m of married and
single persons, with not less than $12 a
week for siugle persons and not less than
$20 a week for married men, and $2 a
week for each child dependent upon the
unemp;oyed parent.

Want Puyblic Works,

(2) That bLoth the provincial and fed.-
eral governments be urged to push for-
ward, without delay, all public works,
imp-ediately and prospectively necessary,
with a view to absorbing the large army
of unemployed men and women, and that
every - available means be employed ‘to
make effective this program of works in
glving employment to all classes of labor.

(3) That having regard for the large
army of unemployed men and women the
federal and provincial governments be
urged to utilize every medium of infor-
mation to inform the workers in other
countries of the distressing conditions
prevailing in Canada, and that the un-
employed who are natives of other coun-
tries be urged to communicate with their
friends and relations, and also the news-
papers of their native lands, with a view
to discouraging immigration until those
row unemployed are abscrbed by our
industrial and commerclal institutions.

(4) That the  federal government he
urged {o.institute at the earliest possible
date’ a system of unemployment insur-
arce, and old age pensions, with a view
to meeting. such conditions of unem-
plcyment thru which thousands of the
workers of Canada are passirg, and that
in the adoption of such legislation; due
regard he ohserved for the best prin-
ciples of such insurance end pensions
adopted by other countries.

Veterans’ Complaint,

(5, We also submit for your endo sa-
tion the following resoluti’n forwarded’
to your committee from the Parkdale
branch of the Grand Army of United
Veterans:

‘““Phat we demand an explanation from
the Dominion government of statements
issued by Mr. Beatty, regarding the fu-
ture of the government-owned railways,
providing they cannot secure the neces—
sary help, as we feel that the present
condition dces  not warrant such.a state-
ment. We feel sure that Mr. Beatty can
secure all the help required without
bringing in more immigrants, which only
tende. to make conditions worse and will
ultimately flood the market with labor
that will ultimately hé hard to control
and have the tendency to reduce wages."

(6) This mass meeting aleo declares
that the confiscation of our food and
the forcible holding back of that which is
morally ours, produced by us, stored ry
us, yet owned by others, and now held
with the title deeds in the hands of meén
well fed, well clothed and comfortable,
must cease at omce if unemployment is
to disappear,

Chairman’s Appeal,

James Scett, president of the Toroate
Trades and l.abor Council, who acted as
chairman, asked the audience to main-
tain sood order, and promised good re-
suits would follow. He had the backing
of hundreds of ushers distributed on the
main floor and in thé galleries, but the
fiery iemarks of the speakers so appeal-
€d to the audience that the services of
thhe "law ~nd order volunteers” were
hardly necessary. -

John Doggett, the first speaker, said
he wanted Lo emphatically deny a sta‘e-
ment alleged by @n evening paper to have
been made by J. V, Conroy of the G. W.

unemployment situation been so acute as
it was today.

Apathy Alleged,

Whie organized labor was satisfied
that, as far as the city council was con-
cerned, they had done sbout all they
could to reiicve  the situation with the
money at present at their disposal, labor
was not satisiied with the general apathy
and lack of interest of the federal and
provincial governments. The Dominion
government ' had claimed they had no
nioner for public works in Toronto, while
at the same time they were undertaking
public works in other parts of the coun-
try. Lvidently they thought Toronto was
80 safely Tory they did not need to worty

{ ebout the ur.cmployment problem here.

He advocated that the provincial gov-
ernment pass an act at this session to
help out the workers who had invested
their savings- in building their own
homes only to be threatened with the
loss of them by being unablé to meet
payments while unemployed, A mora-
torium should be declared until after the
present unemployment crisis had sub-
sided.

