To be out all niglht in a dense fog on 
a steamer in the Kennébeocasis river is 
not a pleasant experience, 'but this is 
what some 400 picnickers from Sussex 
had to put up with last evening. The 
picnic .party, comprising men, women and 
children from three df tihe Sussex church­
es came from Sussex to Rothesay, 
yesterday morning, by train, and 
there took the steamer May Queen for a 
trip to Gagetown. Everything went along 
nicely until the steamer entered the 
Kermebeooaeis on her return, and there 
after vain efforts to make out 
through the fog, and not being very well 
acquainted with that part of the river, 
the captain decided to anchor.

The passengers were made as comfort­
able as the circumstances would allow, 
and some of them managed to get a little 
sleep wthile others amused themselves in 
various ways. It was the women and 
children who suffered the greatest hard­
ship however, as there was not suitable 
accommodation. for so many, and they 
experienced many discomforts.

It was about nine o’clock this morning 
before the captain was able to take the 
steamer to the wharf at Rothesay.

[ Much Anxiety Felt
Needless to say there was great anxiety; 

at" Rothesay and Sussex over the delay, 
atid stories were circulated that the 
steamer had been wrecked in the fog.

Some of the Sussex people who had re­
latives on the steamer were almost franc- 
tic, and inquiries were poured into Rothe­
say all night to find out whait was the 
matter. There was a feeling of thank­
fulness when the passengers came off the 
boat this morning, and they were quickly 
put on board the cars of the special train 
which had been waiting for them all night 
and about 11 o’clock they left for Sussex. 
Luckily there was plenty to eat on 
board, as the party had gone well pre­
pared, as picnickers usually do.

The steamer’s lights could be seen oc­
casionally from Renforth last evening 
through tihe fog, as she lay out at anchor 
off Kennebeccasis island. The oaptian 
had little trouble in na/vigating on the 
main river through the fog, but in the 
Kennebeccasis he was not so familiar, and 
thought the safest plan was to anchor 
and wait for the fog to lift.

(Wall Street Journal.)
The question of thé hour is: “How long 

will the Union Pacific 'be able to main­
tain a 10 per cent dividend on its common 
stock?”

The payment of this dividend calls for 
$19,602,790 per annum.
$7,840,000 is to be provided out of “other 
income,” and the remainder, about $11,- 
760,000, must be earned *in net by the 
Union Pacific R. R. Co’s lines.

There is here a very subtle distinction. 
Under the prevailing policy in American 
railways, the Union Pacific R. R. would 
not be justified in paying out the whole, 
or neatly the whole, of its net surplus af­
ter fixed charges in dividends. There is 
nothing, however, deserving of fnuch crit­
icism in the distribution of “other in- 
come” to the stock holders.

The. “other income” of the Union Paci­
fic in 1905 amounted to $7,767,491, or al­
most exactly 4 per cent on the stock 
outstanding at the end of the year. There

A committee of the house of lords has 

recommended the adoption of a bill which 
provides that any child under 16 who is 
found in the possession Of cigarettes or 
found smoking tobacco in any form shall 
be fined not more than forty shillings for 
each offence. Persons selling tobacco or 
cigarettes to juveniles will be similarly 
punished. The committee is Nof opinion 
that the following additions should be 
made to the repressive clauses—apparent­
ly with the object of insuring their being 
carried out to the uttermost:

Police constables should be empowered 
to stop all youths apparently under six­
teen seen smoking in any public place, 
and they should also be allowed to con­
fiscate any tobacco found upon them.

Local authorities dhould be allowed to 
extend some of these powers to park 
keepers, schoolmasters, and others by 

of by-laws, while similar powers 
mi^ht also be given to railway and dock 
companies on their own premises.

Some provision should exempt children 
who are genuinely employed by their 
fathers to fetch tobacco for them.

The act should apply to all children ap­
parently under the age of sixteen.

If this bill becomes law it would form 
an excellent model for similar legislation 
ih Canada.

Platte, South America. The tug dropped 
her tow weU off Digfby» N. S. on Mon­
day morning at 5 o’dock, with the wind 
well abeam and all sail set scudding away 
on iher long voyage south. The bark is 
loaded with 1,500,000 feet of dry lumber 
Shipped Iby Churchill & Sons.

The Hamlburg is a vessel of 1649 tons 
net register and was -built in the year 
1886 by Gbundhiill & Sons ait Hantsport, 
N". S. This is the first time that the bark 
has visited her home port since she was 
built. Captain Caldwell has been her 
commander contiTmousily. She is now 
ntosbly owned iby him and hte has been in

Montreal, Aug. 21—An important ar­
rangement for the rapid delivery of Brit­
ish, China and Japan mails has just been 
made by the imperial postal authorities 
with the Canadian Pacific Railway Com­
pany, whereby the mails will be handled 
by this one company for a distance of 
more than 12,000 miles.

A special fast mail train, consisting of 
the necessary mail and baggage car accom­
modation, and from two to four sleeping 
cars and a dining car for through passen­
gers, will be run across Canada from Que­
bec to Vancouver in ninety-three hours. 
This train will make only a few stops at 
the chief stations en route. Similar ar­
rangements will be made for mails and 
through passengers cast bound.

Arrive Vancouver Sept. 4.

of China, Sept. 4.
Arrive Hong Kong Sept. 21.
Thus in less than one month the mails 

will be delivered from Great Britain to 
Chine, and vice versa.

Mr. Beaugrand told the archbishop, 
however, that if he changed his mind he 
would send for*him. There was no call, 
however, but once more the archbishop 
returned to Mr. Beaugrand’s bedside, and 
once more asked if his services were re­
quired. *1 took his hand,” related the 
prelate, “but he shook his head. I then 
blessed him and retired.”

Some days after, when the archbishop 
referred to the matter, he said: “As arch­
bishop I have done my duty and can do 
no more,” and when asked if he consid­
ered Mr. Beaugrand sincere his grace re­
plied immediately, “I believe he is.”

The death of Renan, the great French 
free thinker and the author of “The Life 
of Jesus,” was also mentioned, and Arch­
bishop Bruchési was asked 
thought of the then Pope’s reported ans­
wer.
