Also that the commissioners of the Gen­
eral Public Hospital be empowered to 
notify other municipalities to which paup­
er patients in the hospital may belong to 
remove such patients, or in case of refusal 
to remove such patients after due notice 
has been given, then and in such case the 
cost of maintaining such pauper patients 
shall be made a charge on the municipal­
ity to which they belong.

A bill to reduce the fees charged by cor­
oners, for holding views, from four to two 
dollars.

A bill to make the amount of discount 
allowed on payment of taxes discretionary 
with the council, not exceeding five per 
cent.

A bill to authorize the highway boards 
in the several parishes to build and main­
tain sidewalks in any district where the 
majority of the rate payers in said dis­
trict signify, their willingness by petition 
to be assessed therefor.

The committee on county buildings re­
commended that the room adjoining, the 
treasurer’s office, and in which the treas­
urer’s vault is situated be rented for the 
use of the auditor at an annual rental of 
thirty dollars.

“How long was it after you landed 
from Europe in 1903 after telling this 
stoiy to Thaw about Stanford White, that 
you were in the Madison Square Garden 
Tower with Stanford White ?” asked Mr.

The senate was comparatively useless, not ; 
necessary and not worth its cost to the 
people.

Continuing, Mr. Miller said that the 
sovereign in England had power to ap­
point new members in the House of Lords 
but there was no check in the Canadian 
senate, and besides the senators 
paid. In the senate there were able men— 
Scott, Cartwright, Bowell and Ross. They 
would not be there if an age limit was 
made.

“If there was a change in the policy 
of Japan it was not one which could ad­
versely affect the interests of this coun­
try without a Canadian citizen or a Can­
adian corporation first placing upon it the 
seal of his or its approval.”

Both Mr. Yoshy and Mr. Gotoh visited 
Japan after the company was formed, and 
it was while they were there that a new 
exception was added to that all but gen­
eral prohibition, that had hitherto pre­
vailed. This exception was that thereaf­
ter emigration companies were to be al­
lowed to send laborers under contract to 
Canada, and to , all appearances 
the change was 
instance of the 
panies in Japan. At all events, April 1 
Mr. Gotoh and Mr. Yoshy, through nego­
tiations with the emigration companies, 
obtained an arrangement whereby the 
Canadian Nippon Supply Company was 
placed in a position to secure a large num­
ber of laborers from the emigration com­
panies of Japan. As a result of further 
planning and negotiations Mr. Gotoh suc­
ceeded in effecting an arrangement where­
by his company and the Tokio Emigration 
Company obtained a virtual monopoly in 
respect to bringing out immigrants. The 
latter company was able to silence the 
activities of the five other Japanese emi­
gration companies.

In his recommendations for the cure, 
Mr. King suggests an adequate immigra­
tion staff on the Pacific coast, the prac­
tice of treating diseased immigrants stop­
ped, Japanese holding passports for the 
United States should be required to pre­
sent themselves for examination by the 
American officers before being examined 
by Canada, and if rejected by the United 
States they should be declared undesir­
ables as far as Canada was concerned, and 
not allowed to land.

To promote the friendly interests of Ja­
pan and Canada there ought to be an ef­
fective restriction on the number of Jap­
anese who come to Canada each year. Mr. 
King says that were the emigration of 
Japanese from Hawaii and all points be­
yond the jurisdiction of Japan prohibited, 
a stop put to contract labor at the in­
stance of individuals and companies in 
this country, and immigration companies 
in Japan, and a reserve shown in issuing 
passports as was practiced during the 
past year, there would be no embarrass­
ment to Canada from Japanese immigra­
tion, but if this is not done the importa­
tions from Hawaii and through contract 
labor from Japan, Japanese immigration 
will be carried on greater than even last 
year’s figures.

In other words, any effective solution 
demands the prohibition of such Japanese 
immigration as may come from countries 
beyond the jurisdiction of Japan, and an 
absolute restriction in the numbers that 
may come from Japan direct.

In conclusion, Mr. King expresses his 
appreciation of the many courtesies and 
assistance given him by the United States 
and Canadian officials in British Colum-

held in the head office of the bank a 
week ago Friday night, Jan. 10. All the 
directors were then made aware of the 
state of affairs.

“The former manager was the man that 
ruined the bank,” asserted Senator Camp­
bell. “If it had not been for his reckleee- 

and violations of banking rules, the 
bank would now be on as firm a basis 
as any in Canada.

“When tie was over in Europe a couple 
of years ago he waxed enthusiastic over 
the glorious future of the Sovereign Bank, 
and succeeded in getting a good deal of old 
country capital. Among others, he inter­
ested the officials of Dresdner Bank, and 
they agreed to invest $2,000,000 in the 
stock. The Dresdner Bank paid up in 
full for their stock at 130, cabling over 
$2,000,000 in one lump.

In that period* 8,125 Japanese,
1,266 Chinese, 2,047 Hindus landed, mak­
ing an aggregate of 11,440 Orientals. These 
embrace all who were brought including 
such as were not allowed to land, some 
who were subsequently deported, 
who were former residents, and those 
who came via Canada and gained adraia- 
sion later to the United States.

Summarizing the figures of the arrivals 
from Japan from 1901 up to January 1907,
Mr. King finds that it would appear that 
between 4,000 and 4,500 would represent 
more than could possibly have come to 
Canada during that time, and of these a 
large proportion found their way to the 
United States. He estimates the total 
number of Japanese in British Columbia 
in January 1907, at considerably less than 
7,500. The arrival in British Columbia 
therefore of 8,175 Japanese in the ten 
months following naturally caused great 
alarm, and if anything more were needed 
to occasion unrest it is to be found in the 
simultaneous arrival from the Orient of 
Hindus by the hundreds, and Chinese in 
larger numbers than in previous years.

The lat­
ter company was incorporated Dec. 17,
1906.
