The mouth of the
river was about 1,800 feet below the
present sea level, as the continental
si‘\ell of North America was expesed.

Prisoner Brought In.

He was dressed in a blue
8uit, colored shirt without collar, a
V-nech pull-over sweater, was hatless
and had a pair of larrigans on his feet.

His eyes did not meet those of the
Fosterville folk who had been called
as witnesses.

Magistrate Walter Limerick read the
charge, while Williams stood. He was
charged with having murdered Necia
and Cynthia Foster of Fosterville, in
the Parish of North Lake, on Tuesday;
November 25.

Evidence Is Begun,

Ward-B, Foster, father of the mur-
dered children, was the first witness
called by P, J. Hughes, K. C., who is
acting for the Crown.” He gave
Cynthia’s age as 14 and Necia’s about
10. He first saw the defendant about
16 years ago. He was then known as
Darius Thornton. He had his wife
with him. He did not see him again
until Dec. .12, 1914. He remembered
the date, because Necia was nine days
old then. He was known then as
Harry D. Willlams. He worked for
the witness until March. He continued
to work for different: people until Sep-
tember, 1915, when he enlisted.

He returned from France in 1919 and
stayed at the Foster home until 1922,
when Williams had built the camp in
which the murder was committed.

( Crime Scene Desceribed.

The camp was 200 rods from the rear
door of Foster’s home. The only ones
who did any work for Willlams were
members of his family, particularly
Necia and Cynthia. -

He had last seen the prisoner after 7
o’clock onsMonday, Nov. 24.. They
had talked. Necia had asked her
father, in Williams’ presenge, if she
could take part in the school concert.
He would not allow her to practise at
night, but if it was necessary he would
allow her to.go and would accompauy
her. He made it clear that he was
going to look after his own family.

Found Girls Murdered.

.Before Williams left he said to
Cyhthia, “Cynthia, come down tomor-
row after school.” She had answered,
“I ain’t going.” He asked, “Why?”
She answered, “I don’t want to.”
had then said, “Oh, you better come
down. I want you to cook a cake for
me.” .

He reached home abowt‘8 o’clock on
Tuesday night. - Hilda, his eldest
daughter, had told him and his wife
that Cynthia and Necia had not yet
come home. They waited until five
minutes after 10. He then went to the
camp. He opened the door. “Oh, God,
there lay my two little girls murdered.”

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World’s Greatest Air Liner,
To Earn $4,856,000 a Year,
IsProject Presented Congress

Canadlan Press Despatch.

WASHINGTON, Dec. 15—United
States navy air experts have disclosed
to Congress plans for a 6,000,000 cubic
feet capacity airship which would
dwarf the 2,600,000 capacity Los An-
geles and the ZR-8 and be much
larger than the two new 5,000,000
capacity ships ordered by the British
Government for commercial use be-
tween England and Australia.

Rear Admiral Moffett, chief of the
Naval ‘Air Service, told a House com-
mittee, it was disclosed today, that on
a schedule of 80 -single crossings be-
tween New York and London, the ship

would show an estlmated profit of $4,-
856,000 a year.

7,350 Mile Radius,

The proposed liner, Adimral Moffett
said, would be 785 in length, compared
with the 658 foot Los Angeles, have a
larger diameter of 122 feet, compared
to the 90-foot girth of the German-built
craft, have 8,900 maxium horse-power,
compared to 1,850 for the Los Angeles,
and have a gross lift of 154 tons as
comvarcd to the 67 tons of the Los
Angeles, It would be the largest air-
ship jo the world, The crulsing radius
‘of the big'ship would be 7,150 nautical
miles without refueling.

Such firrigation
“gystems as exist date back to the time
of the Roman Empire. It is natura:
that a people such as this should re-
gent the introduction into their country
of an allen population with modern
ideas and methods. They have oppised
the British Commissioner at every

‘turn, have refused to accept his pro-

pasal to share in the government of
- the country and finally appealed to ilie

counicil of the League for rellef.

