“It is a source of some surprise that 
the great manufacturing and industrial 
enterprises have not more earnestly and 
seriously analyzed the commerce between 
these great countries.

“Manufactured exports from Canada, 
consisting principally of iron and steel 
products, machinery end agricultural 
implements, amounted in 1920 to $84,-
112,228. , , , , ,

“On the other hand we exported to 
Canada in iron and steel manufactures, 
rolling mill products, machinery, vehicles, 
engines and agricultural implements a 
total of $140^72J568.

“The total of American imports for 
1920, according to U. S. Department of 
Commerce figures, totalled $464,029,014, 
and our exports for the same period 
reached a grand total of $800,682,849.

“It is claimed that in the face of a 
sudden emergency the farmer must have 
instant relief from an inundation of agri­
cultural products from Canada, and that 
the American consumer is to be im­
poverished by an excess of cheap food­
stuffs for the Dominion. Those who 
make this claim are ignorant of the 
nature of this commerce or forget that 

exports of agricultural products to 
Canada vastly exceed our imports.

“In 1920 we shipped to Canada 1,211,- 
631 'boxes of oranges valued at $6,006,- 
962; 13,902368 pounds of prunes, valued 
at $1,997,914, and 26,881,775 pounds of 
raisins valued at $4,890,294. Other fruits, 
fresh and dried shipped into Canada in 
1920, amounted to $21,065,619.

‘For tbe same period we shipped 10,- 
VHS31 pounds of cotton and manu­
factures thereof, valued at $84,686,810; 
oil cake and oil cake meal valued at 
$6,606354; our exports of tobacco were 
valued at $9,810,966; out tobacco imports 
for the same period amounted to $65,- 
876. We exported onions to the value of 
$465,826, our imports for the same period 
being $7,389.

“Our total exports of the articles 
'‘ytrmerated above amounted to $85,114,- 
Si5 and our imports to $78368, giving 

' the U. 6. Agriculturist a balance of 
$84367,466.”

STATE OF TRADE 
IN UNITED STATES

(BradstreePs, Saturday)
General trade rules about fair, industry 

moves at from half to three-quarters 
speed and collections drag, these surface 
developments apparently awaiting the 
dearer defining of really big forces which 
,Twd*».1i^ the general commercial and 
ftnwUi situation. The result is some­
thing very much Kke a drifting market 
in many lines and sections of the coun­
try, with a shade more quiet than last 
week and even more irregularity noted 
than in recent months.

Trade reports and crop progress appear 
best in west-central regions and markets, 
which also note most industrial activity, 
while slowness is most marked in reports 
from the east and south. Retail trade 
seems better in city than in country dis­
tricts, where the farmer is busiest and 
where reduced buying power is most 
complamed of. Collections drag about 
equally wherever reported on. The tenor 
of crop reports as a whole is relatively 
better than are reports as to trade and 
industry. Despite cool or wet weather, 
crop growth is still relatively ahead of 
normal, and crop preparation is certainly 
in advance of a year ago, with labor in 
better supply and cheaper than for years 
past. Winter-wheat conditions, though 
spotted in some sections, are classabie as 
good; spring wheat, though retarded by 
cool weather, is well advanced, while 
com and cotton crop planting has been 
accelerated by -better weather. Actual 
damage as yet seems confined largely to 
the effect of frost on fruits. Needed 
moisture has benefited parts of the, 
southwest, especially Texas, where grain 
crop progress was recently complained 
vf.

Marked variations are still found in 
different branches of identical industries 
and lines of distribution, and these bid 
fair to ibe maintained pending clearer 
views of future crops, foreign political 
developments, export and import trade 
and domestic money, credit and labor 
conditions, which are likely to affect costs 
of doing business. On the constructive 
side of things might be mentioned the 
better trend of crop reports, more 
especially winter wheat; the gradual 
waning of the restrictive powers of the 
Shipping strike, the growth of building 
in the face also of strikes at many large 
centers, and the slight increase in the 
central fields in 'buying and production 
of 'bituminous coal. On the less favor­
able side of the week’s developments are 
to be seen the continued lack of buying j 
powo r in the general iron and steel 
trades, the further sagging of export 
trade, with some seriously contradictory 
ebb and flow movements in different 
lines; the slackening of demand and out­
put for automobiles in some directions 
while output continues dose to the 
record in others, the continued down­
ward drift of many food prices, with new 
low levds for dairy products, and, despite 
the Railway Labor Board’s derision, the 
prolongation of the uncertainty as re­
gards railroad wage costs, which has 
acted as a drag on this important in­
dustry for months past.

On balance, the general situation ma/ 
be summed up «s being still in the form­
ative stage, with definite results nut 
dearly perceptible, but with a good, 
large measure of conservative optimism 
expressed as tp the ultimate outcome, 
once many if the present pressing prob­
lems find final settlement.________
