FIGHT, EAT AND

Wesel, March 26—(By the Associated !
Pressj—The fighting at Wesel, which
endcd a*+ ten o'clock Wednesday night,
began again yesterday morning at ten
o'clock, and lasted for an hour and a
half. Both forces then took a long and
comfortable luncheon and hostilities were
renewed at two o’clock. They were vir-
tually finished at 4.80.

Traffic across the Rhine is still at a
standstill, because the workmen on Wed-
nesday night directed their fire toward
the eastern end of the bridge at Wesel
and continued yesterday their. intermit-
tent shelling and also covered the ex-
posed highway and the small city bridges
leading into the town.

The city is quiet. Not more than five
persons are allowed to gather in' the
streets’ in groups.

New York, March 26—The bodies of
Dr. Vincent J. Campisi, wealthy physi-
cian, and a patient to whose bedside he
was_ hastily summoned, were found last
night in a tenement house in Brooklyn
—the physician stabbed to death and
the patient strangled.

Mrs. Dorothy Parker. who conducts
the rooming house, said the strangled
man rented a room a week ago without
giving his name, and she had not seen
him in that time. Nor had she ever seen,
she said, another man described to her
as the one who brought the physician.

The room in which the murders were
committed is dingy and small, about
nine feet by five feet, with a single bed,
a table and a window, which had been
broken in the death struggle which the
physician made for his life. ; A dirk and
razor, both rusty, were found in the
room.

Dr. Campisi was thirty-five years of
age and married. His brother, Samuel
Cempisi, said he knew of no enemies his

 brother had made who might have had

cause to seek revenge.

The police, who at first were unable
to identify the “patient,” learned later
that the physician had been called to
the house by an unidentified man. The
police advanced the theory that the
physician was lured into the tenement
for the purpose of robbery, 'and attack-
ed w:]ee?i ‘h: entered l."t'h;h room ; .that hé
‘stran; the “patient” while fight a
his assailants, andeaim w?: m by
the . man “who lured him into the trap.

New York, March 26—Announcement
of the establishment of the National

of radium to lend to hospitals and phy-
sicians for therapeutic use all over the
country free of charge, was made at the
annual meeting of the Medical Society
of the state of New York, says the Sun
and New York Herzid. The bank is at
55 Liberty sireet, and the Post-Gradu-
ate Hospital already has received from
it without charge $40,000 worth of the
material for use in its research work and

Eugene J. Fisk of the Life Extension
Institute in a paper read before a joint
meeting of the section on medicine and
the section on public health, hygiene and
sanitation—that human life might be
prolonged for as mach as 1,900 years.
|Dl'. Fisk admitted that such a thing
!would be “terrible,” but said that if the
|life cycle of men and women was length-
jencd to the proportionate extent that
!science has already stretched the life of
i the fruit fly, it was eatirely possible.
Dr. S. A. V. Sochocky exhibited the
three grams of radium which will con-
stitute the National Radium’s Bank’s
capital to the assembled physicians at
the Waldortf. It was contained in two
lead cylinders eight inches in diameter,
in which hales had been bored for the
small glass tubes which enclosed the
pure radium. It is the largest collection
of American-mined radium in existence,
and represents the
dividual mass of the precious mineral in
the world. The cylinders were watched
closely by private detectives during the

time they were on view, although it
was declared that the radium would be
quite useless to the ordinary thief.

The radium came. from Colorado, and
lthe United States is no longer dependent
upon outside countries for the supply
of this element. The founders of the
bank are T. Coleman du Pont, Allen W.
Evarts, Redmond Cross and P, W. Bliss.

METAL MARKET

It is a hard matter to get absolute quo-

| tations onf several lines, as the price de-

pends upon each individual order an
sale. This is especially true regarding
sheets, Black or galvanized.

Despite the high costs and extras con-
nected with the installation of new ma-
chine tools, the trade finds that there is
no dropping off. or no particular desire
to turn to used machinery. It often
turns out that the increased production
with the new equipment more than
makes up for the increased cost Labor-
saving machinery, of course, is also in-
cluded in this.

Warehouses are not taking on much
stock. There are several reasons for
this. In the first place they do not care
to in view of the prices, and in the sec-
ond place, the demand for anything they
can secure is so insistent that it goes

out to the consumers almost immediate-

ly. As high as twelve cents a pound was
paid during the week for a lot of gfll-
vanized sheets, and the resale price
would be above this figure. Of course,
that is not the market price, but is
given to show wher some of the prem-
jum operators are working. .

