PATROLLING THE HIGHWAYS
The system of patrolling the highways
is to be adopted in Nova Scotia. A bill
has gone to its second reading in the legis-
Jature providing for the appointment of
patrol ‘men or section men for the public
yoads. The Halifax Chronicle says:
“The duties of these men will be to
intain and keep in order the section of
road which may be placed in their charge,
the government providing them with the
necessary tools. Their work will be sur-
face work, the cleaning of rocks from the
roadway, the. filling in of ruts and. holes,
the attention to culverts and bridges, and
all work that may through the action of
' pature be undone. In short, the appoint-
ment of these men is a recognition that
no work under the climatic conditisns and
the wear and tear upon the roads, can be
permanent, and patrol men will be pro-
vided to keep mile by mile, these roads in
condition. On the principle that ‘a stitch
in time saves nine’ these patrols will be
employed to remedy all defects in the roads
which through neglect would develop more
serious trouble and greater expense.”

This head
line is based upon a statement made by
Sir Robert Perks. What Sir Robert real-

was as follows: “It is my opinion that not
for several ‘years' can the Dominion under-
take the construction of Dreadnoughts.”
No one will dispute this statement. Sir
Robert is perfectly right. They do mnot
build a Dreadnought every fifteen minutes
even in the old couniry. What Canada
can do, however, is to establish shipyards,
begin with emaller vessels and in a very
few years begin the construction of Dread-
roughts  This country is quite as capable
in that respect as Australia or the United
States, and any man who denies it reflects
very seriously upon the ability of the
Canadian people. Sir Robert as reported
by the Btandard itself makes no such re-
flection. It follows that the best use to
which the $35,000,000 can be put would
be the establishment of shipyards in Can-
ada, as the beginning of a permanent naval
policy, which as Sir Robert points out,
would lead to the construction at as early
a date as possible of her own Dreadnoughts
by the Dominion.

Mary is a widow with three children.
She works in a department store, Her pay
is $7 a week.

Usually Mary paid cash for her grocer-
ies, but a while ago she started a charge
account. Her bill ran up to $10. John
Smith pressed for payment. Mary asked
for time.

John ig an average man, kindly, but
prudent. He had to pay,K his bills. He
thought that Mary should be made to pay
her’s. He decided to go to law.

If he had reached this decision in almost
any other city, substantially this would
have happened:

There would have been an initial court
fee, usually of $4 or $5. A constable or
bailiff wouid have gome to Mary’s home
with a writ commanding her to appear and
make answer to John’s complaint. And
although the writ is a printed form with
only a name or two filled in, the ‘con-
stable or bailiff would receive a fee for
writing the writ, one for handing it to
Mary or putting it under Mary’s door,

This is because, when the court system
was started there were no public schools,
no printing presses, no three-cent-fare trol-
ley cars, no frequent free mail deliveries
from door to door and mno telephones—it
was worth something, in those days, to
know how to write a writ, and to adven-
ture, amidst cut-throats and highwaymen
to serve it,

Finally at the appointed time, Mary
would appear in court, judgment would be
entered against her, her wages would be
attached and under the rule prevailing in
most places of employment, she would lose
her job. =

“court of conciliation,” a new branch of
t'he municipal court, paid fifty cents for
fees, and was advised to “come in next
Friday.” The clerk turned to his type-
writer, thumped out a brief note to Mary
telling her of John's claim and advising
her, too, to “come in Friday,” and drop-
ped this letter into the mail box, having
first registered it.

SCHOOL FOR MOTHERS

A Practical Wark That Is Carried
On In New Seuth Wales

(Times’ Special Correspondence)
Sydney, N. 8. W.; March 18—In the cen-

tre of Adelaide, the capital of South Aus-

tralia; in a-daintly furnished. cottage, with

apay play undisturbed, and where rest
may be found under the shady awning,
amid cool, refreshing grapevines, Adelaide
mothers congregate on two afternoons a
week at their own special schoolg

There they bhave theltf babies weighed,
compare notes, and ra helpful talk
with those in' charge, ing which tea is
dispensed, go. home, ¢ fol and invigor-
ated, with a.little add \ﬂzdgg of their
‘infant and’ its needs. ¥ ‘the primary
business of the afternoon’ (Weighing the
babies and entering up the charts) is con-
cluded, the nurse-superintendent incident-
ally chats with the mothers on the import-
ance of proper feeding, and in the little
model kitchen, gives practical demonstra-
tions on the care of theé bottles, thé prop-
er methods of preparing the
foods, and generally helping to make the
school for mothers one in deed as well as
in name. To these consultations comes
. the medical officer, herself a busy woman
doctor, giving ungrudgingly of her precious
time to show her interest and sympathy
with the mothers and children.

The committee has recently organized a
training course dealing with sanitation, the
care of the child, social conditions and
other subjects calculated. to render the
work of the visitors to the homes of the
mothers more -useful to the state. This
branch of the work has scarcely passed
the tentative stage, and it-is difficult at
present to estimate the results. The duty
of the visitor is to see the infant in its
home, and to report to the secretary any
caces of neglect, improper feeding, or
other matters which may make a visit
from the nurse adviseble.

A class for dressmaking where practical
instruction is given to the mothers in
cutting out and making their own and
their children’s clothes, is much appreci-
ated; while another inducement to thrift
is the savings bank, for which any small
sum, from one penny upwards, ‘is received.

Jere Are the Rules to Govern Run Between Louis-
burg, N. S., and Vancouver

Following are the rules governing the
awarding of the gold medal donated by A.
E. Todd to the Victoria Automobile As-
sociation, for presentation to the first
automobile touring continuously from
Louisburg, N. 8., to Victoria, B. C.

(1) Tour to be between Louisburg and
YVictoria, over a continuous route and ex-
cepting ‘at ferries must be made entirely
under car’s own power.
