How a youth of nineteen posed as “Dan­
iel Burke,” a survivor of the Titanic dis­
aster whom Mrs. John Jacob Astor aided 
to escape from the vessel, is told in the 
Survey, published by the Charity Organi­
zation society. The fraud was exposed by 
the appearance of the youth impersonated 
by the imposter, who is described as “a 
high grade ipabecile,” was placed, in the 
home for feeble ■ minded on Randall s Is­
land, where, it is asserted he will stay 
“until he identifies himself.”

The imposter, it is stated, giving bis 
name as “Daniel Burke, survivor of the 
Titanic,” well dressed, wearing a mourning 
hat on his arm, a rosette of 
crape on his hat and a long black 
ribbon, in a button-hole applied to 
the Red Cross Emergency Relief commit­
tee for help. He told of leaving England 
with his sister Katherine, who was lost. 
He told of being in the lifeboat with Mrs. 
Astor, who threw her coat around him 
to make him look like a woman. “Burke’ 
was sent to the Mills Hotel.

Then the real Daniel Burke, applied 
for and produced his Titanic ticket and 
other documents. His sister, Katherine, 
was alive and well. The imposter was sent 
to the Society for the Prevention of Cruel­
ty to Children for observation. A few days 
later Doctor Schlapp reported that the boy 
was a high grade imbecile. His Titanic 
story had been cunningly woven from 
newspaper reports.

London, June 22—The government re­
turns of emigration during the month of 
April show that more than 60,000 people 
left these islands.

Head of BostenTuhcrculosis Com­
mission Speaks of the St. John 
Day Camp LYNN IS TO LOSE

An interesting visitor to the city this 
week was Dr. Simon F. Cox of Boston, 
general superintendent of the tuberculosis 
commission in that city, who left last 
night on his return home. He was greatly 
pleased with the grounds for the sam- 
tarium at River Glade, and also with the 
site for the projected day camp and home 
at Strait Shore. He considered the latter 
most favorable for the purpose, and said 
that with a little improvement and at 
little expense the spot could easily be 
made a select one for the object in view.

It would not be at all detrimental to the 
health of the surrounding community, he 
said, to have the day camp or home there, 
and outsiders could go about the place just 
as safely as they could in the public hos­
pital. With water and sewerage properly 
installed there would be no danger, and 
the day camp would prove a decided bene­
fit to the campaign against the spread of 
the dread plague.

TEircc to Move Because of High 
Labor Cost—Combined Business 
$4,000,000 a Year

Boston, June 22—Three large shoe factor­
ies, doing a combined business of more 
than $4,000,000 a year, will remove soon 
from Lynn, and at least ten others are 
contemplating a change of site. The rea­
son given is the high cost of labor. This 
will be the severest industrial blow that 
evelf hit Lynn. Most of the employee are 
expected to follow the factories to their 
new locations.

The first firm to move will be the Thom­
son Crooker Company. The concern has 
large factories on Western avenue, em­
ploys about 1,200 hands and does a busi­
ness of $1,000,000 a year. The firm will 
occupy a new factory in Roxbury, which it 
has just built. Officials say, it cost six 
cents a pair more to make shoes now than 
it did two years ago, and that there is no 
profit in making shoes in Lynn.

Another firm to go is that of A. H. 
Creighton & Co. That company will re­
move to Dover, N. H., where it has leased 
a factory. The Randall-Adams Co. also 
is looking for a new location. The officials 
of the United Shoe Workers of America 
claim the price of labor is no higher than 
it ever was, and that the fault lies with 
the high cost of material.

This firm possesses exceptional facilities 
and privileges for the conveyance of its 
wares by the railroads and can defy com­
petition in this matter.

(Timee’ Special Correspondence) 
Dublin, June 8—“Will Ulster fight?" is 

a question which is being asked by many 
sincere friends of Ireland and the answer 
to it depends on the politics of its giver.

There are a iot of eminent politicians 
in the North, of Ireland who are declaring 
loudly that “Ulster," by which they mean 
Belfast, Derry andHhe country lying be­
tween them, will fight in the event of the 
passage of the home rule bill by parlia­
ment, and they back up this assertion by 
terrible tales of drilling and arming by 
“loyalists" in the Orange lodges.

Only a few weeks ago Lord Mayor 
McMordie of Belfast, declared, in the 
House of Commons, that he knew that 
00,000 young men in Belfast owned revol­
vers and that there were 100,000 of these 
deadly weapons in the hands of Unionists 
in the North of Ireland, while there were 
between 200,000 and 300,000 in the hands 
of Nationalists in the same area.

