TWO CANDIDATES ADDRESS A
GREAT MEETING IN ANDOVER

Messrs. Carvell and Michaud in Stirring
- Addresses to Large Gathering---Get
Enthusiastic Reception

(Special to Times)

Andover, N. B., Sept. 6—Frank B. Car-
vell and Pius Michaud addressed a large
political meeting in the court house here
last night. The hall was packed to the
doors and many were unable to gain ad-
mittance. J. E. Porter acted as chairman
and after a few introductory ramarks in-
troduced Mr. Michaud, who dealt with
reciprocity and the other campaign issues
in a masterly manner. His speech was in-
terrupted by frequent bursts. of applause
and when he resumed his seat he was
given a great ovation. He declared that
Victoria county would double its major-
ity of the last election for the Liberal
candidate, and that Madawaska would give
the Liberal candidate a majority of more
than a thousand votes.

Mr. Carvell was the next speaker, and
he was given a great reception. He took
up the issues of the campaign one by one
and dealt particularly with reciprocity and
the benefit it would bring the farmers of

New Brumswick. He dealt with the re-
marks made by Mr. Sifton in Woodstock

Etna Belching Forth Lava From
Thirty Openings—Great Loss

to the Peasants

Catania, Sept. 13—(Canadian Press)—
The eruption of Mount Etna is assuming
proportions of a real disaster. The lava
stream which crosses the railway line cir-
cling the volcano, is approaching the rail-
way station to the morth and _especially
threatening the depots at Moio and Alcan-
tara, which were abandoned today. :

Squads of laborers were at work today
taking up the railroad tracks and remov-
ing all transportable material to places of
safety, with the idea of minimizing the
losges.

The entire crest of Mount Etna appears
to be in a state of ebullition. An exact
wount of the number of fissures is impos-
sible because of the smoke which shrouds
the whole mountain, but there seemed to
be more than thirty openings all belching
smoke and lava. !

The eruption means great suffering for
the peasantry. The slopes of Etna, with
an area of more than 400 square miles,
support a population more dense than that
of any other portion of Sicily or Italy.
There are sixty-five cities and villages
in the entire area, and the number of in-
habitants which obtain an excellent agri-
cultural living from the fertile lava beds
total more than 300,000.

G. A. Bell, chief accountant of the de-
partment of railways and canals, Ottawa,
who has been investigating the conditions
of I. C. R. clerks and employes, went
east at noon today. He has been about
six weeks engaged in this work.

Mr. Bell says that he has drawn up
a classification assigning definite salary to
each position, with the exception of chief
clerks who are on a minimum and maxi-

mum basis. His work was completed on
Friday last and his report was submitted
to the department.

The increase which Mr. Bell recommend-
ed totals $30,800, which he says will put
the I. 0. R. men in as good a position as
any other railway men on the continent.
Both unions, the Canadian and Interna-
tional are satisfied with the new schedule,
which goes into effect at once.

EAGLAND 1S GUARDING
GANST CHOLER

London, Sept. 13—The prevalence of chol-
era in certain continental countries has
caused increased precaution to be taken by
the British port authorities.

INDIAN MULES IN THE
ANTARGTIG EXPEDITION

Government Makes Gift to Capt.
Scott, Declining Offer of Pay-
ment

Calcutta, Sept. 13—Seven mules, a pres-
ent from the Indian government, will ac-
company Oaptain Scott in the British Ant-
arctic expedition.

Captain Scott wrote to the Indian army
headquarters asking to be allowed to buy
the animals, but the government decided
that they should form a gift to the expe-
dition, and added a special equipment also.

The animals which Oaptain Scott desir-
ed were to be strong, compact, and tract-
able, about seven years old, of good qual-
ity and courage, and capable of drawing
a 600 pound load on a sledge over rough
ground at altitudes rising to 10,000 feet
above sea-level. !

Lieutenant . Pulleyn, assistant-comis-
sary of the Bengal Supply and Transport
Corps, was sent to Landour to select.the
mules and two British soldiers went with
him to test their tractability when in the
hands of Europeans.

Their outfit has been selected most care-
fully. Their rugs are of thick felt, faced
i They have leg-
coverings of felt, faced with leather, and
eve shades with smoked glass goggles have
been ‘made to safeguard the animals from
snow-blindness, which worked such havoc
among Sir Ernest Shackleton’s ponies. The
tethering chains are off weldless steel wire,
covered with thin felt and leather.

whole world last year was with the Unit-
ed States, Canada imports millions upon"
millions of dollars worth of coal, cotton,
and ether materials on which no Tty is
paid. She could not get along, for her in-
dustries could not presper, if they sere
deprived of the raw material which comes
over the horder. She also imports very
large quantities of goods upon which al
duty is paid, the tax being imposed to
protect the Canadian manufacturer. On
the other hand, Canada exports millions
of dollars worth to the United States,
some of which enters free and some of
which pays duty. Our exports to that
country, however, are not nearly so large
as the imports therefrom, which means
that Canada sends money to the United
States to purchase a large portion 'of the
goods she receives. Under the new trade
agreement she would be able to export
more of her natural products, and thus
make a more satisfactory exchange.

This is all the new trade agreement pro-
poses to do. It has absolutely nothing to
do with the relations between Canada and
the mother country. The British prefer-
ence is mnot disturbed, and if desirable
may be increased, If at any time it
ghould be necessary from an imperial stand
point to terminate this agreement, al-
though that is &itogether unlikely, the
thing could be done. As a matter of fact,
Premier Asquith, Chancellor Lloyd George,
Sir Edward Grey, Lord Haldane, Hon.
Sydney Buxton, and other eminent Brit-
ish stat , are heartily in favor of this
trade agreement. They realize that Great
Britain will not abandon free trade, and
therefore all talk of imperial preferential
trade is a waste of words. They also real-
ize that more friendly relations between
Canada and the United States will tend to
draw the mother country and the United
States into closer sympathy, for which
purpose King George has recently con-
cluded with the United States government
an arbitration treaty, the most sweeping
ever endorsed by the governments of two
great nations.

National Government Rights West
of the Mississippi Are to Be
Contested

Spokane, Wash,, Sept. 13—Manufactur-
ers’ organizations, commercial elubs, cham-
bers of commerce and the residents of the
western states will be invited by the Spo-
kane Mining Men’s Club to join in a move-
ment to determine what rights the fed-
eral government has in the water powers
of the commonwealths west of the Missis-
sippi river. It is planned to carry the ques-
tion to the highest court, if necessary, in
an effort to gain for the states contrel of
the water powers within their boundaries.

L. K. Armstrong, secretary of the club,
who presented the plan at the last meet-
ing of the organization, announces that
the campaign will be launched in a short
time with a view to bringing the matter
to the attention of the country.

“We believe that in trying to maintain
control of the water powers of the west-
ern commonwealths, the government is vi-
olating a specific provision of the consti-
tution of the United States.” he said. “Be-
fore the constitution was signed the vari-
ous statos zealously guarded their own
right to vontrol all waters and water pow-
ers, which were not distinctly outside of
the domain of any one state, and this
right, we think, the states still have.
