Montreal, March 4.—Fraser
Companies, Limited, of Ed-
mundston, N. B., for 1923 re-
port trading profits, after Fed-
eral and general taxes and pro-
vision for bad and doubtful
debts, at $1,364,467, which
compares with $804,614 in the
previous year. After all deduc-
tions, the increase credited to
surplus account was $477,894.
This is the seventh annual finan-
cial report.

From the trading profit of
$1,364,467 is deducted $249,-
350 for bond interest and $201,-
397 for other interest, leaving a
balance of $913,720. To this

is added the balance from the
previous year of $5623,759, mak- |
ing a balance of $1,437,479. |
Other deductions included de-
preciation, $220,495; depletion,
$183,831, and discount- on se-
curities sold $31,500, leaving a
profit and loss balance of $1,-
001,653 to be carried forward.

AS TRIAL OPENS

shifted from one to another of the peo-
ple who were playing their part in the
human drama that was taking place
in the court room.

Glance Towards Father,

He frequently glanced towards his
father, who was seated nearest him
just outside the prisoners’ dock; then
his eyes would rest for a moment on
the juryman who was called forward
to be selected to decide what for him
might be a question of life and death;
then the eyes would turn toward the
judge, or W. M. Ryan, who is conduct-
ing the case for the crown, or H. A.
Powell, K. C, and C. R. Mersereau,
who are there to represent the prisoner
at his trial. .

As the last juryman was sworn and
the whole jury was excused for a few
minutes to notify their families or
business places that they would likely
be kept overnight at the court house,
Godwin’s father turned to the lad and
asked if he had any candy. The youth
nodded and few minutes later took
from his pocket a small package of
chocolate, which he ate in an abstract-
ed manner until the jury returned and
the trial was ready to proceed.

Evidence Is Reviewed.

The trial opened with the address
by W. M. Ryan, who is representing
the Attorney-General. After his re-
view of the evidence which he pro-
posed to adduce for the prosecution he

‘caied upon the first witness, DeWitt

Cairns, brother of the murdered
woman. Mr. Ryan in his address made
no mention of the alleged confession
of Godwin.

PRINCESS LOUISE
OF BELGIUM DEAD

Romantjc Career of Leo-
pold’s Eldest Daughter
Comes to End,

Wiesbaden, March 83—The death of
Princess Louise of Belgium here Sat-
urday recalls one of the most romantic
and sensational of, European court
scandals. The eldest of the three
daughters of Leopold II. of Belgium,
she was born at Brussels on April 9,
1858. Before she was 17 her father
married her to her cousin, Prince
Philip of Saxe-Coburg-Gotha. Four-
teen years her senior and a notorious
rake, Philip’s conduct caused the mar-
riage to end disastrously. He was a
brutal and profligate husband, and
she bestowed her affections on a dash-
ing young army officer, Count Matta-
chich, who rescued her in a runaway
accident.

Court authority then asserted itself.
Louise was placed in an insane asylum
and charges of forgery against her
expulsion from the
army. Later the Emperor Francis
Joseph, pardoned him. The Princess
was transferred to an asylum in Sax-
ony, but. escaped in 1904, with Count
Mattachich’s- assistance. In 1906
Prince Philip obtained a divorce. The
scandal of her elopement barred the
Princess to the high circles to which
she was born, and the rest of her life
was a struggle and poverty.

The debate on the address at Ottawa |
yesterday disclosed nothing that
new or sensational. T'he mover and
seconder, Mr. Kelly and Mr. Lapierre,
discussed the Speech from the Throne.
Hon. Mr. Mcighen said what he was
expected to say in criticism and de-
nunciation of the Government, but did
rot move an amendment to the ad-
dress, and- this enabled Premier King
to ‘offer a derisive remark. It is ex-
plained that Mr. Meighen did not move
ar. amendment because he wants to be
free to participate in the debate. The
Conservative leader did not break any
new ground. He advocated a higher
tariff, and taunted the Government
with making concessions to get Pro-
gressive support. Naturally he made
much of the result of the Halifax and
Kent by-eclections, and he also charged
members of the Government with
making speeches in “the language of
constituency bribery.” The Prime Min-
ister described Mr. Meighen’s journeys
through the country as a pilgrimage of
woe, and declared that sectional ap-
peals and local dissatisfaction with
C. N. R. changes accounted for the
Halifax and Kent results. The Govern-,
ment, he said, had suffered because,
having taken the C. N. R. out of poli-
tics, it had stuck to that policy and
let the management alone.

