In the book of records of marriages in
City Clerk Brett’s office appears the fol-
lowing: “Fred C. West, Bangor, Maine,
published January 27, 1890 ; date of cer-
tificate January 31,1890, married Febru-
ary 1, 1890, by Rev. T. P. Humphrey to
Victoria Applebee, Woodstock, N. B.”

o And later there appears the following:
“Enoch Richardson, Bangor, March 16.
Maria Crawford, Bangor, Maine.”

West and Richardson who appear
above are one and the same men. He
was married as stated, his wife living
with her mother on Fourth street in
this city. Mrs. Applebee says she
does mot know where her daughter’s
husband was born; sometimes she
thinks him a Frenchman and at other
times a Canadian, but says he came to
her house to board about 18 months
ago, he at that time working at the wool
pulling industry near by. At wool
pulling he seems to be an expert. He
has boarded with his wife’s parents.

" Injthe neighborhood and in the home
of a well known citizen works a house
maid and to her for some time West
hasbeen paying attention. The girl was
steady but she seemed to be one easily
duped. After a time West made her an
offer of marriage and was accepted, and
then giving the name of Richardson, an-
nounced at the City Hall his intention
of marriage to the Crawford girl, though
on the same book where this was placed
was a record of his former marriage.

Plans were made by this man, either
to marry or betray the girl Sunday night.
But the Commercial exposed the scheme
and then the fellow, going into hiding in
an alleged brothel, as Judge Brett says,
wrote a letter to the .girl to meet him
there Sunday. But her mistress had al-
so learned of the proposed marriage, and
at once the true wife, herself in a delicate
situation, was given the facts and called
upon the girl, explaining to her the true
situation. The girl not meeting him,
‘West became alarmed and fled.

This morning the wife and girl to-
gether called upon Marshal Whitney.
Before this they called at the alleged
brothel where the mistress agreed to let
the girl in alone but would not allow
the wife to enter, and as they would not
geparate they left. After a talk with
Marshal Whitney Judge Brett was
closeted with both women when the girl
told her stofy frankly. She denied
that West had wronged her in
any way; said she knew he was
married, but when he told her he
hnd_a?nmt@d from his wife and thak if
was all right she believed this to be so.
The judge gave her a good deal of ad-
vice after which the two women depart-
ed without making any charge calling
for a warrant.

This afternoon the girl was seen. It
appears she and the wife are, or have
been friends, both coming from the
provinces. The girl at one time lived
with Mrs. West, but for three years has
worked out. ‘West often met her and
often told her that he intended leaving
his wife and going away, and the
girl thought if he did this
and changed his name as he said he
should do, she could legally marry him.
Judge Brett finding the wife and girl
both willing to tell the whole truth, ad-
vised the wife to take the girl into her
own home to the end West could not
reach her without coming in contact with
his own family.

Loxpoy, March 24.—The conference
between the government of New Found-
land and Great Britain on the proposed
fishery convention between Newfound-
land and Great Britain is published.
The despatches extend from February
1890 to March 1891. The first communic-
ation is a letter from Sir John O’Brien,
Governor of Newfoundland to Lord.
Knutsford, Imperial Colonial. Secretary,
in which the governor gives the minutes
of the Newfoundland executive coun-
cil in favor of the separate arranging
with the United States of the fishery and
commercial questions as opposed to
cooperation with Canada.

Lord Knutsford on April 12, 1890, as-
sents to Newfoundland negotiating
directly with the government at Wash-
ington. Z

Sir Charles Tupper on October 27,1890,
protests against a departure from the
old policy of treating the fishery
question as requiring unity of action be-
tween Newfoundland and Canada
and Sir John Macdonald cables
that the Dominion ought to be in-
cluded in any arrangement.

Lord Knutsford on Nov. 4, 1890,
cables that Mr Bond, colonial secretary
of Newfoundland, has no powers to
negotiate, and that the government had
communicated with Sir Julian Paunce-
fote in regard to the Dominion’s de-
gire to be included in any arrangement.

Sir Julian Paunceforte, Oct. 10, 1890,
wired that Mr. Blaine had received Mr.
Bond unofficially and had had a long
interview with him, the result of which
was the drafting of the convention by
Sir Julian Paunceforte.

