ativThe Trustees, in submitting their Report for last year, beg to 

igratulato the members on the continued prosperity with which, 
under Divine Providence, the temporal affairs of the Church have 
been blessed.

It will bo observed from the Treasurer’s Financial Statement, 
that the receipts for the year have been $5,674 52, which, added 
to the balance on hand at commencement of the year, $403 26, makes 
a total of $6,077 78; the expenditure, per Statement, has been 
$5,692 11, leaving a balance in the Treasurer’s hands of $385 67.

A falling off in the ordinary collections was anticipated, in con­
sequence of the increased amount paid by the Congregation for the 
special schemes of tho Church ; but the Trustees are happy to state 
that no such result has followed, the average being $36 63 each 
Sabbath.

Although there has been a steady increase from year to year in 
the revenue of the Church, there has also been, from various causes, 

increasing expenditure, so that when it becomes necessary to 
make any improvements or repairs involving a considerable outlay, 
it must be perfectly evident that they can only be effected by special 

bscription. The Trustees have to call your attention to the 
almost absolute necessity that has been becoming yearly more 
obvious for repainting and cleaning the Church, and at tho 
time it would be very desirable that the seats should be lined in 
a uniform manner. Samples of the material required have been ob­
tained from English manufacturers ; the cost and putting on of that 
approved by the Trustees would be from $500 to $600. They have 
also obtained an estimate of the approximate cost of cleaning and 
painting, amounting to about $1,000. This would include repaint­
ing the roof and walls, varnishing all the wood work, and a thorough 
general cleaning of the Church, including the basement.
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7

The Trustees have had under consideration the proposed iron 
railing in front of the Church, but the state of their funds has pre­
cluded any action being taken toward its erection. In view ot 
other and more essential improvements, would it not bo advisable, 
for uho present, to put up a neat wooden railing such as that in front 
of the English Cathedral on King Street 1 it would cost a compar­
atively small sum, looks remarkably well, and would last for a good

many years.
The Trustees have had their attention called to the unhealthi­

ness of the basement as a place of worship and for Sabbath School 
jairposes, and are taking steps to introduce a better system of 
ventilation, and which they trust will, to a great extent, remedy the 

evil complained of.
A porch, which was much needed in rear ot the Church, has 

been erected at a cost of $68.00. There has also been a gallery 
fitted up in the infant class room, and two new pews added in the 
body of the Church, which, with sundry repairs during the season, 
amount in all to about $250.00.

The Trustees have to acknowledge the kind advice and assist­
ance which they have received from those whose experience made 
both valuable; nor can they close this report without stating that 
the recent change in the government of the Congregation has not 
in any way interfered with the proper discharge of their duties.

REPORT OF THE DEACONS’ COURT.

To tub Members and Adherents of Knox Church.

In presenting their Second Annual Report to the Congregation, 
the Deacons’ Court would acknowledge with thankfulness the mer­
ciful providence of Him who has permitted them to meet again at the 
close of another congregational year without having to record, as
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under t 
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shows t 
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1867-61

was their painful duty on a former occasion, the removal of any of 
their number by the hand of death.

The members of the Court would congratulate the Congregation 
on the success which has attended their clforts during the past year, 
and would earnestly hope that during the coming year their efforts 
may be even more warmly seconded, to the advancement not only 
of the temporal but the spiritual welfare of the Congregation.

During the past year twelve meetings of the Court have been 
held for the transaction of business ; a meeting being held on the 

last Monday of each month.
The different districts have, as far as possible, been regularly 

visited by the several Deacons. The charge of one of the districts, 
left vacant by death more than a year ago, has since that time been 
undertaken by the Deacon in the neighbouring district along with 
his own. Several times during the year, the Court has lost the 
temporary services of several of the Deacons, owing to prolonged 
visits in Britain, but their places have, as tar as possible, been sup­
plied by other members of the Court, and also by members of the 

gregation, who have kindly given their aid. It is expected 
that arrangements will soon be made for having all the districts 
fully supplied and superintended.

SCHEMES OF THE CHURCH.

The scheme adopted by the Court for increasing the contribu­
tions of the Congregation for the various schemes of the Church 
referred to in the First Annual Report of the Court read before the 
Congregation at its last Annual Meeting, has met with success.

As most of the Congregation are aware, contribution cards 
issued to the members and adherents of the Church, who were 
asked to fill them up, according to their inclinations and means; 
and the Deacons, in their respective districts, received the contribu­
tions, as set out in the cards respectively, during the year, according 
to the donor’s wish to pay the same monthly, quarterly, half-yearly 
or yearly. It was not, however, until the end of May last that the 
present system of systematic benevolence was thoroughly organized, 
and in the month of June last the first payments were received
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under the new system. Every meeting has since shown a steady

FUND FOll THE POOIl.
Hitherto this Fund has been under the control of the Session, 

but at the meeting held on the 26th day of May last, the following 
extract from the Minutes of the Session was brought before the
Court:—

“The Session, considering that a Deacons’ Court now exists in 
the congregation, and that the care of the bund for the Poor 
belongs to it, resolves to bring the. matter before the Court at its 
next meeting.” The members of the Court recognized the duty 
devolving upon them, and on motion it was resolved that the Hon. 
John McMurrich be appointed special Treasurer for the Fund for 
the Poor of the congregation, and that the Deacons in each Dis­
trict distribute the same in the future. This has regularly been 
done.

The contributions for the past year for this Fund amount to the 
of $361.33; being $12.45 in excess of those of last year. Thesum

SABBATH SCHOOL.
The Superintendent of the Sabbath School, Mr. John L. Blaikie, 

has presented the following llcport of the School to the Court :—
“ With thanks to God for many tokens of His goodness during
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“the past year, wc sut ne it a brief Report, of the Sabbath School, 
“which has been blessed with a ,greater degree of prosperity than 
“ ever before experienced.

“The number of Scholars on the roll is 400, and the average 
attendance for the last half-year has been 295.

“The attendance has been marked by a gradual increase, all the 
gratifying that it has not been brought about by resorting to 

any special, exciting attractions, inconsistent with the great end 
sought to be accomplished through the instrumentality of the

Sabbath School.
Of Teachers there arc, Female,
and Male, (including Librarian and Secretary), - 4

The staff is large, and docs a great work, yet there is employment 
for more; and it is hoped that others may feel called upon, under 
‘the constraining power of the love of Christ’ to offer themselves 
as Teachers of ‘the little ones,' and with the earnest and prayerful 
desire to lead them to ‘the Good Shepherd,’ whose message still 

is ‘Feed my Lambs.’
“The Library contains about 1,000 volumes, and is much valued 

by the Scholars, as well as by many of the parents. To maintain 
it with efficiency, and to add to it so that it may keep pace with 
the increase of the School, entails of necessity considerable outlay, 
whichit is hoped will not be forgotten by the congregation when mak­
ing their contributions to the several schemes of the Church.
