Refreshing Drink in Fever.—Put a 
little tea-sage, two sprigs of balm, and a 
little wood sorrel into a stone jug, having 
first washed and dried them ; peel thin a 
small lemon, and clear from the white, 
slice it, and put a bit of the peel in, then 
pour in three pints of boiling water. 
Sweeten, and cover close.

The Body.—On retiring at night wipe 
the body and limbs with a wet towel and 
wash the feet Rub the arms and legs 
quick and hard for a few moments, to give 
a start to sluggish Mood, and you will sleep 
the better for it, besides promoting clean­
liness, npon which good health so much 
depends always. A flesh brush is excellent 
for the purpose of promoting circulation 
and a healthy action of the skin.

Rancid Butter Made Sweet.—To one 
quart of water add fifty-five drops of the 
chloride ot time; then wash thoroughly in 
this mixture five pounds of rancid butter. 
It must remain in the mixture two hours. 
Then wash twice in pure water and once 
in sweet milk; add salt. The. preparation 
of time contains nothing injurious.

Feet.—Never wear rubbers in dry 
weather, or for any length of time in any 
weather, but change your shoes and dry 
the feet, wet by the retained perspiration. 
Let your boots and shoes be plenty large, 
and thus avoid corns and discomfort. 
Tight boots retard the circulation and pro­
duce a coldness. Never go to bed with 
cold or damp feet

German Toast.—“ Christmas” sends the 
following receipt for German toast: Cut 
thick slices of bread—baker’s is the best— 
dip them each side in milk enough to 
soften, then dip in beaten egg; put in a 
pan greased with just sufficient butter to 
fry; fry till brown as an omelet, then 
serve, well sprinkled with white sugar. 
Two eggs would be sufficient to dip nearly 
a dozen slices of bread. Like pancakes, 
the hotter the toast the better.

Toronto, June 17.—Of Hanlan’s future 
movements little is known.

The Iron Works Closed.

Londonderry, N. S. June 10.—Misfor­
tune appears to have overtaken this place. 
These four or five years past the addition 
of new blast furnaces, cooking ovens, mill, 
workshop, and foundry have led to an 
enormous influx of labor. The stream of 
immigration here has been almost continu­
ous and as a result a town has suddenly 
grown up, new houses in every direction, 
new stores, hotels, and all the adjuncts 
of a triving town. The blow has at last 
fallen. The blast furnace ha< been put 
out. The cooking ovens have stopped 
During the par; week, dischargee of 
have gone on continuously. Two hundred 
men, many of them having wives and 
families dependant upon them, have been 
suddenly thrown out of employment. 
Many of these have left. Others are going. 
Some, with a helpless, paralyzed look on 
their face», walk aimlessly up and down 
the roads. The four hundred men remain­
ing employed are in almost daily dread of 
receiving a like summons to cease work. 
If it comes the ruin and distress it will en­
tail, will be widespread and deplorable. 
Store keepers, butchers, etc., who have 
running accounts with the employees will 
be heavy sufferers, as not only'will their 
business be broken up, their buildings next 
to worthless, but they must lose heavily 
bv the fleeing workmen.—Chignecto Poet.

Writing to the Times, a correspondent, 

signing himself “Ignoramus,” remarks 
I am surprised that so little notice has been 
taken of the comparatively small results 
obtained by ourmuch vaunted arms of pre­
cision. At Ginghilova the lost of the 
enemy has been estimated at from 500 to 
1,000. Taking the higher number, and 
reckoning onr own troops at 5,000, it took 
five men firing away for an hour and a half 
to kill one Zulu. Even at Rorke’s Drift, 
in a twelve hours’ combat, most of it at 
close quarters, 130 Englishmen slew 500 of 
the enemy, or about four apiece! What an 
amount of wild firing and enormous waste 
of ammunition does this suggest? The 
British soldier is a costly and valuable ma­
chine, and no pains should be spared to 
make him a cool and skilful marksman.

graded outside service which threatens 
to render the Intercolonial largely 
a political organization. According 
to his influence the election committee 
organizer, manager or worker is to be pro­
vided for. Some of these persons have 
the privilege of recommending a certain 
number of their party for places which 
are promised, sooner or later by the Rail­
way management. In counties whose 
members do not support the Govern­
ment the most prominent election com­
mittee-man is authorised to issue tickets 
which ensu re to the holder attention when he 
applies for any position or work which he 
may seek. The most influential outside 
men who thus, virtually, control a certain 
amount of patronage, may demand and re­
ceive some of the best of the offices for their 
friends, while those who can be put off 
more easily are given control over the 
patronage in their counties as high up in 
the service as laborers and section men 
only. Of course, such a system will soon 
come to an end, tor it must weaken the 
service and lead to a return to the former 
practice of promotion from grade to grade, 
as experience and qualification may war­
rant Meantime, it is interesting to hear 
these “outside seivice ” men give their 
version of their positions, their “ divi­
sions ” and “ sections. ” Those who want 
employment up to a certain grade, on the 
railway in Westmorland, Kent Northum­
berland, Gloucester and Restigouche must 
gain the favor of some person not known 
at all officially in the service, but whose 
recommendation is a sine qua non before 
he can be recognized by the section fore­
man or“ boss ” of works. In Nova Scotia 
there is more work being done and better 
positions being created, the new policy 
seeming to be the diversion of all possible 
patronage and employment in that direc­
tion.

