The Late Labor Strikes.

Manster Timber Raft.

The monster timber raft being Luilt at
Joggins, N. 8., for New York is rapidly
approaching completion, and will be one
of the wonders «»chent years. 1t will be
410 feet lung, 50 feet wide, 35 feet deep,
will contain 2,225,000 superficial feet and
weighs 6,000 tons,

A novel feature in the construction of
the raft is the aystem of chains by which
it will be held together, and are sv skil-
fully arranged that o undue strain will
be burne by any one. A two-inch chain
with links eleven by seven iuches runs
through the centre from stem to stern,
From this cross chains of one and a quarter
inch extend laterally every seven feet,
not opposite each other, but alternately.
Arran near the bow and stern are
three bridle chains of oue and a half inches,
extending from the central chain in her:
n'n{’bono form at distances of 20 feet apart.

Wheu the raft is completed the project-
ing ends of all these lateral chains will be
made fast to chains which are to encircle
the whole fabric, binding together the
whole mass, The breakiug strain of the
main chain is 80 tons, and of the encir-
cliug chains twenty-four tons, Admirality
test. The chains will weigh about fifty-
four tons. Hard .wood saplings, laid
across the timbers at each tier, also act
as binders,

The circling chains will be hove taut
by u dragging-jack capable of taking a
strain of twenty tons. Chocks along the
centre of the raft enable the centre chain,
which is also the tow-chain, to have a
apread of twelve inches. A marked
feature of the whole sytem of chain.work

towing causes tho stramn to be
distributed among all,
tighten them still more.
he principal danger to the succ.ss of
the enterprise seemsto us to lie in any
possible trouble that may arise in the
matter of launching. If it should stick on,
or break dowu the ways, as vessvls some-
times do, its enormous weight will no
doubt render the work cf starting it
&gtin an expensive and difficult one,
he launch being, however, successfully
accomplished the towing of the mounster
to New York will, in all probability, be
a matter of no great haszard, for its oon-
struction seems to have been carried on
with every regard for the contingencies
of the voyage.

The revenue for the next
financial year—and even more—has
been distributed with a liberality that
either forebodes dissolution or a hope in
future prosperity which the present
condition of trade Jdoes not justify.
The season has not advanced far enongh
to show what the harvest may be and to
what extent the ministry may trust on
the bounty of nature to mnke good their
! drafts on futurity.

The hint in the Governor General's
speech, when he said good bye till next
year, isno sure index to the gambling
mind of an astute man like Sir John A.
Macdonald, who, with an affectation
grown into habit through 1 long life of
practice in artifice, delights in surprizes,
and wh> would rather go crooked than
straight to an object, for the love of the
thing.

Time will either intensify or obliter-
ate the disaffected bolters in the French
camp, while the condition of the covn-
try and the temper of Oatario will be
spinning-totums for a while. The local
election in Nova Seotia, in which the
administration goes to the people with
the opposition to Ottawa formulated
into ““Secessh,” cannot be otherwise
than an additional element of trouble
in the politlcal waters, while the Que-
bec local electivn claiws its usual inter-
est. * In the latter Province it is diffi-
cult even to speculate ou’the direction
in which a people will go who are more
moved by impulse and blood than policy
or reason. They cast their hearts and
not their brains iuto the ballot box and
regret to-day what they did yesterday.

Party has become the
object and end of Gouvernment, so that
it is not men that are wanted but fol-
lowers—merg#’ machines to vote and
count ; whajllustrate that indifference
which sleeps un duty and in debate and
only wakes up to vote with a regularity
and precision which would allow the
division lists to be stereutyped, and thus
save the tine and monotouy, as well as
the physical effort of being recorded.
At present the Commons—and for that
matter the Senate also—have ceased to
be deliberative budies in the proper
sense of the term. They have, by their
prozeedings, inteusified sectionul con-
flict and party struggles for place and
emolument. The inteiests of the coun.
try are lost sight of in the heat and
rancor of politics, as distingnished from
statesmanship and impartial adwinistra-
tion of law and finance. The majonty
triumphs ungenerously over the minor.
ity with all the maliguity of a savage]
over a fallen foe, and svils victory with
revenge. The House of Commons has
become more a Congress of ambassadors
from separate and hostile interests than
a conventicn of the State to deliberate
on es for the general goud,

The defeat of the
party that advances so far beyond the
limits of its constitutional functions
is to be preferred, and its ambition
should mee’ the fate of Ceesar. Great
as was, Ceesar,Rome was greater, and in
the conflict Ceesar was slain—sic semper
tyrannis. Aud so beit with any party
that through long life in office assumes
possession of a trust, or, ina lust for
power and a base love of money, stands
on the privileges of the people to assail
their rights.

