That N. W. School Trouble.

An Ottawa despatch of 6th inst., says:

“Mr. McGee, clerk ol the privy coun-
cil, returned from Quebec to-night with
the order signed by the governor-general,
leaving the Northwest puBlc school
ordinance to take its course, but making
certain suggestions to the legislature for
improvement.”

Orzanized Robbery.

Last year $6,740,958 were p:id in
premiums t¢ the different. fire insurance
doing b in Canada. The
losses amounted to $4,970,266, or 73.73
per cent. of the premiums. In the past
seven years the preminms amounted to
$40,741,853 aud the losses $25,924,552, or
63.63 per ceut. of the premiums.

The losses in Chatham, N. B.;, have
been very far below the average—not
257 of the premiums paid, and yet the
companiee combined last year and raised
the rates here. It is simply organized
robbery.

Some of the Provisions of the Pro-

posed Dominion Inselvency Bill.

The Government has not yet dacided
upon introducing an iasolvency bill
during the coming session. The draft
measure now before the Toronto and
Montreal boards of trade for their views
is a document of 128 clauses. Power is
given to appoint official receivers, who,
liowever, must hold no political positions
in the country, and who must provide
bonds for not less than $2,000 and not
more than $20,000. The court to which
the case has been referred, and which will
have jurisdiction over such matters, will
appoint a liquidator and the receiver
shall hand over all the books, accounts,
etc., to the former. If the debtor fails to
make a clear and specific account of his
indebledness, etc, he may be imprisoned
for six months. If it is shuwn that the
debtor is about to abscond he can bs
arrested. All his letters, etc,, can also
be -stopped at the post office by the
liquidators for three months and opened
in his presence. If the debtor is found
to be guilty of any fraud his discharge is
held back for five years. If he is found
guilty of presenting a fulse balance sheet
a penalty of two years’ imprisonment is
provided, and if he fails to give up all
his property under his control then he is
liable to three years’ imprisonment. In
many quarters thers is strong opposition
to the government dealing with this
question.

How Thoy Met Thelr Fate.

A London despatch of 5:[; says :—F. C.
Selouis, the explorer, who has just return-
ed from South Africa, where he has been
distinguishing himself in the operations
against the Matabeles, tells a graphic story
of his experiences with the Wilson detach-
ment recently massacred by the Matabeles.
Selouis slso confirms the stalement made
by Corydon, the hunter, of the prominent
and britliant-part taken by two Americans,
Ingram and Burnham, duriog Captain
Wilson’s pursuit of King Lobengala. The
natives, says Selouis, were keeping up a
hot fire from both sides of the valley, and
the whites answered it steadily. Wilson
called to Burnham and asked if he thought
he could ride back to ths msin column,
commanded by Major Forbes, and get
help. To this Burnham replied, “I will
try, major, but I would like Fred Ingram
to accompany me.”

Capt. Wilson agreed to this, and after
leaving their comrades the Americans rode
out of the valley in order to get clear of
the Kaffirs in the right hand bush and
made for the king's wagon track, which
they were just approaching when they
were met by a large body of Metabeles,
who opened fire upon them. But the
Americans outflanked them and managed
to get clear. No sooner were they clear of
this body of the enemy, however, than they
came upon & second and much larger
force, rapidly advancing through the
brush and evidently bent upen joining in

e

e
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the attack upon the Wilson party. Bat
when they saw the two Americans the
natives charged upon them, thinking they
would be able to surround them, but
Burnham and Ingram rode splendidly and
fired, with such good effect that they again
succeeded, in spite of the fact that their
horses were tired, in outflanking the
swift-footed savages. When the Ameri-
cans were finally clear, after their brilliant
display of g lship, hor hip and
marksmanship, they and their horses were
completely exhausted. When questioned
as to the state in which they left the
Wilson party, replying to the questions
of Commissioner Jones, who asked Ingram
if the Wilson party couldl not possibly
hage outflanked the Kaffics and retreated
down the Shanghai river, the American
replied, “I guess not, doctor, four men
had been dismounted and the horses of
many of the others were completely done
for. Some of those with the best horses
might certainly have escaped, but they
were not the class of men to Jeave their
chums. No, doctor, I guess they fought
it right out where they stood.”

