Three hun-
dred and eighty persons were charged
with belonging to a criminal organiza-
tion, the object of which was the steal-
ing of merchandise on Russian rall-
roads.
Between 1905 and 1907, aurlng the
averst period of the revolutionary dire
orders, .ever $17,000,000 worth. of pro=
perty was stolen from the railroads
alone. The accused belong to three cat-
egories, namely professional thieves or

men who became thieves during the.

Vauable freight was removed daily
from trains on orders telegraphed
from the chief railroacs centres by the
heads of the gang and stored in gove
ernment railroad sheds by government
employes, who acted as receivers.

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OTTAWA, March 9.—The annual re-
port of the militia council presented to
parliament today gives a result of the
work of the militla during the last
fiscal year with recommendations as to
the best solutions of the present prob-
lems of mobilization and defense. Dur-

Canada’s present force now consists
of 2,844 of all ranks, an increase of 168
during the year. The number of men
of both voltunteer and permanent corps
trained in camps was 44,121 at a total
cost of $1,084,499. In respeot to the
cadet corps it is stated that there are
now 2}0 companies with an enrolled
membership of over 9,000 boys. More
substantial assistance to these corps is
recommended and selection of a more
guitable arm than the present heavy
one is under consideration.

LARGE AMOUNT OF
60005 SMUGGLED

MONTREAL, March 9.—An alleged
smuggling conspiracy is being investi-
gated here by Judge Cassels of Tor-
onto. The people who are implicated
are Syrians, and it is said that large
amounts of goods have been entered
duty free. The case was laid on com-
plaint of a man named Richard Can-
der who had been head smuggler, but
later turned informer. Acting on his
information actions were taken
against the Damascus Jewelry Com-
pany, of Montreal, for $15,000 and
dgainst Nargil Lawande, of Montreal,
for $20,000. Cander gave evidence
showing that he had been employed
in 1806 to smuggle goods into Ontario
and Quebec.

His modus operandi was to have
goods sent to him at an address at
Lisbon, New Yeork state, across from
Iroguois, Ont. He then rowed across
the river, secured the goods and re-
turned to Iroquois later shipping the
goods to his firm in Montreal.

No witnesses for the defense were
called today and the case was ad-
journed uetil tomorrow.

Unless a Stay is Oblained, Yonag Zeller
Will Meet Death This Week.

TRENTON, N. J, Mar. 9.—Unless a

stay of execution is obtained Walter
Zeller, an 18 year ok youth, will die
in the electric chair in the state prison
here during the coming week. He was
convicted of complicity in the murder
of his grandfather, Willam Read, near
Vineland, last November. His boyhood
playmates and accomplices in crime,
Herbert Grigg and Cline Wheeler, will
spend thirty years in the state prison.
That was their sentence.

The murder of which the three youths
were convicted entalls a story that has
never been equalled in south Jrsey. The
old victim, known throughout Cum-
berland county as a miser, was form-
erly a prominent contractor. He got
considerable wealth,

After an injury he became eccentric
and a burden to his caretakers. About
three years ago he moved to Vineland
to live with Mrs. William Cooper, a
married daughter. About the old man’s
affairs the daughter knew nothing. She
and her husband knéew that he was, or
at least had been rich. He often show-
ed them a much-thumbed roll of bank-
notes, and one day he held before their
wondering eyes a package containing
about $50,000 in bonds.

We must
have it 'at once if we intend going west
at all.”

The real news story in. the Kinrade
murder has not yet -developed. Up to
the prelm{ the police have to all ap-
pearances been baffled by tha «xcep-

detective genius it is not to be doubt-
ed that before many days 'the facts of
the affair will be made public.

No trace has been found of the re-
wolver, apparently no one was sesn to
enter or leave the house, excepting the
younger sister, and the latter, in the
opinior of the police, was absent at
the time the crime was committed.

The girls, while spoken of as respec-
table, do not belong to the so-called
highest class. While wealthy, and per-
haps welcome to good sSociety, they
preferred the associates of the cheap
seusic hall, and were overcome, by
the desire to “‘see life.”” The surviving
sioter, Florence Kinrade, has told con-
fiicting stories, but her apparent con-
tradiotions are at least partially ex-
cused by the police on the ground of
grief and womy following the tragedy.

