*They concur in 'thé opinfon that such °
a’ ' plan would, under the most favor- '
able ‘view, be extremely daring, as |
eacdh division would be separated by |
two or three marches. The situation,
#hough ‘at present neither understood
or undarstandable, ‘certajnly 'creates
amxiety, which is in no wise allayed
by the rumors that the -Boers have
evacuatad some of their stromgest en-
trenchments. It is recognized that
when thase wily campaligners pegin to
“evacuate” and retreat, they are get-
ting  dangerous.

KILTIES STILL ADVANCING.

““We were now only fighting on the kopje
with the general, and the Kkilties were still
aGgvancing and crushing us in circle. At
fifty vards’ distarce we were still firing on
them. Just then the general fell. The
group around mp was reduced to eight, of
whoth three weore wounded. My friend,
van Niekerke had been Wwol nded at t$te
wrist, but he kept on firing with his left
hand, vesting his gun on his right arm. We
could neither carry away the general nor
defend him, and our caitridges were eXxX-
pausted. What now 2 said Coghill, whilst
we looked at each other. One of the
wounded eaid: ‘We must raise the white
flag.” Coghill answered with a curse. The
balls whistlad all around Us.
