One or two special points stand out 
in. Mr. German’s speech.

An odd bit of history is coming out. 
Mr. Sifton on Tuesday confessed that 
in 1891 he argued himself into dls< 
belief in commercial union and un­
restricted reciprocity. Mr. German to­
day confessed that he himself, “Did 
not altogether like It," and declared 
that the Liberal party as a whole 
was rather glad to be defeated on that 
issue. Thus two Liberals whq fought# 
hard for their party in 1891 aver that 
they felt a secret conviction that it 
was wrong.

He also agreed with Mr. Sifton in 
the cool assertion that in 1897 a policy 
of moderate protection was deliber­
ately adopted. The impudent asser­
tion that the Liberals really are a 
free trade party will become increas­
ingly hard to maintain.

Ottawa, March 2.—The wave ring 
in the Liberal ranks continues. The 
second bolt took place today, when 
W. M. German, of Welland, assailed 
the reciprocity proposals, not apolo­
getically. but vigorously.

There is a sense in which this de­
fection hurts more even than Sifton’s. 
The indictment which Mr. Sifton 
brought against the ill-starred policy 
of Continentallsm was terrific and un­
answerable, so Far* as arguments go, 
but there is a line of reply which the 
Liberals are adopting with great agil­
ity.

Mr. Sifton, they say, has long ceas­
ed to be a real Liberal, has withdrawn 
from party politics, he has been 
slackening in his allegiance to the 
Liberal party, therefore the incident 
of his own desertion has little signifi­
cance. In reality this is a poor reply. 
Mr. Sifton has been a good enough 
Liberal for the government to bestow 
upon him the post of chairman of the 
Conservation Commission. But while 
this line of reply is weak, It is intel­
ligible, and the Liberals may be 
trusted to work It very hard.

No such thing can be said of Mr. 
German. There has been no doubt 
about his party standing. He is a 
hard hitter, hard fighting, battle 
scarred, thick and thin partisan. He 
is a man of somewhat greater Individ­
uality than the ordinary run of min­
isterial member, and his special note 
has bean that he is an exceptionally 
keen, hard playing practical politician 
who makes no pretensions and watch­
es his constituency.

It is said by some that Mr. Sifton 
is out of touch with his constituency. 
No such thing can be said about Mr. 
German. Thus the defence thrown up 
against Mr. Sifton breaks down utter­
ly against this new bolter. Here is 
a very faithful Liberal, an aggressive­
ly partisan Liberal, a member who 
has a thoroughly practical view of 
politics, a member who studies his 
electors, and he leaves the 
government on this subject 1

The trouble began by the stoning of 
the houses of men who were strik­
ers, but who have returned to work 
during the past few days.

It was an act of Providence that 
caused the largest hay crop in the 
history of the province during the last 
year, and while the government could 
not perhaps take credit for that, they 
should be commended for the in­
creased interest they were stirring 
up in agriculture for finding markets 
for the fermera and for the many ex­
penditures they were making to bet­
ter agricultural conditions in this 
province.

The lack of proper help was one of 
the great problems on the farm. The 
Introduction of machinery in the vari 
loua lines of work attracted men away 
from farm work. There was a time in 
the history of farming when a man 
would take his scythe and work all 
day in the hay field, proud of his 
strength and endurance to be able to 
do such work, but the sound of the 
mowing machine had been the sign 
to hang up the scythe. The same 
state of affairs existed more or less 
with work on the roads. It was easier 
to get men to work on the road ma­
chines than at manual labor.

One of the results of this change 
was the bringing about of a different 
system of farming than that of a few 
years ago. On a trip he had made 
through Carloton county he Ifound 
potatoes being grown on phosphate, 
and there were large crops oats 
and hay, but on the farms there was 
not the stock that there should have 
been and he was told that the extra 
work caused by looking after the 
stock was the reason for letting them 
run down.

A Poor Excuse.
Regarding the school books th# 

leader of the Opposition had put up

In the prices of some of 
tiie most important book», then they 
made the reduction general with all 
the common school books and now at 
the start of next school year reduc­
tion ln price would be further increas­
ed so that It would average fifty per 
cent, on all the common school books. 
The leader of the opposition had said 
there were places where books could 
not be procured. In bringing any new 
action Into operation there was al­
ways trouble to get a new system 
working well at the start.

Now York, March 2.—Sharp declines 
among the stocka more commonly 
traded In resulted from heavy selling 
today on the stock exchange. The 
prominent issues lost from 1 to 3 
points and almost all of them, with 
the exception of Reading, fell below 
the low level established last Friday, 
following the announcement of the 
freight rates decision. The ma licet 
opened weak and sold off in the first 
hour.

The 
approach of Monday, with Its possi­
bility of decisions by the Supreme 
Court in the anti-trust cases, and re­
ports of possible dividend reductions 
by Important eastern railroads, were 
further deterrents to bullish opera­
tions.

of representatives of all the eastern 
roads affected indicated that the 
transportation companies had been 
unable to agree to accept the com­
mission's verdict with the readiness 
shewn by the western lines.

The announcement of the head of 
the Harrlman lines that double track­
ing of these roads was to proceed re­

"There was a good deal of feeling 
against Canada over the Hay-Bond af­
fair, but It has all died away," ho add­
ed. "An impression prevails In the is­
land that Premier Morris has some­
thing up his sleeve, and that If the 
Canadlan-Amerlcan arrangement goes 
through, Newfoundland will have the 
help of Canada In making a treaty of 
Its own with the United States. Of 
course nothing definite is known, but 
It Is believed that Morris has an un­
derstanding with both Ottawa and 
Washington.

"Morris believes that It would be a 
great thing If the Island could get. a 
free market for herring 
The Islander* could carry on thl* bu­
siness cheaper than the Yankees, and 
stop American vessels coming to our 
coast every winter.

"Newfoundland feels quite friendly 
to Canada, because the Canadian re­
presentatives stood by us at The Ha­
gue. Also we are getting a good mar­
ket for our salmon and halibut in 
Canada.”