Berlin, March 22.—The Reichsbank
will sternly oppose any attempt by
the entente to seize its gold reserve to
anply to the reparations demands. The
Kreuzzitung learns. Any such move,
(he bank's directorate is quoted as
saying, would*not only be inimical to
holders of German certificates, but a
violation of the treaty and in contra-
dction to the practice observed by
Germany on French territory and the
#renca army on German soil, when
‘Lo deposits in state banks were
ireated. as private property. : ¢

rot surrender its gold voluntarily,
and that seizure of the gold would
instantly result in devaluation of tl}e
currency, of which immense quanti-
t.es are privately held abroad. not-
«bly in the United States, Holland and
Scandinavia. These are estimatedat
20,000,000,000 marks, while German
bank credits abroad total another
20.000,000,000.

| ISSUES THE CALL

'FOR EXTRA SESSION

Specific Problems, Howevyer,
Are Not ‘Named in Hard-

ing’s Proclamation.

Washington, March 22.—A formal
call for an extra’ session of congress,
tc meet on April 11 and receive legis-
Iative recommendations from the new
administration, was lssued today by
President Harding. None of the
specific problems to be laid before the
.egislative branch were named in the
pioclamation, the president 'merely
declaring that an extraordinary occa-

slon required that congress convene
‘to receive such communication as

may be made by the executive.”

Mr. Harding already has indicated,
however, that the tariff and .taxation

i - ;
will' be foremost in his message to
the special session. He is expected to
make a special plea for prompt re-
lief to the nation’s agricultural inter-
ests, and the list of recommendations
may touch many other subjects
tuch as the railway situation, the
merchant marine and immigration.

One recommendation relative to" re-
cunstruction measures within the gov-
2inment machine itself is expected to
suggest the creation of a general com-
mission to dispose of many kinds ‘of
property acquired by government
agencies during the war. Whether the
message wil touch on foreign rela-
tions is a matter of speculation, but
the president has indicated that his
primary desire for the session is that
it work out a plan of governmental
e2nd industrial rehabilitation at home.

A program for the session has been
discussed at a series of conferences
between the president and leaders in
tte sénate and house, and altho def-
inite decisions still are to be made,
a feeling of confidence is manifest
that there will be a working agree-
ment that will expedite legislative
business from the: start.

SCOUTS GOVERNMENT
STATISTICS ON WHEAT

One of the Toronto brokers. receiv-
ed a circula- yesterday, of which the
following is part:

months - later we are. .informed. that
farm stocks ' have increased to 207
milFon bushels and . total stocks are
317 mill'on bushels: If its estimate
on corn and oats is on a par with its
eStimate of wheat, farmers and grain
“ealers will be wondenng whether
they are coming or going. :

This system of befogging the public
is going to create a serious situation.
Miillers; bakers and grocers who have
read the report haye backed away
from the market, ‘but the foreign
buyers, who know how low ou:>
stocks are getting, take every opror-
tunity to purchase at these bargain
prices. Take the purchade of five
million bushels in the last two days

Samoa by New Zealand; of Nauru,
or Pleasant Island, in the Pacific a
short distance. south. of the equator,
by Great Britain; of German South-
west Africa by the Union of Seuth
Africa, and of the former German
bessessions in the Pacific south of
the equator, other than Samoa and
Nauru, by Australia, in accordance
with the laws of these mandatories.

The terms provide for promeotion of
the material and moral well-being of
-he inhablitants of the territories,
nrohibition of slave trading and prohi-
bition of forced labor. except for es-
scntial public works, for which ade-
auate remuneration is to be paid.

Traffic in arms and ammunition s
‘0 be controlled, » The supplyving of
intoxicating spirits and beverages te
m tives is prohibited. Military train-
ng of natives is prohlbited except for
police and  local defence, No mill-
tary -or naval bases shall be estab-
lished or fortifications erected. Free
exercise of all forms of worship shall
e allowed, and missionaries and na-
t'onals  of states members of ' the
League of Nations shall be permitted
to travel and reside in the. territories
and follow their callings.

Must Report Annually.

The mandatories are required to re-
pert to the League of Nations annu-
a\ly on the territory under mandate
and the measures taken to carry out
the abave obligations.

The consent of the council of the
.cague is required to any modification
¢ the terms of the mandate. If any
d.spute shall.arise between a manda-
tnry and another member of the
ieague regarding the mandate it shall
not be capable .of settlement by ne-
gtiation,- but {nstead,
rwuet be submitted to the permanent
court of imternational justice of the
l-ague.”