“After a consideration of the views
* of the Arab delegation the Council, as

might have been expeccted, have rorm-

ally approved the British administra-
tlon of the mandate, which has been
carried out in strict compliance with
the instructions of the League. Ilaving
lost their case before the final Court
of Appeal, the Arabs must now recon-
cile themselves to the new couditions,
but, judging from thelr present temper,
it will be long before they will co-
operate with their new fellow-country-
men or with the oflicial Government.

Only by a gradual process of educu-

tion will they be brought to see that

the new regime is to their advantage.

So far as the development of
Palestine is concern®d, it cannot be
doubted that the introduction of the
Jews is beneficial. Apart from the
intensive cultivation of the sofl, which
hi_s been begun under expert direction
and in accordance with the most
modern methods, a great scheme of
industrial development has been em-
barked upon.  This is based upon the
Jordan River, which is capable of pro-
ducing hundreds of thousands of horse-
power of clectrical energy. A conces-

_ sion has been granted to a powerful
syndicate financed by Jewish money,

.and the work of developing this

Immense source of wealth is now far

advanced. It is not improbable that

within a few yecars the whole aspect of
the country will be changed.

In an articie in the American Review
of Reviews for Decemtber, Dr. Edward
Mead, Commissioner of Raclamation in
tha United States Department of the

_elections,

Interior, who has recently made a
special investigation of the movement
to establish Jewish agricvitural colo-
nies in Palestine, prophesies a bright
future for the country. He says:—
Only a small fraction of the
Jewish race will live in Palestine.
But the irrigated areas can be
made such a picture of agricul-
tural opulence snd rural beauty
that they will be a source of
pride and satisfaction to the
members of the race wherever
they live. They can create along
the shores of the Med!terranean
spots that will rival Cannes and
Nice. There is an unrivalled
opportunity awailing the wealth,
artistic taste, and national pride
of the race around the shores of
the bay which has Haifa on the
south and Acre on the north.
Mount Carmal is the southern
background, the Syrfan hills the
northern, with the blue Mediter-
ranean in front and the well-
watered plain of Esdraelon as the
fleld on which to create a life
that will rival the ancient great-
ness of the country. Sooner or
later the homes and gardens
around the bay at Halfa will
be one of the show places of the
world.

A UNIFORM BALLOT NEEDED.

Attention i¢ again directed to the
lack of uniformity in the marking of
election ballots. When there is a
Dominion election the Clerk of the
Crown in Chancery, through his deputy
officials, supplies the ballots to each
returning officer and as the voters
enter one by one they are given the
ballot and instructed to place a cross
opposite the name of the one they wisi
o vote for. In our provincial elections
the ballots are printed by anybody
and supplied by the candidate to their
friends in such profusion that every
canvasser has a pocket full and en-
deavors to persuade the voters as they
arrive at the poll to take and use the
ballots given them. If the voter,
remembering his Instructions at the
federal election, considers it necessary
to mark a cross after the names of
those he votes for in the provincial
contest, he or shespoils that ballot.
There is no doubt that a good many
people do not give , particular
attention to the way ballots should be
marked or anot marked, thinking that
the method is the same in provincial
voting as it is in federal. Then, again.
there is a different way to vote in civic
In 8t. John we have long
strip ballots with the names ‘of all
candidates upon them, officlal because
they are signed by the Common Clerk,
hut before they are any good they
must be prepared by the voter and the
names of anybody whom he does not
intend to vote for crossed out. Instead
of placing a cross opposite the names
of those whom he wants to vote for he
must cross out the names of those he
objects to. Is it any wonder there are
a large number of spoiled votes in
every election? The sooner the federal,
provincial and municipal authorities
get together and decide “pon some
common ballot the better. There is no
reason why our method of voting
should not be uniform.

ARRIVING AT A SETTLEMENT.