The scrap metal trade remains quiet.
There is a big market for heavy melting
steel, cast iron and stove plate, but un-
fortunately there is not any quantity of
this material coming. There is an ol
saying in the yards that “When the
snow goes the scrap pile grows.” It will
be a profitable growth this year, as
prices for the wanted lines are high and
firm.

FOOD 105 PER
CENT. HIGHER
THAN IN 1913

Fractional Detrease Reported
by U. S. Bureau for the
Month of February.

(New York Times.)

The average family may take heart in
the matter of the cost of living.  Ac-
cording to reports received by the Fed-
eral Bureau of Labor Statistics, made
public in New York yesterday, the av-
erage family expenditure for food was
six-tenths of 1 per cent less in February
than .in January. These reports are
from retail dealers in fifty-one cities.

Howeven, when these figures are taken
in connection with those for January,
when the cost was 2.2 more than for
December, it will be seen that the av-
erage housewife is yet paying a good
price for her provender. January was
the highest. month since 1918, and the
reduction in February of .6 per cent. still

leaves that month 1.6 per cent. behind’

December, which until January was the
highest month recorded.

The bureau goes on to tell that the
figures for February, 1920, show an in-
crease of 16 per cent. compared with
February of a year ago. However, in
February of a year ago there was a drop
of 7 per cent. compared with the prev-
ious month.

Compared with February, 1918, the
prices for February, 1920, show an in-
crease of 105 per cent. These compari-
sons are based on average retail prices
of the following articles, weighted ac-
cording to the consumption of the aver-
age family: Sirloin steak, round steak,
rib roast, chuck roast, plate beef, pory
chops, bacon, ham, lard, hens, flour, corn
meal, eggs, butter, milk, bread, potatoes,
sugar, cheese, ric, coffee and tea.

Since January 1919, monthly retail
prices of food have been secured for
forty-four food articles. During the
month from Jan. 15, 1920, to * Feb. 15,
1920, twenty-one of the forty-four ar-
ticles increased in price. .

The Butean of Statistics also gives 2
¢omparjson for the seven-year period
ended with February, 1920. For the
seven-year period twelve of twenty-four
articles for which prices were secured in
February, 1918—increased in price 100

The Sun story says:

“For the first time since the publica-
tion of news that British gold was about
to be sent to New York via Canada, the
Bank of England’s weekly statement, is-
sued yesterday, showed a loss in gold
holdings of £2,500,000, equivalent at nor-
mal rates of exchange to $12,500,000.

“This is a reduction in the visible |

amount of gold at the disposal of the
British government. There is no way
of checking up on the movement of the
invisible holdings, which are not in the
custog@y of the Bank of England.

“Ti was said in authoritative circles
vesterday that a large amount of gold
had been carried to Ottawa, having been
brought to Halifax in British warships,
and yesterday’s Bank of England state-
ment was the first intimation that gold
might be on the way from Ottawa to
New York. In official circles no state-

What
is the use of statistics on the cost of
living when the government w.ll not
believe their own figures? Past eveals
.have proved the fallacy of strikes, for it
is the striker who suffers most. Organ-
ization is the key to the siluaticn, and
when the workers learn the combination
—they have already the key—-then days
of reaction will be quickly followed by
a new era of progress, in which those
tgat labor shall share according to the
measure which they give.”

Referred to by Mr. Tilley
Yesterday—Commends Re-
port of Workmen’s Com-
pensation Board.

Fredericton, March 25—The lumber-
men of the province are disposed to act
fairly, honestly and generously with any
government which may be in control of
the crown lands; and, should conditions
in the lumber business continue as they
are at prscent, the operators would not
object to an increase in the stumpage

rates, said Hon. J. P. Burchill,, in his
address in the budget debate this after-
noon. Commenting on the sudden anxi-
ety of the opposition to have the
stumpage rates increased, he pointed out
that the order-in-council, passed by the
old government and only rescinded after
the Flemming revelations, fixing the rate
at $1.50 for ten years, would have cost
the province half a million dollars this
vear and a larger sum each year as the
rates are ‘increased. /

The debate was opened by Mr. Tilley,
whose remarks were modcrate in tone,
and whose speech was chiefly remarkable
for the scarcity of material for criticism
which he found in the government rec-
ord. In his opening remarks he spoke
quite frankly of the division in the op-
position ranks and of the fact that he
was oné of the minority which had op-
posed the re-election of Mr. Murray as
their leader. In several matters Mr. Til-
ley, with equal frankness, expressed his
approval of the present administration.
He had found the report of the work-
men’s compnesation board one of the
best ever presented to the legislature.
He approved the securities in which the

tor selected by the government for the
board. He complimented the govern-
ment on the appointment of an inde-
pendent firm of auditors to certify to the
public accounts, and expressed admira-
tion for the open manner in which the
deficit had been shown.