“What do they want these revolvers for 
if not to use them?" asked th/e Belfast 
Lord Mayor, and he pursued nis polipy 
of making British flesh creep by vague 
hints of thousands of rifles which he de­
clared had been smuggled into Ireland in 
cargoes of coal.

If McMordie’s figures are correct, the 
‘loyalists" are likely to be outnumbered 
hopelessly when it comes to fighting, but 
perhaps they are relying on superior or­
ganization. Terrible tales are told about 
nightly drill meetings at Orange halls 
where the faithful are taught military tac­
tics by officers of the British army. In­
deed parliament was regaled the othep 
day by an account of the proceedings in 
an Orange Lodge in Portadown, when 100 
sturdy patriots were exercised with wood­
en guns' by a nameless colonel. The offi­
cer turned out to be voiceless as well as 
nameless, for when Augustine Birrell, the 
chief secretary for Ireland, produced the 
police report of this incident it contained 
the information that the officer’s orders 
were inaudible. Incidentally it states 
that the purpose of the drill was to en­
able the men to march in decent order at 
a coming parade.

Of course the fact is that “Ulster" has 
no intention of fighting and is running 
a gigantic bluff in the hope of impressing 
timid Englishmen and winning a few votes 
against the bill. The situation was sum­
med up accurately a few days ago by a 
prominent Belfast business man, who is 

of the loudest advocates of the fight­
ing policy. He stipulated that his ident­
ity should not be disclosed and with this 
proviso was perfectly willing to tell the 
trûth about the situation.

“Are the Belfast people really so afraid 
of home rule that they will resist it by 
force?" he was asked.

“Nonsense," he replied. “We leaders 
have to talk as we do to satisfy the ex­
tremists among our followers and, of 
course, we don’t want home rule, because 
we think things are well enough as they 
are. We are going to fight it to the last 
minute, but we are not a bit afraid of 
it, and as soon as the bill becomes a 
law, as it is bound to do, we are going 
to jump in and get as many men as we can 
into that new parliament in Dublin.

“I shouldn’t be surprised if we would 
control it before long. We have the 
brains, the money and the men, and we 
will have the support of the conservative 
element all over Ireland who are now 
forced into alliance with the Irish radicals 
and revolutionaries, because they consider 
home rule the all-important question. Ul­
ster is. going to cut a big figure in* the 
Irish parliament, and we are not going 
to be such fools as to spoil it all‘by fight­
ing."

This is the considered opinion of a man 
who should know what he is talking about, 
and that it is shared by others is shown 
by the way in which they are making pre­
parations for extending their business. Not 
for years has there been such a boom in 
factory building in Belfast as is going on 
now. Workman & Clark, a great ship­
building firm, the head of which, George 
S. Clark, is an Orange leader, have just 
acquired additional land from the corpora­
tion, and will nearly double the capacity 
of their yards.

Another significant straw is the atti­
tude of the great Hamilton family of 
which the Duke of Abercorn is the head. 
The duke is the greatest nobleman in Ire­
land and his family, since the days of 
King James II, has been noted for its 
success in picking the winning side. The 
present duke led Ulster in the agitation 
against the Gladstone home rule bills. He 
it was who coined the phrase, “Ulster will 
fight, and Ulster will be right.” Today 
he has not been heard on the subject, and j 
his brothers, who are eminent Unionist 

I politicians, and his sons have been equal­
ly silent. They have left the leadership 
of the forlorn hope to Lord Londonderry, 
a descendant of the infamous Castlereagh 
of the union period, who is more noted 
for enthusiasm than ability. There is not 
a doubt that the Hamiltons look fonvard 
to holding the place they have always oc­
cupied as leaders in Irish politics.

Another factor is the attitude of the 
Presbyterian farmers.
Orangemen have always been drawn from 
the Anglicans, but the backbone of Union­
ism has been the sturdy stock erroneously 
called “Scotch Irish," but really as pure­
ly Irish in most cases as their Catholic 
neighbors. These men can no longer be 
worked into a frenzy of excitement over 
the home rule question. It would be 
wrong to say that they have become home 
rulers, though many of the younger gen­
eration have done so, but they have out­
grown their suspicion of their- Catholic 
fellow-countrymen. The extension of local 
government is responsible for this, as it 
brought about for the first time the unit­
ing public bodies of men of different faiths. 
No movement in the “Ulster" counties 
could succeed without these men, who are 
now prepared to accept home rule and 
take their part in working it.