Yrs‘..crdn}"s discussion was merely a |
dressing of the stage, but the report |
indicates that there were shats \'erbn}{
interchanges between the leaders, along
with interruptions and retorts which
showed a readiness for battle on both
sides. The Premier made a bid for
Progressive support, and there will be
keen interest in what the Progressive
leader has to say in reply to both the
other leaders.

BELGIUM ALTERS HER COURSE.
(New York Herald.)

In the abrupt fall of the Theunis
Government we have an indication that
Belgium will now begin facing Euro-
pean realities with greater independ-
ence. Premier Theunis was nominally
defeated on the issue of the pending
Franco-Belgian commercial treaty. Ac-
tually he was beaten by a coalition of
Socialists and Flemish Clericals, who
make no secret of their disapproval of
his subservience to M. Poincare’s poli-
cies. The/crisis reveals a movement
to the Left, toward the British policy
in Europe and toward firmer support
of the coming recommendations by the
Dawes Committee.

Belgium’s position in Furope is so
radically different from France’s that
she can ill afford to identify her poli-
cies completely with those of Paris.
France is self-supporting; Belgium de- |
pends upon manufacturing and world |
commerce for the sustenance of her |
dense population. Like Holland, her'|
prosperity is closely related to that of
western Germany, and the prostration
of the Rhineland dealt her a heavy
blow. She is like France in needing
security against an aggressive Ger-
many. But history has shown that her
best security will lie not in tying her- |
self to the apron strings of the Quai |
d'Orsay but in preserving equally the
friendship® of France and England,
which are both bound by self-interest
to aid her if she is assailed.

WHEN NEW YORK DINES.

(Wall Street Journal.)

Dining in New York for many has
become an interesting adventure, be-
cause of the difficulties of retaining
cooks and maids, But when New
Yorkers dine they not only dine often,
but also well, ag is evinced from the
following figures: Fruit farms, scat-
tered all over the world furnish Goth-
amites annually with the 60,446,250
pounds of cantaloupe, 52,357,550, wat-
ermelon, 49,140,000 grapefruit, 40,462,-
500 pears, 18,751,650 strawberries con-
sumed here annually. In addition 58,-
663,988 pounds of miscellaneous fruits
and 38,250j000 of dried fruits are eaten.

The butcher plays an important part
in dining. He furnishes 68,750,000
pounds of beef, 67,000,000 pounds of
pork, 48,000,000 of veal and 87,800,000
of mutton and lagmb. Fish, dried,
smoked and spiced totals 85,7255,000
pounds, Cheese of all kinds totals 27,-
350,006 pounds. Truck farms here and
elsewhere produce the vegetables con-
sumed, some principal”items of which
are: Sweet potatoes 52,858,000 pounds,
dried beans and peas 52,200,000, spin-
ach 45,473,325 tomatoes 44,656,369, cab-
bage 41.998,438, cucumbers 43,666,914,
lettuce 29,834,900, miscellaneous veget-
ables 84,844,625, peppers 81,544,181,
beans green, wax and lima, 27,350,906,
carrots 20,886,952, celery 18,867,481, Ap-
proximately 27,000,000 pounds of veget-
able oils and compounds are used. Al-
though Americans are not supposed {o
be as fond of rice as Orientals are,
nevertheless, natives here eat a large
portion .of the 67,500,000 pounds of
rice consumed annually.