A copy of this convention which was
sent to Lord Stanley,Governor Geueral of
Canada, elicited a cablegram from the
Governor General on Nov.19,stating that
Canada viewed the convention with the
utmost alarm and strongly protested
against the signing of it.

Messages from Sir John O’Brien’ urge

that there be no delay in signing the
convention, contending that Newfound-
land ought not to be involved in Can-
adian disputes and appeals to the Im-
perial government not to subject that
colony to trading’ disabilities to the
advantage of Canada.
Lord Knutsford, in response, holds
that the convention cannot be made ex-
clusively in Newfoundland’s interests
and finally on Jan. 13, 1891 Lord Knnts-
ford cabled Sir John O’Brien that the
Imperial government was compelled to
maintain a delay of the ratification of
the convention. The same eable refers
to the French shore difficulty, the de-
pressed condition of Newfoundland and
the importance of opening up the Col-
ony's resources, and offers to gnarantee a
railway loan and to send a commission
to enquire into the resources of the
colony, but it adds, that before apply-
ing to Parliament to sanction a loan the
Imperial government would require an
assurance that the colony would cooper-
ate in adjusting the controversy with
France.
On Feb. 10th the Newfoundiand govern-
ment responded that they .could not
comprehend Lord Knutsford’s with-
drawal from a distinet and pos-
itive understanding and declaring
that Imperial government was delaying
the ratification of the convention in sub-
servience to Canadian politics to ruin the
prospects of the colony and demanding
an explicit answer, “Yes” or “No,” in
order that the fate of the colonymight be
known and appropriate action taken.

Lord Knutsford cabled that he ad-
hered to his decision and that he re-
gretted the language * which the New-
foundland minister thought fit to use,
Sir John O’Brien having sent the reso-
lutions of the two houses of the New-
foundland legislature.

Lord Knutsford in a final despatch
on;March 12,contended that Mr Bond’s in~
struction when in Washington in no wise
implied that the convention could then
be concluded; that Mr. Bond without re-
ference to Sir Julian Pauncefote had had
several interviews with Mr. Blaine, the
result being the remodelling of the con-
vention as prepared by Sir Julian
Pauncefote;  that Mr. Blaine
had communicated this counterdraft to
Sir Julian Pauncefote on Jan. 6th and
that this fact though known to the New-
foundland minister had not been stated
to the Newfoundland legislature.

Lord Knutsford regrets that the legis-
lature recorded an inaccurate view of
the transactions.

IEWFU“IDLI_I_E AND GAMBIA.

It is thought that the British colony
of Gambia may be given to France as
an equivalent for her surrender of her
rights to the French shore of Newfound-
land under the treaty of Utrecht. Gam-
bia was originally a part of Sierra Leone,
but was separated from it in 1889. Ithas
an area of 67 square miles and a popula-
tion of 14,150 of whom 41 are whites.
The character of the climate may be
judged from the fact that in 1888 the
births numbered 380 and the deaths 584,
showing that Gambia is almost as un-
healthy as the county of Sunbury is ac-
cording to our vital statistics which
showed that the deaths were twenty
times as numerous as the births in that
county in 1890. Gambia exports ground
nuts, hides, bees-wax, rice, cotton, India
rubber and kola nuts. The total exports
in 7888 being valued at £103,067. Wedo
not-believe that the loss of Gambia would
be any very great injury. tothe British
Empire. Certainly a country where no
white man can live for more than ten
years, is not to be compared to the best
half of an island like Newfoundland
which is full of resources and well adapt-
ed to seitlement. The exchange of
Gambia for the French rights in New-
foundlaud would be a good one.

HIS FRIEND MR. BLAIRE.

The editor of the Globe continues his
steady hostility to British and Canadian
interests when they are opposed to Am-
erican interests. That person, who has
lately retired from politics in the same
fashion that an obnoxious wooer retires
when he is kicked out by anirate father,
is now devoting himself to the consider-
ation of international questions with a
view it would seem of saying disagree"
able things about the claims of Canada.
1t is just possible that he has received
a hint from Washington that if he is to
continue in favor with the powers there,
he must display a little more zeal and
whitewash Mr. Blaine with a moreliberal
hand. A Vermont lawyer named Phelps,
who to the surprise of every one was
made minister to England by Mr. Cleve-
land, has it appears been writing in
Harper’s Magazine on the Behring sea
question and the Globe hastens to catch
the words of wisdom that fall from his
lips. -Mr. Phelps, of course, is against
Canada and looks upon the claims of
Canadians to catch seals in the open sea
as perfectly shocking. He says :—

The qgeation now presented is wheth-
er the United States government has a
right toprotect its property and the busi-
ness of its people from this wanton and
barbarous destruction by foreigners,
which it has made criminal by act of
Congress ; or whether the fact that it
takes place upon waters that are claimed
to be a part of the open sea affords
an immunity to the parties e ed in
it which the government is bound to re-
spect.