THE DAY BEFORE THE RACE.
Toronto, June 16. —The following is a 

special by cable to the Mail :—
Newcastle-on-Tyne, June 15.—Your cor- 

re»pondeLt visited Hanlan to-day and 
found him in splendid health, brimful of 
confidence and perfectly trained. Thirty 
thousand people witnessed the final prac­
tice of the men to-day. In the a. m. 
Elliott sculled from Dunstan to Skinner’s 
Bum and back to Scotswood at a slow 
pace throughout Hanlan pulled from 
Scotswood to Elswick Haws—about two 
miles and back—at a rattling pace. Their 
cutters attended both men. Afterwards 
the cutters raced a quarter of a mile to­
gether. Hanlan’s cutter won, and this is 
regarded as a good omen by the Canadians. 
100 to 40 on Hanlan was taken several 
times, and remained on after an offer of 
400 to 200 had been laid. The weather 
has set in fine and the prospects are ex­
cellent for a favorable day to morrow.

London, June 16.—The single-scull race 
between Edward Hanlan, of Toronto, and 
Wm. Elliott, the English champion, was 
rowed at noon to-day over the Tyne cham­
pionship course, and resulted in an easy 
victory for Hanlan. The course wrs from 
the Mansion House to Scottswood Snspen 
sion Bridge, a distance of about three aud 
a half miles. The shore on both sides of 
the river was crowded with spectators, 
and it is estimated that fully 80,000 people 
witnessed the race.

The match between Hanlan and Elliott 
was made after the defeat of Hawdon by 
Hanlan. The articles of agreement stipu­
lated that the race should be rowed June 
16th over the Tyne course for £400 and 
the Sportsman champion cup. After sign­
ing articles Hanlan went into training 
under the care of John Bright and his 
Canadian trainer, Heasley. Elliott, who 
had been in training for some time, slightly 
altered hie style of rowing. He also adopt­
ed the sliding seat and had swivel row- 
locks placed on the outriggers of his boat. 
The interest in the match continued in­
tense from the time when the match was 
first made until to-day, and much money 
was wagered on the result. The odds be­
ing greatly in foavor of Hanlan, who had 
the call at one hundred to thirty.

Thirteen heavily laden steamers were at 
the High Level Bridge. The “ Gateshead” 
was chartered to carry the judge and re­
feree. There were also a number of 
Americans on board. The river police, in 
large force, were on hand to keep the 
course clear.

The 
Mail tells the Sun plainly that it is “ no 
use to be indignant.” So, the Sun's 
duty is to keep silent, like a good little 
whipped subordinate and learn to be 
meek.

The above petition asks that attent- 
tion be given to former petitions pray­
ing “ that a regulation be made to regu­
late the outside Salmon Fishery ” and 
to prohibit certain nets set from Portage 
Island. This petition proves what we 
stated on 29th, ulL—vie., that we had 
“ caught and exposed the Inspector in 
“ using the Portage Island and Middle 
“ Ground grievances, at which he has 
“ winked for years, for the purpose of 
“ injuring the Fox Island Fishermen.”

The Petition quoted has nothing 
whatever to do with the question at 
issue, because it was quite natural that 
regulations should be asked for where 
none existed and it is a strange thing 
that the Fox Island Fisheries are not 
included in the regulations of the De­
partment to this day. The reason why 
this state of things exists is best known 
to the Inspector, bat he, probably, 
keeps it from the knowledge of his fel­
low-members of the Sun staff.

Bat the Sun publishes the Petition to 
which reference is made in the Petition 
of Nov. 12th, 77. In the former do­
cument it is asserted that no nets were 
allowed to be set off Fox or Portage 
Islands by the earlier regulations of the 
Miramichi fisheries and the following 
remarkable paragraph also occurs -

“That it is the .opinion ot all who 
have an interest in the protection of the 
salmon fisheries, and an opinion which 
has been expressed from time to time 
in the Warden’s report, that in the out­
side fisheries of Pm Island the dimensions 
of nets be restricted to certain lengths, and 
that this regulation be enforced also 
with regard to tiie nets placed on the 
Gulf side of Portage Island op to with­
in one müe of sonth west end thereof ; 
also, that there be no nets allowed 
tm the inside of Portage Island, on the 
Horse Shoe, or on any of the bars or 
shoals in the Miramichi entrance.