The advent of honest men to admin-
ister the Government of Canada was
never more urgent than at present.
Whether these men are at hand to meet
the hour remains to be seen at the
approaching call on the people, which
we are impressed to believe is nearer
than is generally expected.

It
provides now for a railway from a point
on the [atercolonial Railway near New-
castle to Douglastown.

Mr. Weldon, Is it & feuder to the
Intercolonial Railway ?

My hon, friend from
Northumbe: land dpplied for from four and
a-half to five miles of subsidy, and he has
got eix wiles, Many others have applied
for large quantities aud they have got
less.

SPEECH. TUMULT BY THE PARNELLITES
~—THEY CANNOT MOVE THE RADI-

CAL LEADER.

Loxpox, June 1. — The debate on the
Home Rule Bill in the House of Commons
was resumed this afternoon by Mr, Joseph
Chamberlain, who was greeted with de-
risive cheers and howls from the Irish
members. He denied the’ assertion made
by Mr. E. Dwyer Gray that he (Mr
Chamberlain) was the author of the article
on National conucily, published in the
Fortnightly Review, and said the details of
the article were supplied from Irish
sources. ‘I myself possess,” said the
speaker, ““incontrovertible and incontes
tible proof that emiuent Nationalist lead-
ers have approved the principle of Nation-
al councils,” Here the Parnellites uttered
loud howls ard cried out ““Names, names,”
and the Conservatives and Whigs cheered
Mr. Ckamberlain. The denunciation and
cheering quickly becamne an uproar which
lasted several mninutes, Mr, Chamberlain
calmly folded his arms and waited for the
tumult to subside, but he refused to
meuntion the names called for, Resuming,
Me. Chamberlain at great length explained
why he thoaght Mr. Gladstone’s conces:
sions inadequate.  He did not, he con-
tinued, propose to reply to any of the
personal references made towards himselt
during the course of the dedate. . They

An Ocean-Waif's Experience.

No- little interest ceontres in the
French brigt. Tombla, Capt. Edouara
Lendgreen, now at the Snowball mill
wharf, Chatham, on account of the part
she has played in the story of a rescue
at sea, which has already been the
subject of newspaper reports on both
sides of the A ic, and connecting
circnmstances i island of the Eng-
lish Channel, in which romance and
tragedy were nearly combined. The
Tombla is of only 144 tons register, but
is a staurch and trim-looking craft.
The owner is M. Lemoine Anatole of
St. Malo, France, which port she sailed
from on 19th April last. bound for
Port aux Choix, Nfid. The Captamn
reports that on the morning of the 20th,
at 7 a. m., when his vessel was be-
tween Jersey and Dover Rocks, a small
object was sighted, nearly three miles
away, which, on being examined by
him through his glass, *as seen to be a
skiff with a perso oard. He bore
up for it and observea that the occupant
of the boat was in female attire and was
waving a small umbrella and handker-
chief. He ran close to the boat and
the mate threw a line to the girl who,
however, was too weak to secure it and
fearing she might be discouraged on
seein his vessel pass by he sung out,
in French, for her not to fear as be
would not leave her. He then brought
the vessel “‘up in the wind” and low

-prevailing he bore away for St. Geoge’s

passing and she had seen a steamer
buat was unnoticed by thoss on board,
but hope again came to her as she ob-
served the Tombla coming somewhat
in her direction. When she realised
that she was seen renewed hope gave
her life,and she made signals which were
happily observed, as has been already
stated, and led to her rescue.

After the Tombla had been some
fifteen days out her captain signalled
an eastward bound steamer and
indicated that he wished to be re_
ported as having saved a woman be-
longing to Jersey.

On reaching this side of the Atlantic
Captain Lendgreen endeavored to make
the Island of St. Pierre, but though he
was in its scundings fog prevented his
making port, and a strong S. E. wind

Bay—thus deviating from his port of
destination in order that he might land
his passenger. He arrived at St.
George's on 18th May and handed Miss
Gerneaux over to the care of the resi-
deut Magistrate. Then, having done
his duty like a true man and ssilor—
every man of his ship's compaay assist-
ing him and doing all in their
power to make the poor girl feel
that they were worthy of the delicate
trust that had been so providentially
placed in their haunds—he p ;
with ‘his cargo of fishing plant, to Port
aux Choix, and thence to Chathap.

It is worthy of remark that two hours
after Miss Gerneaux was rescued from
the sea a gale from the North-east
sprung up in which her boat could not
hava lived.

We learn from the New York Herald,

whose correspondent at St. Johns Nfid
interviewed Miss Gerneaux, that she
speaks in the highest terms of praise of
Capt. Lendgreen and his- crew. She
says he was like a father to’ her from
the first, and that she will never forget
him and the noble and generous treat-
ment she received at his hands.
The same paper states that the young
man who had taken her out in the boat
was in prison under a charge of having
murdered her, at the time the news of
her arrival on this side of the Atlantic
reached Jersey—the people there refusing
to credit bis story of her disappearance.