84 Hours and 84 Tears.

Loxpoxn, Feb. 3—A man of 84 years
aund a boy of as many hours are the most
conspicuous figures in Earope to-day.

One must probably soon close ove of
the most remarkable public careers of
this or any other age ; the other, born in
a palace may some day sit upon a rather
shaky throne.

All Earope has smiled indulgently over
the extragavant welcome with which
Prince Ferdinand and subjects observed
the wee bit of humanity which arrived at
Sotia last Tuesday. The royal youngster
must think this woi1ld an awful humbug.

Before he has had a chance to enjoy
his first meal he was frightened to death
by the firing of 101 cannon under his
window, and he ‘had® hardly donned his
swaddling clothes before he was con-
demned to be a “‘bearer of the collar of
the order of St. Alexander.”

The poor child would have howled in
protest, but the royal decree informed
him that as chief of three regiments of
infantry cavalcy and artillery,
weakness would be tolerated.

Some ordinary infant indulgences
might be permitted him as prince and
duke, but as full fledged “‘knight of first
and fourth class military order of valor,”
he muat preserve the stern dignity of his
rank.

It has been a hard week for him from
the first. The palace yard has been
throoged night and day by his singing
dancing, affectionate subjects. His royal
daddy in spite of the nurse’s protests has
persisted in dangling him at the window
three times a day to the franti: delight
of the cheering crowds,

The whole principality has taken a
week’s holiday, and the rejoicing has
been so spontaneous and unrestrained
that the mation bas found the spectacle a
welcome relief from the solemn croakings
about wars.

Contrasting with this picture, there
has been a much more serious intereat
reported in the decision of Gladstone to
resign his high office. It has disturbed
the whole political world, and every hour
increases the belief in the truth of the re-
port.

Even the newspapers of both parties
which at first denounced the story asa
hoax, to-day change their tone complete-
ly, while the weekly political organs ad-
mit, regretfully or otherwise, that the
Pall Mall Gazette substantially, though a
little prematurely, told the truth.

The leaders of hoth parties are not de-
ceiving themselves. Bslfour’s speech
last night warned his followers that they-
must be ready for dissolution at a
moment’s notice.

As a matter of fact, while Gladstone wae
dictatiog his peculiar reply to inquiries at
Biarritz on Wednesday evening, the
liberal leaders’ headquarters in London
were preparing a private circular to
election agents, notifying them to make
every preparation for a campaign.

In view of an early appeal to the coun-
try these cirenlars’ were distributed yes-
terday. The political world is therefore
in great confusion. It has been recalled
that Gladstone made a remarkable denial,
when the premature announcement was
made in December-1885, that he had be-

The pro-
jectile remained in the air about 696
seconds, and its trajectery reached a
height of 17,000 feet, or about 2,000 feet
higher than the summit of Mount Blanec.”

Valilant's Bxecation.