CHANGELLOR DELIVERS
" THOUGHTFUL ADDRESS

Chancellor C. C. Jones, . of the Uni-
versity .of . New  Brunswick, gave an
interesting and. thoughtful address last
avening before the Natural History
Society on the Relation of Mathema-
tics to. the Other Sciences. He dis-
cussed the subject from three points—
first the essential character of .mathe-
matical study; second, the historical
. relation of .this to other sciences;
third, its educational value. and its
practical usefulness. |

In the discussion of these points Dr.
Jones showed the fundamental value
_of mathematics in such sciences, espe-
cially as astronomy, physics, survey-
ing and related subjects; and he
pointed out that-many of our- import-
ant discoveries were the result of
studies in mathematics, pursued with
no other motive than a love for the
subject and a profound interest in it.
Thus when Apollonius, two thousand
years ago, bullt the stately ‘‘edifice of
the conic sections” he little thought
that a Kepler and a Newton would
one day.prove that following in such
a path the earth does,—

«Wost her silent course advance
Wwith inoffensive pace, that spinning

sleeps
On her soft axle, while she paces even,
And bears thee soft with the smooth
air ‘along.” :

TOTAL STRENGTH

Officers Tell Thrilling Tale
of Hardships—A North-
ern Wedding

OTTAWA, March 9—The annual re-
port of the Royal Northwest Mounted
Police presented to parliament today
by Sir Wilfrid Laurier contains as
usual a terse record of lonely bpa-
trols into the Arctic wildernesses, an
{lluminative and interesting comment-
ary on the efficiency of “finest poice
force in the ‘world.” : -

The strength of the force on October
gist last was b1 officers and 598 non-
commissioned officers and men. They
are scattered over the whole of the
provinces of Alberta and Saskatche-
wan, on the shores of Hudson Bay and
the Arctic Ocean and the Yukon Ter-
ritory. They secured last year 8,377
convictions for criminal offenses out of
a total of 7,624 cases entered, including
27 cases of murder.

Made Three Years

To keep up the efticlency of the force
and prevent to many changés each
year in its personnel, Commissioner
Perry recommends that the present
term of engagement for service be
made three yearstand that the rate of
pay be materially increased. i

The reports of some of the inspectors
from - sub-Arctic outposts
items of unique interest. Inspector
Jarvis, reporting from the Husebel 1s-
jand . whaling station in the Arctic
Ocean states that many traces of
minerals have been found in Mackenzie
&lstrict and copper utensils are in
common use among the natives.

Referring to some of the social
usages among Eequimaux of the is-
land, Inspector Jarvis says: “Four
marriages were contracted during the
year, oné of them being quite note-
worthy. The bride was a young girl
of not more than 17 years of age, and
had been - taken by her fourth hus-
band. She is very comely, and -was
given away by her brother-in-law, *‘Su-
Pi-Di-Do, commonly known as Sour
Potatoes.” Three winters ago she had
both feet amputated at Baillie Island
on account of exposure to cold. The
wedding breakfast consisted of seal
meat, “whale meat” and frozen rot-
ten fish. The ceremony took place at
the “Igaloo,’” ‘or house of Su-pi-di-do,”
there being about fifty persons pres-
ent. The size of the “Igaloo” is 10x12
feet. T was invited and got as far as
the door. The odor arising from the
preparations of the ‘“dejeuner” was
more than I could stand and I had to
retire.”

Extract from Diary

Sergeant Donaldson of the Fort
Churchill post, in an account of a pa-
trol ‘' from Churchill to Fullerton by
boat through Hudson's Bay last Sep-
tember, gives the fo_llowln'g illumina-
tive excerpt from his diary: On the
night of the 30th September we an-
chored about three miles off shore and
at that distance had only three fa-
thoms of water. A heavy gale from
goutheast all night. At 11 p. m. our
anchor gave way and we commenced
drifting ashore. We drifted down on
a reef and having nothing else to use
as a drag had to throw overboard one
of our coal stoves with a rope attached.
This had the desired effect, as we Just
managed to clear the reef. ~