Another rumor i3 cuirent that the
Jremier of Alberta, who has been in
Ottawa for some time negotiating with
Prime Minister King has made a
sntisfactory arrangement respecting the
:anding over of the natural resources
in that Western Province by the
IPederal Government. From what has
been given out, the main lines of the
settJement. have been accepted, but jt
is stated .that there was a difficulty
in determining just how much Alberta
would receive in- addition to the re-
~ources and in lieu of the subsidy.
There was a suggestion to give Alberta
three years’ subsidy at the present
rate and then to assume control of
the natural resources. It is to be pre-
sumed that the federal subsidy after
that would be upon the same basis as
it is now calculated for other pro-
vinces. Howeverzno doubt a complete
statement will be given, if not before
Parliament meets, as soon as it
assembles. Incidentally it is stated
that the administration of the natural
resources of Alberta since 1905 have
cost $23,249,185, while the revenue was

' $24,850,267, from which it may bhe

inferred that the natural resources
were not very profitable to the Federal
Government. During the last four
vears administration has cost more
than the revenue received, so it may
well be possible that the Federal Gov-
ernment will be glad to get rid of what
Alberta claims as a right.

PORT BUSINESS OF VANCOUVER

Since the opening of the season
nearly eleven million bushels of Cana-
dian wheat have been shipped over-
seas through the port of Vancouver.
Just to show what an important cuse
tomer the United Kingdom is, over
nine million bushels of this was
exported there, and about two million

to the eastern countries. Vancouver
nevertheless is not quite deprived of
all the wheat, for there is over two
million bushels in the elévators and
nearly a thousand cars awaiting un-
loading and in transit from Calgury
west. The timesthe above figures were
given out five steamers with a capac-
ity of 600,000 bushels were in Van-
couver port awalting loading with
prairie wheat. Such a business means
a busy waterfront, the employment of
a large quantity of labor and the dis-
bursement of large sums for the
steamers engaged in the export busi-
ness. It must also mean increascd

freights from British Columbia to the
Bast over the Transcontinental rall-
ways. If the steamers returning afler
discharging . their wheat cargoes at
Liverpool and esewhere bring good
freights it will mean more busin.ss
for the port and more business for the
xallways.

Nurses Find Improvement
in Conditions Among
City’s Poor

| The free milk fund of the St. John

Women’s Council 1s new providing® the
daily sipply of milk for 56 babies all
except five of whom are receiving one
quart of milk each day, the five being
. “pint” babies. There has been one
death amongst the milk fund babies
recently but it is probable that the iit-
tle life would have been lost much
earlfer without the milk fund benefits
| as the baby had been on the fund since
birth and was just four months and
25 days old when it died. It was the
child of delicate parents and had but
a poor chance of becoming vigorous
and healthy.

The Victorian Order nurses who
adminlster the fund have found some
improvement in the conditions of pov-
erty ‘and unemployment in St. John
recently and in their work they have
a fairly accurate test of conditions

| generally,

Of the 56 babies there are five on the
West Side of the harbor, an exception-
ally high namber for that district
which has comparatively little acute
poverty and distress. Two of the 56
babjes have recently ‘been readmitted
as milk fund clients, an attempt having
been made to see if they could be car-
ried by their own people and the at-
tempt having been proved a failure and
a risk to the babies.

A Christmas treat for the mothers
of milk fund babies and for the alder
children in their families is to be held
this year as it has been during the last
few ‘years, under the auspices of the
Seven Seas Chapter of the I. O. D. E.
These treats have been delightful
events in other years and this year's
plans indicate another very successful
party is soon to take place.

The East St. John well-baby clinic
of the Victorian Order has been closed
for the winter months but the clinics
in the North End, West End and in
the Health Centre still are well attend-
ed and on last Friday, a cold and
stormy day there were as many as 26
babies brought te the North End clinic.
All of the milk fund babies either at-
tend the wall baby clinics or are visit-
ed in their homes by V. O. norses.

Republicans Anxious.

Republicans nominted Col. Hiram
Bingham, and ' the Democrats JHamil-
toh Holt. Ordinarily, it might be ex-
pected Bingham would haveran easy
victory, but reports ‘on the eve of the
election indicated the Republicans
were alarmed. Senator Moses, chalr-
man of the Republican senatorial com-
mittee, recently sent out hurry calls
for help to Republican' senators in
Washington, and as a result of his ap-
peal several went to Connecticut and
spoke in Bingham's behalf.