Discussion and Decision
Convention in Montreal on
Matter of Bonus to Soldiers.

(Special to Times.)

Montreal, March 26—The maritime
provinces stood out prominently yester-
day at the G. W. V. A. convention op
the question of: re-establishment: for the
returned soldier. With the exception of
¢ few sections of Nova Scotia. they lifted
+ united voice in favor of the scheme
adopted by the parliamentary committee
last fall—a body which had spent some
months in deliberation of the various
proposals for re-establishment and had
argued the matter before members .ap-
pointed by parliament. It-was largely a
case of east vs, west. Delegates from
the west went on record as in favor of a
cash bonus—delegates from the east sup-
perted the idea of the committec—a
definite programme of re-establishment.

When the Calgary resolution was put
an amendment was moved by J. L. Ral-
ston of Halifax, late commander of the
85th Battalion, in favor of the original
G. W. V. A. scheme. He advanced
strong arguments, appealing for unani-
mity, saying that all returned men were
not in absolute need of a cash gift, thal
the dominion executive had given months
of careful and studious deliberation to
the question and had arrived at a solu-
tion which he thought the convention
should sustain.

His amendment was seconded by J.
B. Dever of St. John. who said that while
he believed re-establishment to be nec-
essary with the majority of returned
men, he did not believe in the principle
of a cash bonus which, in this case, ac-
cording to the Calgary scheme, would
mean a “quit claim” to the government
“for services rendered.”

Hears of Linen Goods and

the Making of Carpets.

One of the most interesting meetings
held by the Women’s Canadian Club this
season was that “of Friday afternoon,
when the heads of two Guelph manufac-
turing establishments were the speakers.
There was a large attendance of speak-
ers and they were intensely_interested in
the addresses given. The speakers were
Wm. Betry, suprintendent of Dominion
Linens, Limited, and Ald. H. Quarmby,
manager of the Guelph Carpet and
Worsted Spinning Mills. Both gentle-
men dealt at some length with the qual-
ity ‘of ,goods their respective companies
manufactured, and gave the ladies a lot
of very valuable information which was
f(rea.tly appreciated. Mrs. Angus Mac-

innon occupied the chair.

Mr. Berry was the first speaker, and
he dealt first of all with the growing of
fiax, which is necessary in their indus-
try for the production of linen and cot-
ton_goods. He pointed out that only
recently were the farmers around Guelph
undertaking the growth of flax, but the
quality was good and had proved to be
a paying investment for them. With re-
ference to cotton Mr. Berry said that this
was first spun in India, and although
there were 5,000,000 tons of cotton fibre
produced last year, they are now facing
a crisis in the world. He discussed the
relative value of linen and cotton fabrics,
and stated that many of the large hotels
in the United States were conducting ex-
periments to find out which would wear
the best. One test proved that one pair
of fine linen sheets would outwear five
pair of cotton sheets of the same weight.

He said that the quality of the textile
fabrics made in Canada compared most
favorably with fhose of other countries,
while the regular staple goods made in
this country are much better. He said
that the linens made in Canada are as
good as those made in Scotland and Ire-
land. The flax grown in Ireland, he said,
was not suitable for fine linens; but was
used for making shoe laces and other
coarser work.

Dealing with the price of linens and
other textile goods, Mr. Berry said it
would e high for some time, and de-
clared there were less goods in the world
today than a year ago, and that the con-
sumption is greater than the production.
This must:be remedied before there can
be any change. The price of flax is
very high and the business is ‘greater
than the manufacturers can take care of.

Mr. Berry produced some samples of
linen and cotton goods and they were
examined by the ladies. He told them
that the mill in Guelph was the only one
in America where all-linen damasks are
made, and they hoped to continue to
make them. He said that the Canadian-
made goods are whiter than those made
in Great Britain, due to more sunlight
in this country. At the close of his ad-
dress he answered questions in a satis-
factory manner.

Ald. Quarmby dealt with the question
first of how to buy yarns and then how
to buy carpets, and displayed a very
thorough knowledge of his business. He