The answer to the question is “Ulster 
won’t fight, and Ulster will be right."

The Hob. J. Douglas Haxen, minister of 
marine and fisheries and representative of 
the city of St. John in the parliament of 
Canada has issued an elaborately illus- 

. trated volume of 287 pages, on Canada, 
Her Natural Resources, Navigation, Prin­
cipal Steamer Lines and Transcontinental 
Railways. It contains the following in­
formation relative to the Bay of Fundy:—

"The Bay of Fundy is deep, and an­
chorage at high water is- difficult. Fogs 
ere frequent and prolonged; on this ac­
count navigation is difficult, particularly 
to strange mariners.”

The information it added that the port 
of- St. John "is the terminus of several 
steamship lines in winter.” Here is an­
other paragraph, under the heading: “Ice 

, Conditions in Canadian-Eastern Waters:—
"The deep water harbors on the Atlantic 

coast and Bay of Fundy are open all the 
year ’round, but floating ice from the 
northern waters and from the northern 
part of the Gulf of St. Lawrence sometimes 
obstructs and entirely blocks navigation 
until a change of wind takes place.”

On the subject of “Harbor Improve­
ments” we read:—

"In the waters within the coast line 
and harbors, bays and coves in Nova 
Scotia, dredging has been done during 

, period of 39 years, in 112 localities. In 
New Brunswick the same kind of work has 
beeen done in the same period, in 111 lo­
calities.”

A few weeks since a woman died in this 

city leaving a husband and eight children. 
The oldest child was fourteen years of 
age. The family unfortunately were poor 
and it was impossible for the husband and 

, father to take care of this young family in 
a -home 'of their own. Seven of tjie eight 
children were placed in the Municipal 
Home, where the father paya their board. 
That Home is a very excellent institution, 
and well conducted, and we may, perhaps, 
be thankful that it exists to be utilized in 
just such cases as the one under review. 
But do the citizens of this city of churches 
feel that they are doing their difty when 
they fail to make other provision for chil­
dren such as these, and other children 
■who perhaps have neither father nor 
mother, or who it may be are the chil­
dren of drunken or vicious parents, with 
whom they should not be permitted to re­
main ? The Roman Catholic church has 
provided at Silver Falls an institution 
where children of that faith may be cared 
for, but -for the orphatis of other de­
nominations in St. John there is only the 
poor house. It is true there is the Protest­
ant Orphan Asylum and the Wiggins’ 
Male Orphan Asylum, but these together 
have only a limited accommodation which 
is always taxed to the utmost, and there­
fore the Municipal Home must be the re­
fuge in cases such as that to which refer­
ence has bee a made. The fact is not cred­
itable to the city of St. John. The Muni­
cipal Home at the present time is forced 
to do the work of several institutions. If 
there is an advanced case of tuberculosis, 
there is no other institution whose doors 
are open. The friendless old people who 
are without means or the ability to earn 
a living find shelter within its walls. Cases 
which some will perhaps contend should 
be treated in the general public hospital 
are sent to the Home instead. The Times

Describing some of his ex­
periences in the eoutlTern Nigerian bush— 
the home. of witchcraft—Mr. Talbot said:

rockery, the Temple merits this dis­

tinction. It was in this “Fountain 
Court,” you < will remember, that Ruth, in 
“Martin Chuzzlewit,” used' to meet Tom 
Pinch, “with the best little smile on her 
face that ever played in opposition to the 
fountain and beat it all to nothing,” while 
in the Temple, too, dwelt Thackeray's 
“Pendennis/ ’as well as his illustrious cre­
ator, who had chambers in the same 
“Brick Court,” where Goldsmith lived, 
wrote and died, and where Blackstone 
lived afterward. Goldsmith’s grave is just 
outside, in Brick Court, and is one of the 
most impressive things in London, with 
its simple inscription, “Here lies Oliver 
Goldsmith.”

The Knights Templar, who moved over 
from Holborn to the banks of the 
Thames, in 1185, and* built the famous 
Temple Church, had, as the end and aim 
of their existence, the conquest of the 
Holy Sepulchre. Nine of their number 
are buried in the church and their effig­
ies, in full armor, mark their resting 
places. Another part of, the church which 
is always shown to tourists, is a small 
penitential cell, with slits through which 
the choir can be seen. In this narrow 
dungeon recalcitrant templars were jailed, 
and there is a cheerful tradition that 
those who had broken their vows 
here starved to death, while, day by day, 
the services of the church were chanted 
in their ears.