Ottawa, March 3—The de-
bate on the address began this
afternoon in vigorous fashion.
The Prime Minister and leader
of the Opposition squared off
in belligerent mood and Mr.
Forke appeared at the end and
adjourned the debate. ,

Mr. Meighen spoke for about
two hours in the afternoon. His
delivery was marred somewhat

by the fact that he was suffering|

from a severe cold but this did
not detract from the vigor of
his utterance. The statement
published that Mr. Meighen
would move an amendment to-
day was wrong as that would
have prevented him from sub-
sequent participation in the de-
bate.
ment but he was extremely cri-
tical of and expressed absolute
lack of faith in every statement
in the Speech from the Throne.

The Premier Replies.

Premier King replied after the House
resumed at eight o’clock.

FIND RENAINS OF
PRIVITIVE MAN

Scientists Discover Skull and
Jawbones Believed 50,- |
000 Years Old.

Madrid, March 4—Several scientists
who have been carrying out investiga-
tions and excavations in an area near
Cordoba, which appears to have been
occupied in prehistoric times by a lakc,l
have made discoveries which have been\
submitted to the Academy of Science
of Cordoba. The acamedy declares
that a skull and several jawbones which
have been found in a perfect state of
preservation are those of individuals of
the race of Neanderthal man, and are
among the most ancient relics of pri-
mitive man which have even been found
in Europe.

Together with the human remains
have been found several utensils of
stone, which seem to belong to the
palaeolithic period.

Neanderthal man was, according to
the general view of scientists, an ex-|
ceedingly primitive type of human|
being, who lived in Furope rather more
than 50,000 years ago. He succeeded
the FEoanthropus, who lived 100,000
years ago and whose only relic is a jaw-
bone found in Sussex in 1912, over:

TESTING GLASS
OXYGEN CHAMBER

Guy’s Hospital Directot!
Speaks of -New Treat- ;
ment of Cases.

London, March 4—In a glass oxygen
chamber with three beds, built in a
ward in the famous Guy’s Hospital, Dr.
E. P. Poulton, Direstor of the Medical
Investigation Department,” has been
conducting some interesting experi-
ments on bronchial, asthmatical, and
heart cases. The chamber is provid-
ed with three doors, opening one on
to the other, to ensure the minimum
escape of oxygen and entry of out-
side air when the room is entered.

Oxygen is pumped from the basement
into a bag, which, when inflated, fills
half the room. The doors are closed,
and the bag deflated. An electric fan
circulates the gas and there is a puri-
fying apparatus to “wash” the used
oxygen before it again completes the
circuit. FEach filling of the chamber
costs about $100.

The treatment has been found to
give considerable temporary relief to
patients suffering from respiratory dis-|
eases. A patient whose sleep in the|
ordinary atmosphere of the ward is
continuously disturbed can breathe and
sleep without difficulty in the glass
chamber.

One patient,” described as a “hlue
boy,” who received treatment, reacted
like a piece of litmus paper. He was,
blue in the ward, but in the oxygen
chamber his lips and fingers turned
gradually pink.

“Fight hours of exhilaration, as if]
one were walking across the sky,” is
the description of a nurse on duty in
the new oxygen chamber..

“Our child patients in the ward are
rather afraid of the glasshouse,” a
nurse said.

“They know there would be a ter- |
rible explosion, if lighted matches or
cigarettes were taken there.

“Then the three barred and bolted
doors leading to the chamber are rather
like those of the giant's den in a fairy
story to most children’s imaginative
minds.

Fredericton, March 8—1It is rcported]
that some extra fine logs are coming
out of the burned areas, particularly |
on the Tobique. They are on Stetson, |
Cutler & Co’s lands and are for|
Fraser’s mills on the Tobique. The{
heavy fires on that stream and other|
head waters are expected to have the |
effect of raising the level of the streams|
very rapidly this spring, causing a
quick freshet and also a quick sub-
sidence of the water.

The cut of fire-damaged timber in
the northern part of the province inl
the area in which a reduced rate of |
stumpage is allowed to encourage
quick cutting, i forecast as’ being
profitable to the lessees. The reduced
stumpage was allowed in accordance
to custom to prevent a larger loss than
usual in the death of the trees before
they can be logged. The profit will be
made on the trees which were very
slightly damaged by the fire and there
are many of them.