In other words the question is whether
any “ foreigner ” has any rights thata
Yankee is bound to respect; whether the
jurisdiction of Congress extends over the
entire Pacific ocean. *“The earth is the
Lord’s and the fullness thereof;” but we
have never been taught that the earth
belonged” to the United States and the
sea likewise. If the argument of Mr.
Phelps was of any valueit would apply to
animals and birds as well as tothe inhab-
itants of the sea and a man on the Bay
Chaleur would not be premitted to shoot
a wild goose because the bird wintered
under the flag of the United States, in
the rice fields of the South. The editor
of the Globe, of course highly approves
of the argument of Mr. Phelps,not because
it is sound, but because it is against
Canada. Says the Globe:—

Mr. Phelps does not favor arbitration,
which in the present case “is_more at-
tractive in theory than valuable in
practice.” The article is noteworthy as
coming from a gentleman not politically
friendly to Mr. Blaine. At the present
moment, while it is substantially agreed
that the main question of national
rights shall go to arbitration, Mr. Blaine
is at work endeavoring to secure an in-
ternational arrangement between all the
great powers looking to the protection
of seal life. As he is pretty sure to have
the support of Germany, Russia and
France in this arrangement, England
will come into it also, and the present
outlook is very favorable for a settlement
satisfactory to him

How ingeniously the Globe here tries
to degrade and depreciate England by
pretending that she will be forced into
an internati by the
pressure of Germany, Russia and
France, the fact being that this inter-
national arrangement was proposed by
England and opposed by Mr. Blaine.
The subsidized champion of the Amer-
ican Secretary of State has, however, so
lofty a scorn of the truth that the mere

IN 1805.

The Monthly Magazine: or British Re-
gister, the publication of which was be-
gun in London in 1787, by Richard Phil-
ips “By whom Communications (Post-
paid) are thankfully received” and of
which the numbers for 1805 are before
us, was most cosmopolitan in its charac-
ter, a8 is shown by a list of the subjects
to which its pages were devoted:—“Liter-
atore and science, memoirs of distin-
guished persons, criginal letters, anec-
dotes and poetry, philosopbical intelli-
gence, proceedings of learned societies,
reviews of music, the fine arts, and Eog-
lish, French and German literature,
accounts of new patents, and new books,
register of diseases in London, retrospect
of public affairs, list of bankruptcies and
dividends, domestic occurrences, mar-
riages, deaths and biographical memoirs,
the state of commerce, agriculture and
the weather.” All of these subjects
are touched upon, generally quite briefly,
inevery number. It appears that in
1805 men speculated on the possibilities
of long life the same as now for a writer
in the Magazine whose article is dated
Nov. 22, 1804, says, “Moderate sized and
well proportioned persons have certain-
ly the best chance of long life. There are,
however, instances of persons of a dif-
ferent description having attained con-
siderable age. Mary Jones, who died in
1773 at Wem, in Shropshire, aged 100
years, was only two feet 8 inchesin
height, very deformed and lame;
and James MecDonald, who died
near Cork, 20th April, 1760, aged
117, was seven feet six inches high.
The Chinese erect triumpbal or honor-
ary arches to the memory of persons
who have lived a century, thinking that
without a sober and virtuous life it is
impossible to attain 80 greatan age.”
Tn the same number a story by Mrs.
Edgeworth, entitled the. Modern Gris-
elda, is announced asready for publi-
cation, followed by- the t, “it is
found by Mr. Parmentier, that the best
method of preserving eggs consists of
plunging them for two seconds in boil-
ing water; they may then be kept
for many months, if deposit-
ed ina cool place or in salt’ Again:
‘Bonaparte is at length crowned Em-
peror of the French. The Paris papers
affect the delirium of joy on this occas-
ion, and are filled with extravagant pic-
tures of the external pomp and dignity
of the scene. Of the former, we have no
doubt, for the French excel in these
things’ Mr. Jefferson, in a message to
Congress, informs them, that Spain has
withdrawn her pretensions to Louisiana;