The above reference to the “Warden" 
is somewhat mysterious and it would 
be interesting to have the Sun inform 
ns who the gentleman thus alluded to 
by the petitioners is. The Sun, in a 
very unfeeling manner, reproduces the 
names of a number of person» belong­
ing to Chatham who appended their 
names to the first Petition, bat 
as we know the most respectable of 
them—merchants and professional 
men, Dominion officials etc.,—are 
ashamed of having been entrapped into 
signing it, we will not cause them ad­
ditional mortification by farther expos­
ing them. If the Sun did not know it 
had, as yet, failed to publish the names 
of fishermen of both aides of the river we 
might overlook its efforts to misrepre­
sent the matter as it does, but we feel 
certain that it is striving to deceive the 
Minister and that portion of the publie 
not acquainted with either the looality 
or the facts, and therefore, notice its 
efforts sufficiently to make the position 
of the Advasci correctly understood.

People acquainted with the facts 
know that the whole agitation ia a 
huge fraud commenced and sustained 
by the Inspector and his associates in 
Northumberland for political purposes. 
They know that official, and others of 
the same class and political stripe, have 
for the last five years, been playing up­
on the sectional prejudices of the fisher­
men and people of both the upper and 
lower waters of the Miramichi —creat­
ing jealousies by the perversion of facta 
and the invention of grievances—simp­
ly to create political capital and also 
impress the Department with an idea 
that Northumberland fisheries are diffi­
cult to regulate. No sooner had Mr. 
Peter Mitchell ceased to be Minister 
than the Inspector set about disturbing 
and tinkering at fisheries which had been 
followed profitably and properly for de- 
cadeeofyears. The fishermen were natur­
ally annoyed,and blamed Mr. Mitchell’s 
successor, Sir Albert J. Smith, who, 
unfortunately, lacked the experience 
and qualities of mind necessary to en­
able him to detect the purposes of his 
rascally subordinate. When aroused 
from his official lethargy by some start­
ling injustice involved in the tinkering 
process into which he was led by Messrs. 
Mitchell & Co., through their political 
agent, the Inspector, his natural 
ofjfair play aud justice would move him 
to undo his wrongs. Still, the annoy­
ances were kept up. From the first, the 
Advance stood firmly in defence of the 
fishermen and their rights. The In­
spector made praaiatent efforts to in­
duce the editor to join him in his ras­
cally crusade, but failed. We have 
never asked for say new privileges for 
the fishermen, but have contended, in 
mauy cases, against the tinkering and 
misrepresentation by which they have 
been deprived of old priviledgee which 
had grown,by the sanction and usage of 
generations,in to vested rights. It ia an 
easy matter for crafty and designing 
men like the Inspector and a few of his 
lieutenants on the Miramichi—all act­
ing under the general direction of an old 
and wary, though politically debauched 
public man—to induce the Department 
in which they have, unfortunately, had 
too much influence, to rob onr fisher­
men, piece by piece, of their rights ; it 
ia also a matter of regret that many 
citizens of fair intelligence and respect-

Single Scull Match,The Advocate says :—
“The Manager wants to know if one of 

the editors of the Advocate did not a few 
years ago receive $100 for services as re­
porter at Fredericton. In all likelihood 
the charge is correct as reportera g 
ly get paid for their services ; and no one 
will attempt to say that the sum is large 
for such a service. ”

The “ Manager ” never wanted to know 
whether the person referred to “ received 
$100 for services,” etc., because he knew 
the “junior foreman” did receive the 
money. Our “ absorbing ” friend however 
sniffs near the game as follows :—

“ But as to whether the gentlemen who 
paid the amount took it out of the bye- 
road money, is a question which we can­
not‘answer. It would have been rank im­
pertinence on the part of the reporter had 
he asked bis friends where they got the 
money. Such questions are properly 
within the province of the Manager, whose 
ignorance and impertinence frequently 
lead him to overstep the bounds of com­
mon decency. ”

“ Ignorance and imperticnce ” are words 
easily written. “Common decency ’’ is a 
thing which the Advocate, would do well 
to practice. A feeliug of common decency 
ought to have prevented the “junior 
foreman ” from putting the $100 
iu his pocket, when he must 
have known that tho by-road fund of 
Northumberland was drawn upon to furnish 
the sum. The Advocate will remember 
that the “Manager,” who according to that 
paper, is so corrupt, etc., absolutely refus­
ed, on that occasion, to receive a cent for his 
services, although he was offered $100 
from the general Provincial fund. The 
reason he gave, when declining the money, 
was that the members should not expend 
public funds for any reporting service which 
the House or Government din not control. 
He, thns, succeeded in preventing a 
large sum from being paid out of the 
Provincial Treasury to a number of 
hungry hangers-on of the Legislature, 
and it is not to lie believed that after the 
whining the pack made over the “ Man­
ager’s ” action, one of the most eager—be­
cause he was the least deserving 
forget jrst “ where the money come from,” 
when he succeeded in getting in “indirectly” 

We regret that the course taken by the 
Advocate in its attacks- upon us, has ren­
dered particular reference to this further 
case of “ absorption ” necessary. If the 
recepient of “ that $100 ” did not know, 
at the time, that he was depleting his 
County’s By-Road fund he now knows it, 
and the proper course for him to take 
would be to band the amount, with in­
terest, over to the Municipal Council, as 
“ conscience money.”