The Rogeraville Matter.

Sir—Your letterin the World of 2nd
inst. is, like your former one in the same
paper, approached by me for_the purpose
of reply with a duesense of the great
oddsagainst me which are involved in the
prejudice by which your much-paraded
position asa clergyman is protected.

The Bill to Increass th.o Fish-duties.
The bill maE

introduced the house of
representatives by Congressman Boutelle
of Maiue, relating to the duties on fish,
repeals and strikes from free importation
of tish fresh for immediate coansumption,
fish sounds or fish bladders, fish tongues,
cod sounds, hake soumrds, fish skine, and
shrimps or other shell fish.” Under
schedule G of the provisions," it increases
the duty on mackerel from one to two
cents per pound ; on herring, pickled or
salted, from one-half to one per cent. per
pound; on salmon, pickled, and other fish,
pickled, in barrels, and salted cod sounds,
from one to two cents per pound;on
foreign caught fish, imported otherwise
than in barrels or half-barrels, whether
fresh, smoked, dried, salted or pickled,
not specially enumeratel or provided,
from 50 cents to §1 per 100 pounds : on
anchovies and sardines in boxes, increased
from ten, five, and twoand one-half cents
per box to fifteen, seven aud one-half, and
four cents per box; when imported in any
other form than in tin boxes, increased
from 40 to 50 per cent. ad valorem. The
paragraph providing for a duty on tin cans
containing free tishis struck out. - The
duty on fish preserved in oil, other than
anchovies and sardines, is increased from
30 to 35 per cent ad valorem, andon
salmon and all other fish prepared or pre-
served from 25 to 30 per cent. ad valorem.
Boutelle says the intention of the bill is to
deal with the tishery question practically
by the termination of the fres importation

in

duties on all fish, thus compelling the
Canadians to pay more for the privilege
of selling their fish in the United States.
The secretary of the navy says that the
vessels of the North Atlantic squadron
have been under orders for several days to
prepare forsea. They will go easterly
as usual, and report for further orders at

Portland, Me. They will visit the fisheries l
under instructions from the department,
and it is hoped they will help to allay
rather than increase the existing antagon-
ism.

AN AWFUL CONFESSION.

MAXWELL ENDEAVORS TO EXPLAIN THE SI.
LOUIS TRUNK MYSTERY.

81. Louis, May 26.—In the Maxwell
murder trial, to-day, the defendent was
placed on the stand in kis own behalf.
He said his real name was Hugh M,
Brooks; that he was born in Chester, Eng-
land, and that he was 25 years old. He
was a lawyer by profession and had stud-
ied medicine, but was not licensed to
practice it. He first met Prellar in a hotel
at Liverpool and after on the steamer
Cephalonia hound fer Boston. They be.
came fast friends, and after their arrival
in Boston they agreed to meet in St. Louis
and go to Auckland together. Both went
to St. Louis at separate times and met as
agreed. Prellar was suffering from a
stricture and he treated him for it. Prel-
lar agreed that the operation should be
performed and Brooks admiuister ed chlor-
oform to Prellar. Soon he discovered
that the patient was breathing heavily
and that he was dying. Brooks did all
in his power to revive his fiiend, but his
efforts were without avail. Even after
Prellar was dead Brooks kept up his efforts
torevive him. When all hope. was gone
Brooks was overcome with horror at his
situation. He was a stranger in a stiaoge
land and was unacquainted w.th the laws
of the country. In a fit of desparation
he placed Prellar’s body iu a trunk and
then wandered through the streets in a
dazed condition. Returning to the hotel
Brooks thought only of a way to escape.
He searched Prellar‘s clothing and found
& quantity of money, which he took and
with which he bought a ticket to San
Francisco and made various reckless pur-
chases. He shaved off Prellar’s moustache
and put a piece of paper mn the trunk
reading, ‘‘So perish all traitors to the
great cause.” This was done to mystify
the authorities and cause delay that would
enable bim to escape. The rest of the
testimony was taken up with a recital of
the details of escape, the journey to New
Zealand and subsequent capture and re-
turn to this city. The court room was
crowded, and the prisoner created a sen-
sation. *He denied most emphatically that
he had any designs on Prellar‘s life or
that he desired to injure him in any way
when he administered the drug.

THE MURDER SCENE.

The cross-examination then went over
the whole ground of the direct—as to
the terrible scene in the prisoner’s room
when Preller was chloroformed to death
and his body packed in the trunk, Max-
well’s subsequent movements, the ran-
sacking of his victim’s baggage, of his
rc-opening the fearful trunk and putting in
the placard “‘So perish all traitors to the
great cause.”