Pazis, Feb. 5. —The precautions taken by
the authorities to prevent any abarchistic
demonstrations at the death of Vaillant, the
bomb thrower, were rerfect, The orowd
assembled in the,vicinity of the prison was
ot large, 1t being estimated that only about
1,200 persons were present. Many others
were standing en the roofs of houses near by,
Fhe crowd was remaikably orderly, there
being none of the shriekiog that usually
marks executions here. At 7 o'clock Head
Warden Brun entered Vaillant’s cell to
imform him that the time had arrived for the
sentence of the law to be carried out. The
condemned man was sleeping when they
arrived. He was awakened and told to pre-
pare for death. He appeared to be surprised
and began to reilerate the theories he ad-
vanced before the assize court. He declared
that though it was easy to suppress him, it
was impossible to suppress anarchistic ideas,
“My body is nothing,” he added, *‘compared
with the progress of my principles. I shall
be revenged.” Vaillant was perfectly calm
and displayed no fear whatever, The
warden asked bim if he would like to see a
chaplain, *‘No,” replied Vaillant, “I will
not see him.” ““Will you have something to
driok ?” asked the warden. ¢‘No,” Vaillant
replied, “I shall have enough courage with.
out that.” He was shackled by the execu-
tioner‘s assistant and then ordered to
follow to the guillotine. He obeyed the
order readily, and as he left the prison his
form was upright. He walked as quickly as
his shackles would allow without leaning for
support on the aesistants, one of whow
walked on each side of him. As Vaillant
appeared on the outside of the prison wear-
ing only a shirt and trousers, everybody
bared their heads and the troops presented
arms to salute bim who was looked upon as
already dead. Vaillant advaoced steadily.
When about eighty yards ountside the prison
he sprang forward a little to shout ‘‘Death
to the bourgeoise,* *‘Long live anarchy. *
As he shouted his last cry his voice resoand-
ed over the whole square. When he had
finishad he was about three yards from the
plank on which his body was to be fastened.
It bas been customa-y for the executioner's
assistants to pash the condemned criminal
against this plank, but as Vaillant reached
it he sprang forward and placed himself
agaiost it. The plank dropped, and in a
shorter time than it takes to write it Vail-
lant‘s ceck slipped under the glistening
kuoife, and the moment he was in position
Diebler touched the spring. There was a
flash as the heavy blade descended and then
the spectators saw a head and a bleeding
stump of a neck drop into the backet placed
behind the guillotine. A second later the
plank twisted to the left and the trunk was
thrown into a large basket placed slongside
of the guillotine to receive it. Between the
time of Vaillant‘s arrival at the guillotine
and the closing of the baskets containiug his
remains scarcely more than twenty seconds
elapsed. Diebler, who has reccived many
letters threatening him with death if he
executed Vaillant and who at one time
wished to resign his position rather than to
put the anarchist to death, appeared paler
and more nervous than Vaillant. In less
than two mioates after the kuife fell Vail.
ant‘s body was placed in one of the waiting,
vaos and driven to Ivry cemetery. The van
was preceded by twenty mouated guards
aud followed by a similar namber and a
carriage containing officials. The route to
the cemetery was covered at a gallop.

in

The remains were ostensibly interred in
that part of the cemetery known as the
““Furnip field,‘* which is reserved for crim-
inals who are guillotined. It is understood
that after going through the form of inter-
ment the body was delivered to the medical
faculty for the purpose of ‘dissection.

Most of the men who saw the ead of Vail-
lant wore blouses and peaked caps, and
women, of whom there were not a few, were
without bonnets and wore aprons. A pallor,
more or less pronounced, was observabls on
the countenance of them all. The silence
that prevailed during Vaillant’s walk from
the door to the guillotine was very remark-
able, but this was probably due to the fact
that the spectators were respectable work-
ing people aud not the riff-raff thit usually

New Mill

Messrs. Clark, Skillings & Co., of New-
castle have now in operation s new spool
factory, erected on the old site. The tirm
employ from 20 to 25 hands. The Advocate
says : lcis expected the mill will be run
steadily winter and summer. Extra ma
chines will probably be put in ‘in the sum-
mer for sawiog other kinds of lumber.
About 25 cords of birch is cut up per day.
The mill is equipped throughout with saw-
dust conveyors, carrying the sawdust to
the front of the furnace or elsewhere where
required. The squares areall shipped to
Scotland, some by train to Halifax, thence
by the Allen line of steamers to Liverpool,
and thence by train to Scotland, and the
rest are shipped by square rigged vessels
direct from this port duaring the season of
open navigation.

Itis
probable that someone will claim that over-
fishiog is the cause of the present season
being a poor one, but such is not the case, as
it is simply what we koow as an ‘‘off**
season here and it is probable that next year
will bea pleutifal one for these valuable
title fish in Miramichi waters.