We built a raft out of the spars and
some planks we ‘had aboard, though
we had little hope of reaching shore,
as a tremendous sea was running. Our
anchor caught shortly after midnight
on the 2nd October and held. The gale
continued during the morning of the
ond and about 6 o’'clock came on fromn
the west. Our anchor gave way again
about midnight and we commenced to
drift to sea. We got the jib set, but
it blew away. We then pulled up just
enough of the foresail to get headway
on her ana held on until daylight.
Seas frequently broke over us and we
had to bail out (the pump was frozen)
after each sea came in. At 2 a. m. on
the 4th October we sighted land. We
decided to beach the hoat, as we were
all about exhausted, having been ‘un-
able to get any food prepared. for two
dgays and no sleep fer three nights be-
sides having all our clothing and bed-
ding wet. Our fresh water gave out
the rievious day. ¢

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FLORENCE KINRADE'S PUZZLING
ANSWERS TO THE DETECTIVES

Exhumed at & O’clock

The body was exhumed this after-
moon at 5 o'clock and taken to the
morgue, the old jury meeting at eight
o'clock, when it was re-empanelled and
the remains viewed under the new cor-
oner, Dr. Rennie. The inquest will
take place tomorrow evening as order-
ed, and in addition to Florence Kin-
rade, Mrs. Kinrade and all the mem-
bers of the family have been sub-
poenaed in addition to fully twenty-
five others.

ST. JOHNS, Nfid., March 10—Eaquip-
ped with a wireless telegraph outfit
and manned by 1,000 men, the New-
foundland sealing fleet of twenty-three
steamers sailed today on its annual
cruise among the dangerous ice floes
of the North Atlantic.

ORWELL HOTEL SCANDAL

“CATTY WONEN”

Assertions of Bishop of London Questiosed
by Lady Dorothy Nevill,

LONDON, March 9-~The Bishop of
London’s denunciation of the ‘catty
spirits,” which are predominant in
many West End drawing rooms has
caused many little tempests among the
teacups.

His Lordship has been taken to task
very severely—among others, by Lady
Dorothy Nevill (nee Walpale), whose
long experience in London soclety en-
titles her to speak with some authority
on the subject. Lady Dorothy is the
author of several volumes of interest-
ing recollectios covering the better
part of the nineteenth century, and a
woman whose powers of gbservation
remain unimpaired by her advanced
age.

She does neot think that London so-
ciety is so black as the bishop would
paint it. In the course of an interest-
ing conversation Lady Dorothy said:
“I am inclined to think the bishop's
assertion altogether too sweeping. No
doubt he wished particularly to im-
press upon the girls to whom he was
speaking the consequences which ac-
crue from allowing that ‘catty sepirit’
to gain a hold on them, and, with that
object in view, has probably empha-
sized his peint rather strongly; but
to say that he has come across the
‘catty spirit’ again and again .in the
drawing rooms where he visits is
rather unkind.

“I myself have a great nmumber of
friends and T must admit that I do
not see anythingl at all of what the
Bishop calls the curse of the West
End. Of course, one can always point
to a few of one's acquaintances who
merit the term ‘catty;’ but these few
stand out prominently from the rest
and cannot be taken as a fair example
of the general society to be met with-
in one’s friends’ drawing rooms.

“The Bishop was quite right to ad-
vise girls to stand out against that
sort of thing. Such a spirit grows on
one,, almost unconsciously and
tendency is always to say ‘catty
things’ about some one against whom
we have a special grievance; but now-
adays, that spiteful spirit may be

the bad temper, selfish nature,
sharp tongue.

“The girls of today compare very
favorably with those of fifty years
ago. Indeed, they are a distinet im-
provement. The different lives thev
lead tend to improve them both bodily
and mentally. They are. becoming
more manlike. Not but what I could
find an equal number of men who
might be justly accused of possessing
the ‘catty spirit.’” The autdoor exis-
tence they lead broadens their, minds.
They become more charitable towar
their neighbors and less inclined
find fault, and, having less time ¢
their hands in which to pull the
{ friends to pieces, they are mot 8o like-
ly to run the chance of being callec

T —
old cats.