Just now, the Republican Old Guard
in /Washington and the country is in
high feather because of the election,
by a heavy vote, of Collidge and their
gains in Congress.” Bingham, of course,
is one of the old guard. Should he be
defeated, or be elected by but a narrow
margin, it would be looked on by the
country as a sign that the reaction had
sct in against the old guard and the
Coolldge administration.

Moreover, -the old gnard or regular
Republicans need all the votes they can
muster to control the next Semate. It
is doubtful if they ean conmtrol it any-
how, but should they lose & seat to the
Democrats in  Connecticut their
chances would be still further reduced.
The Democrats, the Lafollette in-
surgents, and progressives of the Borah
and Norrls type will apparently make
up a majority of the new Senate after
March 4 and they will control all the
more certalnly if Bingham should lose.

Bingham was elected
Governor in, the recent election, and he
owes his nomination for Governor and
then for senator to Roraback. He Is
looked upon as a political lieutenant of
Roraback. Hgit was a friend of Wood-
row Wilson and is well known as an
advocate of the League of Nations,
though he s trying to keep that ques-
tion to the background in this cam-
paign.

Coolidge Is Concerned.

President Coolldge is concerned over
the Cotnecticut result.

She is considered by Scotland Yard
to be the most expert female “Raffles”
in the country, Mary Marjory Macdon-
ald, the “Queen of Hotel Thieves.”

This apparently trivial incident in

looking woman, who, ever since 1919,
when she received her first sentence of
imprisonment, has lived a life of per-
sistent crime—and this despite'an edu-
cation which enabled her to become an
Associate of Arts of the London Uni-
versity and the opportunities of lucru-
tive employment which came fo her
duting her estly life. :

On the present occasion, when she

Her Capture,

to an open drawer. She said she had
mnade a mistake in the number of her
room, but it was discovered that she
was, not staying at the hotel.

Some
years ago she was examined by a spe-
cialist and found to be suffering from
some peculiar neurotic condition.

When she recently stole a fur coat
and valuable brooch from the Curson
Hotel she went next day to a restaur-
ant and left the property in a chalr,
hoping that in some way it would get
back to the owner. Nevertheless she
was ordered t@ complete the remainder
of her lasti'sentenee in' addition to

Dismissed After Being Rein-
stated Following False
Charge.

WAS POSTAL CLERK

Bill Before House Asks for
$13,793 and Restoration
of Place.

WASHINGTON, Dec. 16. — The
story of a man who was unjustly ac-
cused thirteen years ago of stealing $80
from a post office, whose arrest was de-
clared by the judge who tried him and
the prosecuting attorney to be an out-
rage and who now at more than 70
years of age seeks to recover from the
Government the pay he lost while beg-
ging for reinstatement in the postal
service is revealed by a bill introduced
in Congress by Representative Andrew
J. Montague of Virginia and placed by
the claims committee of the House in
charge of Representative Emanuel Cel-
ler of Brooklyn, a member of the
committee.

Supports Claim.

The case, Mr, Celler said, is one of
such merit and so startling in its facts
that he will do everything he can to
push it through the claims committee
for a favorable report at this session
of Congress. The Department of Jus-
tice has promised to give a favorable
recommendation to the bill. Its intro-
ducer is a former Governor of Vir-

George E. Taylor, the claimant, was
a stamp clerk in a sub-station in Rich-
mond in 1911, an employe of 16 years’
service, recelving a salary of $1,100.
In May of that year he was arrested
on the charge stated and dismissed.
He was tried before Federal Judge
Edmund Wadadill, Jr,, who, years afteér-
ward, was appointed by President
Harding a $hember of the Circuit Court
of Appeals. Robert H. Talley was the
Assistant United States District At-
torney who prosecuted the case.