It was in 1346 that the Temple land was 
leased „ to the ’“doctors and students of 
the law,” forming the “corporation of the 
Inner and Middle Tefnplc,” who have re­
tained possession of it ever since, as mem­
bers of the legal profession manage to do 
of most things that they once get into 
their clutches. The “chambers system,” 
which is the reason-for-being of the Tem­
ple a* it exists today, is something quite 
peculiar to the English bar. Here really 
is a little separate town composed of ramb­
ling buildings, divided into small flats 
with the inhabitants’ names painted, in 
bewildering profusion, on either sides of 
the front doors.

A running black, as may be uurmised 
easily, was asked no questions, but laid 
by the heels at once. Six natives, rough­
ly answering the description, but able to 
prove their innocence of any outrage, were 
terribly handled before the police arrived 
on £he scene and endeavored to calm the 
maddened crowd'.

In the plantation are huts inhabited for 
the most part by natives. In one of these 
huts a grey-suited Kaffir was found. He 
had no pass, and, frightened by the arm- 
cd'"force round the door of the hut, he 
attempted to escape. A mad chase be­
gan. He knew the neighborhood well, and 
soon put a good distance between himself 
and his pursuers. Shots began to ring out 
and the drivers grew reckless. Several 
running natives, it is said, were hit, but 
the grey-suited Kaffir, who was innocent 
of all outrage, because it was discovered' 
later that the entire affair was the out­
come of a false alarm, got clear away.

The “drive” was followed next day by 
an exodus of native servants, who were 
determined to take no risks. On the fol­
lowing day some one in the mines hung 
an effigy of a black man from the top 
of one of the shafts. The dangling figure 
could be seen for miles around, and the 
news spread that a Kaffir who had at­
tacked a white woman had been captur­
ed and lynched. Hundreds of people 
journeyed southwards to view the body, 
while in town dozens of shopgirls climbed 
to the roofs of the buildings in which 
they were employed to catch a glimpse of 
what became known as “The Dancing 
Demon.”

The spectacle scared the native popula­
tion and many boys openly announced 
their intention of returning to their 
kraals. Unfortunately these are the bet­
ter-class boys, so that if they carry out 
this threat the local servant problem will

AGAIN THE “KNOCKER
How a Pessemistic St. John Man 

Nearly Kept Outside Capital 
From Coming in Here

f
St. John is going ahead rapidly, but it 

is doing so in spite of the ardent efforts 
of some pessimists who, whether knowing­
ly or thoughtleagjy, are doing much to dis­
courage the iqflux of outside capital. It 
is hard to say th$t any of St. John’s cit­
izens are so lactypg in loyalty as to de­
liberately injuge the city’s prospects when 
they are away., from home, but stories 
which filter bacjt;from Montreal and other 
centres prove this to, be the case.

One of the most’recent illustrations was 
brought to light in Montreal-recently. A 
syndicate which has been paying some at­
tention to St. John investments met to 
confirm a sale which had been recommend­
ed by one of the members. Another mem­
ber promptly announced that he could not 
agree to any more purchases in St. John. 
He had recently been talking to a man 
whom he described as a leading business 
man from St. John, who told him that 
the talk of advancing values in the city 
was all a myth and that St. John prop­
erty at present prices was a poor invest­
ment.

The fact that a resident of the city 
would talk this way was very discouraging 
but fortunately another member of the 
party had another story to tell. From per­
sonal experience he knew of a company 
which had recently opened up a new 
branch of their business in St. John and 
their sales had been 200 per cent higher 
than they had expected, and their store 
was just across the street from the prop­
erty under discussion.

Others could tell similarly encouraging 
stories and it was finally decided to com­
plete the purchase. If they had not been 
so well informed, however, the pessimistic 
talk of the St. John man might have 
scared off a group of men representing 
large sums of capital who are seeking in­
vestment here.

Another St. John man, while at dinner 
in a Montreal hotel, was heard discussing 
a recent property purchase in St. John 
and declaring that the price was twice as 
high as similar property could be sold for 
profitably. He was overheard by a friend 
of one of the investors and 6 message was 
sent informing the St. John men that the 
purchasers would take all he could find 
them at the price he mentioned. So far 
he has not profited by the opportunity.