High Scale in Some Cases.

It is stated that there are cases in
which the Department of Lands and
Mines is insisting upon the regular rate
of stumpage upon considerable amounts
of timber. This is because the forest
fires seldom make a clean burn through
woods but leave strips or “islands” of
trees untouched. It is to the advantage
of operators to have such timber class-
ed in with the fire damaged and every
endeavor is made to have that done.
Scalers are instructed not to do so,
however.

Rev. A. B. Batchelor, associate su-
perintendent of the league, referred to
the commissioner’s accusations as a
slander on the clergy of the city.

“The trouble is not with clergymen
but with the officers of the law them-
selves,” the Rev. John Roach Strarcn
dgclared in advising Commissioner ¥n-
right to go to Pennsylvania ind learn
from Governor Pinchot how to .lean
up the bottleggers.

Enright, in an address, charged that
boys and girls, clergymen and judges,
have acquired, since the enactment of
Fhe Volstead law, the habit of carry-
ing flasks of liquor.

General Route of Cross-Can-
ada Section of Tour
Decided

R

An Ottawa despatch last night an-
nounced that the cross-Canada section
of the British round-the-world flight
had been mapped out by the staff of
the Royal Canadian "Air Force. Though

the details of the route are not yet
completed, the general line of flight
from the Pacific coast to Newfound-
land has been fixed.

The British airmen will probably
touch Canada first at Prince Rupert
after crossing from Japan via the
Aleutian Islands and the Alaskan
coast. They will follow the Yellow
Head Pass to Edmonton, then to Re-
gina, where they will swing slightly
south to Victoria Beach, on Lake Win-
nipeg. They will then proceed over
the Kenora Lake district to Fort Wil-
liam and cross the upper part of Lake
Superior, keeping always in Canadian
territory to Sault Ste. Marie. They
will follow the. North Channel awd
Georgian Bay to Lake Nipissing, then
down the Ottawa River to Ottawa.
The plane will go south to the St. Law-
rence and there is an optional course
from there to Newfoundland. They
will go either via Fredericton, Bay of
Fundy and Ambherst, or by Campbell-
ton and the Magdalen Islands-to the
southerly point of Newfoundland and
thus to St. John’s.

FRENCH SWIMMING
. MARKS BROKEN

Men and Women Set New
Records at Paris
Meet.

Fight French records were broken in
a swimming meet held recently in
Paris. Although most of the new marks
are still quite a little slower than the
world’s standards, critics in Paris find
them very encouraging and report that
interest in swimming is at a higher
level in France than it has been for
many years. If the advance continues
to be as rapid) as it has lately they
think that France will not be left out
of Olympic competition and may take
more than one first place.

Pernod swam 500 meters free style in

7.87 4-5, breaking the former record of |

7.46 2-5, which was set on May 7, 1914.
Rozert did the 100-meter event in 1.16,
cutting two seconds off the previous
mark, Mlle, Prost lowered the time for
the 100-meter breast stroke to 1.411-5
from 1.448-5. Mlie Ernestine Leburn
lowered her own mark for the 50-meter
swim from 0.86 1-5 to 0.356 1-5. She also
Jowered the 100-meter free-style mark
to 1.242-5. The former record was
125 4-5. Padou set a new record for
the men’s 100-meter free-style event
when he swam the distance in 1.04 3-5.
This clipped a second and a fifth from
his own previous national mark. Padou
swam 300 meters free-style in 4.06 8-5,
clipping seventeen seconds from the
time establised by Pernod in December
of last year.

The Tourcoing Club women swim-
mers broke their own national record
for the 250-meter relay when they cov-
ered the distance in 3.252-5. The form-
er record was 8.27 8-5.

Mlle. Labrun, who set two new rec-
ords, is hailed by most critics as the
leading swimmer in France. She has
improved to a great extent of late, the
experts report, and with more care-
ful coaching will doubtless make a
strong bid for Olympic honors. It has
been decided to have her specialize in
the shorter distances and to drill Mlle.
Prout for the longer distances.