The following extraordinary freak of
pature is reported from Cornwall: “A
pear tree in the parish of Tintagell ex-
hibits a wonderful deviation of nature
from her usual course. It was planted
eight years since @and for seven years
it has blossomed and borne fruit three
times. The first bearing last year
weighed from 14 to 16 ounces each, the
next somewhat smaller and the last,
now on the tree, is of common size.”
The following is said of a forthcoming
publication. “A curious small volume
containing an account of his early years
and first recollections of his infancy,
will appear during the course of the en=
suing month, printed from a MS. writ-
ten by the late Dr. Samuel Johnson, and
preferred from the flames by the doctor’s
black servant.” “Kotzebue has been
arrested in Italy, it is supposed, by the
order of Bonaparte.” “Humboldt, the
celebrated traveller, is in Paris, engaged
in scientific pursuits.” Among the
deaths chronicled in April 1805, we
find the following: *“In Canada, Ytenti
Pohi,aged 102,a native of China, brought
to America in early youth ; he is said to
have descended from the race of Chinese
emperors ; and being of strong power of
mind and body, instituted, in Canada, a
society by the name of Rousticouche,”
(is Restigouche a corruption?) “in imita-
tion of those of his native country,and in
Europe, several branches of which are
now in existence in the United States;
some of the objects of these societies are
to obtain and preserve the curiosities of
natare to forward the arts and sciences.
It wasin the act of attempting to
throw an iron spear weighing six hund-
red pounds at & mark tventy feet dis-
tant, (which he effected) that he occas-
joned his death, the exertion baving
produced a violent hemorhage.” Ytenti
Pohi must have been a hale old man.
Another death recorded in April is that
“General John Hoskins Stone, late gov-
ernor of Maryland, at Annapolis, Nova
Scotia. Atthe battle of Germantown
he received a wound which deprived
him of activity for the re-
mainder of his life” Some idea
may be formed of the value
of contemporary, criticism from the fol-
lowing extract from a review of South-
ey’s Madoc. ‘This poem has many re-
semblances with the Odessey, The ZEnid,
and Lusiad; and will, we think, event-
ually be ranked between the first and last
of these poems.” Of the Lay of the last
Minstrel, the Magazine says: ‘Mr.Scott
has, from the resources of his own gen-
jus produced a poem which will be long
read and admired for the interest of the
story, the ease and harwony of the lan-
guage, the picturesqueness of the incid-
ents, and the scenery and for the faith-
ful delineation of the manners and cus-
toms of the ancient borderers.”

It is curious to observe in the book
notices how many names that have been
forgotten for at least half a century,
were assured of “ deathless fame,” while
others that were regarded as hardly
worthy of mention are much more fam-
iliar today than they were in 1805. The
same may be said of the statesmen, in-
ventors and theorists of that period.
Men’s true level is seldom found until they
are safely laid away in their graves.

-was ho sooner received than this gallant

officer applied instantly to be relieved
from his present duties in our midst and
ordered to join his comrades in the field,
that he might share with them the perils
of this savage warfare.

“Covers were laid for forty. The table
was decorated with flowers
glistened with plate and crystal.
The most conspicuous device was
the crossed sabres of the cavalry, with
the number 11 and the letter K, that be-
ing the designation of the captain’s com-

,g pany. His honor Mayor Jenness pre-

sided, and the Hon. Amos Withers faced
him at the other end of the banquet-
board. The speech of the evening was
made by Mayor Jennéss in toasting ‘our
gallant guest,” which was drunk stand-
ing and with all honors. We have room
only for a brief summary of hig remarks.
Alluding to the previous disfinguished

one soldier who lostno time in demand-
ing relief from duty here, that he might
speed to the head of the gallant fellows
already in the field, who had followed
him in many a stirring charge and
through all “the current of many a
heady fight;” whose hearts would leap
for joy at sight of their beloved leader’s
face,—the man who never yet had failed
them, the man who never yet had fal-
tered in hisduty, the man whose sword
was never drawn without reason, never
sheathed without honor,—our soldier
guest, Captain Gordon Noel