The Municipal Oouncil Reporting.

The editors of the World and Advocate
have been carrying on a controvarsy over the
offizial repors of the late proceedings of the
Muuicip'tl Counoil, which was made by Mr.
Stewart, editor of the World, It began by
Mr. Anslow of the Advocate stating  effect
that the copy furnished by Mr. Stewart was
oot decipherable sad, therefore, could nov
be published 1 that paper. Mr. Stewart
repiied to this, intimatiog that Mr. Anslow
was “‘disgruntied becauss wasa’t chosen
reporter.” And tothis Mr. Anslow replies:—
“As to bemng disgruntled because Mr.
Siewart was Cucsen reporter 1t Was Dub_|
cousidered & matter of such great \nportsuce
or Mr, Anslow might have descevded to the
same means as Mr. Scewars did, by cau-
vassing the councillors for their vutes for
the position of efficial reporter. -
“‘f'ners are three news papers in Mira-
michy, and it has always been supposeu
¢hat by publishing fair reports repie-
seutatives of each wouid intarn be eacn
appointed official reporter and thus be paid
something oncs every three years for the
large space taken up wich the reporis of the
Counctl. But for several years past the
proprietors of the Chatham papers have
canvassed the counciilors for their votes,
received their promwes, obiained the
position, and pocketed the large pay atiach-
«d thereto, appareutly merely for reporting
when & portion thereof 18 certainly carned
oy the papers devoung so large & space to
the proceedings of the cuuacil. If 18 1s nighe
and proper that represeutatives of the three
papers should alternately receive the appoiat-
inent, theu legit be uuderstood, aud dv away
with the method empioyed by the represen-
tatives of the Chatham papers of heggiog
for votes to enable them to plage 1n their

pockets $10 ‘or each day the Council sits,”
With the taste he usaally displays in
matters of chis kind Mr. Anslow strikes
wildly about him and like the littls rag:
muffins who throw stones at each other, hits
those who have no part in the quarrel
And we may remark, en passan’, that it is
worth quite ten dellars a day to properly
report the proceedioge of the Couucil and
rornish copies of the report to each of the
three papers, The cost of publication is
quite another matter. Mr. Anslow is a
printer and not, snd never could be a
reporter. Therefore, he is not in a position
to speak on the subject. A report made
by him, eyenp a a dollar a day,
would mot be worth the money, It
18 true that Mr. Stewart furnishes the worst
copy we ever saw from a reporter. We
complained of it last year, but it was
Sident that little could be secared in the
way of improvement by taking that course,
so we accepted what he sent, corrected
inaccuracies aud said nothing. -

As to Mr Anslow’s statement respecting
the proprietors of the Chatham papers can-
vassiog councillors aad receiving their
promises, etc. it is untrue, so far as the
proprietor of this paper is coucerned, and
if Mr. Anslow hsd a proper raspect for
himself and his paper he would not make
such a statemeat.

As to appointing representatives of the
three papers, in turs, to report \the pro-
ceadirgs of the council, no such arrange ment
ever was or ever ought to be recognized.
Thefirst and only consideration ought to be
to get tbe best possjble value for the money
speut on the official report, and if is ong of
the discouraging things connected with
reporting at the Couucil that a person of
Mr Anslow’s inexperieace and poor qualiti
cations for the position should aspire to be
considered at at all competent to do the
work. The present official reporter has had
considerable experience, and can makea
dufficiently good report if he will take the
trouble to do so, but he is oftentimes careless
anod his ‘‘copy” issimply exevrable. Mr,
Anslow is not compétent to make a report
at all.

For a good many years, the ADVANCE was
the only paper that published a report of the
Municipal Council's proceedings. Our
reporter attended the Connci] regularly sod
we gave as goud and as full a report as is
now published, doing the work entirely at
our own expense., Aftera time our reporter
applied for the position of official reporter.
received the appointment and fyranished &
report to the three local papers: As soon as
this was dome, Mr. Anslow went about
amongst the coyuogillors with his usual ““me
too” canvas and he got some of them to
come to our representative and induce him
to share the pay with him, it beiog under-
stood that he was to do his share of the work.