‘“There was, perhaps, some excuse
sixty years ago for girls, who were
ibrought up in strict seclusion at home,
who were allowed only a certain
amount of recreation, and that of a
very mild order, and who in conse-
quence found time to hang heavily on
their hands—these girls then took to
back-biting their friends. But today
‘girls, who are almost as free as their
brothers, and who have 80 many out-
slde Interests in life, have mo. excuse
whatever.

“Girls should remember that ths
‘catty spirit’ denotes @& mean, small
mind, all right-minded women should
be above such petty spite and ‘catti-
ness’—as, indeed, I am inclined to
think they are, so far 8s my owd ex-
perience goes.

‘“What the Bishop calls the curse of
ithe West Eind is not so serious. I have
known girls and women of all ages
and I can honestly say that I never
noticed the ‘caty spirit’ to such an ex-
tent as the Bishop of London seems
"to have noticed it. His experience of
West End drawing rooms is unforte
unate.” :

Prices, Affer ﬁeacnlng the
Top Nefch, Slumped—A
Few Men Have Made
Money- on Saies—6uesses
Regarding Future Prices

There has been great excitement dur-
‘ing the past few weeks among hold-
ers of western land scrips, and at the
present time there is such a marked
flucuation in prices that the members
of the African contlns»nts\noldlng land
warrants hardly know what to do.
All of course who intend selling want
the most they can get, but as regards
the true value of ®he script and the
next probable change in the market
| prices, they are extremely uncertain.

Lasi autumn when the Bounty Act
was passed, ana upon pub'ication of
Hon. Mr. Oliver's interpretation of it,
the grant looked like a gold brick to
those men not in a nosition to take up
| the. land. For those who were able to
| go west, the grant was recognized -as
. a very valuable one, but as a majority
of the recipients would have to sell,
and as the conditions imposed were
very rigid, it ¢id not appear that the
grants would be worth very much.
Some, however, held otherwise, and be-
Heved that restrictions which seemed
to egist would be removed. However
there was so much uncertainty that a
considerable number of the men sold
out immeaiately on receiving their war
rants. Prices here at first. ranged as
low as 3100, some got only $130, while
| the average during the earlier weeks

was from $160 to $210. Sales remained

steady at this figure until the end ol

the year, but after the beginning of

January there was a marked strength-

ening, owing to the -advent of reul
! estate Speculators from the west, who
boosted prices to between $300 and
$400. Many men sola out in the vicinity
of $375, but the cptimists still held on.
l it did not even then appear that there
was any immediate prospect of a fur-
ther advance, but about the middle of
February things got exceedingly lively
Almost every day there were jumps
in the price. No one understoed very
well what it all meant, but many took
advantage of the rising market and
sold out. Still the prices boomed, and
in the last week of February as high
as $675 was being offered, and every-
one thought the limit had been reach-
ed. But last week another boom came
along and on Thursday the top-notch
price of $%00 was being freely paid.
Some contracts were made, options giv-
en, and individual sales put through at
even considerable higher figures, but
$900 was the limit of the price offered
on the street. This was on Thursday
last. On ¥riday the expected slump ar-
rived, No one would buy at the fancy
figures, very few were ready to offer
anything which seemed attractive, and
while some sales were made at or
around $800, those who have been the
largest buyers were willing to give only
less than $700. Up till the present there
has been no recovery. The market re-
mains quiet and apparently all who
have not yet sold out are awaiting
the next turn.

What caused the remarkable advance
| is unknown; what may be the true val-
ue of the grants is equally uncertain.
A settler in the west can take up free
of charge 160 acres, and can purchase
160 acres more from the government
at $3. per acre. Thus he would secure
320 acres—the same area as the veter-
ans’ grant—for about $500. This in the
opinion of some ‘western real estate
men is the true value of the land. On
the other hand there are many settl-
ers chiefly from the United States, who
desire larger farms than 820 acres, and
these settlers are ready and willing to
pay the ruling price of $3 per acre for
unselected land. This would make ghe
veterans' warrants worth ultimately
$960, but the demand at such a price
s felt to be limited, and the sales will
without doubt be most numerous dur-
ing March and the first part of April