Trial Is Halted,

In the middle of the trial, after
cross-examination of F. W. hieck,
then Superintendent of the sub-station
and now out of the Government ser-
vice, Mr, Talley rose and demanded in
behalf of the Government a verdict of
“not guilty.” In'a letter to Represen-
tative George W. Edmonds, cl.airman
of the claims committee, Mr. Talley
says that during the trial “it developed
that Schieck was wholly unreliable and
was -in fact dishonest, When this was
conclusively proved I immediatély
?sked the jury to regder a verdict of
not gullty’ I am sure they would
have done so, anyhow, but I was un-
willing to stultify myself in asking the
Jury to find Taylor guilty upon the
testimony of a Government official
who had grov‘ed to be dishonest and
without whose testimony Taylor could
not have been convicted.”

Outrageous, Says Judge.

Judge Waddill wrote: *Tt was the\
most outrageous case brought against
an official I ever knew of, and there
is not the slightest justification or ex-
cuse for the refusal to give thi
vindication.” . g

As a result of Mr. Talley’s action
Mr. Taylor’s record was cléared, but it
was years before he got back into the
postal gervice. “Reduced to extreme
poverty and suffering great humilia-
tion,” as his counsel puts it, he worked
hard for reinstatement and back pay.
He appealed unsuccessfully to the
]:litchcock and Burleson administra-
tions, and again at 69 years of age to
the Hays administration. C. Bascom
Slemp, then a member of the House
and now secretary to President
Coolidge, asked Postmaster General’
Hays to make a personal investigation.
The outcome was that in October, 1921,
President Harding signed an executive
order restoring the employe to the ger-
vice and stating that Mr. Hays was
convinced that the dismissal was un-
Jjustified.

Laid OHf Agaln.

Under the executive order, Mr.
Taylor went to work In the postal ser-
vice on Nov. 16, 1921, but 16 days later
he was lald off, by order of the Con-
troller General, on the ground that he
was wsver the reinstatement age,

Representative Montague introduced
a bill for Mr. Taylor’s relief in the last
Congress, asking that $18,798 be paid
to the old employe for salary due him
and unpaid, With the great mass of
claims before the claims committee this
case was not disposed of. Now Mr.
Montague has reintroduced the bill.
Postmaster General New has stated,
according to Mr. Montague, that he
would interpose no objection to the
claim. Both Mr. New and Mr. Hays
admitted the wrong which had been

done.
Rank Injustice.

“T conscientiously believe that a rank
injustice has been done Mr. Taylor by °
the Government, and it should be recti-
fied before he dies, he being an old
man,” said Mr. Montague in discussing
the case. “Postmasters General Hays
and New concurred in thinking this bill
would, if passed, afford an unwise pre-
cedent. 1 entertain no such grounds
of apprehension, for the simple and ob-

vious reason that in all human probh-
ability no similar case will ever arise
again, but should such a cage occur the
precedent should afford eomfort and
satisfaction to all who would do jus-
tice or show mercy.”

FREDERICTON, Dec. 15—~The ‘ad-
Journed annual meeting of Agricultural
Society No. 84 was held this afternoon

in the Mayor’s office with President W.
S. Hooper in the chair. The treasurer’s
report had been presented at a pre-
vious meeting by C, F. Chestnut and
had been adopted. That report had
shown a deficit on the Fredericton ex-
hibition of 1924, the first attempt at
an annial exhibition. Today the re-
ports of W. S. Hooper, the president,
and William Cruickshanks, the secre-
tary, were received and adopted.

The association then transacted other
routine business, electing as directors
to the place of the three who are re-
tiring, because of terms being complet-
ed, Joseph A. Cain, Harry A. Smith
and Cecil D. Holder.

Stays as Director.

The resignation of C. F. Chestnut as
treasurer was accepted with regret. On
pressure he reconsidered his decision to
resign as director and remained in of-
fice as such. He has: held this office
34 years. .

An announcement was received from
W. T. Chestnut, a retiring director,
that as his time would be spent partly
away from Fredericton he wished that
he be not considered a candidate for
rc-election. It was decided that the
directors would meet Dec. 29 for fur-
ther business, including election of offi-
cers.