Nothing definite has been decided
concerning the Olympic prospects of the
men. In the last Olympic games France
failed to place in any of the events, and
this year efforts will be made to have
the country score in one or two of the
contests. Coaches have been at work
with several of the stars for the last
few months and they report that great
progress has been made. They have
not felt in a position to make the
statement as to what candidates are
showing the best form and at what dis-
tances. All they have stated is that the
men are doing a lot better than was ex-
pected and that soon a tentative line-
up will be announced.

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ON MILK SUPPLIES

KEEPS CLOSE WATCH

More Than 200 Cans Con-
demned as Unfit For
Pasteurization

The extent of supervision necessary
to maintain the high standard of the
city’s milk supply was indicated in the
report of the milk inspector, J. F. Til-

ley, presented at yesterday’s meceting
of the sub-district of Health. He
found considerable old milk being

shipped into the pasteurisation plants
and practically all of this had been
separated and churned. - A few large
cans were shipped back to the dealers.

More than 200 cans of milk were
condemned as unfit for pasteurization
and practically all of these had been
shipped to the city by King’s county
producers. At one plant orders to re-
wash bottles were issued as it was be-
lieved: the bottles were not being prop-
erly sterilized.

Complaints from consumers were
comparatively few during the month.
One company was using caps on which
pasteurization dates were printed and
these dates were not correct, as custo-

mers did not realise that the dates
were incorrect this circumstance had
caused some complainis.

Mr. Tilley checkea up the raw milhk
being sold and found that in addition
to the milk being supplied under per-
mits issued by the board there was
one dealer who was supplying raw
mille on doctors’ prescriptions to 11
customers. The dealer admitted mak-
ing these sales and promised that he
would stop supplying the raw milk
to these customers.

The average test of the milk of all
the pasteurization plants in the city
showed 8.8 to 4 per cent. of fat, which
Mr. Tilley said was exceptionally good
| for this season of the year. He told

ENGLAND HAS MANY
UNIQUE CAVES AND
SHAFTS IN CITIES

Considering the small size of England
and the number of shafts and caves,
artificial and natural is remarkable,
and many of them are unsurpassed
for interest and beauty.

Ingleforough, in North West York-
shire. contains some splendid examples,
of which Gaping Ghyll, Rowton Pot,
and Alum Pot are the deepest.

The first named goes down 360 fect,
and opens oul into a great cavern,
described by its first explorer, M. Mar-
tel, as “an inmmense cathedral.”

This “cathedral” is 500 feet long by |

about 100 feet high, and is one of the
largest caves in the world. Out of it
run passages and crevasses in which
the inexperienced adventurer could
easily get lost.

Rowlen Pot is 365 feet deep, going
sheer deep, and Alum Pot cakes two
strides to reach 200 feet.

Few old cities do not possess legends
concerning underground passages, the
scenes of deeds of darkness in histori-
ral times; but fact provides Notting-
ham with the best example. Beneath
thig city a river flows, passing on its
mysterious journey vast caverns and
burrowedout hiding places of the early
Baxons. It passes beneath the market
place, and has been navigated for a con-
siderable distance in a small boat.

Surrey contains great numbers of
subterranean workings, the best known
of which are the Chiselburst Caves, said
to be the home of early Christian wor-
ship in the country, and to have had
much the same use as the Catecombs
of Rome.

| Edgar Snodgrass as a pacer, and dif-
ferent from the pervious trial against
time, when pacers preceded, Gorman
had Snodgrass skate the distance inside
the blocks alongside of him, which is
thought by many to be a disadvantage.
Gorman skated the half mile in 1.27 1-5
and the mile 2.544-5 and once more
failed to break a record.

Tonight he will have a ‘try at the
half mile record held by Bart Duffy
and the 440 yards dash record held
by Fred Logan, and he feels that he
will be able to lower these records.

Former Records.

In 1900 -Mike Walsh, of West St.
John, captured the rink record for 220
yards in 19 4-5 seconds; in 1902 Fen
Parker equalled the record, which held
good until February, 1910, when Fred
Robson, of Toronto, met Fred Logan
in a match race, Logan won the race
and established a new record of 19:2-5
seconds’ which still holds good.