“Much affected, it was - some minutes
before the captain could respond. The
modesty of the true soldier restrained
his eloquence. ‘ He knew not how to
thank them for this most flattering testi-
mony of their confidence and regard ;he
far from deserved the lavish praise of
their honored chairman. If in the past
he had succeeded in winning their es-
teem, all the more would he try to
merit it now. No soldier could remain
in security when such desperate deeds
called his comrades to the fray ; and as
he had ever sharad their dangers in the
old days, so must he share them now.
His heart, his home, his bride, to phrt
from whom was a. bitter trial, he left
with them to guard and cherish. Duty
called him to the front, and with to-mor-
row’s sun he would be on his way. But,
if it pleased God to bear him safely
through, he would return to them, to
greet and grasp each friendly hand a-
gain, and meantime to prove himself
worthy the high honor they bhad done
him.

“ There was hardly a dry eye at the
table when the gallant soldier finished
his few remarks and then took his seat.

“Besides winning the heart and hand
of one of the loveliest of the Queen City’s
daughters, the captain has made hosts
of friends in our midst, and we predict
that when the records of the campaign
are writtenno name will shine with
brighter lustre than that of Gordon Noel.’

This doubtless was delightful reading
to Noel and to Noel’s relatives.

effect upon her. If a possible thing, he
urged that there should be a delay af a
fortnight. He calcuniated that by that
time the Indians would either be safe
across the Mexican border or whipped
back to the reservation; then he could
go out and join with & flourish of trum-
pets and no possible danger. But a new
king reigned in the war department,who
knew Joseph rather than'knew him not.

CORNMEAL MILLS.

The Growih of the Business in St. John
—Four Milis Running—W. H. Fowler
Doubling the Capacity of His Mill—
The Nova Scotia Market to be
Opened up to St. John.

The business of manufacturing corn-
meal in St. John is getting to be quite an
important industry. Ten or twelve
years ago there was only one cornmeal
mill in St. John, that was owned by an
American named Higgins, who ran the
business for a few years off Pond street,
on ground now occupied by the railway.
The capacity of  that mill
was less than 80 barrels of cornmeal a
day or less than the meal being ground
with stones. Mr. Higgins also cracked
corn and  oats together for horse
feed and worked up quite a thriving bus®
iness, which was bought out by Mr. Ww.
H. Fowler. Mi Fowler shorly after-
'wards secured the old Elaherty safe fac-
tory on the City road to which the mil-
ling plant was removed. Mr. Fowlerput
in improved machinery aud has at dif-
ferent times increased his facilities as

meal increased.
A short time after Mr. Fowler set up

started another cornmeal mill near Hay-
market square. His mill which ground
considerably less than 100 barrels
a day at first, is now fitted up
with the best of machinery and is
capable of turning out 200 barrels in
about 10 hours. He has also erected a
large grain elevator near his mill capable
of holding about twenty carloads or 300
tons of corn.

About a year ago St. John’s third suc-
cessful cornmeal mill was started on the
Adelaide road by Messrs T. McCready &
Son. 1t has a grinding capacity of
about 100 barrels & day and is generally
kept steadily at work.

This spring still another cornmeal
mill hag beensterted making four now

has already been noticed in the GAzETTE
is run by the New Brunswick Trading
company at York Point. When fully
equipped itis thought the capacity of
this mill will be about 150 barrels per
day or more.

All these mills are doing well and they
have chances of greatly enlarging their
business.

Mr. Fowler’s mill on City road will be
shut down next week while a new
engine and other machinery is being
put in which will double the grinding
capacity of the mill. The new engine
will be one of Goldie & McCnllouch’s
best Wheelock engines. Two mnew
stands of rollers will also be put in and
when all these improvements are com-
pleted the mill can turn out about 200
barrels of corn-meal every ten hours.

Most of the millers here were fortunate
enough to have pretty good stocks of
corn on hand before prices went up.
The advance in the price of corn in the
states has been very sharp recently, and
it has had the effect of raising the price
of cornmeal here from $2.95 to $3.65,
in about three weeks. Still our
millers are shipping it at a lower
rate than American cornmeal could
be imported for and as a general thing
their meal is better liked. Up to the
present time nearly all of the meal
manufactured in the millshere has been
sold in this city and through New Brun-
swick, but now an effort is being made
to capture the Nova Scotia market,
which is now supplied mostly form
Boston.