Our reporter sllowed Mr. Anslow’s name
to go before the Council for the positian of
official reporter with that underatanding, for
knowiog that geutleman's incompetency we
did not care to be officially respoosible for
his crudities, As we anticipated, his share
of the work was entirely unsatisfactory, and
as he behaved iun very bad faith in regard to
the understanding by which he became
official reporter, his career in that capacity
was & short aad inglorious one. Our re-
porter lid the work almost continuously
since that time, until Jast year when the
presept reporter wrote to and personally
canvassed the Councillors asking for the
position, and he thus had a majority of
them committed te him beforehand largely

A Little Town’s Water Systom.

The little town of Canning in Nova Saotia

pavy, whose works were designed and
executed under the direction of Mr. W. R.
Butler civil engineer,

married the youogest daughter of Hon.
Judge Wilkinson, of Bushville. The Halifax
Chronicle has the following account of the
Canning eoterprise.

“Much credit is due to the town of Cann-
ing for the placky way in which ite buasioess
men have carried to successful completion,
withio the last few years, public works of a
magnitude and importance which some
larger places, with even greater need of
such works, seem to shrink from under-
taking. :

The inception and the, completicn of the
Corawallis Valley railway were due em-
tirely to a few energetic business and pro-
fessional men of Canning, and the results
of this undertaking to its promoters, and
ito the community in that prosperous dis-
trict of Kings county, have been eminently
encouraging, The same public epirit has
led during the past year to the introduction
of a water supply for the town 'of Cauning,
and the works connecting with this have
very recently been completed.

“The system isone of gravitation, the
head works being situated upon what
isknown as the Percy Brook, which dis-
sharges water collected upon the upper
plateau of the North Mountain range
under the most favorable conditions
possible as regards purity, &c. The head
work consists of a reservoir of a capacity
of 1,600,000 imperial gallons, which is
capable of easy enlargement, the sources
of supply being capable of extension alsc.
At the reservoir site is &
well, with the usual scresns and regalating
and scouring apparatus; thisnand the waste
weir dre both founded in undisturbed
materials and are situated clefir of the
embagkments. The reservoir is formed
by earthern dam, with puldled core, which
latter had to be carried to very considerable
depth to obtain a watertight feundation.

“An eight inch main conveys the water
to the town, a distance of two miles. The
sub-mains aggregate another 14,000 liueal
feet of 8 6 and 4 wch pips, and 29 hydrants
are distributed over the entire fire  district.
The main is capable of delivering at the
central part of the town a quantity of 600
imperial gallons per mioute noder atmos-
pheric pressure, and of supplyiog at the
same poiat two efficient hose streams at a
static pressure of over 50 lbs. to the square
inch; the normal pressure upon pipes and
fittiogs nowhere exceeds 78lbs. per square
inch.

“The service is giving universal satis.
faction, both to its promoters and to the
townspeople generally. Mr. 8. Sheffield,
of Canning (who held the same position in
the railway compauny), is president of the
water company, with Mr. J. W, Borden
as aecretary, and Mr. R. W. Kinsman as
managing director. The design and ex-
ecution of the works were uader the
direction of Mr. W. R, Batler, A. M. I C.
E, professor of civil engineering at Kings
coliége, who has carried out similar works
in other towns, and who was also chief
engiueer in the coustraction of theC. V-
railway. 'The pipes were farnished by
the Londonderry Iron Co., the hydrants
by the Windsor fouadry, and the main
valves, or gates, were manufactured at
the Truro fouandry.

“Over 60 separate house connections had
been made when the work was barely off
the contractor’s hauds. The contract for
pipe laying was let to Mr. George Brown,
of Windsor, the work of which contract
was very satisfactorily performed and was
tested in sections by the engineer as it
proceeded. The reservoir and head works
were gxecuted by days’ lahor. ¢