Hon. D.- W. Mersereau, Minister of
Agriciilture, addressed the “association.
He expressed regret that C. F. Chest-
nut had. resigned as treasurer and that
the Provincial Government had been
unable to provide a grant for the first
annual faiyy which the association at-
tempted, that of 1924.

Preseats $500 Check.

The Federal grant of $65,000 for
agricultural education had been with-
drawn. In regard to the exhibition he
counselled economy and drew attention
to the large amopnts which had beea
expended for amusements.

With regard to the exhibition of 1924
Hon. Mr. Mersereati intimated that a
grant of $3,000 at least could be ex-
pected. He then presented to the

Here's Hope to End
Mosquito Plague

PARIS, Dec. 16.—Hope for exter-
mination of the mosquito plague by
raising a type of non-stinging mos-
quitoes—guaranteed to expel the sting-
ing varlety is held out in a communi-
cation by Dr. Louis Pail Le Gendre,
read at the Academy of §ciences.

The scientist said that he had noticed
in parts cf Brittany a variety of mos-
quitoes which never entered houses and
never stung human beings. Further-
more, he noted that where these were
found there was never any sign of the
stinging variety.

As an experiment, Dr. Le Gentre
transported some of the harmless va-
riety from Brittany to the Charente
Department and found that the non-
stingers supplanted their stinging
brothers in a short time.

MAN, SENTENCED 0
DEATH, TELLS STORY

Col. Arthur Lyrch Relates
Experierce» With Boers
in South African War.

LONDON, Eng., Dec. 16—Col. Arthur
eLynch, fo whom belongs whatever dis-
tinction there may be in having been
sentepced to death for high treason,
hai written a picturesque acrount of
hig' varied career in “My Life Story,”
which has just been published.

On leaving his native Australia he
was determined to complete his educa-
tion in Germany, a decision which
greatly distressed his: father. “He
would have much preferred that |
should select Cambridge, and he of-
me £1,000 if I would go there, instead
of to Berlin.,”

His impression of the Kaiser, as he
rode up the avenue of Unter den Lin-
den at a hand-gallop, was that, “He
sat on his horse badly, or, rather, he
bumped in his seat, so that my first
observation was, ‘That fellow can’t
ride fos nuts.’”

Fought With Boers.

On reaching Pretoria shortly after
the outbreak of the South African War,
he says: “I .struck up a friendship
with Botha on the spot, and — here
comes in a fantastic stroke—proposed
‘o him atraightaway that he should
give me a command on his staff.”
Boths suggested that he should organ-
‘ze a body of men which was then be-
ing got together in Johannesburg. He
did so. The force was eventually
known as the ZBecond Irish Brigade,
end Kruger made the author it
colonel.

The “deepest motive” that influenced
him in this action was, he says:—

“I' was resolved to show that I, a
thinker, could ride withy the boldest
horsemen in the world and, pitted with
“men of action,” would set them a ra
which would test their nerve, and c&
forth their every ounce of energy.” |

An anecdote suggests a contrast be-
twegn the old and new type of Boer.

After Colenso, Kruger recalled
Botha to Pretoria to describe the fight,
and at a critical moment of the narra-
tived interrupted the general, say.ng.
“And then I telegraphed to you, you
remember, the Psalm. I suppose you
read it to: the troops?” “Yes,” ra'c
Botha, “it had a greatl effect!” A&7
Botha was leaving the room, one of the
younger officers said to him, laughing-
ly: “Oh, Louis, what a liar you arei
Do you mean to fell me that you read
that Psalm?” Botha, himself laaghing
lightly, - replied: “Fancy etopping a
battle to read verses from the Bible!
But,” he added, “I didrn’t like to hurt
the old man’s feelings.”

Sentenced to Death,

" On his return to this country, Col.
Lynch was found guilty of higk treason
and sentenced to death. The “decisive
push” to effect his release was, he
says, “given in this way”:

Michael Davitt had written a letter
to Sir Thomas Lipton, with the idea,
no doubt, that Sir Thomas would show
it to the King, as they were very
friendly.