In the winter of 1895 John Neilson,
the world’s professional skater, skated
a mile against time and was paced by
William Merritt, Ned Dalton, Mike
Walsh and Bart Duffy, the latter pac-
ing at least ten of the laps and Neilson
breasted the tape in 2.524-56. This
held until 1909 at the city champion-
ships when Hilton Belyea, in competi-
tion covered the distance in 2.522-5,
Walter Evans was second and Murray
Bell in third place, while all the other
skaters who started were lapped and
withdrew from the race.

At the same meet, in 1909, Fred
Logan covered the 440 yards distance
in 882-5 seconds, making a world’s
indoor record, although Bebby McLean,
in a much larger rink in Boston, later
received the time of 87 8-5 seconds. In
1901, during the Maritime Champion-
ship, Bart Duffy won the championship
and captured the half mile record in
1.21 1-5 which record still holds.

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HORSES HAVE NOT
BEEN ELIMINATED

More Now in United States
Than There Was Ten
Years Ago.

New York, March 3.—Prognostica-
tions of the swift disappearance of the
horse as a beast of burden, given out
by universities during the last few
months, are characterized as being
foundation by many of .the prominent
ranch owners of the Wes?.

“The horse may be going,” said Fred
Warren, owner of large holdings both
in the Sacramento Valley rice distyict
and in the wheat lands of the two
Pakqias, on a visit to New York, “but
it wx‘ll be a long time before the
machine will be able to supplant him
in tgrlcultural production.”

Ninety-seven per cent., according to

the ranch operator, of all the field work
on the farms of the United States is
performed by horses and mules. De-
spite the increasing sale of tractors,
the farmer has found it necessary to
rely on the equine for adaptability and
economy. In many section of the coun-
try where the coming of the tractor
was ‘.velcomed as the solutfon of the
quantity-production- problem, ranchers
were forced to buy back the horses
they had auctioned off.
. Up in the Palouse district of Wash-
ington, the wheat growers had to dis-
gard the tractor as the means of pull-
ing their great combine harvesters
because of the unevenness of the land.
On.ce more the long line skinners are
gu}ding the 16 and 32 team strings of
animals ahead of the whirring harvest-
ers. In the rice fields of the Sacra-
mento Valley the horse is again finding
favor on account of the muddy condi-
tion of the land at harvest time, caus-
ing tractors to be mired inextricably,
sometimes for an entire winter.

Heavy draft horses, he went on, are
at a premium on the market at present,
with an almost equal demand for the
heaviest tyle of wagon horse, Heavily-
built mules are also sought after.
Horses weighing from 1,000 to 1,400
pounds are wanted in the main for
farm work, and because of the excess
in supply the price of animals of this
class is comparatively low. As a re-
sult of this decrease in demand, breed-
ers are specializing in placing on the
market the heavy wagon horses for
which they find a ready sale.

“The international interest,” said Mr.
Warren, “that was displayed last sum-
mer at the time of the match between
Zev and Papyrus is only one more com-
{ ment on the perspicacity of those who
| prophesy the exodus of the horse.”

Riding academies, springing up all
over the country, he continued, attest
to the popular demand for the horse
for one purpose or another. Saddle

horses possessing symmetry, style and
quality command high prices on the
market. Racing, polo and prize shows
will always cause a need for horses,
and as long as the Western Plains of
this country continue to supply the
rest of the world with much of its beef,
the cow-puncher will be on the scene
with his string of “ponies.”

More than 26,000,000 horses and
mules are at present eating their own-
ers’ provender in the United States.
Two million of these will be discov-
ered in cities or engaged in non-agri-
}cultural work, while 17,000,000 horses
|and mules will actually. be found in
| harness on the ranches, farms and
| plantations of this country. During
| the last ten vears more than 1,500,000
horses and mules have been exported
to Furope by American breeders, in
spite of which the supply in the United
States is greater than it was a decade
